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COVER OF THE KAZAKH CHILDREN'S MAGAZINE "BALDYRGAN"
AS A REFLECTION OF GENDER STEREOTYPES IN SOVIET SOCIETY

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Abstract. The research interest in studying the history of childhood, and in particular the history of
Soviet childhood in the twentieth century, nowadays is due to increased attention to the problems of children
in the modern world. The article presents the results of a comparative and content analysis of illustrations
on the covers of the Kazakh children's magazine "Baldyrgan™ from 1958 to 1979, based on which it was
concluded how the prevailing gender views in the USSR were reflected on the pages of the periodical press.
We turned our research interest specifically to children's magazines because in modern realities there is no
doubt that childhood is an important stage in the socialization of a person. Analysis of the illustrations on
the cover of a children's magazine gives us the opportunity to better understand those values and behavioral
patterns, including those related to gender, which were formed in the younger generation by the state
ideology. Because the illustration on the cover of the magazine carries the general message of the entire
text content, and symbolically reflects gender, moral, ethical and social principles, attitudes and stereotypes
that have developed in society.

Key words: History of Soviet childhood, gender stereotypes, children's magazines, Kazakh SSR.

Introduction. Since the independence of the Republic of Kazakhstan, first of all, there were
political and economic events of the 20th century, that appeared in the field of view of domestic researchers,
while the appeal to the social history of the Soviet period was developed only in the 21st century. Today’s
research interest in the study of the history of childhood and, in particular, the history of Soviet childhood
of the twentieth century is due to increased attention to the problems of children in the modern world, and
the study of historical experience can provide answers to many questions that concern us. In Kazakhstani
society, the need to transform the concept of raising children is now being actively discussed, taking into
account modern sociocultural processes, and 2022 has been declared the Year of Children by the President
of the Republic of Kazakhstan, Kassym-Jomart Tokayev. In his New Year's address, he noted: “Special
attention should be paid to children. Their well-being is a reliable guarantee of the successful future of our
state” (Tokaev, 2021). The study and rethinking of the historical past of our state in solving problematic
"children's" issues will allow our society to build a more effective strategy for the development of state
policy in the field of childhood.

Methods and materials. In the course of the study, we analyzed the illustrations on the covers of
the Kazakh children's magazine Baldyrgan. In total, 240 issues of the journal published from 1958 to 1979
were taken into account for the study, which were carefully scanned and categorized for subsequent
comparative analysis. The materials of the Archive of the President of the Republic of Kazakhstan (AP RK)
were used, in particular, these are the minutes of the editor’s meetings of the Baldyrgan magazine from the
878 fund. An important component of the study was the method of semiotic interpretation of illustrations.
As the researcher N.V. Shalyutina notes, the semiotic interpretation takes into account that the creator of
the image and his characters are people who exist in a certain socio-cultural context, with their own visual
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canons, stereotypes, and ideology (Shalyutina, 2016). We are inclined to the conclusion that the formation
of plots was influenced not only by external factors, such as direct instructions from party bodies and chief
editors of the magazine, but also by the inner world and values of the artist himself. The analysis of gender
roles in the study was based on the ideals of masculinity and femininity generally accepted in Soviet society.

Discussion. In the historiographic review of modern literature on the problem under study, several
directions can be conventionally distinguished: first, these are scientific works directly related to the study
of the phenomenon of “childhood history”; secondly, these are works based on the methodology of visual
anthropology in the study of historical processes, and the third group is studies related to gender history.

In modern Kazakh historiography, the problems of childhood history are not studied as a separate
scientific direction; only in the last decade, separate articles on the problems of childhood history have been
published. These are articles by Z. G. Saktaganova and Zh.K. Abdukarimova on child homelessness and
children of war in Central Kazakhstan (Saktaganova, Abdukarimova 2021a, Saktaganova, Abdukarimova,
2021b). An article by M.T. Mukasheva (Mukasheva, 2019). The work of S.K. Tulbasieva (Tulbasieva,
2021) is devoted to the history of the creation of orphanages in Kazakhstan.

Great merits in the study of the history of Soviet childhood of the XX century belong to foreign
researchers. The history of childhood in the USSR is one of the directions of research by the English
historian of culture K. Kelly, who in her works traces the dependence of childhood history on the sharp
turns of Soviet ideology and politics. She concludes that the history of Soviet childhood does not contradict
the general processes of modernization (globalization) of childhood in the West, which took place
according to universal and transnational principles (Kelly, 2007; Kelly, 2003). In Russian science, the study
of "Soviet childhood" is associated with the study of various problems of history, anthropology, sociology
and ethnography of childhood, constructing images of childhood in literature, art, pedagogy and other
sociocultural areas. The authors explore Soviet children's literature, the culture of children's everyday life,
Soviet children's cinema and many other areas. These are the works of M.VV. Romashova (Romashova,
2013), A.V. Kudryasheva (Kudryashev, 2020), E.V. Abashkina (Abashkina, 2016). A.A. Salnikova
(Salnikova, 2020).

As for research based on the methodology of visual anthropology in the study of historical processes,
the topic “Visual Anthropology and the History of Images of Kazakhstani Culture in the 19th — early 19th
century”. XXI centuries: evolution and acquisition of subjectivity” (within the framework of the project
under the grant of the Ministry of Education and Science of the Republic of Kazakhstan) is developing at
the Kazakh National Pedagogical University under the leadership of T.T. Dalaeva.

In the context of this study, it is necessary to note the works of M.A. Sazonenko, who, based on the
visual materials of children’'s magazines of the Soviet period, considers such issues as the cultural content
of Soviet childhood, gender aspects in children's play culture (Sazonenko, 2021a, Sazonenko, 2020,
Sazonenko, 2021b). The matter of great interest is the work of G. Seksenbayeva in collaboration with John
Clarke, which explores the emergence, development and role of newsreels in the Soviet period in the history
of Kazakhstan (Clarke, 2018).

In the post-Soviet space, the circle of researchers in gender history is still small and has its own
distinctive features, in contrast to those countries where this trend originated. As I.V. Pinchukova noted:
“For example, many works are devoted specifically to the history of women, and not to the history of men
and the study of the relationship between the sexes. But there is a quite simple explanation for this - Russian
historical science needs to fill in the gap in knowledge that has formed due to the small amount of research
on women conducted by women themselves. For the science created by men, other objects of study were
much more important, and women and their non-public (as it was previously considered to be less socially
significant) activities for a long time remained in the shadow of scientific interest” (Pinchukova, 2007).
This statement is also relevant for Kazakhstani historical science, that is proved by the works of
Z.G. Saktaganova dedicated to the women (Saktaganova, 2016; Saktaganova, 2020).

Results. This study is at an intersection of several areas of modern historiography, firstly, it is the
history of childhood, secondly, it is a gender history, and finally, it is a visual history. First of all, it is
necessary to clarify what was the official position of the Soviet leadership on the gender issue. Article 122
was introduced in the USSR constitution of 1936: “Women in the USSR are granted equal rights with men
in all areas of economic, state, cultural and socio-political life” (Constitution, 1936). However, as
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L.N. Zavadskaya notes: “This constitutional provision equalized the status of one (female - A.B.) sex with
the status of the other — male. Therefore, there is hardly any reason to talk about the gender idea of equality
between the two sexes, since the standards laid down in the Constitution were one-sided — masculine. This
is not a standard in the modern sense, which is based on the idea of respect for human rights regardless of
gender, be it a man or a woman” [Gender Expertise, 2001: 94].

In the Constitution of the USSR of 1977, in Article 35, the wording on the equality of the rights of
women and men in the USSR is already different: “Women and men in the USSR have equal rights. The
exercise of these rights is ensured by providing women with equal opportunities with men in obtaining
education and training, in work, remuneration for it and promotion at work, in socio-political and cultural
activities, as well as by special measures for the protection of labor and women's health; creating conditions
that allow women to combine work with motherhood; legal protection, material and moral support for
motherhood and childhood, including the provision of paid leave and other benefits to pregnant women and
mothers, the gradual reduction of working hours for women with young children” (Constitution, 1977).
According to L.N. Zavadskaya: “Behind the formula about ensuring equal opportunities, creating equal
conditions, there was a recognition that there is no equality between the two sexes in society. It has not
been achieved” (Gender Expertise, 2001). O.A. Khasbulatova also holds the opinion that in the USSR, the
propaganda machine and the mass media, persistently introduced into the minds of people the gender myth
about the allegedly achieved gender equality in the USSR, which should have been taken without critical
reflection, on faith (Khasbulatova, 2018).

That is, the real position of women in Soviet society was much more complicated. In this society,
one role was predetermined for men - to be a worker, a builder of communism! While a woman had to be
a good wife, a caring mother, an active worker and a builder of communism at the same time. Yes, formally
women and men had equal opportunities and rights in the sphere of public activity, however, as practice
shows, the main leading government positions in Kazakhstan, as well as throughout the Soviet Union as a
whole, were occupied by men. The intra-family household sphere was not regulated by normative acts, and
in most families women, who at the same time were involved in social production, did all household work.
As O.V. Bolshakova notes: “Soviet propaganda actively created and imposed on society the image of a
female worker, a devoted member of the Communist party and at the same time a caring mother, a diligent
housewife, whose house sparkles with cleanliness. She not only worked hard at her workplace, but also
sewed, cooked and spent a lot of time with her children, and in her spare time she read the classics, went to
the theater, went in for sports” (Bolshakova, 2009: 109).

In this work, we tried (through the analysis of illustrations on the covers of the children's magazine
Baldyrgan) to determine whether the prevailing gender order in the USSR was reflected in the pages of the
periodical press. The journal has been published since 1958 and was the only journal edition in the Kazakh
language. Children's periodicals of the republic were not particularly diverse. During the period under
study, the newspapers “Kazakhstan pioneers”, “Friendly guys” were published. The first editor of the
magazine was the famous Kazakh poet Muzafar Alimbaev. According to him, there was no such magazine
in the republic before. Baldyrgan objectively became the center of the formation and development of
Kazakh preschool literature. The evidence was the ever-increasing circulation, from ten thousand in the
first year of publication to one hundred thousand in 1965, and in 1977 it exceeded 200 thousand.
(AP RK, 23: 1). The editorial staff of the journal had a large team of authors. Writers and poets of the
republic, laureates of the Abai State Prize A. Tazhibaev, S. Maulenov, as well as G. Ormanov, S. Begalin,
Kh. Ergaliev, laureates of the Lenin Komsomol of Kazakhstan T. Moldagaliev, K. Murzaliev
(AP RK, 2: 8).

The analysis of the illustrations on the cover of the magazine gives us the opportunity to better
understand the values and behavioral patterns, including gender ones, that the state ideology formed in the
younger generation, because the illustration on the cover of the magazine carries the general message of
the entire text content, and symbolically reflects gender, morally -ethical and social principles, attitudes
and stereotypes that have developed in society. Based on the time of publication of the Baldyrgan magazine
since 1958 and based on the periodization of the Soviet gender order proposed by the Russian sociologist
Igor Kon and the American researcher Gail Lapidus, we consider the third stage — the mid-1950s - the end
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of the 80s — which falls on the period of political thaw, and then the Brezhnev stagnation (Kon, 2018;
Lapidus, 1977).

We turned our research interest specifically to children's magazines due to the fact that in modern
realities there is no doubt that childhood is an important stage in the socialization of the individual. If we
turn to the definition of the term “childhood”, we will see that in all definitions, one way or another,
attention is drawn to the fact that childhood is a period of development, socialization, inculturation of that
part of society that is in a state of “before adulthood”. The textbook "Pedagogical Anthropology" gives the
following definition: "Childhood is a dynamic social state within the age period from birth to adulthood,
which is characterized by specific features, a special subculture and specific social ties and relationships”
(Kodzhaspirova, 2005).

We were able to find only 242 journals out of the 258 journals published between 1958 and 1979.
The design of the magazine was one of the main problems for the editorial team. They coped with this task
successfully, so the magazine was regularly awarded diplomas at the inter-republican competition of the
republics of Central Asia and Kazakhstan, in artistic and technical design and printing performance. For
example, at the 4th competition in 1964 in Ashgabat, at the 5th competition held in Frunze for the back
cover No. 5 for 1964, the artist Baltabai Tabyldiev received a diploma (AP RK, 23: 4), in 1976 in Dushanbe
at the 13th inter-republican competition (AP RK, 23: 59). Thematically uy identified the following groups
of illustrations on the cover of the magazine "Baldyrgan”, which are presented below in table 1.

Comparative analysis was carried out directly on the covers, in which the main characters were
children. Out of the 197 magazine covers that featured children, 74 featured boys and girls, and their number
was equal. On the covers of 91 magazines, the main character was a boy or there were more boys than girls.
Only on the covers of 32 magazines, the main characters were girls or there were more girls than boys. We
see that the image of girls occurs three times less than the images of boys, what is the reason for this? On
the one hand, as researcher Irina Gevinner notes, in the key countries of the social bloc, the media in general
and print magazines in particular were called upon to shape attitudes, behavior patterns, cultural norms and
consumption practices (Gevinner, 2014: 26). Based on this, we can conclude that such a distribution of
male and female characters was purposeful. On the other hand, we believe that this was generally influenced
by gender stereotypes established in Soviet society, which I. Gevinner writes about: “The media in general
and print magazines, in particular, reproduce what is in a particular society considered typically feminine
and typically male, what gender roles are expected of the sexes, what behavior is considered conforming
and what is unacceptable” (Gevinner, 2014: 26).

Although in the Soviet Union, the equality of women and men in all spheres of life was declared
from high tribunes, in reality, men dominated almost in most spheres of life, during the existence of the
state-party management structure in the Kazakh SSR, there was no female leader among the secretaries of
the regional committees of the Communist Party, and in the Council of Ministers of the Kazakh USSR
(the Supreme executive and administrative body of state administration of the Kazakh SSR, which operated
from 1936 to 1990 — A.B.). There were very few deputy chairmen of the Council of Ministers of the Kazakh
SSR - women and ministers - women, we found only seven representatives.

If we talk about the semiotic interpretation of the illustrations on the covers of the Baldyrgan
magazine, then first of all it is necessary to analyze the February and March issues of the Baldyrgan

magazine. Traditionally there were magazine issues when a picture of boys or men was expected. This is,
of course, the February issue of the magazine, as we know, in the Soviet Union every year on February 23,
the state holiday "Day of the Soviet Army and Navy" was celebrated. There were official ritual celebration
ceremonies: military parades were held in the central squares of cities, army and navy veterans were
awarded orders and medals. In the initial period, only those who were related to military service were
honored, but since during the Soviet era youngest men served in the army, the holiday gradually became
more widespread. The tradition migrated from the official stands and into ordinary families. In addition,
every year on February 23, festive tables were laid, gifts were prepared, and men in work teams were
congratulated on the holiday of the Soviet Army and Navy. Gradually, this day began to turn into a universal
men's holiday.

Out of the 17 issues of the magazine's February issue featuring children on the cover, 12 of the
covers feature boys, displaying heroic male masculinity. Almost all illustrations contain paramilitary
paraphernalia (Figure 1), most often these are military headdresses with a red star, toys in the form of
military weapons or military equipment (male image of masculinity — A.B.).

As noted by I.N. Tartakovskaya: “The Soviet type of hegemony of masculinity took shape under
the strongest influence of the policy of a hypermasculine militarized state. This policy was aimed at
ensuring that a man could fulfill himself as such only “in the service of the Motherland”, which meant
unconditional and selfless participation in the implementation of any state projects. The main property of a
“real man” was the implied constant readiness to give his life for the Motherland or for the values supported
by the official ideology” (Tartakovskaya, 2002: 115).

As for the holiday on March 8, on May 8, 1965, by decree of the Presidium of the Supreme Soviet
of the USSR, International Women's Day on March 8 was declared a non-working day "in commemoration
of the outstanding merits of Soviet women in communist construction, in defending the Motherland during
the Great Patriotic War, their heroism and dedication at the front and in the rear, as well as noting the great
contribution of women to strengthening friendship between peoples and the struggle for peace”
(Kozlova, 2011: 41).

According to N.N. Kozlova in the 1970s-1980s there are new accents in the celebration of
March 8. The demonstration of women's readiness for the next congress has already been accompanied
by the liberalization and privatization of discourse, the depoliticization of the holiday. Newspaper
editorials, agitation, appeals, postcards were decorated with images of flowers, and women were wished
for private values - good health, great happiness, etc. (Kozlova, 2011: 42). O.A. Voronina, who notes that
in the second half of the 1950s, along with maintaining the official status of this holiday as a “review of the
achievements of Soviet women,” another process begins. International Women's Day of Working Women
is being transformed into Women's Day - a celebration of all women, regardless of age and employment
status. And although the official ceremony of the holiday still retains a bureaucratic scenario, including
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congratulations on behalf of the party and government, rewarding women for their production
achievements, nevertheless, warm, more personal words are increasingly appearing in official addresses, in
the repertoire of official concerts on the occasion of the holiday lyrical songs begin to replace the patriotic
repertoire (\Voronina, 2017: 10).

Out of the 15 covers of the March issues of the Baldyrgan magazine depicting children that we
discovered, only five of them had girls as the main character, in other cases boys and girls or only boys
were depicted. We see that even in the expected “women's month of March”, the main characters are boys:
a boy hugs his mother, a boy brings a gift to his grandmother (Figure 2).

There are gender stereotypes regarding male and female images and male and female occupations
and professions in society. Of course, we cannot fully speak about the chosen profession, since we are
talking about children, but as psychologists and sociologists note, children copy adults in their games.
If we look at the illustrations on the magazine covers, we see that girls are often engaged in activities such
as embroidery, sewing or music, which, based on prevailing stereotypes, are typically female activities
(Figure 3).

If we analyze what boys are doing on the covers of the magazine, then the image of boys riding a
horse, driving some kind of equipment or working with tools is quite common (Figure 4)

If we consider the illustrations where both boys and girls are depicted, then we see that the leading
role belongs to the boys in the storyline, for example, on the cover of No. 11 from 1959, the boy is repairing
the sled, and the girl is watching. On the cover of #11 from 1960, a boy hangs a red banner, and a girl serves
tools. On the cover of No. 2 from 1969, a boy gives a girl a mined stone (Figure 5).

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Conclusion. Summing up our review, we can say that, despite the declarative statements about
gender equality, gender stereotypes about the higher social status of men continued to exist in Soviet
society, and were transferred to the next generations, including through periodicals, and the covers of the
Kazakh children's magazine of those times serve as a clear reflection of this state of affairs.

This also corresponded to the traditional mental attitudes of the Kazakh society. Men were
personified as the successors of the clan, respectively, had a special status. Of course, in the magazine, in
texts, captions under illustrations, on the covers there are practically no words denoting gender: boy or girl.
But, as the analysis showed, the presence of gender asymmetry is obvious. It is expressed in a non-verbal
form, in the predominance of the images of boys. All of them are presented as creators and protectors and
more active in the actions than girls.

Documents of the personnel, including the diaries of topographers, are characterized.

Introduction. The problem of migration in the period of imperial Russia requires a thorough and
objective study of source positions. Therefore, the study of documents Semirechensk resettlement
administration, which was created in the early XX century, it is highly relevant. Documents collected as a
result of the activities of the resettlement organization for the period from 1905 to 1918 constitutes Fund
19 of the Central State Archive of the Republic of Kazakhstan (hereinafter — CSA RK). Despite the fact
that to date, some archival documents of Semirechensk resettlement administration used in scientific
writings of historians but the entire structure of the documents as historical evidence has not been subjected
to special investigation. Until now not identified features and significance of the sources of Semirechensk
area, not to mention the source analysis of documents of the fund. Fund documents of the Head colonization
have a special role in the study of the history of peasants’ colonization. Undoubtedly, these features help
to reveal the sources of clerical documents, which was conducted in public organizations to the Soviet era,
also to describe and classify them, to determine the accuracy of the sources that will consider the history
of migration not only Kazakhs in Zhetisu region and also peasant settlers from all over the vast Kazakh
steppes and analyse the resettlement policy comprehensively.

Undoubtedly, these features help to reveal the sources of clerical documents, which was conducted
in public organizations to the Soviet era, also to describe and classify them, to determine the accuracy of
the sources that will consider the history of migration not only Kazakhs in Zhetisu region but also peasant
settlers from all over the vast Kazakh steppes as well, and analyse the resettlement policy comprehensively.
Only through authentic archival documents it is possible to objectively describe historical events and
processes.

Materials and methods. Source analysis of documents stored in the walls of the archive and their
introduction into the scientific revolution allows us to re-evaluate and rethink the historical past. So now
archival sources arouse a great interest among the scholars and researchers.

Only through authentic archival documents it is possible to objectively describe historical events
and processes. In historical science recognized the fact that before you enter the archival documents in the
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scientific revolution, we should make their analysis from the source positions. In this regard, there is a need
for a comprehensive study of fund documents from the viewpoint of source.

To determine the types of documents of the fund as an object of study, the theory of source study
was used. As a methodological basis for studying historical conditions, identifying the specific
circumstances of the source, classifying and describing the objectivity of the documents of the 19th fund,
the theory and methodology of source study were used. Proceeding from this, the classification of
documents of the fund of the head of resettlement affairs in the Semirechensk region was carried out. The
classification of the documents of the head of the resettlement affairs of the Zhetysu region was carried out
on the basis of the method of various classifications. Taking into account the general properties of the
sources and their individual groups, the documents were classified into normative and administrative, office
work, technical and personnel documents.

Determination of the value of the documents of the fund was carried out using the scientific
principles of source study, such as historicity, reliability and social. The study also relied on the methods
of systematization, analysis, and representativeness of source studies. To determine the content of the
documents of the fund, the methods of description, narration, and generalization were used. All this made
it possible to study the documents of the fund as historical sources in mutual continuity in the source study
approach.

Discussion. The reliability and value of historical research largely depends on the sources used in
it. Archival documents occupy a special place among historical sources. However, it is considered
important to study archival documents from the point of view of data science before introducing them into
scientific circulation.

The problem of analyzing historical sources arose at the end of the 19th century. Foreign historical
science has published works on the analysis and synthesis of historical sources. One of the first studies is
the works of Russian scientists V.O. Klyuchevsky (Klyuchevsky, 1989), A.S. Lappo-Danilevsky (Lappo-
Danilevsky, 1910) In historiographic source studies, there are also works devoted to methods of analyzing
historical data, including archival documents. In modern foreign historiography, English, French and
Russian scientists are leading in this problem (Ronald, 1983). The work of O.M. Medushevskya where the
theoretical and methodological foundations of the science of source study are considered (Medushevskaya,
1972). Those who conduct research in the field of source science cannot ignore the mentioned works. In
preparing this article, the author was guided by these studies.

Results. In the second half of 19th century after full colonization of the territory of Kazakhstan
Russian Empire began to implant its own administrative system to manage by a large area. At this time
Zhetisu region played an important economic and political role as a colonial region. In the late nineteenth
and early twentieth centuries to the territory of the area hit a large influx of Russian peasantries. In order to
rapidly implement policies on resettlement of Kazakh lands regal government divided the territory of
Kazakhstan to 5 resettlement regions in 1904-1905. They are Turgay — Ural, Akmola, Semipalatinsk, Syr
Darya and Semirechie (Code of Laws, 1913) In these areas were opened special resettlement organizations
that belong to the main land management and agriculture. Resettlement administrations which formed on
the basis of colonialism took away so-called "extra" lands that were used by the local population and
engaged in the preparation of resettlement sites.

Fund documents of the head of colonization affair make up a large source complex. On 14 February
1905 in the Zhetisu area there was formed migrant organization. This organization based on the study of
local natural and historical uniqueness of the region and the economic and statistical studies should be
engaged in work on the preparation of resettlement land, registered in specifying addition 1 to Section 120
of Regulations "On Administration of Akmola, Semipalatinsk, Semirechensk, Turgay and Ural regions"
adopted on 25 March 1891 (Code of Laws, 1913). Business documents source in the fund were officially
business papers, legalized in 17-19th centuries in Russia, which were formed in the course of organization
activity.

Documents collected as a result of the activities of the resettlement organization for the period from
1905 to 1918 constitute Fund 19 in the Central State Archive of the Republic of Kazakhstan, it calls the
fund documents of the head of colonization affair in Semirechensk area.
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Fund documents of the head of colonization affair have a special role in the study of the history of
peasants colonization in the area.

In total 4172 files are registered in fund 19. The archive has historical information about the fund,
which outlines activities of Semirechensk resettlement administration and the general characteristic of the
fund. Historical information of fund was compiled by archive research staff and approved on December
25th, 1950. As a result of the resettlement organization in Semirechensk there was assembled a set of
documents: circulars, instructions, orders, journals, reports, records, reports, certificates, proposals,
documents of full-time employees. From the standpoint of source the most voluminous documents in the
fund were records and documents of permanent employees. All documents collected in the fund, are
valuable sources of history to the Soviet period and at the same time most of them are stored in original
form. Fund documents are organized by structural-chronological order, namely, documents posted on the
structural department in chronological order, by time of their appearance in connection with their level of
significance and importance.

Classification of fund 19 documents.

Based on the classification of fund documents identified their several types: regulatory,
administrative, protocol, quantitative, correspondence, sole documents, technical documents and the
individual components. Such a classification, based on the main types of evidence collected in the fund,
allows to show features of clerical documents before the October Revolution. The first and main form of
documents make regulations which under the rules and regulations define and approve the functions and
competence of the supreme authority over its subordinate organization. To investigate clerical documents
of state organizations, it is necessary first of all to get acquainted with the legislative acts or administrative
regulations defining the history and main activities of these institutions (Collection, 1909). Normative
documents are legislative acts issued by the regal government. These laws are a valuable historical source
for the drawing of the colonial policy of the regal government in Kazakhstan and revealing its legislative
framework.

The basis of clerical documents in the fund of the head colonization Semirechensk region constitute
administrative documents. This group includes the documents received from the higher authorities:
circulars, instructions, orders.

Circulars as one of the types of sources in the fund are written in the form of decrees, they usually
come from the top of the ruling authorities and apply to organizations subordinate to them. The fund
collected circulars of resettlement department and the head of Semirechensk resettlement area, which were
circulated in belongs to the district offices. Most of the circulars were directly related to the resettlement
affair conducted on the local territory. For example, on 20 March 1906 General Directorate of planning and
regional agriculture sent circulars of migrant organizations, including temporary Semirechensk party in the
area. The content of this circular showed the application of measures and benefits in accordance with the
Act from 6 June 1904 to the peasants and burghers who moved on public Zauralye lands, that is, if this
year (1904) will group resettlement of several families in this case they will be assisted from the General
administration (CSA RK. CSA RK. F-I. 19. R. 1. F. 25. P. 4-5).

Along with this, fund saved circulars on leadership related to the heads of departments of the head
of Semirechensk resettlement area and district officials. Guidance of senior management, consisting from
16 points and related to resettlement affair in local areas accurately reflected in the circular dated from 21
April 1911. Circulars are collected on a particular chronological range and thus they make up one file
(CSARK. F-1.19.R. 1. F. 140. P. 127-128). For example, the resettlement department circulars concerning
land planning of Kazakh troops aimed Semirechensk resettlement organization in 1915-1916 grouped in
one file (CSA RK. F-1. 19. R. 1. F. 2025. P. 139). Basically, in the original circulars sent from the General
Department of land planning, agriculture and resettlement department, were chiefs’ signatures, in case of a
copy of the document, the signature of the Secretary, certified by the deputy head of department or the
head of the clerical documents. Circulars directed from Semirechensk resettlement area, certified by head’s
signature. Thus, circulars are important historical source for the determination of the policy pursued by
government authorities.

The next type of documents belonging to this group are instructions. This document - in which
contained conditions and necessary clarifications on specific issues of design and construction (CSA RK.
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F-1.19. R. 1. F. 199. P. 1-2). For example, in the circular letter from 1908, sent by the head of resettlement
organization of Semirechensk region to the head of the technical department of the division of land,
provided an indication of four points on the project selected by the land for preparation of resettlement
sites. Here the necessity of under what law and circulars drafted each section (CSA RK. F-1.11. R. 1. F.
2025. P. 139). However, the fund found guidance, consisting of 16 points on the application of the rules on
the formation of resettlement sites (CSA RK. F-1. 19. R. 1. F. 24. P. 72).

One group of administrative documents made up orders. Order is a legal document that is taken by
management aimed to solve the main problems. Basically, by the order was approved the personnel of the
organization. For example, by order number 69 from 20 February 1918 Secretary of hydraulic department
Chernov was relieved of his duties because of his health.

The next group of documents constitute the protocol paper, namely, magazines, records and
transcripts. At the same time the organization activity

(with higher to lower) can be determined with the help of this kind of document, as recorded protocol
documents and records all the issues discussed and decisions taken during the meetings and conferences.
In the fund of head colonization affair in Semirechensk these documents found in a large volume and,
despite the fact that they are different in content, considered according to one particular form.

In the Russian official proceedings of the 19th century the main type of registration of decisions
based on the discussion of certain issues was a magazine. The fund kept journals of Semirechensk regional
board meetings presence.

One of the sources belonging to this group are protocols, which spelled out the issues debated during
the meetings and decisions in accordance with this. The fund kept a large part of the protocols.

If in clerical work of the Soviet time protocols are processed by a particular pattern, during pre-
revolutionary period they were written in a different form. For example, in the records of the Soviet period
were recorded serial number and date of outgoing documents, including the list of all presents, reflected
the agenda, and in some cases setting out the proceedings and decisions that assures the signatures of the
Chairman, members of the Commission and the Secretary. Protocols necessarily made out of this pattern.
Course and content of the entire session are reflected in the verbatim records. However, in the clerical
documents of the state securities organizations of nineteenth century was not only the verbatim records and
only in the early twentieth century compiled verbatim records of the meetings of the State Council and the
State Duma (Kovalchenko, 1981). Due to the fact that the relevant period in the resettlement management
verbatim records were not functioning they do not occur in the fund as official documents.

The above mentioned protocol documents are one of the most important sources that define the main
activities of Semirechensk resettlement administration. In clerical work before the October Revolution
period meetings process expounded not in protocols, preferably in the form of a magazine. The fund
magazines of Central Council in Semirechensk regional management on specific data collected and make
one file (CSA RK. F-1. 19. R. 1. F. 454. P. 14). However, also systematized all protocols. For example, in
one file, the fund collected the meeting protocols of officials Semirechensk resettlement area, chaired by
the head of the Ministry of Agriculture and State Property of Turkestan A.l. Piltstin from the period of 30
May 30 to 4 June 1907 (CSA RK. F-1.19. R. 1. F. 47. P. 39).

In complex of clerical work accounting documentation takes one of the leading places. Due to the
fact that they contain different kinds of information, their description is difficult. The fund of head
colonization in Semirechensk region has the following accounting documents: reports, memorandas,
references, essays, books of resettlement sites, audit materials. Statistics also may be included to these
documents.

Semirechensk region was divided into several resettlement subareas, each of which is headed by
officials who held the post of head of the subdistrict. The fund maintained annual reports of these heads of
subdistricts on agronomic, land dividing and other additional works. Reports of heads of subdistricts made
up in free form and in the fund they are predominantly found in the form of manuscripts. For example, if
we analyze the reports for 1911 by heads of subdistricts such as Vernyi, Bishkek, Przhevalsk, Zharkent, as
it was mentioned above, they were written in free form. In a particular form, that is, the model provides
only statistical information (CSA RK. F-I. 19. R. 1. F. 223. P. 154). So, in the annual report collected and
described the information on the number of families who moved to the area from regions and provinces
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namely, how much and to what extent were established resettlement areas. Further, according to the order
on the basis of these reports, the head of the resettlement of Semirechensk area prepared an annual report
on the region and provided it to the Chief of land planning and agriculture.

The fund mainly saved drafts of the annual reports for the period from 1905 to 1916. If we consider
the annual report of Semirechensk region for 1915, the annual report and information relating there are
collected in one file (CSA RK. F-I. 19. R. 1. F. 533.P. 201). Reporting information includes reports and
accounting data of each head of subareas at the specified year. In the annual report, compiled by the area
head, cited information about the number of people who got the land and migrants taken on the account,
and created pastoral and farmstead sites, actually about land planning of Semirechensk Cossack army, loans
allocated to the migrants, use of financial funds allocated to the resettlement affair and for each subarea
provided data on registered in the reporting year of resettlement sites and staff employees. For example,
according to the report for 1915, 1262 families moved to Semirechensk region, 246 of them returned to
their homeland. During the year, the number of allocated sites and reallocation in the amount of 143645
acres reached to 60 (CSA RK. F-1. 19. R. 1. F. 534. P. 123). In general, annual reports cited similar statistics
and in some of them there is a map of the area prepared in the department of land dividing works (CSA
RK. F-I. 19. R. 1. F. 534. P. 187). Feature samples of reports over several years, in contrast to the annual
reports, is that in them is a brief geographical and historical outline of the area. The report Semirechensk
resettlement organization in the case for the period from 1906 to 1913, describes the historical and
geographical, economic and economic status of the region, and then provides a report for each year
thereafter (CSA RK. F-1. 19. R. 1. F. 27. P. 5).

However, the fund kept monthly and annual reports on the affair of land planning of Kazakhs in
Semirechensk region. For example, in the report of land dividing department for January 1914 outlined the
work undertaken by topographers (CSA RK. F. 19. R. 1. F. 26. P. 158). It should be noted that annual
reports were based on monthly reports. If, for example, to consider the report for 1916 in the case of land
planning of Kazakhs in Semirechensk area, it accurately identified the implemented measures for each area.
In the final part of the report in a table showed all Kazakh relocation sites for Vernyi, Kapal, Lepsinsk and
Zharkent counties. And in another table there defined the scope of the land in six areas, which will go into
the army fund. There are only 397,784 acres of land allotted to the share of the Cossack army (CSA RK. F-
I. 19. R. 1. F. 28. P. 302). It should specify that the fund remained reports for the months of May-August
1916 in the case of the Cossack army (CSA RK. F-I. 19. R. 1. F. 2445. P. 77). The information contained
in this report have been used in the annual report, discussed above. Annual reports on the case of land
planning of Kazakhs in Semirechensk region as annual reports on cases colonization in the region, compiled
by a certain form.

Along with the annual report, the fund kept brief reports on various issues.

One of the types of accounting documents are reports. In general, the reports were made on any
particular issue. The fund kept copies of reports or their drafts.

Reports on its content show the greatest proximity to the reports. Report by Head of resettlement
affair of Semirechensk region for the period from 1906 to 1911 was very voluminous and was based on the
annual reports (CSA RK. F-I. 19. R. 1. F. 593. P. 16). This report consists of three parts: the resettlement
activities of Semirechensk organization for 1906-1911 years, colonial areas and their importance, the
prospects for the implementation of measures to broad Semirechie colonization. Thus, the report
comprehensively outlined the work done by the resettlement during activity of the organization. The last
part of the report is devoted to the description of planned activities in the future. As records, reports are a
valuable source because they consider particular issue or problem specifically.

Compared with reports memos in the fund are less common and they have different content. For
example, ina memo S.N. Veletskiy on 31 August 1910 set out his thoughts and suggestions on how to help
with the resettlement policy to effectively implement colonization in Semirechensk area (CSA RK. F-I. 19.
R. 1. F. 228. P. 38-46). Despite the fact that this is the original report memo, it is unknown whom or what
organization it was addressed. Compared with the reports in a memo and references specifically outlines
specific problem and in summary form. For example, in the reference of S.N. Veletskiy on status of
resettlement affair on Verenensk county, provides information that in 1906 there moved 1104 families with
5381 people (CSA RK. F-I. 19. R. 1. F. 41. P. 9). Meanwhile in the reference provided by the head of the
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department of land planning and land dividing works M. Voyshillon, briefly summarized the issue of land
planning of Kazakhs in Semirechensk area during the period from 1911 to 1916. Thus, reports,
memorandas, references are additional concomitant documents to materials of other official and business
documents.

Clerical documents of resettlement organization.

In the resettlement office on the affair in Semirechie, along with written reports were written essays.
Details of these two documents in some cases were similar. If as an example we consider a brief outline of
the activities of Semirechensk resettlement organization for 1910, then it is described as a short separation
occurred given the state lands and land planning of migrated people in seven subareas (Vernyi, Zharkent,
Przhevalsk, Naryn, Bishkek, Kapal, Lepsy). Along with this, in the essays written on statistics, hydraulic,
agronomic, soil and botanical field work, as well as additional measures to assist migrants (CSA RK. F-I.
19. R. 1. F. 154. P. 7-9). Despite the fact that here there are data from annual reports, they are summarized,
as a review. Essays were not written by a certain pattern, and they were in free form and statistical
information contained in them, they represent a valuable position as a source material.

Books resettlement sites, as well as books with lists of Kirghiz (Kazakh authors) townships (volost)
can be attributed to one of the types of reports. These documents were directly related to the statistical
department. The books collected lists of resettlement sites located in counties and subareas. For example,
the fund retained the book of Semirechensk region in 1917, which lists the amount of sites in all counties
(uezd) and subareas suitable for resettlement intended for livestock, require irrigation and unsuitable for
resettlement (CSA RK. F-I. 19. R. 1. F. 307. P. 12). The book of townships lists in 1912 provides
information on eight subareas in Semirechensk area. From 198 townships in the area 134 were Kazakh, and
the remaining 64 were Russian (CSA RK. F-1. 19. R. 1. F. 1159. P. 4). According to reliable sources it can
be observed that for eight years the number of resettlement localities in the province double compared with
Kazakh townships. So it is a reason to assume that the colonization of the peasants in Semirechie performed
widely and had a very popular character. In the above books with lists of resettlement sites provides
statistical information used for reporting, they constitute a group of historical sources.

Area position and activities of the organizations was controlled by the audits. In 1908 Senator
K.K. Pahlen was sent in Turkestan in order to conduct the audit. This senatorial audit checked all
organizations, including Semirechensk resettlement administration. Unfortunately, the fund is not
preserved documentation on audit. However, in 1910 in St. Petersburg was published "Report of the audit
in Turkistan, produced by the highest command of Senator chamberlain graph K.K. Pahlen" (CSA RK. F-
I. 19. R. 1. F. 41. P. 9). One volume of the report was devoted to the resettlement. It is important to note
that Semirechensk resettlement organization report for 1906-1911 provides conclusions and observations
made by the audit by K.K. Pahlen (CSA RK. F-I. 19. R. 1. F. 154. P. 10-12). This revision, compared with
the previous ones in their tasks was very volumetric.

As indicated above, each report contained the statistical information. Along with this, the
information collected in the statistical department make up in the fund is one case and these documents we
refer to an individual recording group. For example, statistical documents about Migrants in Semirechensk
region in 1909-1910, for each county were given accurate information about how many families (number
per capita) moved during this period, in which village they settled and settled down (CSA RK. F-1. 19. R.
1. F. 2637. P. 1-9). In the analysis of the statistical documents in order to verify the reliability and objectivity
of the information in them, we compared these figures with information from other sources. For statistical
analysis and processing of documents in general it is used the method of quantitative analysis since this
method is effective. In general, the record documents collected in the fund are found in large volume. They
usually provide an opportunity in the system form to familiarize with the main activities and results
implemented by Semirechensk resettlement organization.

One of the following types of office documents in the fund is the correspondence. Sources of this
group are characterized by their heterogeneity and distinctive features, and they are divided into incoming
and outgoing. Correspondence of Semirechensk resettlement administration can be divided into several
types: correspondence with related to it organizations, correspondence with organizations not relevant to
the administration or organization of one level, correspondence with higher organizations. Each group
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consists of certain types of documents. The documents on the correspondence collected by their relation to
the special problem.

One group of sources make up sole documents, which include complaints, petitions, letters and
complaints received from individuals. Semirechensk resettlement received various complaints, petitions,
statements regarding land issues from migrants and local population systematically. They were mainly in
the form of personal or collective. For example, a tradesman of town Tara N.A. Kanter in the petition
addressed to the Chief of Zharkent county, requested to rent land for the cattle breeding (CSA RK. F-1. 19.
R. 1. F. 1159. P. 7).

This document is original and written by the hands of its author. If we consider the collective
documents, then Aubakir Tynyshbayev on behalf of the residents of the village of fifteen houses, the village
number 2, Makanchi - Sadyrovsk township of Lepsinsk county sent a petition to the head of Lepsinsk
subarea. In this petition, he writes that they are forced to settle down, as their grazing lands have been
selected to form the resettlement sites and there was a danger to remain without land.

They were asked to give them land on the opposite bank of the river Terekty near Kazakh mosque
to lead sedentary farming land (Pahlen, 1910). This request is stored in the form of the original and certified
by the representative signature (in Arabic) on behalf of the Kazakhs. However, some of the documents,
stored in the fund were written simultaneously in Russian and Tatar.

Technical documents and their characteristics.

The fund saved the technical documents as a special kind of sources, as if the basis of clerical
documents constitute the written sources, the documents relate to the technical drawings, designs, cards,
map-cases and drawings. Semirechensk resettlement organization from the first day of its operation in the
region, primarily conducted researches in various fields. During the research all the information reflected
on the paper resulting in prepared maps, drawings and projects. Originals and copies of technical documents
collected in the fund. In the schematic drawing prepared by the department of land survey works, was
established a network of geodetic reference settlements. This network began from the village Shien-Suyk-
Tobe, interim system was near the village Ush Konyr, eastern system ended by settlements Myn-Zhylky
and Kok-Tobe (CSA RK. F-1.19. R. 1. F. 1159. P. 7).

The most valuable technical documents in the fund are maps from source positions. We consider a
few of their types. In 1908, in an annex to the record on the land dividing works, it was prepared the map
of Semirechensk resettlement area. There were marked volume plots planned and educated in the reporting
year, sites granted from the army fund, sites approved by the Interim Commission, urban lands, the land of
the Cossack army, lands settlements of former residents, lands settlements of foreign nations, along with it,
the addresses of district and subdistrict heads, as well as medical and paramedical stations (CSA RK. F-I.
19. R. 1. F. 1927. P. 2). The map is colored, drawn by hand and the original, as certified by the signature
of the head of land dividing works department. Meanwhile, in a memorandum on Semirechensk
resettlement area affair in 1909 added descriptive map of the territory. This map shows the Kazakh
townships in the counties Lepsy, Kapal, Vernyi, Bishkek, Zharkent, Przhevalsk divided into natural and
historic areas (CSA RK. F-1. 19. R. 1. F. 115. P. 58). The fund kept this source in original form, they have
personal datas of the mapper and the draftsman.

One group of technical documents constitute drawings. In the affair of educational institutions and
religious organizations of Semirechensk resettlement area drawings of rural schools and churches in Vernyi
and Lepsinsk counties (CSA RK. F-I. 19. R. 1. F. 618. P. 10-29). Over time, these drawings lose their
quality. However, they allow to witness the historic buildings. However, the fund has drawings of the river
Chimalgan that was found in the affair on formation of Chimalgan resettlement sites. Drawings are valuable
technical documents because of them we can take a lot of information.

Personnel documents.

The next group of sources are documents of personnel. They include lists of staff members,
certification lists, applications for employment, orders of dismissal from his position, issuing statements on
staff salaries, official lists of the activities of officials, personal files of employees, production diaries of
topographers, as well as identity cards of employees. The fund has various lists of staff. For example, there
are lists of employees who received high, medium, and small salary (CSA RK. F-1. 19. R. 1. F. 65. P. 264-
265). To the chief resettlement administration office officials sent annually lists submitted for the award,
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this list reflects their position, salary and rank. There are also lists of Kazakh workers, they noted from
which parish and village they arrived. From these lists it is clear that the Kazakhs mainly worked in the
Department of Hydraulic Engineering. Such documents can retrieve information about the expansion and
contraction of the staff.

The personnel documents collected applications for a job and orders for a job, as well as dismissal
of employees.

The fund contains 247 personnel files. These documents can give complete and accurate information
about each employee. For example, if we consider a private matter of Toksanbaev Kayserke, who worked
as a translator — interpreter in Semirechensk resettlement organization, it sewn documents such as
application for a job, a copy of the order on appointment to the position of an interpreter and a list of posts
in which he worked. In addition, the preserved personal affairs of S.N. Veletskiy who worked for many
years as head of Semirechensk resettlement organization (CSA RK. F-1. 19. R. 1. F. 270. P. 128-130) and
T. Bokin who worked as a translator (CSA RK. F-1. 19. R. 1. F. 257. P. 2-4).

The next kind of documents topographers’ production diaries. These diaries were made for the
whole year and specified for the business to be carried out in each month and weekends. Diaries kept as
original and certified by the signature of surveyors (CSA RK. F-1. 19. R. 1. F. 1379. P. 18). However, the
number of documents in the personnel includes identity cards of employees. These documents have been
specifically allocated to officials of Semirechensk resettlement administration. In the identitity cards stated
the signature of the head of colonization area and it was certified by stamp. And they were assured by the
signature and seal of the military governor Semirechensk area. They were filled on special forms, each of
which was given a separate number. The fund kept originals of these documents in personal files.
Documents of personnel are an important source in determining the formation and composition of the
organization staff.

Conclusion. Thus, systematization of documents in the fund on the structural and chronological
principle facilitates researchers to disseminate knowledge sources. Based on a thorough and comprehensive
analysis of sources it is possible to determine the scientific value of questions contained in them. Therefore,
due to the fact that the fund contains various content and structure of documents representing a variety of
sources, we have been made their systematization and classification, as well as an attempt to disclose the
nature and significance of the historical events described in the source. Study and analysis of these
documents allow to determine the activity of Semirechensk migrants organization, on what basis can be
given a historical assessment of the colonial policy of Russia, which took place on the Kazakh steppes.

FARM CONFISCATION IN EASTERN KAZAKHSTAN
AND ITS HISTORICAL CONSEQUENCES

Abstract. The issue of deprivation of property and forced collectivization of Kazakh lands is not a
new, previously unexplored topic in the history of Kazakhstan. However, under the conditions of an
authoritarian totalitarian system, all historical works that cast a shadow over it, even if it was an objective
fact, should have been published, not studied from a scientific point of view. The aim of the study is to
study the historical realities of the tragedy of the Kazakh people in the formation of a totalitarian system
based on historical data related to Kazakhstan, which were not previously fully disseminated.

The study emphasizes the key role of the authorities in forced collectivization in Kazakhstan, as
well as the impact of new decisions on this issue on the class of ordinary blacks. The theoretical and
methodological basis of the study is the principle of objectivity, which is universally adhered to, regardless
of the complexity and diversity and contradictions of the historical situation.

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INVESTIGATORY PROCESSES:
THE RELATIONSHIP OF “THE ALASH CASE™
AND “THE CASE OF THE ADILEV BROTHERS"

Abstract. The article is devoted to analyzing the relationship between two court cases: the Alash
case of 1925 and the Adilev brothers’ case of 1929. Native-born people of Akmola and active figures of
the Alash movement, the brothers Bayseit and Dinmukhamed Adilev opposed political campaigns in the
early years of Soviet power. As a result, they were indicted and criminal cases were initiated against them
afterwards. While examining these facts, the authors took as a basis of historical documents previously
introduced into scientific discourse and the conclusion of the State Commissions for the Rehabilitation of
victims of political Repression established in the Republic of Kazakhstan. Alongside, based on the archival
documents declassified by the State Commission in 2020, an analysis of judicial and investigative processes
had carried out. As a result, formerly unknown historical facts have had revealed.

It revealed that in 1929 when the Case of the Adilev brothers formed, schematic maps were drawn
up, which showed the location of 'counterrevolutionary organizations' and their divisions in Kazakhstan
and with other crucial details. In addition, it tells about the socio-political organizations created by both
representatives of the Alash and Soviet authorities. Archival documents demonstrate the main headquarters
of counterrevolutionary organizations in Kazakhstan. In particular, the Kazakh Center, the Central Asian
Center, and the border center "Independent Turkestan", as well as their branches in Semey, Tashkent,
Shymkent, Petropavlovsk, and Almaty, the Berlin and Paris branches of Independent Turkestan as well as
the data of the leaders.

In addition, information about several groups and circles, in particular, the opposition group in the
party of the Kazakh Center, a “group of bays” (rich people) in the Kostanay region, a group T. Zhanuzakov's
'basmachi' in Fergana and the “gang” of the Adilev brothers. Initially, researchers who participated in the
work of the State Commission claimed that 71 people were involved in “the Adilev brothers” case. Then,
according to the latest declassified archival documents, their number reached 90 people. Moreover, archival
documents indicate that during the national-territorial demarcation of Central Asia in 1924, the Kazakh
ASSR included mixed Syrdarya and Zhetysu districts, while the border Sarysu district (Betpakdala),
belonging to the Akmola district, in which the Adilev brothers resisted during collectivization, was not
accepted into either Kazakh ASSR, or part of the Turkestan ASSR. There is information in the archives that
the “Adilev autonomy” appeared in the Sarysu region during the protest movement of the Adilev brothers.

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Abstract. This article examines the issue of the relationship between the Soviet government and the
agrarian population in a difficult period when rural residents were subjected to severe pressure from the
state. To implement large industrial projects, the Soviet state needed workers, food and financial resources
that could only be provided by the agrarian environment. In order to overcome resistance from the
population, successful business executives in the person of bais and kulaks were subjected to confiscation
of livestock and property, forced eviction to other regions, arrest and imprisonment in camps. while in
prison, they were used as free labor on Soviet construction sites. The basis for their liquidation as a social
class was the accusation of possessing great wealth, influence on local residents, serving in the tsarist
administration until 1917, belonging to opposition parties and others.

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THE HISTORICAL PERSONALITY OF KHAN TOKHTAMYSH IN THE POEM “EDIGE”

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Abstract. The article analyzes the role of the personality of Khan Tokhtamysh in the studies of the
history of the Ulus of Jochi, as it is clear that the centralization of the Altyn Horde state, which prohibits
various civil strife, requires colossal painstaking work. The image of Khan Tokhtamysh, who reigned for
several years in one of the most influential states of Eurasia, is expressed very incorrectly in some epic
poems and some historical studies. In Soviet times, Tokhtamysh's personality was characterized only from
the negative side, and there was a reason for this. One of them was that the identity of the person who
captured and set fire to the city of Moscow, which is the capital of a giant empire called the USSR, naturally
did not coincide with the ideology of that time. However, after the collapse of the Soviet Empire and
independence, the "unpleasant” image of Tokhtamysh has an ambiguous and contradictory assessment. The
evidence is the facts of the impartial image of Tokhtamysh in the epic poem Edige. Therefore, this article
aims to reveal the objective image of Tokhtamysh in history and preservation in official historiography.

Introduction. Many sources on the history of the Jochi ulus give different information about them.
Such types of sources include “heroic epics”. Especially noteworthy is the “Epic of Edyge Batyr”, which
elegantly conveys the historical events of those times. The epic itself has several versions and has firmly
established itself in the memory of all Turkic peoples not so much by its expressiveness and brilliance, but
so much by its involvement in historical events (Asanova, 2010: 25).

In the epic about Edyge Batyr, the following is said:

Edige sultan er, — dedi, [Edyge Sultan follow me, he said,]

Artynnan keldim men, — dedi, [I came for you, he said,]

Kidirshi batyr sen, — dedi [Wait for a bit, batyr, he said.] (Batyrlar zhyry, 2008a: 464).

The epic gives an assessment of the historical personality of Edyge through the popularization of
the image of bravery. Also in the epic about Edyge batyr, it is said that from his youth he participated in
resolving disputes in society, and even Toktamys Khan himself could listen to his decisions (Batyrlar zhyry,
2008b: 11). However, in the “Epic of Edyge Batyr”, as well as the epics of the Kazakh people, there is an
image of an unprecedented villain, which is opposed to the main character. The image of Toktamys Khan
belongs to such a character. In the epic itself, his image is described as follows:

Toktamystai zalymdy [A villain like Toktamys]

Tusirip taktan koiaiyk. [We will demolish the throne.]

Toktamystai zalymnyn [A villain like Toktamys]

Basyn kesip alaiyk, [We cut off his head.]

Or there are other lines in the same epic song:

Toktamystyn sozine [To the speeches of Toktamys]

Zhalgyz Nogai ermedi, [Not a single Nogai trusted,]
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Bir adam erip zhurmedi. [No one followed him.]

And in real life, there were many people who accompanied Tokhtamys and supported him, thanks
to which Tokhtamys was able to unite the fragmented ulus of Jochi.

Toktamys zhaman torykty, [Toktamys was very worried]

Kelmegesin bir adam [Since no one came]

Ote zhaman korykty. [He was very much afraid]

Zhelmayany aldyryp, [Calling a messenger to him]

Keter boldy Toktamys, [Intended to leave]

“Turmaspyn,-dep,-kalaga”, [Saying: "l won't stay in the city"]

Keter boldy dalaga. [Decided to go to the steppe]

Katyn menen balaga [To his wife and children]

Toktamys boldy sadaga. [ Toktamys was excited]

Orge karap zhoneldi, [He jumped up]

Toktamys kashyp dalaga [Run away to the steppe] (Batyrlar zhyry, 2008a: 464).

So who was Toktamys Khan really? Should the younger generation accept his historical personality
through this song about Edyge batyr? It seems that the moment has come long ago when it is necessary to
demonstrate his historical deeds and give a real assessment of his progressive actions. The relevance of our
article lies in the fact that in this article we will try to accomplish these tasks.

Materials and methods. In the process of writing the article, methods of historical comparison and
analysis were used. In addition, the materials of the Hundred-volume “Song of Heroes”, abstract materials
and archival data of dissertation research were used as written sources, and links to research materials of
scientists within the framework of this topic were made. In order to form a true image of a historical person
and unify the data in the data, the method of “real analysis” and the methods of “historical personology” in
scientific research, as well as to reveal the internal content of the topic, the method of “retrospective
research” were used to study the movement of thoughts and scientific opinions of a number of researchers
from the present to the past.

Discussion. Many scholars have dealt with materials related to the Ulus of Jochi, including disputes
and songs between Edyge and Tokhtamys. The famous scientist R. Berdibay expresses the opinion that the
image of Edige reflects his contradictory personality by criticizing his actions towards the fall of the Golden
Horde (Berdibay, 1990: 275). The Russian scientist N. Burlankov studied in depth the aspects of the
Kulikovo battle in the history of the Ulus of Jochi (Burlankov, 1999:38-40), in his short life our great
scientist Sh. Ualikhanov recorded the song of Edyge for the first time among our compatriots and included
it in scientific circulation (Valikhanov, 1904:223-33), and L.L. Galkin expresses many valuable opinions
(Galkin, 1985:189), V.L. Egorov also put forward the unique arguments regarding the Ulus of Jochi
(Egorov, 1999:38-40), V.M. Zhirmunsky, in his work “The heroic epic of Turkic people”, makes the poem
an object of comprehensive study (Zhirmunsky, 1974:726). A.N. Kirpichnikov delves into the history of
the Golden Horde, drawing on his research on the Battle of Kulikovo. Among the scientists who made a
significant contribution to the disclosure of the role of Toktamys in history are M.1. Mirgaliyev (Mirgaliyev,
2003: 165), E. Magauin (Magauin, 1993: 76), G.V. Nosovsky (Nosovsky, 1997: 131-154), F. Urmance
(Urmance, 1999:149). In addition, M.G. Safargaliyev studied the topic of the Golden Horde in-depth based
on archival data (Safargaliyev, 1960: 276), and the outstanding Kazakh scientist, geologist, and
academician K.I. Satpayev was also interested in this Edyge song and devoted his work (Satbayev, 1989:
373). Among the Kazakh intellectuals of the beginning of the last century, it should be noted that the
historian-Engineer M. Tynyshpayev made the first contribution to the study of the Personality of Edyge
and Toktamys (Tynyshpaev, 1924: 3).

Research results. The historical significance of this poem lies in the fact that the researchers of the
personality of Edyge gave him a different characteristic. For example, some researchers (Mirgaliev, 2003:
165) say: “Emir Mamai, a major feudal lord and statesman, was very interested in establishing order in the
country. He was not such an adventurous person as Edyge” while researchers such as B.D. Grekov,
A. Yakubovsky claim that Edyge was a hypocritical person who had no stability and sincerity in his speech
(Grekov, Yakubovsky, 1950: 384-385).
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As for the Jochi Ulus, it is politically difficult to reconstruct the battle on the Vozha River and the
meeting of the troops of Mamai, Tokhtamys on the Kalka River in the 1380s. This was not due to a lack of
information, but because at that time important events were taking place in the Golden Horde itself, which
brought Toktamys to power. In 1380, Tokhtamysh united the entire Ulus of Jochi. This association in itself
determined how great Toktamys' personality is. But the Russian chronicles are more concerned with the
power of Mamai than with the personality of Toktamys. All this indicates that before the Battle of Kulikovo,
the Russians were under the rule of Mamai. And even some researchers claim that there was no Kulikovo
Battle, it was a literary treatment of the battle on the VVozha River (Nosovsky, Fomenko, 1997: 131-154);
(Kirpichnikov, 1980: 3).

The difficulties of the 60-70s of the XIV century ended with the seizure of power by Khan
Tokhtamys, who restored political stability throughout the territory of the Jochi Ulus. According to some
researchers of the Jochi Ulus, Toktamys fled from Urus Khan, who caused the death of his father, to Emir
Timur and took an army from him, then fought for power in the Blue Horde from 1376 to 1379 and
subsequently united the entire territory of the Golden Horde.

Only researcher V.L. Egorov attaches importance to this event (Egorov, 1999:38-40), while other
researchers seem to have bypassed it. But at first, researchers, relying on the evidence of the numismatics
of the Golden Horde, wrote that the time of the beginning of the reign of Tokhtamys dates back to 1376,
and later, relying on Russian chronicles and without revealing the reasons, they began to write that it dates
back to 1380. Contradictions in the study of the personality of Toktamys originate in the intervals between
these dates. That is, it seems that only after Mamai's defeat in the Battle of Kulikovo, Tokhtamys became
khan. But Toktamys began to issue its coins in Saray in 1378. The coins that have come down to us were
minted: in Saray, Syganak, Khorezm, Gulistan and Crimea. There are also coins minted in Hadji Tarkhan
in 1381. As the coin data show, the information that relates to the reign of Toktamysh Khan requires a
radical revision. There are versions according to which Toktamys's father, Tuikozha, was the ruler of
Mangystau. He ruled the western part of Khorezm and was subordinate to the emirs of the Blue Horde.
There is also information that claims that Toktamys is a descendant of Toka-Temir.

There are many facts of denigration of Toktamys in the epic about Edyge Batyr, calling him a villain
ruler and accusing him of the brutal murder of Zhylkybai's only son. Does this historical figure really
deserve to be considered and portrayed in such a negative meaning? Even under Mamai Khan, many
campaigns were made against the Russian people, in particular, up to the battle on the Kulikovo steppe. As
for the Battle of Kulikovo, Russians and Tatars were equally deprived of military power in this war.
However, researchers believe that it was in this battle that the Tatar army led by Mamai first felt the bitter
taste of defeat. At that moment, Toktamys, who tried not to lose sight of his chance, had already subdued
the entire territory of the VVolga region. Like many Tatar khans before him, Mamai also sought to unite the
country. However, the result was insignificant. The turmoil in the 60-70s of the XIV century stopped with
the coming to the authority of Tokhtamys. The only evidence that can justify the historical role of
Toktamysh and his chanting by all psalmists is that he was able to establish political stability and restore
statehood in the entire Ulus of Jochi, as well as put an end to political disputes for power. Basically, it was
a struggle and political fragmentation for power that reached the bottom of the Jochi state and destroyed it
from that stage of history. According to many sources, Tokhtamys, after the murder of his father by Urus
Khan, fled to the city of Sarai and after a while, with the help of his supporters, captured the city of Syganak.
According to the information in the work, “Genghisnama”, Toktamys was involved in managerial affairs
from a young age. In his youth, with the support of Arab oglan, he reached the rank of khan in Saray. And
in general, it was only in the spring of 1379 that he was able to become a full-fledged khan by defeating
Timur-Malik and subjugating the city of Saray. His capture of the city of Khorezm came at the peak of
strengthening his power. We can see what a brave and talented ruler he was by his actions aimed at uniting
the Jochi ulus. One of his testimonies can be traced to the feat of the khan, who has great organizational
skills, who in the summer of 1380 annexed the cities of Kaji-Tarkhan and Majar to his ulus. Many sources
note that after the Kulikovo battle, Toktamysh's rival, Mamai’s army sharply decreased, and only a small
group of Tatars remained. Maybe that's why Mamai could not resist the onslaught of Toktamys and was
defeated. The victory over Mamai brought Toktamys the glory of the “great khan”. Thus, the reign of Khan
Toktamys began. According to researchers studying the image of Toktamys, he is described as brave,
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intelligent and at the same time very cunning khan. After consolidating his power throughout the Golden
Horde, he stopped periodic campaigns from Lithuania and Poland to the territory of the Ulus. Moreover,
he sent embassies to the Russians and demanded that their princes report to the Uluses in Saray. Many
princes were forced to comply with his demands, while Prince Dmitry of Moscow refused to do so.
Toktamys finds support from the princes of Ryazan, Nizhny Novgorod and Tver to restore the former
territories that the ulus had during the reign of Khan Zhanibek, the great-grandfather of Toktamys Khan.
Armed with such an idea, he and his assistants go on a campaign to Moscow against Prince Dmitry. During
this campaign, Noyans of Toktamys Khan captured such important Russian principalities as Vladimir,
Suzdal, Pereyaslavl and Moscow. Inspired by the victories, the Toktamys army plundered Moscow and
burned half of the city. As punishment for Prince Dmitry's disobedience, the amount of Moscow's tribute
to the Jochi ulus was doubled. Shortly after, Toktamys sent the chief imam of the city of Sarai to Moscow
to ensure control over all Russian principalities. Since 1385, in order to strengthen the economy of the
Golden Horde, Toktamys began to rule in the southern part of the Caucasus, thereby providing new trade
routes for the Horde. At this time, the Konyrat clan gained powerful power in the Golden Horde itself.
Perhaps this was also facilitated by the fact that Toktamys' mother comes from this genus. Ibn-Arabshah
describes Toktamys as a man with a very iron and firm character (Ibn Arabshah, 2005:711). He was
distinguished during the wars by his bravery. Toktamys also carried out a monetary reform, which was an
innovation of that time. He unified the mass sizes of all coins. All these coins of the same mass were minted
from the center and distributed throughout the Jochi ulus. In addition, all the surviving sources mostly
report more about the main events in history, whereas the relationship of Edyge, Toktamys and Emir Timur
among themselves is very intertwined, confusing, tortuous and full of undisclosed facts.

Currently, the study of the image of Toktamys, one of the two characters of a work of art that has
long gone beyond the literature of the Turkic peoples, included in the golden fund of the world folklore, is
very relevant. Since the national versions of the work describe historical events, i.e. the poem is based on
real historical events, the nature of the poem remains unclear if one does not compare the artistic and
historical images of Toktamys. Having failed to go beyond the Soviet censorship, we could not
comprehensively study the personality of Toktamysh, limiting ourselves only to the facts of his defeat by
Emir Temur. And, in fact, he had many important things to do: as soon as Toktamys Khan ascended the
throne, he stopped the 25-year struggle for the throne among the descendants of Genghis Khan in the Horde.
He also united the Blue Horde, Khorezm, Hadji Circassian, Astrakhan and Mamai Hordes and made efforts
to restore the unity of the powerful Ulus of Jochi.

In some versions of the epic about Edyge Batyr, information about the Emir Timur is given in detail,
denoting his image, origins of origin, gender and place of birth.

Ol dariya da bu dariya, [That river and this river]

Ol dariyadan Syrdariya, [From that river comes Syrdaria]

Syrdariyadan — Samarkand, [From Syrdaria comes Samarkand]

Samarkandta otyrgan [He was sitting in Samarkand]

Amir Barlas Shakh Temir [Emir Barlas Shah Temir] (Idaga, 1988: 254).

The very historicity of the song is supported by these testimonies.

As for the identity of Edyge, Academician Zhirmunsky said: “Undoubtedly, during the life of
Edyge, a legend began to form around his name. His personal courage, military successes, and authority as
a ruler who maintained unity and order in the country earned him wide popularity and preserved his name
in the memory of posterity” (Zhirmunsky V.M., 1974:726). In the war against the sons of Urus Khan,
Edyge was with Toktamys and fought on his side. After Toktamys ascended the throne in the Blue Horde,
he led Edyge to great power. Such mutual agreement between Toktamys and Edyge is well described in the
Kazakh - language version of the epic as follows:

Zhauryndary zhaktaky, [The shoulders are so wide].

Tuime bauy tartpaly, [Pull-out button closure].

Al karakis ton berdi, - [The sable fur coat was given to him].

Ony ustine ki dedi, [Put this on, he said].

Kokala zhorga at min dedi [Rode a grey steed, he said].

Kyrymnan dau kelse, [If trouble comes from the Crimea].
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Al, Edigem, sony sen bitir dedi. [You, Edyge, finish with them].

Kyrymnan zhau kelse, [If enemies come from the Crimea].

Al, Edigem, sony sen kyr dedi [You, Edyge, crush them all] (Magauin, 1993: 76). One of the first
Kazakh scientists who wrote about the epic about Edyge Batyr was M. Tynyshpaev, who claimed: “I had
to partly hear that our great-grandfathers came from the Crimea. In the middle of the XVI century after the
Russians captured Kazan and the Crimea, those who were in the Crimea — stayed in the Crimea, those who
were in Kazan — stayed in Kazan, and those who lived in Nogai — stayed there. Those who lived in the east
of the Volga convinced of the impossibility of reuniting with them back, migrated, and formed a separate
Kazakh khanate. The expression that asserts that “Alash became Alash when Alasha Khan became Khan”
comes from this period (1570-1590). Before that there was no division of the Golden Horde (not counting
only the Crimea). Edyge batyr, Emir Timur and Khan Toktamys are all representatives of the same era;
Edyge died in 1419-1420, when there was no fragmentation of the state. 130-150 years after that, the unity
of the Golden Horde collapsed and the state split into different parts” (Tynyshpayev, 1924:3). On this
occasion, Emir Timur in his “Code of Laws” notes that his army was exhausted as a result of a long
campaign lasting six months, they were also exhausted from hunger, so neither the armies nor their
commanders had any desire to fight. He also writes that “on the contrary, Toktamys' army was cheerful,
fresh... Knowing this, Toktamys wanted to take advantage of this chance, and they attacked me with a
great onslaught... | bribed the enemy's flag holder in advance, he promised to throw the flag on the ground
when the two sides entered the battle... As soon as his flag fell, Toktamys froze, not knowing what to do,
and then began to run away. Thus, he sowed fear among the warriors and was overwhelmingly defeated”
(Timur's Code, 1992:179).

Toktamys eventually became a victim of betrayal. In the epic about Edyge batyr, his words are
quoted to those who chased Toktamys: “Your ignoble master Toktamys, do not bow to him from now on.
My grievances if my flying arrows do not speak, then they will not come out of my mouth. Once a man
rides, he does not forget to run away like a woman” (Satbayev, 1989: 373). From these words, it is clear
how brave, stubborn and straightforward Edyge was. As a historical source, the image of Kobylandy batyr
is known to us from the novel “Rage” by the author of historical novels I. Yessenberlin. For comparison,
there are many historical facts and geographical names in the song about Kobylandy Batyr. Modern
researchers confirm historical data that the song “Manas”, which most Kazakh scientists have studied, is
also closely related to the image of Tokhtamys Khan. At the same time, the presence of different historical
geographical names and various variations of the epic about Yedig batyr among the Turkic peoples, this
epic is consonant with one of the ancient Kazakh lyric-epic psalms “Kozy Korpesh-Bayan Sulu”.
Ch. Valikhanov in his work “The First Letter” notes the following: “Kazakh epics are a real reflection of
the worldview and mutual understanding of their society, and since there are essays there, they have a
powerful educational property and great importance that interests a person”. Therefore, what is said in the
epic that Baltaly, Baganaly, Yst, Toleu, Serkesh, as well as Karabay, passing along the summer pasture of
Dombyraly, crossing Monshakty, Tumen, arrival in the sea of Muz, will have a great impact on the
awareness of the historical fact and will increase the reader's knowledge. Based on the data of the lyric epic,
A. Margulan notes that the Kazakhs of that time wintered in the Semirechye-Syr Darya region, in the spring
they supplied their transport movements, together with their possessions they wandered to Saryarka.
Before the beginning of the hot days, cattle were bred in the pastures of Kulundy, Baraba, Kokmaisa. Then
they moved into the forests of Western Siberia. Thus they reached the shores of the Glacial Ocean. With
the onset of cold weather, they migrated back to Semirechye-Syr Darya and reunited with the remaining
tribesmen here. The place of Baganaly noted in the work is a dense forest (taiga) in Siberia with pine
columns, and Baganaly, apparently, is a place named by our Kazakhs as a result of cutting down forests
with sharp axes and opening new paths. This place, called Baltaly-Baganaly, with rivers and lakes, in
ancient times was a habitat for Kazakhs in Siberia. Here, this information is undoubtedly a source of
knowledge for inquisitive youth, filling the knowledge base and expanding the horizons of knowledge. In
addition, such national games as Assyk, and Audaryspak, educational games that instil Kazakh physical
education were reflected throughout the song. There is no doubt that, in general, the poem is one of the
most elegant, good-quality works of the Kazakh people, filled with instructions and morals. In the epic
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about Edyge Batyr, the image of Tokhtamys Khan can be compared with the image of Afrasiab from the
saga of “Shahnameh”, one of the oldest psalms.

In Persian writings, especially in Tajik encyclopedias, Afrasiab is depicted as a symbol of atrocity
in the sense of a monster. Nevertheless, Persian literary sources reveal some moments of truth related to
the fate of Afrasiab, albeit in the form of a legend. We know they matter here. The Shahnameh describes
“Many heroic actions of Nuzar, the son of Manuchehr. In one fierce battle between Iran and Turan, Nazar
was Killed by Afrasiab. Then the Iranian country goes through a serious crisis, and Afrasiab occupies the
Iranian throne for twelve years. The huge Er Tonga fought a lot with Rustam, the main and most beloved
hero of the Iranian folk epic. There are many legends in the saga that have a general pedagogical, instructive
character. Afrasiyab's birth is told in one legend as follows: Shah Pashang was deeply in love with Ala Pise
Zhadu's daughter at a young age. Before receiving his father's blessing, he marries his beloved girlfriend.
Nine months, nine days later, she gave birth to his son and named him Afrasiab. In fact, it was Afrasiab or
Pirasiab, which later became known as Afrasiab. Because godmother Afrasiab noticed that the baby was
born baggy. A woman discovers that a bag of blood was born instead of a baby. Horrified, the godmother
snatches a bag filled with blood from the center of the Royal Palace, carries it to the bank of a leaking
ditch and pierces the bag with the tip of a knife. Suddenly, the look and arms up to the elbow catch the eye
of a red baby. When he touches the child's face, he notices that it is soaked in blood. When the woman went
to the water to wash her hands, the water pressure increased and the boy fell out of the woman's hands,
thereby the water carries him through the water up to the warehouse of the watermill. The miller, noticing
the stop of the mill chariot, thinks that something is stuck there and therefore clogged. When cleaning
this chariot, the miller discovers a baby stuck there. He brings it home. Having wrapped and wrapped the
baby, they put him to bed. As soon as he wakes up, he cries for food. At that time, the miller's female
dog was also feeding her puppies. Not knowing what to do, the miller gives the baby to the bitch to
breastfeed. A child who sucks a bitch's breast falls asleep. The miller thought: “Tomorrow I will take the
child to his owner” and fell asleep himself. Soon Shah Pashang was informed that the born boy was
carried away by the current, and the godmother was hysterical at that time. The Shah sends his warriors
everywhere to find the child and bring him. Seekers are surprised to see a baby lying in the bowels of a
bitch. Quickly the child and the miller are taken to the palace, to the Shah. Pashang hag is sad to hear that
the baby was breastfed by a bitch. Because of this, he orders the miller to be beheaded. Also, the shah,
having gathered soothsayers and a clairvoyant, asks to tell about the future fate of the baby. They answer
that ““As he was suckled with the milk of a bitch, he will live wildly like a dog, and the fact that he was born
covered in blood means that he will be thirsty to shed blood, he will be a bloody killer”. As the predictors
claimed, so it was in the future. Everything came true. All those qualities that the soothsayers said were in
his blood. During the wars, his enemies referred to him as “the milk-drinking bitch”, “who grew up on the
miller's doorstep”. Given the existence of the proverb “Mother's milk develops thinking”, the story about
the birth of Afrasiab is very instructive. It was his poem that was nicknamed “Farasiab” or “Parasiab”,
which means “mill pole™. Later it was changed to Afrasiab (Abusharap Sairan, 2004: 354). Although in this
song Afrasiab, as well as Toktamys, is depicted as a murderer, this makes sense: we see how great and
outstanding a figure of his time was the historical figure of Afrasiab during these events. With the help of
this psalm, we get data about Afrasiab. No matter how the image of Tokhtamys sounds in the song of
Edyge, we can judge as to how historically significant it is. The Shahnameh mentions Tahmuras, who
invented the inscription, and shows that he ruled for 30 years. In this saga, Tahmuras is listed as the
ancestor of Afrasiab. And in the "Avesta" it is reported about the battles of Tahmuras with demons and
devils. He is a leader who forbade paganism, worshipped God and promoted being a believer. He was in
the religion of the prophet Idris. It is known that Toktamys was a descendant of the famous Genghis
Khan and intended to spread the Muslim religion.

The fact that in the epic about Edyge Batyr, Toktamys allows the boy Edyge to rule suggests that
his resourcefulness and ability to resolve disputes are combined with moments of oratory of the Kazakh
people. As an example of this, the following story can be mentioned: a famous speaker (sheshen) Toksaba
saw an eight-year-old boy grazing a lamb behind one of the villages and asked him:

Son, whose is this lamb? He asked.

Grandfather, this lamb belongs to the sheep, the boy replied.
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Your father didn't have a name, he said.

My father has both a dark horse and a bay horse,

And he has a yellow horse and a red horse, the boy replied.

Speaker (sheshen) thought to himself what a stubborn boy he is. Taking out and shaking out his
rattling snuffbox made from the horn of a mountain goat, he puts tobacco-nasvai under his tongue. Then
the boy asks: - Grandpa, what kind of animal's horn is your snuffbox made of? Hearing the untruthful
answer of the speaker (sheshen), the boy resourcefully says: “However, it is true that they say that the land
of the dissolute people is worn out. Our people make shanyrak from rabbit horns. And yours were needed
only for a snuffbox”. Toksaba could not respond to such a shrill speech. If we compare the fragments of
the epic about Edyge Batyr with the verses of Makhambet, we can find the following points. In the epic
about Edyge batyr it is said:

Men kelermin, ketermin, [I'm leaving, I'm coming].

Satemirdei kalmaktyn [As Satemir of the Kalmyks].

Eline izdep zhetermin, [I 'll get there and find it].

Satemirdin elinde [At Satemir’s nation].

Shubardy ush ai bagarmyn. [I will graze three months of spotted].

Osy otyrgan kalandy [And this city of yours].

Talkan kylyp shabarmyn. [I will crush to dust]

Toktamystai khanynnyn [And your khan as Toktamys].

Ordada basyn alarmyn. [I'll cut off his head].

Ush ai toksan kun bolganda, [Three months later].

Osy ordaga zhetermin, [I will get the Horde].

Kelerde habar etermin. [I will inform you upon arrival].

And now let's consider what Makhambet Otemisuly said to Sultan Baymagambet. Here Makhambet
says the following:

Men ak sunkar kustyn soiy edim, [I am the best of the white falcons].

Shymyrkansam tage ketermin, [I'll leave if I'm offended].

Ketpei de neshik etermin? [Why do you hate me?].

Bul bargannan bararmyn, [As | leave, so | will leave,].

Kiyadan oryn alarmyn, [I'll find a shelter in the steep mountains].

Otinip alyp ot zhakpan, [l will not ask for fire].

Dushpanga kylysh urarmyn. [Let enmity warm me.].

Zhazga bi rai kalganda, [You've caused yourself the trouble.].

Ala sapyran bolganda, [When the time of nomadism comes,].

Boline koshken elindi [When snows sprout everywhere,].

Borikken koidai kylarmyn. [Like scaring sheep away,].

Zharyla koshken elindi, [Your people running in hysterics].

Zharaly koidai kylarmyn. [Equalize with a herd of sheep].

Men ketkenmen tek ketpen, [I'm leaving for a reason].

Sizden artyk tabarmyn. [I'll find myself a better khan!].

Ashuyma kop tisen, [If you annoy me completely,].

Ozekti zhanga bir olim, [I won't yap like a mutt.].

Ordandy talkan kylyp shabarmyn. [I'll come and ruin your bet.].

And there is also a poem that he said to Zhangir Khan: [XXX].

Khan emessin kaskysyns [You are not a khan, you are a wolf geek,].

Kas albasty baskyrsyn [Covering the witch at night,].

Dostaryn kelip tabalap [Friends — and those will become enemies,].

Dushpanyn senin basks ursyn! [The enemies will stone you!].

Khan emessin ylansyn [You are not a khan, you are a disaster].

Kara shubar zhylansyn [You're a snake's spawn].

Khan emessin ayarsyn [You don't deserve respect as a khan].

Aiyr kuiryk shayansyn! [You're a creeping bastard, crawling forward with cancer] (M. Baidildayev,
Magauin, 1984:115).

This is what Makhambet said to Zhangir Khan. And now, thanks to such works, the image of
Zhangir Khan has been formed in the minds of generations as an evil khan for many years. But in fact,
Zhangir Khan is a historical figure who built schools in the Bukey Horde and opened centers of culture in
the Kazakh Steppe. Is it not enough to say that Zhangir Khan built the first archival institution in the
Bukey Horde on Kazakh Steppe, not to mention other actions? His similar advanced actions remained
nameless after the aforementioned and other verses of Makhambet written against him. In this sense, one
can see similarities in the fates of Tokhtamys Khan and Zhangir Khan. And the moment has come to restore
the true images of these two personalities.

In general, taking into account the existence of different versions of the epic about the Edyge batyr,
the image of Khan Toktamys in the “Epic about Edyge” is more appropriate to reality. Because it is in this
epic that not only the facts of his denigration are given, but also such moments as he took care of Edyge
and brought him up in the spirit of rulers, batyrs, which also comes close to the real fact.

Ninety viziers of Tulymbi, not seeing his proximity to Toktamys, inform the khan that he is without
a son and can harm him, to which the Khan Toktamys answers them as follows:

Aita bermen, auzyna ne kelse, [Don't say what you want].

Barlygy muratyna zhetken bar ma eken?! [Who has achieved everything?!].

Satyp alyp bolmas Kudai bermese, [It is impossible to buy all if God does not give].

Kairatpenen uldy bolu bar ma eken?! [Is it possible to have a son with courage?].

Bul dunienin asli ozi zhalgan-dur, [This world is temporary].

Kone sarai barlygynan kalgan-dur. [The old palace remains from everyone].

Myn zhasasak, turmas sony oiran-dur, [We are not forever alive in this world].

Konil muratyna zhetken bar ma eken?! [Is there anyone who is satisfied with life?].

In addition, Edyge, during a campaign against the enemy, addresses his army as follows:

Lashkerim, soz aitaiynm esitin, [Warriors, | will say one thing, listen to me].

Kauiptenseniz, shurtka kaityn, bekterim. [If beware, come back, soldiers].

Toktamys khan, atam bizdi surasa, [If Grandfather Toktamys Khan asks about us].

Baryp bizden salem aityn, bekterim. [Give them our greetings, soldiers].

Here, as we can see, Edyge is interested in whether his grandfather Toktamys and not his father
Tulymbi, asked him. That is, it is not difficult to see his very close and warm attitude toward Toktamys
here. If Toktamys had not shown paternal care, would Edyge have reached such personal heights? That is,
his respectful attitude towards Toktamysh is clearly visible here. If you look at the versions of the song
Edyge, written in the language of different nationalities and peoples, you can see that at one time the Golden
Horde was a huge empire that occupied the Eurasian space, uniting many nations. And were the actions of
Toktamys, who ruled for almost a quarter of a century and united this empire into one environment from
the fractures of various small khan structures, and the actions of Edyge Batyr, which caused the collapse of
such a huge state and destruction following the crushing campaigns of Emir Timur, right?

Conclusion. According to many sources and the epic "Forty Crimean Batyrs", the batyrs who kept
up with them really were in history. For example, Suyinish, Kaztugan, Kobylandy, Edyge, Toktamys,
Sypyra zhyrau and others (Kasak xauabirbl gayipinzeri oaeouet, 1993:176). According to these sources,
under Uzbek Khan, observatories operated in the ulus of Jochi, which were engaged in the study of the
celestial world. During the Toktamys’ reign, the work of these observatories was supported, and famous
scientists of that time were concentrated in Saray. Coins with images of horoscope signs can be noted as
material evidence of this. Representatives of such clans and tribes as Mangytai, Jalair, Mansur, Sejuit,
Baryn and others mainly participated in the unified state authority created by Khan Tokhtamys. As most
sources show, Edyge batyr killed Toktamys Khan.

In conclusion, it can be stated that a historiographical analysis was carried out on previously
published and modern studies that concerned information about the progressive role in the history and
historical personality of Toktamys Khan and a review of the literature was made from a new position. The
problems considered and the results obtained in the future contribute to a different look at this study.

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Abstract. The purpose of this study is to analyze the implementation of language policy in
Kazakhstan in the second half of the 1980-s. The novelty of the article lies in the fact that the authors, based
on the analysis of soviet, foreign and Kazakhstani studies on this issue, made an attempt to identify
problems in the language situation in the under review period. The authors came to the conclusion that the
process of russification of Kazakh society continued and continued more intensively among urban youth
and was associated with a fairly high degree of urbanization of the Kazakh population during the study
period. The Kazakh language was ousted from the most important and significant spheres of public life of
the republic, therefore, both Kazakh youth and representatives of other ethnic groups were not interested in
learning the Kazakh language, knowledge of which, unlike the widely used Russian language, did not
guarantee either admission to universities or career growth, nor a wide choice in the professional path.

The article deals with the problems of language policy and the place and role of the Kazakh language
in the education system during the years of «perestroika» in Kazakhstan. By the mid 1980-s the Kazakh
language was practically ousted from all spheres of activity, a significant part of the Kazakh youth formed
an idea of the «non-prestigiousness» of their native language. In connection with the ongoing processes in
the Kazakh SSR by the end of the 1980-s the question of giving the Kazakh language the status of a state
language arose sharply. The work is based on archival materials of the Archive of the President of the
Republic of Kazakhstan, statistical data on the number of national schools.

Introduction. The soviet national policy was aimed at the linguistic and cultural russification of
non-Russian nationalities in the USSR. Estonian researcher, linguist Mart Runnut believes that the main
feature of the language policy in the Soviet Union was the dominance of political ideology, and a clear
Soviet language policy as such never existed, because it was just one aspect of soviet communist ideology.
Ethnicity was seen as a temporary phenomenon. It was believed, that the problems associated with ethnicity
and the «national question» in general at the official level had long been resolved in the Soviet Union, and
that there were and never would be any ethnic or linguistic conflicts between nations. The Russian language
was declared as the language of international communication. Thus, the convergence (i.e. transition) of
ethnic non-Russians to Russian and the decrease in the number of languages spoken were considered as a
positive sign of development towards a communist future (Runnut, 2013). In the USSR and in Kazakhstan
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in particular, the Russian language was promoted not only as a «lingua franca», but also as a key component
of the all-Soviet cultural basis (Duncan, Mavisakalyan, 2015: 628).

This policy has led to serious negative consequences in Kazakhstan. Due to the massive industrial
and agrarian migrations of the Slavic population to the republic and the constant decline in the demographic
share of the Kazakhs, the Kazakhs became not only a minority in the republic, but many of them, especially
in the cities, were largely russified (Ubiria, 2010: 693). Kazakh writer Zhumabay Zhakupov believed that
during the years of «perestroika», Kazakh society was already divided into two groups. The first group
included Kazakhs who were linguistically and culturally russified, the so-called «shala Kazakhsy» or «semi-
Kazakhs». The second group included those who were fluent in the Kazakh language and who were called
«nagyz Kazakhs» or «real Kazakhsy». Zh. Zhakupov writes that the Kazakhs in soviet times had two options
— the first is isolation and boycott of Soviet reality, the second is to accept this reality and adjust to it. The
majority of Kazakhs chose the second option. Children who were born in the 1960-s and 1970-s in
Kazakhstan accept their position as a national minority as a natural reality. Accordingly, a whole generation
of young Kazakhs has grown up who do not know or poorly know their native language in Kazakhstan by
the 1980-s. The Soviet education system led to the fact that having come to Russian-speaking nurseries /
kindergartens, schools, universities Kazakhs quickly mastered the Russian language (Zhakupov, 2009).
Thus, part of the Kazakh (often urban) youth formed an idea of the unnecessary of their native language in
the late 1980-s. Many young people strove to defiantly speak only Russian.

This situation also created problems in relations with the older generation. Russian researcher
S.V. Cheshko describes the language situation in republic based on his observations during his visit to
Kazakhstan. The researcher recalls a situation, which, in his opinion clearly illustrates the complexity and
inconsistency of the processes of linguistic interaction and its influence on the consciousness and behavior
of people. The situation occurred in one of the regional committees of the Communist party of the KazSSR.
Two Kazakh girls spoke among themselves in Russian, but when an elderly Kazakh man appeared, they
immediately switched to the Kazakh language. S.V. Cheshko argues that in Kazakhstan during the Soviet
period, Kazakhs and Germans easily switched from their native language to Russian and vice versa.
According to S.V. Cheshko, as a result of the language policy of the party, the phenomenon of
«languagelessness» arose in Kazakhstan. Situation when a person does not fully speak more than one
language and speaks in a kind of mixed language (Cheshko, 1996: 169-170). We argue with the opinion of
this author about the « languagelessness » among the Kazakhs: the knowledge of the Russian language and
the degree of knowledge of it by the Kazakhs was quite high (it can hardly be called «languagelessness»),
while the knowledge of the native language among young Kazakh citizens became problematic.

Materials and methods. During analyzing the practical implementation of the language policy in
Kazakhstan in the studying period, the authors used general scientific methods (analysis, synthesis,
induction and deduction, etc. as well as the methods of the component and comparative analysis of
statistical materials that contribute to the study of language problems. In addition, the authors also used the
method of comparative analysis when comparing the dynamics of the number of students in general
education schools and higher educational institutions by language.

For a holistic understanding of the processes that took place during the period under study, the works
of the Soviet authors, the works of modern Kazakh and foreign researchers devoted to the study of national
politics in the Soviet period were analyzed. In this article there were used the works of Soviet, Kazakh and
foreign researchers: M.M. Suzhikov, G.S. Sapargaliev, S.V. Cheshko, E.P. Zimovina, B. Dave, M. Runnut,
S.Z. Zimanov, Zh.B. Abylkhozhin, Zh.U. Kydyralina, A.N. Alekseenko, Zh.S. Aubakirova and etc.

An attempt of objective comprehension determines the use of archival documents. In particular,
documents from the 708 fund - the Central Committee of the Communist Party of Kazakhstan were studied
in the Archive of the President of the Republic of Kazakhstan. Archival documents contain information
about the practical implementation of the national policy in the republic.

Discussion. Throughout the entire period of existence of Soviet power, the issues of implementing
national policy and regulating interethnic relations were relevant. A significant role was played by scientists
who carried out the order of the top party leadership on this topic. Scientists-researchers conducted surveys,
peer reviews, published a huge amount of literature, promoting the ideological campaigns of the party.
Among Soviet authors it is necessary to mention about book by Suzhikov M.M. and Sapargaliev G.S. So,
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the book contains materials of specific sociological research, examines the role of the state in the regulation
of interethnic relations.

Most of the works of foreign authors in the post-Soviet period, especially in the 1990-s, are devoted
to the analysis of the model of relations between the center and the union republic, particular,
S.V. Cheshko’s work «The collapse of the Soviet Union: an ethno-political analysis». English-speaking
researchers M. Runnut, A. Duncan, A. Mavisakalyan, G. Ubiria pay attention to the use of the Russian
language as a key component of the all-Soviet cultural basis. The work of the British political scientist
B. Dave contains information about sociological surveys showing the widespread russification of urban
Kazakhs. In addition, the researcher analyzes the population censuses, which are the tool of the colonial
state through which the «majority» and «minorities» can be formalized.

There are not so many modern domestic researchers involved in the study of Soviet national policy
in Kazakhstan as a special object of study. It is necessary to note the work of the scientist S.Z. Zimanov
«Theory and practice of automation in the USSR». S.Z. Zimanov reveals the life of nationalities within the
USSR, the exercise of the right of nations to self-determination. Within the framework of this study, data
on the difficulties with bilingual services for the population of Kazakhstan in the period under review are
of interest. In modern domestic historiography, it is necessary to highlight the work of Zh.B. Abylkhozhin.
The author examines the issues of the socio-economic and socio-political history of Soviet Kazakhstan,
touching on the problems of national politics in the post-Stalin period and before the collapse of the Soviet
Union. Zh.U. Kydyralina made a significant contribution to the study of Soviet national policy in
Kazakhstan. Zh.U. Kydyralina’s works contains significant documentary material taken from the funds of
both Kazakh and Russian archives. Analyzing the sources, the author reveals serious negative trends in the
implementation of national policy in the period of the 1950s-1980s. But Zh.U. Kydyralina emphasizes that
revealing the essence of the Soviet national policy should not lead to a negative attitude towards the Soviet
past. Despite the repressions against the national intelligentsia, the belittling of the culture and language of
the Kazakhs, the deprivation of independence, some positive projects should not be denied, such as:
improving the level of education, developing medicine, means of communication, etc. Kazakh historians-
demographers Alekseenko A.N. and Aubakirova Zh.S. explore ethno-demographic processes, problems
and difficulties of adaptation of the Kazakh rural youth in the urban environment associated with ignorance
/ poor command of the Russian language, etc.

Research results. The Kazakh language during the years of Soviet power was ousted from the
economic and industrial spheres, office work was carried out mainly in Russian. A generation of young
Kazakhs who do not speak Kazakh language began to join the Soviet Kazakh nomenclature. As a result,
the Kazakh language turned out to be limited exclusively to the sphere of domestic relations. Hence, the
phrase «knowledge of the Kazakh language at the household level» appeared in the Kazakh society.

This situation caused discontent among representatives of the Kazakh intelligentsia and activists
which manifested itself not only in the discussion and condemnation of the current language situation, but
also in certain actions. So, in the document of the CCS of Kazakhstan «On the unhealthy political situation»
(autumn 1986) contained information on the issue of teaching children the Kazakh language in Alma-Ata.
This document contains information that «this situation was provoked and fueled» by the writer
Sh. Smakhanuly and journalist S. Karataev, as well as other representatives of the Kazakh intelligentsia.
They compiled lists of Kazakh children, posted announcements in institutions and on the streets of the city
calling for Kazakh families to send their children only to Kazakh schools. Activists organized meetings on
behalf of parents' committees, at which they put forward ultimatum demands for the immediate opening of
national kindergartens and schools (Kydyralina, 2008).

At one of the meetings of the commission of the Central Committee of the Communist Party of
Kazakhstan on national and interethnic relations in September 1987, it was recognized that significant
shortcomings that infringe on the rights of citizens have not yet been eliminated in the language services
for local residents. For example, the first secretary of the Kegen district Committee of the Alma-Ata region
B. Danyshpanov noted: «for example, such an everyday situation as visiting a savings bank. Sometimes
having arrived from a distant country, a shepherd is forced to waste a lot of time waiting for outside help
in filling out the necessary forms... The same is at the post office, where it is very difficult to send a parcel,
a telegram in Kazakh language. All questionnaires, other numerous documents are filled in Russian.
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Numerous other examples were cited at this meeting which testify the neglect of the interests of the
indigenous nationality, especially in terms of its linguistic communication. For example, in the presence of
the Kazakh and Russian population the sessions of the Councils of People's Deputies were held only in
Russian in Aktobe, Kzyl-Orda, Kokchetav, Kustanai, Pavlodar, North Kazakhstan and Tselinograd regions.
Some ministries and departments ignored the requirements to respond in Kazakh when receiving letters
and complaints in the Kazakh language (Zimanov, 2009: 425-426).

The situation with the sphere of usage of the Kazakh language remained difficult. For example, in
the Kazakh SSR there were 7,900 schools in the 1987-1988 academic year with a total enrollment of
2,991,700 students (Table 1). According to the data in the Table 1, the share of students in schools in the
Kazakh language was 30%, while according to the 1989 census, Kazakhs in the republic made up 38% of
the population (Suzhikov, Sapargaliev, 1989: 66). According to the 1989 census, 98.5% of Kazakhs
declared that the Kazakh language is their mother tongue, however, according to B. Dave, this does not
mean that they used Kazakh as their «first language» or, presumably, spoke on it most of the time (Dave,
2004: 449).

According to the table, the total number of students studying in Russian was 67%. M.M. Suzhikov
and G.S. Sapargaliev note that the amount of children entered Kazakh schools was fewer on 7,600 in 1988
than in 1986 (Suzhikov, Sapargaliev, 1989: 66). In our opinion, this was due to a number of reasons: firstly,
these were also echoes of the repressions against the participants of the 16 December 1986 and, in our
opinion, the remaining fear of a repetition of repressions of such kind; secondly, there was no pragmatic
part in studying the Kazakh language due to its low status and lack of demand in the republic; thirdly,
survey data showed that some Kazakhs sent their children to study in Russian schools, considering
education in Russian is better and more prestigious, and teachers more competent than in Kazakh schools.
This statement could take place, since often in Russian schools the quality of teaching staff and the level of
teaching was significantly higher than in Kazakh schools (there were problems with the lack of personnel
who taught in the Kazakh language). This statement could take place, because in Russian schools the quality
of teaching staff and the level of teaching was significantly higher than in Kazakh schools (there were
problems with the lack of staff who taught in the Kazakh language); fourthly, education in universities was
conducted mainly in Russian (we will show these data below).

At the beginning of 1970, respondents were asked to indicate not only their native language, but
also any other language of the peoples of the USSR that they spoke fluently. This allowed the state to collect
data on the degree of bilingualism among various nationalities. Census of 1989 showed that 64% of
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Kazakhs were fluent in Russian. In addition, they defined Russian as their «second languagey, also called
the «language of inter-ethnic communication» and an integral component of «bilingualism». Data on
«second language» proficiency (invariably Russian for non-Russian groups) provided more useful insight
into the prevalence of bilingualism (the ease with which Russian is acquired) and the extent to which the
native language has been supplanted (Dave, 2004: 450).

B. Dave cites unofficial observations in the early 1990-s, which show that a little less than one third
of Western Kazakhs could speak Kazakh and an even smaller percentage of Kazakhs had ability or need to
read and write on it. There were different assessments of «proficiency» in the Kazakh language and
conflicting opinions on how «proficiency» in the language should be defined. As a result, the levels of
«proficiency» and the number of those who do not speak their native language were the subject of highly
subjective assessments. As an example, the researcher cites Abduali Kaidarov’s opinion, a Kazakh linguist
and head of the «Kazakh tili» language revival society, who negatively assessed the situation in which
about 40% of Kazakhs could not speak their native language. Well-known Kazakh scientist-demographer
M.B. Tatimov disputed these figures and argued that the level of Kazakh native language proficiency should
be determined by the degree the language is spoken in the family (i.e. intra-ethnic setting), and not by the
degree of public use. Thus, in his opinion, according to this criterion, the number of Kazakhs who did not
know their native language was 28% not 40% (Dave, 2004: 450).

However, the situation with the Kazakh language teaching has somewhat changed in 1990-1991 (Table 2).

According to the «Statistical yearbook of Kazakhstan in 1990», the number of Kazakhs studying at Kazakh
language schools increased up to 77 000 in 1990-1991 compared to 1986-1987, and the number of students in
Russian in the same years decreased by 52 000 (Statistical Yearbook., 1991). In our opinion, this was influenced by
a number of reasons: firstly, the natural increase of the Kazakh population, in comparison with the Russian; secondly,
the level of external migration to Kazakhstan began to decrease significantly and a negative balance of migration of
the Russian-speaking population became apparent. KazSSR in comparison with other union republics of the Soviet
Union, suffered the greatest migration losses; thirdly, the rise of national self-consciousness among the Kazakh
population.

Clearly, the dynamics of the number of students at schools by language of teaching are presented in Table 2
and Figure 1 in this period.

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The trend of russification is also confirmed by other Kazakh historians- demographers
A.N. Alekseenko and Zh.S. Aubakirova. The authors noted that the younger generation who lived mainly
in cities was russified as much as possible. The process of entry and adaptation of the Kazakhs from the
countryside to the russified urban space was very difficult. Young Kazakhs were forced to adapt to a system
where everything functioned only in Russian (Alekseenko, Aubakirova, 2017: 127-129). According to the
materials of the All-Union population census in 1989, the level of urbanization of the Kazakh population
of the republic was 38,4%. For example, in the cities of Kustanai region the Kazakh population was 21.2%
in 1989, in the cities of Ural region — 21.5%, in North Kazakhstan — 23.9%, in Taldy-Kurgan — 24.6%, in
Kokchetav — 26.7%, in East Kazakhstan — 29.6%, in Chimkent — 29.8%, in Dzhambul — 31.2%, in
Semipalatinsk — 32.2%, in Pavlodar — 39.2%, in Aktobe — 39.3%, in Tselinograd — 41.6%, in Kzyl-Orda —
56.5%, in Karaganda — 58.6%, in Dzhezkazgan — 60%, in Guryev — 60.8%, in Alma-Ata — 22.5%
(Abylkhozhin, 2019: 159-160). Arriving to the cities, Kazakh rural youth faced with a number of social and
everyday problems and different cultural and linguistic environment where they could not always be fully
realized for a number of reasons, including poor knowledge of the Russian language, etc., which caused
discontent among the Kazakh youth.

However, despite the difficulties with adaptation, the Kazakhs youth sought to receive higher
education. Figure 2 clearly demonstrates the increase in the number of students of Kazakh nationality in
higher educational institutions in Kazakhstan (Figure 2).

Figure 2 shows that the proportion of Kazakhs who studied at universities significantly exceeded
the proportion of students among representatives of other nationalities. Kazakh historians explain this by
the fact that the 1970-s were marked by a high birth rate among the Kazakh population. The population
explosion generation of the 1970-s entered at student age. In the young age structure there were much more
Russians, but they had already passed their student age. It should be noted that the share of students among
Kazakhs varied depending on the region (Table 3).

Table 3 shows 9 regions and 1 city (Alma-Ata) where the share of Kazakh students exceeded the
share of Russian students. In East Kazakhstan (56.1%), North Kazakhstan (61.5%), Kustanai (42.8%) and
Pavlodar regions (45.2%) Russians made up the majority of students. In the Tselinograd and Karaganda
regions, Kazakhs made up the bulk of the student body, 43.6 and 43.1%, respectively (Zimovina, 2017:
99).

During the period under review, 55 universities operated in Kazakhstan, of which 23 universities
had a pedagogical profile, and there education was conducted in two languages — Russian and Kazakh.
Only Russian departments functioned in technical institutes. It was much more difficult for young people
from Kazakh schools to study at universities in Russian than for representatives of other nationalities
(mainly Slavic). At the same time, the number of those wishing to enter technical universities grew every
year, because technical education was more in demand by the national economy of the USSR than
humanitarian education. Of course, the ideal option would be to study in such universities not only in
Russian, but also in Kazakh language, but by that time there were simply no conditions for this.

In the Decree of the Central Committee of the CPSU and the Council of quality of training and use
of specialists Ministers of the USSR «On measures on fundamental improvement of the quality of training
and usage of specialists with higher education in the national economy» (March 25, 1987) is noted that the
development of higher and secondary specialized education in the Union republics has reached a level
where the question is already being raised not only of regulating the social composition of students, but
also of regulating the national composition. First of all this was justified by the conditions of perestroika
and by the necessity to provide sectors of the national economy with qualified staff among representatives
of all nationalities. A series of articles about the current ethno-structural situation in universities appeared
on the pages of the periodical press. The main idea is that in many union republics, including Kazakhstan,
the number of students of indigenous nationality exceeds their share in the population of the republics. For
example, there were 75.8% of Kazakhs studied at the Kazakh State University and at Karaganda State
University was 59% during 1984-1985 academic year, while the share of Kazakhs in the population of the
republic was 38%. This situation was assessed as «abnormal». A policy of «regulating the national
composition» of student youth began. As a result, such policy was aimed at separation on the nationality
feature and was aimed at limiting the educational process primarily for representatives of the indigenous
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nationalities of the republic (Zimanov, 2009: 426-427). The ongoing «national regulation» was contrary to
the norms of the Constitution and other laws which regulated the field of education. All citizens of the
USSR, regardless of nationality, had the right to education (Zimanov, 2009: 430).

Thus, the question of giving the Kazakh language the status of a state language arose sharply in
connection with the ongoing processes in the Kazakh SSR by the end of the 1980-s. There was a kind of
division among languages in the soviet linguistic environment. The situation when languages «could have
equal rights, but not always equal value», since they were limited to the privilege of using only «within
their vital interests». There was a decrease in the importance of the languages of the peoples of the republics
of Central Asia. 70-80% words and terms of a scientific, technical, socio-political, pedagogical nature were
borrowed from the Russian language. Subsequently, such a «favor» of the conceptual apparatus from the
«big brother» functionally complicated the rehabilitation of national languages that received the status of
state languages (Abylkhozhin and others, 2010: 85).

The necessity to establish bilingualism in the republic was identified at the expanded meeting of the
Bureau of the Central Committee of the Communist Party of Kazakhstan in February 1989. At the meeting
of the bureau it was noted that the scope of the Kazakh language is extremely limited. There were typical
situations that in almost all state structures wherever a person turns they speak only Russian. The best option
to solve the urgent language problem was to give state status to both the Kazakh and Russian languages.
Thus, the people's deputy of the USSR M. Shakhanov wrote to U. Dzhanibekov who was the Secretary of
the Central Committee of the Communist Party of Kazakhstan about the receipt of numerous appeals
(several thousand signatures from different parts of Kazakhstan) with proposals and demands to give to the
Kazakh language the status of the state language, and to the Russian language - the status of the language
of interethnic communication. M. Shakhanov also pointed out that he is also supporter of these appeals
(AP RK, 1713: 5).

But in the future, life showed that in order to improve the status of the Kazakh language the more
correct political decision was the constitutional approval of only Kazakh as the state language. The Russian
language has acquired the status of the language of interethnic communication. In Kazakhstan, unlike other
union republics, there is no negative attitude towards modern Russia. In Kazakhstan, the language problem
was resolved without sharp conflicts.

Conclusion. There were ignored such problems as the need to develop and support national cultures,
the awakening of national identity, the development of the language of the indigenous population, the
formation and development of national history in Kazakh SSR by the mid-80-s of 20-th century. The Center
strictly controlled everything that happened in the republic and instantly reacted to the slightest attempts to
depart from the official ideology. As a rule, interethnic contradictions in society have always aggravated
during periods of crisis manifestations in the state. The causes of crisis processes and protest movements
were often due to the inability of the country's leaders to make adequate decisions in the field of national
policy. Any national aspirations ran counter to the socialist ideology and the problems were solved by the
suppression of the desire of Moscow to russify the non-Russian peoples.

Thus, in our opinion, based on the materials of the analysis of the school and university educational
systems in KazSSR, it can be summarized that the process of russification in Kazakhstan continued and
proceeded at a faster pace than in other republics of the Union. This is explained, first of all by the smaller
share of the Kazakh population in the ethnic structure, mass migration of the Slavic population to
Kazakhstan, a high level of urbanization of the Kazakhs and a long-term «fear syndrome» «conditioned by
the collective memory of famine, death and stalinist repressions» more catastrophic and large-scale in terms
of losses compared to other Central Asian republics.

During the existence of the Soviet regime, the scope of the use of the Kazakh language was
constantly narrowed. Mostly rural Kazakhs could write and speak the Kazakh language but this hindered
their urbanization and complicated the process of obtaining higher education. Not all Kazakhs were fluent
in the literary Kazakh language and a very small number of representatives of other ethnic groups that
inhabited Kazakhstan were interested in speaking Kazakh (most often, few of the families of Germans,
Russians, and others who lived in Kazakh regions spoke Kazakh). Ignorance and unwillingness to learn the
Kazakh language by representatives of other ethnic groups is perceived by some Kazakhs as disrespect for
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their language and culture. The latter circumstance is a source of certain discontent among the Kazakhs at
the present time. Until now the proportion of Kazakhs fluent in Russian remains high.

At present, the language problem remains the cornerstone of the national policy of Kazakhstan. The
Law «On the State Languages of the Republic of Kazakhstan» declares that «the state language of the
Republic of Kazakhstan is Kazakh, the official language is Russian» (Law of the Republic of Kazakhstan,
1997). The sphere of usage of both languages is also separately indicated. All conditions are being created
in the republic for the development of all languages. Along with the Kazakh language the Russian language
is officially used in state organizations and local governments. Today, civil peace and ethno-political
harmony are preserved in the Republic of Kazakhstan. Equality of rights and freedoms of all citizens is
ensured, regardless of their ethnic or religious affiliation. Kazakhstan became the first country in the post-
Soviet space to propose a new model for ensuring interethnic harmony being an artificially created
«friendship laboratory» under the Soviet Union.

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MILITARY ACTIONS OF KENESSARY KASSYMOV’S DETACHMENTS
ON THE TERRITORY OF THE SENIOR ZHUZ AND THE POLICY OF RUSSIA

Abstract. The article considers the final stage of the liberation movement under the leadership of
Kenessary Kassymov on the basis of archival materials and previously conducted research. The measures
of the tsarist government to restrict the movement of rebel detachments in the steppes of the Orenburg
department and the forced withdrawal to the Zhetysu districts are highlighted. The article analyzes the
actions of the rebels on the territory of the Senior Zhuz, the attempts of Kenessary khan to attract Kyrgyz
tribes to his side in the fight against the expansion of the Kokand Khanate. The contacts of Kenessary
Kassymov with the tribal elite of the Senior Zhuz and the policy of countering the Western Siberian
authorities to strengthen the last Kazakh khan in Zhetysu are investigated on the basis of archival
documents. The procedure of re-registration of Kazakhs of the Senior Zhuz into citizenship of the Russian
Empire and the participation of influential tribe leaders of the Middle Zhuz in this ceremony is highlighted.
The analysis of the reasons for the end of the liberation movement under the leadership of Kenessary
Kassymov is carried out. In conclusion, the actions of the tsarist government to create a military-
administrative department on the territory of the Senior Zhuz are highlighted.

In Soviet historiography, there was a one-sided position regarding the Alash
intelligentsia, who entered the historical arena at the beginning of the 20th century and served national
interests, and their work was considered from a narrow class point of view. Only after the collapse of the
Soviet Union when our country gained independence, a comprehensive study of the life and work of the
Alash intelligentsia began, and the truth began to be spoken. However, the history of the Zhetysu branch of
the Alash movement and the activities of the figures involved in it have not yet been fully studied. Based
on new historical sources, the article analyzes some aspects of the social and political activities of the
Zhetysu leader of the Alash movement Ibraim Zhainakov.

The article was written on the basis of documents and materials found in the funds of the Central
State Archives of the Republic of Kazakhstan, the Central State Archives of the Republic of Uzbekistan,
the archives of the Department of the National Security Committee of the Republic of Kazakhstan for the
city of Almaty, the State Archives of the Almaty Region, the State Archives of the Russian Federation and
materials of the national press at the beginning of the 20th century. The study is based on the methodological
tools of domestic historiography and scientific positions of recent years.

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POPULAR UPRISINGS IN THE URAL DISTRICT (1929)

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Abstract. In 1929, popular uprisings took place in the Urals region during the grain harvesting
campaign. As a result of research, evidence of protests against the policy of collectivization in the
Zhympitynsky, Zauralny, Kamensky districts was found in the archives of the WKO DP.

The article provides a scientific and historical analysis of the causes and consequences, the course of
events, the social composition of the participants in the anti-Soviet uprisings in Zhympitynsky Zauralny,
Kamensky districts of the Ural district. In the course of the study, the protests in the villages of the
Zhympitinsky district of the Urals district were regarded as the Zhympitinsky uprising. The names of the
victims of political repressions involved in the events in the Zhympitynsky Zauralny, Kamensky districts
have been established, for the first time, on the basis of archival documents, charges and sentences against
them have been announced.

The names of national heroes should be known to the whole country and society, and their struggle
for freedom should be glorified from the standpoint of the state ideology of Independent Kazakhstan. The
purpose of the commission for the full justification of victims of political persecution is to enable historians
to work with confidential documents, publish the names of innocent politically repressed, justify them
politically, publish books and collections based on new data.

Introduction. The 20-30s of the XX century were a terrible period for the Kazakh people, full of
turbulent events. Due to the left-handed policy of the Soviet authorities, the intact Kazakh society began to
disintegrate. The 1928 campaign to confiscate the property of the rich, demand excess grain from them,
and the forced implementation of the collectivization policy disrupted the country's economy and fueled
popular protests against Soviet power. Popular uprisings against the collectivization policy of 1928-1932
covered almost the entire territory of the West Kazakhstan region.

Materials and methods. In the course of working with the archival funds, 7 documentary cases on
the raids of 1929 in Zhympity, Zauralny and Kamensky districts were met. The analysis of archival docu
ments related to the protests of the rich and atkaminer in the villages No. 6 and No. 11 of the zhampitinsky
district against the collectivization policy of the peasants in the villages No. 6 and No. 11 of the Ishan-
mullahs, the rebellion in burly, Zelenoye, Bogdanovka, Svyatodukhov, Vladimirovka. The article was
written based on the data of this archive.

In the course of the research work, the analysis of the data contained in these archival documents was
carried out and general scientific methods were used: examination, synthesis, comparison; special-
historical: problem-chronological, comparative-historical.
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Discussion. T. Omarbekov's monograph "The tragedy of Kazakhstan in the 20-30s™ provides a
comprehensive historiographic analysis of the policy of collectivization, the scientific literature on the
exploitation of the property of the rich, the resettlement of the nomadic population and the Famine of 1931-
1933. (Omarbekov, 1997). In another large-scale research work "popular uprisings of 1929-1931"
T. Omarbekov published information about popular uprisings stored in the archival funds of the National
Security Committee. (Omarbekov, 2018).

The collection of documents, published under the joint authorship of K.S. Aldazhumanov,
M.K. Kairgaliyev, V.P. Osipov, Yu.l. Romanov, contains historical data on the collectivization policy in
Kazakhstan, confiscation of the property of the rich and famine (Aldazhumanov et al., 1998: 14).

Prepared under the leadership of zh.Nabiyev "Massacre on the edge: Adai uprising. 1929-1931. the
scientific work" the terrible massacre, repression, Adai uprising in the Mangistau region of 1929-1931 is
substantiated by historical documents, documentary memories and conclusions are made (Nabiyev, 2010).

British diplomat and historian Robert Conquest in his scientific works explored the problem of
political repression in the Soviet Union more broadly. He published his personal works on the Stalinist
Great Terror of the 30s. The tragic consequences of forced collectivization in the Soviet Union are explored
in Conquest's book The Harvest of Sorrow: Soviet Collectivization and the Terror-famine, published in
New York in 1986. For the first time, it reveals to foreign readers the consequences of the collectivization
policy.

The scientific work of the French scientist Isabel Ohio is dedicated to the dark years of the history of
the Kazakh people. The author focused on his research on the problem of forced settlement, collectivization
and famine. The foreign scientist analyzed the changes in Kazakh Society, showed the causes and
consequences, driving forces, the main foci of peasant resistance in 1929-1931. (Ohio, 2009).

In the second volume of the collection of documents, compiled under the leadership of
A.S. Zulkasheva, changes in the life of the traditional Kazakh village are considered, data on forced
collectivization, destruction of the rich as a class, and settlement are published. The collection also contains
documentary data related to popular uprisings, anti-Soviet resistance and mass migration of residents
(Zulkasheva et al., 2018).

The results. The uprising of Zhampyty. In 1929, raids against the Soviet authorities took place in
the villages of the former Volost. In particular, the rich and horsemen of the villages No. 6 and No. 11 of
the Zhampitinsky district, among whom were Ishan-mullahs, during the harvesting campaign opposed the
representatives of the local authorities and carried out anti-Soviet propaganda. Adil Kozhamzharov was
the head of the Bai-Ishan organization. They have been actively involved in the organization's activities
for several years, constantly interfering with political and economic campaigns carried out in the villages.
(Archive of the West Kazakhstan Regional Police Department, P-4072: T 2; 7-13).

In October 1929, citizens of villages No. 6 and No. 11 were arrested and charged under Articles
58-11, 58-13 of the criminal code. On November 14, 1929, an indictment against Kozhamzharov Adil
and others, a total of 30 people, was sent for extrajudicial consideration by the board of the authorized
representative office of the United State Political Administration. On December 24, 1929, the commissioner
of the Department of uprisings of the United State Political Administration in Alma-Ata reviewed the
indictment and submitted it to the special troika under the authorized representative office of the United
State Political Administration for consideration.

On January 3, 1930, a verdict was issued against 24 people. Of the 30 people charged at the beginning,
the names of the rich and atkaminers Isagali Akhmetov, Imanbek Darguzhinov, Kydyrkul Sekerbayev,
Abylkair Mambetaliyev, Makarim Dauletaliyev and employee Bekmash Nurmukhamedov are not in the
document on which the sentence was made. There is a document on separate consideration of the case of
former assistant district prosecutor Bekmash Nurmukhamedov, accused of transferring a rural mosque to
the possession of mullahs, through the prosecutor's office of the Republic of Rossiyskaya Sovetskaya
Federal Socialist Republic in the Kazakh Department of the Supreme Court of the Republic. And in
November 1929, a message was received from the authorities that 5 people with names were on the run,
and they were wanted. In contrast, they escaped punishment after they were not captured.

By the decision of the meeting of the special Trinity under the authorized representative office of the
United State Political Administration, 12 out of 24 people were sentenced to death, the rest were sentenced
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to terms of 10 years, 5 years, 3 years and 3 people were deported for a term of 3 years. The archival
documents contain the following information regarding the identity of citizens of villages No. 6 and No. 11
of the former village of Olenti volost:

1. Kozhamzharov Adil Zhakenbayevich, 43 years old, a resident of the village No. 6 of the
Zhympity District of the Ural District, Kazakh, teacher by profession, low education, divorced by marital
status, previously had two wives, previously average, currently confiscated property for not handing over
excess grain, not registered in the party, previously engaged in extortion, an influential and influential
Horseman. Prominent figure of the Alash Horde, member of the government. Sentenced to death. Property
confiscated.

2. Fametov Galym, 55 years old, a resident of the village No. 11 of the Zhympity District of the Ural
District, Kazakh, married, has 8 people in the family, owns 4 horses, 3 cows, 6 sheep, 1 basement, is a
former rich, Ishan, Kazakh literate, not registered in the party, in 1928 he had a previous case for thick
cattle. Sentenced to death. Property confiscated.

3. Zhangali Alpanov, 58 years old, a resident of the village No. 6 of the Zhympity District of the
Ural District, Kazakh, married, has 5 people in the family, owns 2 cows, 2 horses, former rich, literate, not
registered in the party, previously had a case for murder in 1920 (did not serve his sentence). Sentenced to
death. Property confiscated.

4. Umarov Karim, 54 years old, a resident of the village No. 11 of the Zhympity District of the Ural
District, Kazakh, married, has 6 people in the family, owns 4 horses, 3 cows, 9 sheep, 1 basement, was a
medium-sized, was a volost during the Tsarist period, was literate in Kazakh and Russian languages, was
not registered in the party, in 1928 he was previously in the case of confiscation of rich property and was
sentenced to 8 months. Sentenced to death. Property confiscated.

5. Kuttybayev Seitzhan, 75 years old, a resident of the village No. 11 of the Zhympity District of
the Ural District, Kazakh, married, has 6 people in the family, owns 1 Horse, 3 cows, 6 sheep, is a former
rich man who escaped from the village of candy, sold his livestock, was a village foreman for 6 years during
the Tsarist period, then deputy of the Bl and volost administration, was not registered in the party, was not
previously convicted. Sentenced to death. Property confiscated.

6. Sultanaliyev Kurmanali, 69 years old, a resident of the village No. 11 of the Zhympity District
of the Ural District, Kazakh, married (with two wives), rich in property status, Former large rich, sold cattle,
escaped from candy, was a village foreman for 5 years during the Tsarist period, Kazakh literate, not
registered in the party, in 1928 he was sentenced to 9 months for opposing the division of hayfields and
campaigning. Sentenced to death. Property confiscated.

7. Nurzhanov Aitkali, 65 years old, a resident of the village No. 6 of the Zhympity District of the
Ural District, Kazakh, married, has 10 people in the family, owns 5 horses, 5 cows, 3 camels, 2 Bulls, 1
cellar, 1 yurt, former rich, illiterate, not registered in the party, not previously convicted. Sentenced to death.
Property confiscated.

8. Baimukhanov Akhungali, 56 years old, a resident of the village No. 6 of the Zhympity District
of the Ural District, Kazakh, married, has 8 people in the family, previously and currently has little power,
is literate in Mullah, Kazakh and Russian languages, is not registered in the party, has not previously been
convicted, entered the hundred during the period of the government of Alash Orda. Sentenced to death.
Property confiscated.

9. Umarov Kazikhan, 55 years old, a resident of the village No. 11 of the Zhympity District of the
Ural District, Kazakh, married, has 8 people in the family, owns 6 cows, 2 horses, former Rich, was a
village foreman for 2 years during the period of Tsarist power, was short-lived, was not registered in the
party, was not convicted. Sentenced to death. Property confiscated.

10. Baibulov Tlekul, 62 years old, a resident of the village No. 6 of the Zhympity District of the Ural
District, Kazakh, married, has 7 people in the family, owns 6 horses, 4 cows, 2 camels, former rich, illiterate,
not registered in the party, not convicted. Sentenced to death. Property confiscated.

11. Kurmanov Kobengali, 48 years old, a resident of the village No. 6 of the Zhympity District of
the Ural District, Kazakh, married, has 5 people in the family, owns 2 horses, 2 cows, 6 sheep, 1 camel, 1
cellar, former rich, Kazakh literate, not registered in the party, not previously convicted. Sentenced to death.
Property confiscated.

12. Sattayev Yergali, 65 years old, a resident of the village No. 11 of the Zhimpitinsky District of
the Ural District, Kazakh, married, owned 2 horses, 7 sheep, former rich, illiterate, not registered in the
party, not previously convicted. Sentenced to death. Property confiscated.

13. Ashibekov Alikey, 50 years old, a resident of the village No. 11 of the Zhimpitinsky District of
the Ural District, Kazakh, married, has 7 people in the family, previously and now average in property
status, illiterate, not registered in the party, not previously convicted. Sentenced to a concentration camp
for a period of 10 years. Property confiscated.

14. Tilekulov Aitkali, 34 years old, a resident of the village No. 6 of the Zhympity District of the
Ural District, Kazakh, married, has 7 people in the family, owns 6 horses, 4 cows, 2 camels, 1 cellar, 1 yurt,
former rich, literate, not registered in the party, not previously convicted. Sentenced to a concentration
camp for a period of 10 years. Property confiscated.

15. Idrissov Lukpan, 39 years old, a resident of the village No. 6 of the Zhympity District of the
Ural District, Kazakh, married, has 12 people in the family, former Rich in property status, currently
average, was a volost administration during the period of the government of Alash Orda, was short-lived,
was not registered in the party, had no previous convictions. Sentenced to a concentration camp for a period
of 10 years. Property confiscated.

16. Mukhamedsariyev Zhamel, 46 years old, a resident of the village No. 11 of the Zhimpitinsky
District of the Ural District, Kazakh, married, has 3 people in the family, owns 3 cows, 1 bull, is a mullah
by profession, Kazakh literate, not registered in the party, in 1927 he was sentenced to 6 months for
opposing the allocation of hayfields and campaigning. Sentenced to a concentration camp for a period of
10 years. Property confiscated.

17. Burambayev Yergali, 65 years old, a resident of the village No. 6 of the Zhympity District of
the Ural District, Kazakh, married, owned 6 horses, 2 cows, 1 camel, 15 sheep, 1 basement, former rich,
illiterate, not registered in the party, not previously convicted. Sentenced to a concentration camp for a
period of 5 years.

18. Dauletaliyev Safa, 30 years old, a resident of the village No. 11 of the Zhimpitinsky District of
the Ural District, Kazakh, married, has 4 people in the family, owns 15 sheep, 2 horses, 3 cows, former
rich, Kazakh literate, not registered in the party, not previously convicted. Sentenced to a concentration
camp for a period of 5 years.

19. Mirgaliyev Khamidulla, 27 years old, a resident of the village No. 6 of the Zhympity District of
the Ural District, Kazakh, married, has 7 people in the family, owns 6 horses, 2 cows, 15 sheep, 1 cellar, 1
Yurt (Farm with his father), illiterate, not registered in the party, not previously convicted. Sentenced to a
concentration camp for a period of 3 years.

20. Sultanaliyev Kazikhan, 42 years old, a resident of the village No. 11 of the Zhympity District of
the Ural District, Kazakh, married, has 4 people in the family, owns 25 sheep, 2 cows, 1 Horse, 1 cellar, is
literate in Kazakh, is not registered in the party, has not previously been convicted. Sentenced to a
concentration camp for a period of 3 years.

21. Dauletaliyev Aitulla, 41 years old, a resident of the village No. 11 of the Zhympity District of
the Ural District, Kazakh, married, has 5 people in the family, owns 2 horses, 2 cows, 10 sheep, was
previously average, illiterate, not registered in the party, not previously convicted. Sentenced to a
concentration camp for a period of 3 years.

22. Baitassov Nurzhan, 40 years old, a resident of the village No. 6 of the Zhympity District of the
Ural District, Kazakh, married, owned 1 Horse, 3 cows, 2 goats, illiterate, not registered in the party, not
previously convicted. He was deported outside Kazakhstan for a period of 3 years.

23. Kazmagambetov Khakim, 58 years old, a resident of the village No. 11 of the Zhympity District
of the Ural District, Kazakh, married, has 5 people in the family, owns 3 cows, 5 calves, 1 Horse, 1 cellar,
is not registered in the party, is literate, has no previous convictions. He was deported outside Kazakhstan
for a period of 3 years.

24. Baimukhamedov Nygmet, 25 years old, Kazakh, married, has no personal property, employee -
senior auditor of the Ural District financial department, since 1923-a member of the central bank, literate,
graduated from a 2-class school, has not previously been convicted. Deported for a period of 3 years outside
Kazakhstan (Archive of the West Kazakhstan Regional Police Department, P-4072: T 2; 56-60).
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On January 25, 1930, from the city of Alma-Ata from the authorized representative office of the state
political administration of the Kazakh Soviet Socialist Republic, the Ural regional department received a
cipher number 990 on the execution of executions against 36 people from rural districts of the district. The
sentence on 11 persons sentenced to death was carried out on January 30, 1930 at 12.00, and the sentence
on February 1 was carried out on February 6 at 11.00. Yergali Sattayev, who was in the village with a
restraining order, was grabbed from behind and shot.

Of the 36 people sentenced to death in Uralsk, 35 were shot in one day at an hour, and 1 was shot
later. Along with 12 people shot from the Zhympity District, 24 people were shot from Russian villages
near Uralsk. We will consider about the events in the areas around the Urals in this article.

It is a pity that after the execution of the execution against these people, on June 29, 1930, he amended
the above sentence. At the meeting of the triad under the authorized representative office of the United
State Political Administration in Kazakhstan, a total of 12 people, Alikey Ashibekov, reviewed the
indictment under Articles 58-11, 58-13 of the Criminal Code and made the following decision:

. Tlekulov Airtkali,

. Idrissov Lukpan,

. Muzametsariyev Zhamel — be imprisoned in a concentration camp for five years.

. Burambayev Irgali — to be deported from the district within Kazakhstan for a period of three years.
. Ashibekov Alikey,

. Mirgaliyev Khamidulla,

. Sultanaliyev Kazikhan,

. Davletaliyev Aitulla,

. Baitassov Nurzhan — early release from punishment.

10. Davletaliyev Safa,

11. Kozhmagambetov Khakim,

12. Let the previous sentence against Baimukhamedov Nigmat remain in force.

Thus, in the end, under the authority of the United State Political Administration, Aitkali Tilekulov,
Lukpan Idrisov, Zhamel Mukhamedsariev and Safa Dauletaliyev were sent to the labor camp in Karkaraly
to serve their sentences. Yergali Burambayev, Hakim Kazmagambetov, Nigmet Baimuhamedov were
deported to Petropavlovsk district. Alikey Ashibekov and others, a total of 5 people were released from
early punishment (Archive of the West Kazakhstan Regional Police Department, P-4072: T 2; 89-90).

On April 20, 1998, all innocent citizens were acquitted by the conclusion of the prosecutor's Office
of the West Kazakhstan region.

Rebellion in Borli. In 1929, in the village of Borli (Burlin), now Burlinsky District of the former
Zauralny District, 12 people were accused of opposing the Soviet regime. The document of the United State
Political Administration states that F.O. Gnilitsky, Ya.A. Koreshkov, I.M. Kurbanov and A.R. Rizvanov
created an organization of kulaks, whose activities were aimed at overthrowing Soviet power. They were
accused of subjugating the poor and turning them against the local population.

On September 27, 1929, during a fire in the village of Borli, a millionaire shot from his own revolver
to stabilize the situation, injuring one of the residents. After that, residents of the village organize a riot
without obeying the representative of the local authorities. The kulaks, who showed hatred for the Soviet
authorities, together with the poor, beat the millionaire, shouting "throw the castes of Soviet power into the
fire, beat the communists.” Kovalenko and Kachko, under the influence of the kulaks, drove many to beat
up representatives of local authorities. The rest of Vykhodets, Motrych, Lesnykh, Smolensky, Petrov,
Kalinichenko participated in the beating of a millionaire and local employees.

In October 1929, people who organized a rebellion against the Soviet authorities in the village of
Borli were arrested and charged under Paragraph 2 of articles 58-2 and 58-10 of the criminal code. They
are the following:

1. Gnilitsky Philip Osipovich, 52 years old, Kulak, deprived of the right to vote, a resident of Borli
village of Zauralny District of Uralsk, married, in 1929 he had a previous case for not handing over grain
and hiding his place, was arrested for 3 years in the Ural insulator, then deported from the settlement.

2. Koreshkov Yakov Andreevich, 43 years old, Kulak, deprived of the right to vote, a resident of
Borli village of Zauralny District of Uralsk, in 1929 he was sentenced to 2 years of imprisonment in the
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Ural detention center, and then 5 years of exile from the settlement for non-delivery of grain and
concealment.

3. Kurbanov Ivan Mikhailovich, Born in 1886, priest of the tikhonovsky Church of the village of
Borli, previously not convicted.

4. Rizvanov Abdurakhman Rizvanovich, 75 years old, Kazan Tatar, deprived of suffrage,
merchant, sold cattle and oil in the village of Borli, anti-Semite. In 1929, he was sentenced to exile and
confiscation of property, having previously filed a case for hiding grain. It used to be associated with the
horse Army.

5. Kachko Pyotr Ivanovich, Born in 1884, a resident of the village of Borli, a peasant, engaged in
grain harvesting, average, not previously convicted.

6. Kovalenko Fedor Ignatievich, Born in 1907, a resident of the village of Burlinsky, peasant, single,
average, military duty, singer in the church choir, previously not convicted.

7. Vykhodec Feodor Antonovich, Born in 1910, single, peasant, with a house, two horses, two cows,
not previously convicted.

8. Motrych Ivan Kondratievich, Born in 1906, batyr, married, not previously convicted.

9. Lesnykh Konstantin Vasilyevich, Born in 1904, peasant, married, poor, not previously convicted.

10. Smolensky Kuzma Danilovich, Born in 1905, peasant, married, average, not previously
convicted.

11. Petrov Peter Konstantinovich, Born in 1908, peasant, batyr, single, expelled from the All-Union
Leninist Communist Youth Union, drafted into the army.

12. Kalinichenko lvan Terentyevich, Born in 1907, peasant, grain harvester, single, with two bulls,
conscripted.

On January 3, 1930, at a meeting of the Trinity under the political representation of the United State
Political Administration, the verdict was passed. F.O. Gnilitsky, ya.a.Koreshkov, .M. Kurbanov,
A.R. Rizvanov-sentenced to death, property confiscated, the sentence was executed on January 30, 1930 at
12.00.

P.l. Kachko, F.I. Kovalenko, F.A. Vykhodets, I.K. Motrych, K.V. Lesnykh, K.D. Smolensky,
P.K. Petrov, I.T. Kalinichenko — sentenced to 3 years of exile within Kazakhstan. On May 25, 1930, the
sentence was reviewed again, and all previously held prisoners were taken into account and released from
custody. On June 10, 1989, everything was acquitted by the conclusion of the Ural regional prosecutor's
office (Archive of the West Kazakhstan Regional Police Department, P-3053:115).

Svyatodukhov kulaks organization. In the settlement of Svyatodukhov, zauralny district, there was
an organization of kulaks led by Urozhaev and pop Kiselev. Despite the arrest of the leading group, the
members of the organization did not stop their anti-Soviet activities. The kulaks mobilized the poor and
the average to their side, and at general meetings of citizens, the leaders of the organization gathered the
hands of the residents, demanding the release of Urozhaev and Kiselev from custody.

During the spring harvesting campaign, in order to preserve the kulaks ' farms in the village of
Svyatodukhov, they created an Artel on paper only with their supporters, and when the situation worsened,
they destroyed all the documents and disbanded the Artel. Such a fake Artel was created even during
the 1929 grain harvesting campaign on the initiative of Balitsky, who put Goldysh, who was expelled from
the ranks of the All-Union Communist (Bolshevik) party, fleeing Ukraine, under his leadership.

At the kulaks ' meetings, they were campaigning among the population to sell their livestock, not
to sell anything to the collective farm, and even more so to eat and drink themselves. The anti-
collectivization group violated the grain preparation plan, they categorically refused to provide carts with
Transport, interfering with the work of collecting the necessary grain from the village. Their wheat was
ground in the mill and they sold flour. At the same time, the kulaks beat the poor, who took their livestock
for use during the campaign, criticized themselves and opposed them.

The following citizens who opposed the construction of a collective farm in the village of
svyatodukhov began to be accused under Articles 58-8, 58-10 of the criminal code.

1. Balitsky Alexander Ananyevich, Kulak, born in 1867, a resident of the village of Svyatodukhov,
Zauralny district, previously deprived of the right to vote, in 1929 was sentenced to 8 months in prison
and a fine for not handing over excess grain, a false collective farmer.
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2. Glushko Kirill Mikheevich, Born in 1898, a resident of the village of Svyatodukhov in the
Zauralny district, Kulak, deprived of electoral rights, in 1929 he was a fictitious collective farmer, who had
previously filed a case for hiding excess grain and was subject to confiscation of property.

3. Kostenko Andrey Pavlovich, Born in 1874, Kulak, previously deprived of the right to vote, in
1929 was a fictitious collective farmer, a member of the church council, who was previously charged with
a case and was obliged to pay a five-fold fine for not handing over excess grain.

4. Goldysh Gavriil Ivanovich, Born in 1893, prikazchik by profession, expelled from the All-Union
Communist (Bolshevik) party, former senior unter-officer of the Wrangel army, chairman of a fictitious
collective farm, who had previously had a case for plundering public property.

5. Kuzmenko Mitrofan Grigorievich, 67 years old, peasant, in 1929 he had a previous case for not
handing over grain, his property was confiscated, a fictitious collective farmer.

6. Tereshchenko Philip Pankratievich, Born in 1898, a peasant, has a house, 2 horses and a cow.

7. Chub Maxim Fedorovich, Born in 1897, peasant, medium-sized, engaged in harvesting,
previously not convicted, member of a fictitious collective farm.

8. Sokha Grigory Stepanovich, Born in 1905, peasant, poor, expelled from the ranks of the All-
Union Communist (Bolshevik) party, not previously convicted, a member of a fictitious collective farm.

9. Manovitsky Khariton Stepanovich, Born in 1894, a peasant, engaged in harvesting, not
previously convicted, applied for admission to a fictitious collective farm.

10. Shakun Ipat llyich, Born in 1908, peasant, poor, married, member of a fictitious collective farm,
not previously convicted.

11. Petrukhovanov Pyotr Semyonovich, Born in 1889, deprived of electoral rights, engaged in trade
in Uralsk, exiled to Kazakhstan for 3 years by the resolution of the Special Council under Article 58-10 of
the criminal code.

12. Bragin Nikolai Petrovich, 65 years old, carpenter by profession, engaged in trade in Uralsk,
serving the term of exile for 3 years in accordance with the resolution of the Special Council.

13. Prachev Filip Andreevich, Born in 1874, a member of the mill Artel "Novy bit" in Uralsk, a
former police uryadnik, serving a term of exile for 3 years in accordance with the resolution of the Special
Council.

14. Khaletsky Denis Dmitrievich, Born in 1899, a peasant, a resident of the village of
Svyatodukhov, engaged in harvesting, has a house, cows, calves, the rest of the property was confiscated
in 1929 for non-delivery of excess grain, in 1924 he was previously convicted, served 5 years and 4 months
in isolation, a member of a fictitious collective farm.

By the decision of the troika under the political representation of the OGPU on January 3, 1930,
A.A. Balitsky, G.I. Goldysh, M.G. Kuzmenko-were sentenced to death, their property was confiscated, the
sentence was executed on January 30, 1930 at 12.00.

K.M. Glushko, A.P. Kostenko, H.S. Manovitsky — for a period of 10 years, F.P. Tereshchenko,
M.F. Chub, D.D. Khaletsky — for a period of 3 years, P.S. Petrukhovanov, N.P. Bragin, F.A. Prachev — for
a period of 5 years. G.S. Soha — I.I. Shakun-sentenced to exile from Kazakhstan for a period of 3 years.

On May 25, 1930, the verdict was reviewed again. K.M. Glushko — arrested in a concentration camp
for a period of 10 years, F.P. Tereshchenko, M.F. Chub — arrested in a concentration camp for a period of
3 years, A.P. Kostenko, N.P. Bragin — deported to the Northern Territory for a period of 5 years,
H.S. Manovitsky, F.A. Prachev, D.D. Haletsky — arrested in a concentration camp for a period of 3 years,
P. S. Petrukhovanov — arrested in a concentration camp for a period of 5 years, G. "I don't know," he said,
" but I don't know."

On June 12, 1989, innocent punished citizens were acquitted by the resolution of the Ural regional
prosecutor's office (Archive of the West Kazakhstan Regional Police Department, P-3052:18-20).

Counter-revolutionary organization in Zelenoye village. In connection with the growing
oppression of the kulaks, a counter-revolutionary organization appeared in the Zelenoye settlement of the
Ural District, which set itself the goal of keeping the poor under their influence, getting rid of the
communists, and overthrowing Soviet power. The leading group of the organization included kulaks
Nemolochnov Timofey, Kharchev Ivan, Feofanov lllarion, Lyagoshkin Ivan, Lyagoshkin Lavrentiy,
Lyagoshkin Andrey. This group organized meetings in their homes, gave vodka to the poor, and turned
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them against the Soviet authorities, claiming that the Communists wanted to starve the poor. Members of
the organization spread polite words that the authorities have already given the most fertile lands to
Zernotrest, and now they are going to take away all the grain from the village without leaving a single grain,
there will soon be a war, the Cossacks will resist the communists, without destroying the communists, the
peasants will not be able to develop their farms.

Even at a meeting that took place on August 1, 1929, the average and poor spoke out against the
representatives of the local authorities, under the words of the kulaks.

On August 3, 1929, the members of the organization Nemolochnov, Kharchev brothers, Chernoyarov,
Lyagoshkin Andrey and Lavrenty Nemolchanov held a meeting at Timofey's house and announced that in
the event of war they would mow down the Komsomol members, communists, foreign land, and in the
absence of war they would start fighting themselves.

The kulaks often said the words that there would be a revolution, that they would exterminate the
communists. On October 5, Lyagoshkin Andrey threatened to shoot a member of the grain preparation
Commission in the forehead.

The following citizens who created an organization of kulaks in the village of Zelenoye in the
Kamensky District of the Ural District and opposed the Soviet regime were accused of Article 58-11 of the
Criminal Code:

1. Nemolochnov Timofey Avdeevich, Born in 1881, Russian Cossack, resident of Zelenoye
settlement of the Ural District, not registered in the party, married, served as a senior uryadnik for whites,
kulak.

2. Kharchev lvan Kharisanfovich, Born in 1882, Russian Cossack, resident of Zelenoye settlement
of the Ural District, not registered in the party, married, served in the White Army, in 1927 he had a previous
case for hooliganism, kulak.

3. Lyagoshkin Erast Artemievich, Born in 1884, Russian Cossack, resident of the village of
Zelenoye of the Ural District, not registered in the party, married, served in the akrapapIH partisan regiment,
not previously convicted, kulak.

4. Kharchev Georgy Kharisanfovich, Born in 1905, Russian Cossack, resident of Zelenoye
settlement of Ural District, not registered in the party, not previously convicted, kulak.

5. Chernoyarov Kupriyan lvanovich, Born in 1889, Russian Cossack, resident of Zelenoye
settlement of the Ural District, not registered in the party, married, average.

6. Lyagoshkin Leonty Leontievich, Born in 1880, a Russian Cossack, a resident of the village of
Zelenoye of the Ural District, not registered in the party, married, average, in 1926-1927 actively acted for
the capture of agricultural credit and Consumer Cooperative by the kulaks, from where he claimed that the
communists should be expelled.

7. Lyagoshkin Andrey Epsikhyevich, Born in 1882, Russian Cossack, resident of Zelenoye
settlement of the Ural District, not registered in the party, married, active participant of the partisan
detachment of the White Army, openly opposed the grain harvesting campaign in 1928-1929, kulak.

8. Bakalkin Ivan Stepanovich, Born in 1891, not registered in the party, married, member of the
akTapzblH partisan detachment, Kulak, who fought for the capture of koopreation by the kulaks in 1926-
1927, as a member of the board, had previously been a member of the credit Association for following the
class course.

9. Lyagoshkin Ivan Illarionovich, Born in 1882, Russian Cossack, a resident of the settlement of
Zelenoye of the Ural District, not registered in the party, married, served in the ranks of the White Army,
opposed the grain harvesting campaign in 1928, kulak, not previously convicted.

10. Feofanov lllarion Eliseevich, Born in 1895, not registered in the party, married, med by
profession. paramedic, average, was in the army of whites, opposed cooperation in 1928, a campaign to
prepare grain, was not tried before.

11. Lyagoshkin Lavrenty lIvanovich, Born in 1893, Russian Cossack, resident of Zelenoye
settlement, not registered in the party, married, was in the ranks of the White Army, Kulak.

12. Gorshkov Ivan Stepanovich, Born in 1894, a Russian Cossack, a resident of the settlement of
Zelenoye, not registered in the party, married, poor, was in the ranks of the White Army.
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13. Kapranov Nikifor Prokofievich, Born in 1866, Russian, resident of Zelenoye settlement, not
registered in the party, average, not previously convicted.

14. Novozenko Roman Stepanovich, Born in 1883, a native of the village of Sivok, Kozlyansky
District of Chernihiv district, not registered in the party, married, not previously convicted, poor.

By the decree of the Trinity under the political representation of the United State Political
Administration of January 3, 1930, T.A. Nemolochnov, I.H. Kharchev, G.H. Kharchev, A.E. Lyagoshkin,
L.l. Lyagoshkin-were sentenced to death, their property was confiscated, the sentence was executed on
January 30, 1930 at 12.00.

E.A. Lyagoshkin, 1.S. Bakalkin, I.E. Feofanov — for a period of 10 years, K.I. Chernoyarov,
L.L. Lyagoshkin - for a period of 5 years, N.P. Kapranov - for a period of 3 years. I.S. Gorshkov,
R.S. Novozenko-sentenced to exile from Kazakhstan for a period of 3 years.

On May 16, 1989, everything was acquitted by the conclusion of the Ural regional prosecutor's office
(Archive of the West Kazakhstan Regional Police Department, P-2913:19-21).

The case of Voevodkin and Makhleev.

1. Voevodkin lvan Erastovich, 60 years old, not registered in the party, Russian, Ural Cossack,
resident of the village of Konnov in the Ural District, native of the village of Goryanovsk in the Ural
District, married. Before the revolution, there was a large Kulak, a large mercenary farm. Currently, there
is a house with 2 floors, 2 horses, 2 cows, 1 calf. In 1922, Buzuluk was arrested by the emergency committee
for his connections with gangs.

2. Makhleev Trofim Evstratovich, 50 years old, not registered in the party, Russian, peasant, family,
resident of the village of Konnov in the Ural District. Before the revolution, there was a hired Kulak farm,
spending up to 15 batyrs. Currently, there are 2 floors of houses, 3 cows, 1 horse, 4 Bulls, 1 foal, 1 cart, 1
Grasshopper, 10 acres of fields. In 1920-1923, he had previously had a case for ties with gangs.

Both were active in the time of the Whites. Before the revolution, there was a large Kulak-landowner,
each spent from 15 to 20 batyrs. During the Whites, Makhleev was part of the Druzhina of general Tolstov
and participated in battles against the Red Army.

Voevodkin was the chairman of the Administrative Commission for the return of property seized by
the Soviet authorities. He arrested his former heroes, who sided with the Bolsheviks, and beat one of them
with an iron shovel, claiming that he was trying to capture VVoevodkin's House. So, they came to meetings
under Articles 58-8, 58-10 of the criminal code in a state of intoxication, rebelled, were accused of opposing
the ongoing measures.

Voevodkin and Makhleev carried out counter-revolutionary propaganda among the population.
Voevodkin at different times said "Let China come, and we will settle accounts with the Soviet authorities.
We will not allow grain to be taken out of the village," he said. Makhleev, drunk, shouted on the Street
"Beat The Miser, save Russia", "the poor should not take bread out of the village, otherwise they themselves
will go hungry.”

By the decision of the troika under the political representatives of the United State Political
Administration on January 3, 1930, I.E. Voevodkin and T.E. Makhleev were executed, their property was
confiscated, the sentence was executed on January 30, 1930 at 12.00.

According to the results of the Ural regional prosecutor's office on June 10, 1989, two were acquitted
(Archive of the West Kazakhstan Regional Police Department, P-3054:43).

Vladimirovka Kulak-Cossack counter-revolutionary organization. In 1929, during the grain
harvesting campaign, an organization of Kulak-Cossacks appeared in the village of Vladimirovka,
Kamensky district, expressing dissatisfaction with the policy of the Soviet authorities. The leadership group
of the organization included kulaks Ogureshnikov Filimon, Ruzheinikov Nikolai, Uslontsev Ivan,
Degtyarev Matvey and Kurochkin Georgy. They held meetings in their homes, where they discussed issues
in the direction that the Soviet authorities are not pursuing the right policy in rural areas, robbing peasants
with excessive taxes and taking away the last bread in front of them. The kulaks squeezed the poor in their
care from grain, money, and kept them under their influence.

On September 15, 1929, lvan the average Zheleznov, who completely fell under the influence of
the Kulak Ogureshnikov organization, met Bakanov, the grain preparation Commissioner near the
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Kushum settlement cooperative, and, being tied to him, threatened to kill grain growers. At this time, a
large number of people gathered around Zheleznov.

On September 17, 1929, a poor young man under the influence of the kulaks, Kotelnikov Alexel,
came to the place where a general meeting on grain preparation was being held in the settlement of
Vladimirovka, pulled out a knife and shouted "Let me go, | will blow up the grain preparers,” and tried to
Kill Popov, the grain preparation commissioner, a brick factory worker in the Urals. Kotelnikov's actions
were resisted by people and he was expelled from the meeting. Later, the same Kotelnikov threatened to
Kill poor Fedoseev as well, telling others that if he took his grain from him, he would become a bandit and
counter-revolutionary in the first place when he went to the army.

In September, Azovsky, together with the kulaks Ruzheinikov and Ogureshnikov, came to a meeting
of the poor and canceled the meeting, declaring that "there is no grain in the settlement, grain preparation
should not be carried out.” In the same September, members of the council Zheleznikov, Pogodaev and
Azovsky came to a meeting of the plenum of the council, made a noise and shouted that the Soviet control
figure was not being distributed fairly, Ogureshnikov was very hardworking, he works day and night, and
selsovet was exploiting his labor.

Degtyarev, Azovsky and Zheleznov publicly declared in September that "we are creating a State
Farm, collective farms, but there is no grain." Degtyarev objected that "employees drink lying down, they
themselves do not go to the collective farm, but only attract peasants, they cannot open public canteens,
because one person receives 30 rubles, and another receives 500 rubles."

Stramusov opposed the poor's candidates for election to the composition of selsovet. Uslontsev,
Vyborshchikov, Kurochkin and others carried out counter-revolutionary propaganda against the Soviet
authorities. Some of the poor were threatened with the arrival of General Tolstov's army tomorrow, taking
power. In the spring of 1929, Ogureshnikov and Ruzheynikov sold half of their livestock, and Ogureshnikov
also said that in order not to pay tribute to Kotelnikov, it was necessary to reduce the amount of arable land.

In 1921, Vyborshchikov, being the chairman of selsovet, allowed two poor people to be beaten with
sticks. It was Degtyarev Matvey who performed it.

The representatives of the Ural District Department of the United State Political Administration
investigated persons related to the Kulak-Cossack organization in the settlement of Vladimirovka and
charged the citizens of the list below under Articles 58-8 and 58-11 of the criminal code.

1. Ogureshnikov Philip Kirillovich, 51 years old, a resident of the village of Vladimirovka of the
Kamensky District of the Ural District, not registered in the party, Russian Cossack by nationality, illiterate,
Kulak by property status, served in the IT Army for almost 2 years, deprived of the right to vote.

2. Ruzheynikov Nikolay Georgievich, Born in 1873, a resident of the village of Vladimirovka of
the Kamensky District of the Ural District, a Russian Cossack, not registered in the party, short-lived, Kulak
by property status, his property was confiscated, served in the army of whites for about 2 years, was brought
to justice for hiding places subject to tribute, deprived of the right to vote.

3. Vyborshikov Stepan Stepanovich, Born in 1863, a resident of the settlement of Vladimirovka of
the Kamensky District of the Ural District, not registered in the party, literate, Russian Cossack by
nationality, before his capture worked at the XI technical section of water transport, the main occupation
was agriculture and fishing. For active service in the defense committee in 1920-1921, a member of the
Defense Committee, who had previously been a case, was deprived of the right to vote.

4. Azovskov Veniamin Lvovich, Born in 1898, a resident of the village of Vladimirovka of the
Kamensky District of the Ural District, not registered in the party, Russian Cossack, Kulak, profession
agriculture and fishing, family, member of the selsovet, not previously convicted.

5. Uslontsev Ivan Ivanovich, Born in 1859, a resident of the village of Vladimirovka, Kamensky
District of the Ural District, not registered in the party, Russian Cossack, profession agriculture and fishing,
literate-self-taught, Kulak by property status, deputy of the Cossack Congress (Krug), did not serve in the
horse Army, left with horses in retreat, there is no record of conviction, deprived of the right to vote.

6. Zheleznov Ivan Dorofeevich, Born in 1882, a resident of the village of Vladimirovka of the
Kamensky District of the Ural District, not registered in the party, Russian Cossack, profession agriculture
and fishing, average, family, literate, ordinary participant in the IT Army, for 2 years and a half.
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7. Pogodayev Ivan lIvanovich, Born in 1886, a resident of the village of Vladimirovka of the
Kamensky District of the Ural District, not registered in the party, Family, average in property status,
Russian Cossack, profession agriculture and fishing, literate, low education, served in the ranks of the Red
Army from 1918 to 1919 and from 1919 to 1921.

8. Degtyarev Matvey Stepanovich, Born in 1876, a resident of the village of Vladimirovka of the
Kamensky District of the Ural District, not registered in the party, Russian Cossack, main occupation
agriculture and fishing, with a lower education, family, Kulak by property status, served in the IT Army.

9. Stramusov Philip Isaakovich, Born in 1890, a resident of the settlement of VIadimirovka of the
Kamensky District of the Ural District, literate, family, Russian Cossack, average in property status, main
occupation agriculture and fishing, served in the horse Army for almost 2 years, as part of the Red Army
for 2-3 months.

10. Kurochkin Georgy Semyonovich, Born in 1884, a resident of the village of Vladimirovka of
the Kamensky District of the Ural District, literate, not registered in the party, married, Russian Cossack,
Kulak, served in the akrapasig Army for about a year, brought to justice for hiding tax places.

11. Kotelnikov Alexey Alekseevich, Born in 1897, a resident of the village of Vladimirovka of the
Kamensky District of the Ural District, literate, not registered in the party, married, Russian Cossack, poor
in property status, relative of Kulak Ogureshnikov, whose main occupation was agriculture and fishing,
was not previously convicted.

On January 3, 1930, at a meeting of the Trinity under the political representation of the OGPU
F.K. Ogureshnikov, N.G. Ruzheinikov, S.S. Vyborshchikov, I.I. Uslontsev, G.S. Kurochkin-a decision
was made to be executed, property was confiscated, the sentence was executed on January 30, 1930 at
12.00.

V.L. Azovskov, I.D. Zheleznov, M.S. Dyagtyarev — for a period of 5 years, I.I. Pogodaev,
F.l. Stramusov — for a period of 3 years. A.A. Kotelnikov-sentenced to exile from Kazakhstan for a
period of 3 years.

On May 18, 1930, the sentence was revised, and M. S. Dyagtyarev — sentenced to 5 years in a
concentration camp, V.L. Azovskov, 1.D. Zheleznov, I.1. Pogodaev, F.l. Stramusov, A.A. Kotelnikov were
released from custody, taking into account the previous years of captivity.

According to the results of the Ural regional prosecutor's office on June 10, 1989, everyone was
acquitted (Archive of the West Kazakhstan Regional Police Department, P-3055:96-98).

Former organization of Essers in Bogdanovka. In 1917-1918, wealthy people in the Bogdanovka
settlement of the Zauralny District of the Ural District secretly joined the social revolutionaries party.
In 1929, under the leadership of the kulaks, who were in the organization of former Essers in
Bogdanovka, wealthy peasants from the settlements of Bogdanovka, Ilyinsk, Orekhovka, Pokatilovka and
Kerensk of the Zauralny district joined forces against the policy of the Soviet authorities. In the process of
creating communes, collective social units and agricultural artels, they oppressed the poor, beat local
authorities, activists and the poor, and conducted counter-revolutionary propaganda among the population.
He openly opposed the measures taken by the Soviet government, thereby seeking to weaken and destroy
Soviet power. The kulaks attracted to their organization individuals who left the ranks of the All-Union
Communist (Bolshevik) party and the poor, as well as young people.

The leaders and organizers of the kulaks organization were D.T. Kononenko, E.G. Denisenko,
V.G. Starodub, P.L. godina, G.A. Kolesnik, G.M. Maryksin, the Babich brothers, M.S. Skrynnik,
V.V. Moiseenko and others. They declared that" the Soviet authorities should not be given grain in one
idol, and whoever surrenders grain should be beaten to death.”

Citizens of the following list of the settlements of Bogdanovka, Ilyinsk, Orekhovka, Pokatilovka
and Kerensk of the Zauralny district, who fell under the arrest of the United State Political Administration,
were accused under Articles 58-8 and 58-10 of the criminal code for opposing the Soviet regime and
creating an organization.

1. Kononenko Denis Trofimovich, 63 years old, a resident of the village of Bogdanovka, Zauralny
district, a peasant who divided his property, owned 2 horses, 2 cows, 13 sheep, calves, agricultural
inventory, distributed the rest of the property to his sons in this amount, since 1905 he was in the ranks of
the the Party of Social Revolutionaries, not previously convicted.
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2. Starodub Vasily Grigorievich, Born in 1891, a resident of Ilyinsky village of Zauralny district,
a peasant, engaged in agriculture, in 1929 he had a case for non-delivery of grain, since 1928 he has been
a member of the the Party of Social Revolutionaries.

3. Godyna Prokop Lukich, Born in 1888, a resident of the village of Bogdanovka, Zauralny district,
a peasant, grain farmer.

4. Kolesnik Grigory Antonovich, Born in 1903, a resident of the village of Bogdanovka, Zauralny
district, a peasant, grain farmer, expelled from the All-Union Communist (Bolshevik) party, served in the
workers 'and Peasants' Red Army from 1925 to 1927.

5. Markin Georgy Mikhailovich, Born in 1903, of worker's origin, teacher of the village of
Ilyinsky, served in the workers 'and Peasants' Red Army from 1925 to 1927, was expelled from the ranks
of the All-Union Communist (Bolshevik) party.

6. Babich Ivan Sergeevich, Born in 1889, peasant-Kulak, a resident of the village of llyinsk, a grain
farmer. In 1929, there was a case for non-delivery of grain.

7. Skrynnik Mikhail Samsonovich, Born in 1879, peasant, resident of the village of Orekhovka,
former member of the Bogdanovka branch of the the Party of Social Revolutionaries, who in 1929 had a
case for non-delivery of grain.

8. Denisenko Yefim Grigorievich, 51 years old, a wealthy peasant, a resident of the village of
Bogdanovka, in 1929 he had a case for not handing over grain.

9. Moiseenko Vasily Vasilyevich, 46 years old, peasant, resident of the village of Bogdanovka,
not previously convicted, former member of the Bogdanovka section of the the Party of Social
Revolutionaries.

10. Sidoy Ivan Semyonovich, Born in 1904, a resident of the village of Orekhovka, expelled from
the All-Union Communist (Bolshevik) party for his connections with the kulaks and right-wing orientation,
served in the workers 'and Peasants' Red Army from 1926 to 1928.

11. Babich Yakov Sergeevich, Born in 1888, a resident of the village of Ilyinsky, a wealthy peasant,
in 1929 he had a case for non-delivery of grain.

12. Samoylenko Ivan Tikhonovich, Born in 1881, a resident of the village of Kerensk, a peasant,
a grain farmer, a former member of the Bogdanovka Department of the the Party of Social
Revolutionaries.

13. Samoylenko Fedor Ivanovich, Born in 1906, a resident of the village of Kerensk, a peasant,
a member of an Artel.

14. Sablin Samson Kalistratovich, Born in 1874, a resident of the village of Pokatilovka,
a parishioner, his wife died, a lonely, former officer.

15. Ukhov Stepan Potapovich, Born in 1898, a resident of the village of Bogdanovka, an accountant,
expelled from the All-Union Communist (Bolshevik) party, prosecuted under Article 116, was a telephonist
in the Army.

16. Maloletko Ivan Stepanovich, Born in 1897, a resident of the village of Kerensk, a peasant,
expelled from the All-Union Communist (Bolshevik) party, in 1929 he had a case for non-delivery of grain.

17. Mironenko Taras Grigorievich, Born in 1877, a resident of the village of Pokatilovka, a peasant,
since 1905 a former member of the the Party of Social Revolutionaries.

18. Zlienko Zakhar Mardarievich, Born in 1907, a resident of the village of Bogdanovka, a poor
peasant, expelled from the All-Union Communist (Bolshevik) party, was brought to justice in 1928 for
renting out the mill.

19. Derkach Boris Savelyevich, Born in 1878, a resident of the village of Bogdanovka, a
woodworker, a grain grower, a former member of the Bogdanovka branch of the the Party of Social
Revolutionaries, who became a business in 1923.

20. Chekha Darya lvanovna, 44 sxacrta, borgjaHoBka CEJIOCBIHBIH TYpPFBIHBI, IIapya, Xecip,
KapaybIHaa 4 agam 6ap.

By the decision of the meeting of the Trinity under the political representation of the United State
Political Administration on January 3, 1930, D.T. Kononenko, V.G. Starodub, V.V. Moiseenko,
YA.S. Babich-were sentenced to death, their property was confiscated, the sentence was executed on
January 30, 1930 at 12.00.
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P.L. Godyna, M.S. Skrynnik, E.G. Denisenko, S.K. Sablin — for a period of 10 years, G.A. Kolesnik,
G.M. Maryksin, I.T. Samoilenko, S.P. Ukhov, B.S. Derkach — for a period of 5 years, 1.S. Babich,
I.S. Sidoy, F.l.

Young I.S., Mironenko T.G., Zimenko Z.M. — sentenced to deportation from Kazakhstan for a period
of 3 years. D. I. Chekhov was released from custody taking into account his previous captivity.

According to the results of the prosecutor's Office of the Republic of Kazakhstan dated January
13, 1992, everyone was acquitted (Archive of the West Kazakhstan Regional Police Department,
P-3526:30-31).

Conclusion. So, we examined the protests of the population against the policy of the Soviet
authorities, the accusations and sentences against them in the villages and villages of the Zhympity,
Zauralny, Kamensky districts of the Ural District in 1929. We believe that the goal of the United State
Political Administration was not only to punish the rich, kulaks who did not hand over excess grain, but
also to eliminate the eyes of those rich, kulaks who were part of the former Alashorda, the White Army,
who later joined the "gang" movement, people whose political views were alien to the Soviet authorities,
to remove them from society.
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Abstract. The article analyzes the rise of the problem of female inequality in Kazakh society on the
pages of the press. The first newspapers and magazines of the Kazakh press reviewed articles on marriage,
divorce, bride abduction, "kalym", levirate and other topics. The article defines the role of the newspapers
and journals "Turkistan ualayatynyn gazeti”, "Dala ualayatynyn gazeti", "Ayqgap", "Kazakh", "Ak zhol",
"Ayel tendigi” in improving and bringing to the consciousness of society the miserable situation of the
Kazakh woman who remained captive to traditions and customs throughout her life. Articles by women
fighters for the equality of Kazakh women - A. Orazbayeva, N. Kulzhanova, S. Yessova and other figures
in newspapers and magazines contribute to the disclosure of the historical truth of that period. In addition,
the article examines the appeal of the Alash intellectuals to the Kazakh people with an appeal to raise the
issue of "equality of women" to an important socio-political level, to equalize the political rights of women
and men, to identify the need for education, as well as harmful aspects of the marriage of underage girls.

Introduction. Women in traditional Kazakh society performed such functions as governing the
country, ruling, protecting their native land on an equal footing with men, and there is little information
about them both in oral literature and in historical sources. Therefore, in accordance with the national
characteristics of the Kazakh people, the attitude to the upbringing of girls has always required a lot of
responsibility. However, it is impossible to deny that the traditional Kazakh society also had its own
shortcomings. This is evidenced by the fact that the newspapers "Turkestan ualayaty”, "Dala ualayaty",
"Aikap", "Kazakh", "Akzhol", "Aiel tendigi", published in the XIX-XX centuries, raise the problems of the
intellectuals and the mass population of cattle, levirate, young girls marrying old men against their will.

In general, in Kazakh society in the period from the XIX to XX centuries, the problem of women
was very relevant. According to the census of 1897, 3,311,492 people lived in Kazakhstan, including
1,564,152 women, in 1914 3,845,217 people lived in the region, including 1,795,511 women, that is,
women made up 47 % of the population. Although women made up almost half of the state's population, it
was difficult for them to stay away from public life and live on an equal footing with men.

In the peoples of Central Asia and Kazakhs, the tradition of "besik quda™ has been preserved for
hundreds of years. In two families, a boy was born in one and a girl was born in another one, and the parents
promised to become engaged with the desire to get closer to each other. By agreement, children entered
into marriage at the will of the parents after reaching the age of majority. However, the attitude towards
this rite began to change, and from the beginning of the XIX century, resistance to forced marriage began
to appear among young people. Chief of staff of the Siberian private Corpus, Major General G. Bronevsky,
in his notes on the situation in the Middle zhuz in 1831, noted that the following problems were exacerbated:
"women leave their husbands and go out to others, and the orders confirm this, the Kyrgyz are very afraid
of this, the peace of the family is disturbed™" (Kazakh-Russian otnoshenie..., 1964: 255).

In Kazakhstan, the most important attribute of marriage was the payment of cattle to the bride. The
size of the thick cattle was measured based on the wealth of both sides and the prestige of the title. Kazakhs
gave thick cattle mainly mares, horses, foals, camels, sheep or weapons, eagles, etc. According to the
military governor of the Turgai region L. F. Ballyuzek, the rich paid 47, the average-37 heads of cattle
(Kuieu keltir, gqyz uzat, 1991: 37). In the XIX-XX centuries, the volume of thick cattle varied from the
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traditional version to the requirements of the times. However, despite this, the tendency to give thick cattle
remained, despite the opposition of young people, especially women.

At the end of the twentieth century, the forced marriage of young people who have not reached the
age of majority began in the Kazakh society. The poor, due to the poor situation and the difficulties that
befell them, gave their underage daughters to marry. According to N.I. Grodekov, in Kazaly county, a
teenager was married at the age of 9-12 years, in Perovsk county, children were married at the age of
12-15 years (Grodekov, 1991: 20-21).

That is why representatives of the intellectuals, thinking about the future of the nation, could not
turn a blind eye to the inequality that exists in such a society and went into a struggle. The brave boys and
girls of our nation, who put the knowledge, honor and spirit of the nation higher, who give new strength to
society, create an innovative impetus to the public consciousness, effectively use the media, on the pages
of newspapers and magazines to change the consciousness of the people, raise the status of women in
society from their level.

Materials and methods. The data base of the article is the Kazakh press newspapers and magazines
of the XI1X—XX centuries, as well as scientific works of Soviet and domestic researchers on the problem of
women's inequality in Kazakhstan in the first quarter of the XX century, a series of research works and
articles.

The use of the principles of dialectics, historicism and scientific objectivity as the methodological
basis of the study was realized. As a result, it was possible to get answers to such questions as the reason
for the emergence of the problem posed, the identification of its main stages, the features of development
in the historical and time framework, the current state of the problem, its change under the influence of
specific historical conditions.

Based on such methodological principles, a comprehensive analysis of the problem was carried out
using general scientific methods, that is, the method of analyzing the studied historiographic sources, the
method of comparing the achievements and results of the studied scientific works on a particular aspect of
the problem, generalization on the study of the Kazakh press, which illustrates the situation of women of
Kazakhstan in the late

Comparative analysis of articles in newspapers and magazines of the XIX-XX centuries regarding
the problem of "women's problem™ in Kazakh society is based on the principles of historicism and
objectivity in accordance with the specific historical situation. The use of historical-systematic and
comparative-historical methods of working with sources and materials makes it possible to trace and prove
the differences in the views and assessments of the authors on the impact of specific socio-legal institutions
of the Kazakhs and the political reforms of the Soviet government on women of Kazakhstan.

Discussion. At the end of the XIX century, the first newspapers published in the Kazakh language
—the newspapers "Dala ualayaty" and "Turkestan ualayaty", as well as the newspapers "Kazakh", "Akzhol",
"Azat aiel”, "Aiel tendigi”, "Aikap" sang about the sadness of the Kazakh woman in our country and called
for the elimination of inequality in society.

In addition, Cemile Kinachi devoted his research to the situation of Kazakh women in the first
quarter of the twentieth century. C. Kinachi in 1920-1928 in theaters of Kazakhstan paid attention to such
issues as the issue of female equality, cattle breeding, tokal, marriage without the desire of a girl, marriage,
the influence of the policy of the Soviet government. The author mentions Mirzhakip Dulatov, Zhusupbek
Aimautov, Saken Seifullin, Zhiengali Tlepbergenuly, Koshke (Koshmambet) Kemengeruly, Mukhtar
Auezov as citizens who raised the issue of women in Kazakh literature. In the study of Kazakh literature
of the XX century, Cemile Kinachi paid special attention to the transformation of the image of a woman
before and after the October Revolution, the social status and preferences of a simple Kazakh woman in
poetry and prose. (Kinaci Baran, 2017: 172)

In the dissertation work of N. Junaeva "Kazak Toplumunda Kadinin Statiisii ve Kazak Edebiyatinda
Sorunsali Kadin Olan Roman ve Hikayeler Uzerine Bir Inceleme", the situation of women in Kazakhstan
in the twentieth century is also analyzed and connected with the fate of the characters that were based on
literary prose and novels. The object of the study was the works of M. Dulatov "Baqytsyz Zhamal”,
B. Mailin "Shuganin belgisi", M. Auezov "Qorgansizdin kuni" and G. Musrepov "Ulpan". In her research
work, the author aims to study the situation of women since the time of Tauke Khan, giving an overview
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of the history of the origin of the name "Kazakh", the tribal structure of Kazakhs and the history of
Kazakhstan as a whole. The dissertation work reflects the problems of education, profession, labor, as well
as articles written by the Alash intellectuals on female inequality, comparing the status of Kazakh women
before and after the October Revolution of 1917, which had a significant impact on the fate of women in
Kazakh society. The historical periods of artistic and literary works dedicated to the fate of Kazakh
women are studied and analyzed. In addition, the work will assess gender policy in independent
Kazakhstan. Of course, since the period covered by this dissertation work was large-scale, it did not
specifically delve into the historical and social side of the problem of the situation of women in the 20-30s
of the XX century. However, the fact that this work, written on the basis of social sciences, including literary
studies, shows the continuity of the problem of women with fiction, adds to its relevance (Junaeva, 2019:
176).

Research results. The rise of the problem of women in Kazakhstan dates back to the first
newspapers in the history of the press — the "Turkestan ualayaty” and the "Dala ualayaty". In the second
half of the XIX century, the newspaper "Turkestan ualayaty™ (1870-1882), the newspaper "Dala ualayaty"
(1888-1902) began to be published by decree of the government of Tsarist Russia. Although these
publications were published with the aim of tearing apart the Colonial country and singing songs, in fact,
they did not close in with the same framework and did much more in the direction of inventory of our
nation. These newspapers raised the issue of the liberation of Kazakh women trapped in old customs, as
well as their proposals for solving related social and household problems in Kazakh society. In the process
of discussing such issues, two opposing currents were born - the curtsy and the progressive one. Among
the Kazakh community, Sh.Valikhanov noted two such trends since the middle of the fifties. "At this time,"
wrote Ch.Valikhanov, "it can be said that there is an insignificant, one strong struggle between the old
and the new" (Valikhanov, 1989:389).

The newspaper "Turkestan ualayaty™" (“Turkestanskaya tuzemnaya gazeta™) began to be published
in Tashkent in 1870 in Uzbek and Kazakh languages. At first, the newspaper was published only as a
supplement to the newspaper "Turkestanskiye vedomosti”, the organ of the Governor — General of
Turkestan, but soon became a separate newspaper. It was the first newspaper of the peoples of Central Asia
in general. In principle, according to the government's program, the newspaper recorded the orders of
the Governor — General of Turkestan and the regional military governor in relation to local peoples,
decisions of courts and trade reports, major events in Russia and other states, economic news. However,
later, the newspaper went far beyond its program and often published materials related to the culture,
history, literature of the Kazakh people (Bekhozhin, 1981: 191). In addition, the newspaper focused on the
problem of women in society. For example, in the 16th issue of the newspaper in 1875, an article was
published by one author who criticized the Kazakh customs, which involved a minor girl and took a thick
cattle. It quotes the author's words: "if you printed this word in the newspaper, our Kazakhs would be a
little embarrassed and think".

The publication also contains materials that expose the harmfulness of customs and laws that have
led to a rebellion in the country, such as the dispute of the widow. In one of them, a bold proposal was also
made: "a rich dead woman should be free of her head and willingly go to whoever she wants".

The newspaper "Dala ualayaty", unlike other local newspapers, was a newspaper that more fully
reflects the life of the Kazakh mass, its economic conditions, and cultural life. A significant event in the
cultural life of the Kazakh people in the last century was the birth of one of the swallows of the national
press — the newspaper "Dala ualayaty"”. Although the works published in the newspaper" Dala ualayaty"
cover the life, life, complex situations and events of the Kazakh people in different periods, the great
changes that occurred in our history, individual pictures of the people's life were first published in this press
and helped to lay the foundations of national literature and culture (Dala ualayaty, 1994:537). Of the
newspaper "Dala ualayaty” - Kirghiz of the "Not Forgotten™ Past and present. Essays"” (1892), and "the
tragedy of a modern Kirghiz woman" (1894) reflect the everyday and ritual norms of that period and the
state of the Kazakh woman, which are of ethnographic importance.

In the "Not Forgotten”. Past and Present. Essays™ edition there was written about “besik kudalyk”
tradition, when children were engaged while they are still in the cradle, and the older generation is trying
to preserve this tradition. The article calls for changing the life of women in Kazakh society, striving for
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civilization: “...We will try to prove that the cruel treatment of Kirghiz women is useless” (Dala ualayaty,
1989: 604).

Two years after the publication of the essay, there formed a new vision of social problems in Kazakh
society, and most importantly, the activity of women, who often complain about marriage and family
conflicts, to the government. The girls, along with their feelings for their loved ones, begin to openly express
in verse the grief of a young eighteen-year-old girl marrying an old man in his eighties.

Even before the October Revolution, the issue of women's equality was raised on a large scale and
comprehensively, in Soviet Kazakhstan, the female community was a victim of old customs, but since
the beginning of the XX century, its place in society is emphasized, along with the role of a clean,
hardworking Kazakh girl in raising children, raising future generations, the issue of protecting women's
freedom begins to be covered in newspapers. The first article, story, essays on the problem of women by
democrat writers such as S. Toraigyrov, S. Kobeyev, M. Seralin created positive images of Kazakh girls
and they also printed on the pages of these newspapers and magazines. In their works, the mentioned
writers conducted a bold struggle against the old custom, which insulted the equality and humanity of
women, and sharply criticized it. For this reason, the newspapers "Turkestan ualayaty" and "Dala ualayaty"
were able to boldly and clearly show strange actions in society in accordance with the Times. Because we
have not yet been able to get out of the clutches of an unbreakable religious concept and old customs,
the appearance of works depicting real life on the pages of newspapers was one step ahead. The first
Kazakh story, essay, journalistic article, works in the genre of poetry were published on the pages of the
newspaper. It should be noted that in general, poems are less common on the pages of the newspaper
"Turkestan ualayaty" than in the magazine "Aikap" and the newspaper "Kazakh". The main themes of the
poems printed on the pages of the newspaper are versions of oral literature and stories, essays, examples,
journalistic articles, describing the purity of the soul of the Kazakh people, sadness, pure love, calling for
work, art knowledge, morality, virtue, as well as criticizing old customs, laziness and lying down.

One of the first Kazakh magazines of political and democratic orientation-the magazine "Aikap"
in an innovative direction, agitating for the settlement of the nomadic people, raised the issue of women
along with topical issues of socio-economic, political, cultural life of Kazakhstan. Historians, teachers,
writers, writers and poets worked together in the editorial staff. Writers and publicists such as Saken
Seifullin, Sultanmakhmut Toraigyrov, Sabit Donentayev, Beimbet Mailin, Bakytzhan Karatayev,
Sabyrzhan Gabbasov shared their views on the pages of the magazine "Aikap" and took part in identifying
the most important problems in society at that time.

The magazine "Aikap" developed Kazakh public opinion, literature and journalism on the basis of
the educational traditions of Sh.Valikhanov, Y. Altynsarin, A. Kunanbayev. The editor of the journal
M. Seralin, secretaries S. Toraigyrov, A. Galimov took a progressive new approach to the issue of women's
equality. A bright publicist, a prominent poet among the Kazakh intellectuals, M. Seralin, called on the
population to take an active part in the implementation of women's equality along with social problems in
society. Even before the magazine was published, he introduced the concept of "women's problems™. In
1903 of M. Seralin's poem™ Gulgashima”, the poet criticized the rural marriage system and sang about
the importance of personal freedom. The main characters in the poem, Gulgashima and Baimaganbet,
fight for their rights, opposing the trampling of their civic sense, patriarchal family norms. This social
leitmotif determined the ideological orientation of the magazine "Aikap™ on women's issues.

Member of the editorial board of the magazine "Aikap" (1913-1914) S. Toraigyrov also widely
noted the situation of Kazakh women in his work. In his 1912 poetic pamphlet "Neke giyar", he expressed
a view of young girls against the mullahs and the customs of levirate, against the bride price practice.
The sadness of Kazakh women, as well as the belief that women receive equality with men, were reflected
in the poem "Aiel".

One of the first novels of Kazakh literature to reflect the twentieth century in a realistic manner is
the novel by S. Toraigyrov "Qamar Sulu” (1914). In the novel, the situation of women, Russian violence
against Kazakhs and Kazakhs, which worried the author a lot, were embodied in artistic images. The main
characters of the novel, two lovers like Qamar and Ahmet, who are equal in mind and reason, are forced to
restrain their love, being trapped in the old rituals. The reason for this is that the fifteen year old Qamar,
despite the objections of her father, under the influence of his relatives Kaltan Haji and Ospan bi, was
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promised to Nurym, and the bride price was taken. Qamar, who could not find understanding around her,
reflected her sadness in her letters to Ahmet. In the course of the plot, the letters fall into the hands of the
country, and Nurym, who sees that the girl does not give in, rapes her and takes her away. It is told that
Qamar, who got sick from the tragedy that befell her, died from the pain that ignorant shamans caused her
in order to "cure", and Ahmed, who did not tolerate such tyranny, came in search of Qamar and tried to
take revenge on violence, but he himself fell into the trap of death.

S. Toraigyrov, through the image of Qamar, shows the plight of Kazakh girls and is looking for an
answer to the question of what will happen to other girls, if even Qamar, the respected daughter of his
village, is killed in such a humiliating way. Based on this novel, the poet and writer criticizes the customs
of the old, which slowly and shock the village like a disease. This idea of the author is conveyed to the
general public through the words of Qamar:

Stop it, stop it from now on the Kazakh people do not like this custom (Toraigyrov, 1993: 453).

In these verses, the author expresses his sympathy for the old-fashioned society through the words
of Qamar and criticizes the crowd of ignorant people of the country, who are happy to eat and drink, not
thinking about their future. Describing the group, which is "interested” in the wedding of Nurym and
Qamar, S. Toraigyrov laments that there is no living soul that understands the sad story of Qamar and
sympathizes with her.

That is why the novel "Qamar Sulu™ gives a realistic picture of the past life and injustice in it,
giving the character of the Kazakh society, which is indifferent to the fate of women (Sekey, Doskeeva,
2015: 31-38).

The lack of sympathy for women on the part of such a society was reported in "Aykap" magazine
by A. Galiev in his story "Beishara Qyz". The in-laws, who had paid the main character Altynai's parents
ten years ago, took her to the groom's village when the girl turned 16, beat her till she got unconscious and
returned her to her village. A. Galiev expresses the view that the Kazakh society is still not ready to give
women equality. The sad life of Altynai in the story, the villagers gossiping about the fate of the girl, and
the inaction of the society caused the girl to die. It is a natural trend for the author to depict the public
consciousness, psychological level of the people, the difficult situation of the Kazakh woman, and raise the
issue of women's equality in the "Ayqap" magazine.

One of the problems of women's inequality is the problem of "getting an education™. In 1911, in the
seventh issue of the "Ayqap" magazine, a letter was published "To the fathers of Kazakh girls™, in which it
was written: "Because of your low consumption, you educate your sons and you do not educate your
daughters. You say that our girls will be spoiled if they study, but you deprive us of education. Are the
broken thoughts of the past broken from reading? Why don't you keep this in mind? Does reading destroy
a person? If you know, first of all, a girl child should be well educated. The fact is that these girls, after all,
are future mothers of children, and raising children will be their job. If the mother raising the child is
ignorant, she cannot give the child good morals” (Tileubaikyzy, 1911: 2). Through this letter, the author
invites Kazakh girls to study.

"Aykap" magazine put important socio-demographic issues on the agenda: the increase in the
number of single men aged 30-40 in Kazakh society, 5-6 men per girl, the trend of demographic inequality
in society. As a result of these socio-economic reasons, "bride’s price" is increasing, the magazine was able
to objectively reveal the difficult situation in the country.

The magazine raised issues of equal civil rights of women and men, education of women,
progressive and calls for respect of women as mothers of mankind. In the article "The Sorrow of Two
Girls", there was raised the actual issue, saying: "Woman is the harbinger of humanity, she is the mother of
all peoples, she is their educator" (Bukeikhanov, 1985: 17).

On February 2, 1913, A. The first issue of "Kazakh" newspaper is published under the leadership of
Bukeikhanov. Well-known historian, scholar M. Koygeldiev wrote: " It was the common great work of
"Kazakh" newspaper, to a certain extent, the most active figures of the Kazakh national liberation
movement of that period A. Bukeikhanov, A. Baitursynov and M. Dulatov" (Qoigeldiev, 2008: 65). Public
figures such as G. Baigurina, A. Doszhanova, G. Dulatova, N. Kulzhanova had the opportunity to share
important issues in the society on behalf of Kazakh women in the newspaper published for 5 years.
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The project of the 10-point program of the "Alash™ party, which was created in the First All-Kazakh
Congress of 1917, was published in the November 21, 1917 in issue of the "Kazakh" newspaper and it
was spread among the public (Nurpeyis, 1995: 25). The reformist character of the main document of the
party was reflected in solving socio-economic, cultural-educational, religious and other problems. Half
of the 10 points of the "Alash™ program are focused on the social sphere: law, equality, freedom of the
individual, freedom of speech, freedom of the press, as well as legal equality of all people, regardless
of religion and nationality. It was very important for the members of the "Alash™ party to raise the status of
women in Kazakhstan in the political and social environment.

1920-1925 at the initiative of the national elite in Turkestan. S. Kozhanov, S. Ospanov,
N. Torekulov, S. Asfendiyarov, M. Dulatov, I. Tokhtibayev, K. Kuletov, M. Kayipnazaruly, S. Saduakasov,
published as a press organ of TKP OK and Turkatkom newspaper "Ak Zhol". Citizens such as
Zh. Aristanov and U. Turmanzhanov led the leadership. Almost all of these mentioned citizens were
prominent representatives of the national elite who raised the banner of the Alashian idea. They could not
fit into the size of the party-state nomenclature created by the Soviet authorities, based on their political
views that glorified national integrity, modern progressive worldview based on traditional cultural and
spiritual values. Their direction, which imbibed the Kazakh spirit and placed national values above class
values in the new society, determined the political-ideological content of the newspaper. In fact, the
newspaper has become an ideological center that brings together the national elite of the Alash style in
Turkestan. Through this newspaper, the national ideas raised by prominent figures reached and gained
support from the Kazakh masses in Turkestan (Tursyn, 2020).

"Ak Zhol" newspaper has become a popular newspaper among the masses, which focused on the
issue of women's equality. Newspapers regularly publish articles on this issue under the heading
"Women's equality”. In one of them, the article called "The Orphan Girl" (the author is Zhumagali, the
pseudonym of S. Kozhanov) says: "For a nation to become a nation, there must be several reasons for its
advancement. One of the reasons is that she should be the mother of the nation, the educator of the nation.
If a woman is unequal, a woman is ignorant, a woman is a slave, the nation is like a bird without wings
and cannot move forward no matter how hard it tries. This is known. It is said and written. Today, the
situation of Kazakh women, especially after the famine of 1917-1918, the situation of Turkestan women
has become very difficult. Sold, homeless, naked and orphaned. It was written in "Akzhol" that orphans are
crowded in the cities of Turkestan. This is true, save your orphan sisters, young people!” - can be seen
(Zhumagali, 2020: 70).

Zhussip Sayranbayev's article in the newspaper number 56 of 1921 describes the true situation of
Kazakh women: “Such violence is rampant in the country. That's why today's beautiful word called
women's equality, | say that dreams remain only on paper” (Ak zhol, 1921: 56).

Kasym Onbaev's letter, published in the 58th issue of the newspaper, says: "After hearing that the
countries near our Zholek are full of cattle, the father felt as if he would die of hunger if he did not buy and
feed his 10-year-old daughter. These days, husbands buy girls, regardless of whether they are rich or poor,
young or old. At the beginning of this past April, a resident of Zholek sold his 12-year-old sister, who lives
in Zholek village, to a 30-year-old man for 8 “blacks™. This is not the only one case in the country, there
are many such” (Ak Zhol, 1921: 58).

"Ak zhol" newspaper raised such important social issues among women in its regular column
"Women's equality” and published letters from the masses. Thanks to that, it is possible to consider the
situation of women's status in Kazakhstan in the 20th century as a valuable source. Although the
distribution of the newspaper "Ak Zhol™ mainly covers the territory of the Republic of Turkestan, it is also
partially distributed in the Kazakh Autonomous Republic. It can even be seen through the works of
Mustafa Shokai that it spread to foreign countries in underground ways. The newspaper circulation of
12,000 copies approved by the Republican leadership was not small for that period. However, the
circulation of the newspaper was constantly increasing due to the demand, and from this we can see how
important the newspaper was at that time.

In 1926, the first women's magazine "Women's Equality” was published. One of the first journalists
among Kazakh girls — S. Yesova took an active part in the publication of the magazine and also held the
position of editor. "Women's Equality” was the only magazine dedicated to women in those years, so it
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tried to raise important issues that concerned readers. At first, the magazine consisted of several sections,
such as "General section™, "Literary section”, "Our work™, "Life of working women", "Healthy soul is
healthy". Mainly, the magazine paid special attention to the promotion of the main tasks facing the party
and Soviet organizations, political and educational work among Kazakh women, their participation in the
social and political life of the country. Also, he was able to raise issues related to Kazakh women's life,
marriage, achievements and shortcomings in the field of education and other issues related to women.

The magazine gave advice to women on various issues. Initially, the magazine had only two
employees. Shiyan Kozakhmetov, a student of the Kazakh Pedagogical Institute, worked as secretary and
proofreader for two years. Beimbet Mailin, Sabit Mukanov, Saken Seifullin, Ilyas Zhansugirov, Rahim
Sugirov, Nagima Arykova, Nazipa Kulzhanova and Sholpan Imanbaeva actively contributed to the
publication of the magazine. The members of the editorial board of the magazine were one of the first —
public figures Alma Orazbaeva, teacher — scientist, writer, translator, journalist Nazipa Kulzhanova,
Maryam Bektembekova, Zayda Akisheva, Zeynep Tokberlinova. In 1930, Maryam Khakimzhanova joined
the magazine. In 1933, he became the executive secretary of the magazine. In the magazine Madina
Begalieva, Oraz Zhandossov, Alma Orazbayeva, Smagul Saduakassov, Aldongar Yergaliev, Beimbet
Mailin, Ilyas Zhansugirov, Majit Dauletbayev, Amangali Segizbayev, Zhiengali Tilepbergenov, Nazipa
Kulzhanova, Nagipa Arykova, Sara Yessova, Gabbas Tozhanov, Moldagali Zholdybayev, Gabit
Mussirepov, Askar Tokmagambetov, doctors - Akkagaz Doszhanova, Gulsim Asfendiyarova, Akymet
Mametov, Rakhiya Ermekova, Magripa Kazybekova and others. published articles. The editorship of the
journal was carried out by R. Sugirov (1931-1932), N. Sanaliyeva (1933-1934), N. Arykova (1934-1935)
performed (Assanova, 2019: 44).

In the article "I came from the country in search of education” published in the 11th issue of
the magazine, it is reported about the work of a woman representative named Urkia to attract women to
work and education: "...I held a general meeting of women in the village and elected a representative. The
number of representatives was 24. The representative elected in this village, women from other villages
of Buldyrty gathered for the meeting. He could not conduct representative elections. This is because
the villages are far away, black peasant women are ignorant, and most women are against women's work.
I served four months in Budurty. Even though | held a women's meeting 2-3 times, | did not have the
strength to hold a representative meeting. There was a time when | was working, when the country
moved to pastures. The country does not sit comfortably in Zhailau. 2-3 houses sit in one place. Therefore,
it was difficult to work in general. Men do not send their wives to the meeting. What will you get from
the meeting, what would a woman end up with?... Women themselves do not have any demands. For
example, at the end of the meeting, young women come and say, "Open a school for us and make a
sarapiya.” ...The employment of Kirghiz women should not be delayed. That is the reason why | came to
study at the women's course opened in Kyzylorda in order to get preparatory education in conducting
work among women™ (Urkiya, 1926: 21).

Among the articles written in the magazine on the topic of cattle breeding, there are also women's
slogans dedicated to the day when the Soviet government outlawed cattle breeding and polygamy. For
example, in the article published in issues 12-13 of the magazine: "First, the working masses of
Kazakhstan will set out to destroy large numbers of livestock. Thirdly, it is not a kominy who is in favor of
getting a lot of cattle and a lot of milk. The Komsomols on Lenin Street must begin to destroy large numbers
of cattle... Fourth, the inheritance of the era in which women were enslaved by the acquisition of large
numbers of cattle and large numbers of cows. Fifth, reading is a reliable tool that destroys large herds...
Sixth, getting large numbers of livestock and large numbers of cattle strengthens the dominance of the rich
over the poor. If we destroy the large herds of cattle, we weaken the rich and destroy their dominance over
the poor. Seventh, let the Soviet court be closer to the masses. Eighth, let's root out the cattle breeding that
made the woman a slave of the head of the Komsomol and the pioneer new culture...(Kundakbaeva, 2017:
412).

Published in "Aiel tendigi" magazine. In Dulatov's article entitled "Qazaq aieli", it is mentioned
that Kazakh girls are traditionally engaged from the cradle, and in some cases even when they are in the
mother's womb, this is called "kargy bau". It is said that it continues with traditions saying that if the
person who engaged with the girl dies, then his brother or younger brother, one of his relatives, will
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receive marry her. Here, the author says that a cripple with cattle is attracted to a young girl, and this is why
the saying "A cripple can't take a girl, but a cattle can™ was born from this.

In the "Literature section™ of the magazine, stories and poems of Kazakh girls on the theme of
women began to be published. A. Bokeikhanov's short story "Aqgsaqg kempir™ written under the pseudonym
"Kyr gazaqgi", Beimbet Mailin's poems and stories, in particular "Raushan Kommunist", "Aiymkul"
published under the pseudonym Malay, "El kuieui"”, as well as "Erlik gurbani”, "Azhe", "Nekeqiyar",
literary works such as "Ak Belek" by Zh. Aimautov, "Nazika" by Koshke Kemengeruly, "Zhalshy aielder
auzynan™ and "Octyabr meirami” by Sholpan Imanbayeva have been published.

In the "Healthy body has a healthy soul" section, Nazipa Kulzhanova, Akkagaz Doszhanova, Sara
Kapakelini published articles on family cleanliness, child and woman care, and the progress of fighting
infectious diseases, with the advice of doctors and encouraged their readers to lead a healthy life. The
journal was closed in 1934 by the decision of the regional committee of the BK(b)P of Kazakhstan, and its
editorship was merged with the journal "Aul kommunisi". Later it appeared again under the name "Qazaq
aielderi”.

Conclusion. In general, various topics raised by the Kazakh press in the end of the 19th century
and the first quarter of the 20th century regarding the "women's problem” create the need for a
comprehensive study. During the analysis of archival funds and historiographic studies, we have
determined that a clear conclusion on this issue has not been formed yet. The post-revolution Kazakh
woman's condition, bride wealth, marriage and polygamy, elopement and other inequalities in marriage
were discussed in the article with concrete examples, although in the data of Russian archives
(RGASPI, GARF, RGANI) even special public funds: "It should be noted that polygamy and concubinage
should be abolished”, "Voluntary Society of Eastern Women", "Society for the Protection of Orphans
and Widows" and others working voluntarily, paying attention to women's issues and publishing common
issues in the press. Here, not only women's equality, but also fight against illiteracy, the spread and
prevention of infectious diseases, measures aimed at women's professional education and profession, active
participation in public works were taken, and special resolutions were adopted by the government. In order
to bring to the attention of the public the legal norms related to marriage, marriage, and elopement,
special headings were published on the pages of newspapers and magazines. In turn, these measures drew
attention to the legal protection of women's rights in society and helped to prevent many violations of the
law. We can say with full confidence that the above-mentioned Kazakh press was the main source of
information for women of that time to become politically literate and to know their rights.

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Abstract. The article considers the results of archaeological research, conducted in the field season
of 2022 at Koybota site, located on the territory of Turkestan oasis. Monuments of Turkestan and Turkestan
oasis occupy a special place in the national archeology and most of them have been studied in this or that
degree. Koybota site located in the peripheral part of modern Turkestan city is poorly studied. New research
carried out on the site shed light on the stratigraphy and topography. The monument is located in the flat
part near the southern slopes of Karatau. Not far from the settlement there are traces of irrigation and
habitable areas along the aryk beds. The stratigraphic sondage in its northern part showed the thickness of
the cultural strata. The characteristic of the cultural layer is shown in detail in the drawings and description.
The excavation laid in the central part of the site allowed to determine the character of architectural and
archaeological constructions. Archaeological material characterizing the life and culture in the late Middle
Ages was obtained. The research of this archaeological monument allows us to judge about the stable
development of irrigation and agriculture of the Kazakh people near the famous architectural complex of
Kazakhstan - the Mausoleum of Khoja Ahmed Yasawi.

FUNERARY MONUMENTS OF THE TIMBER-GRAVE CULTURE OF WESTERN
KAZAKHSTAN: THE HISTORY OF STUDY AND BRIEF CONCLUSIONS

Abstract. The article presents the history of the study of burial monuments of the timber-grave
cultureof Western Kazakhstan and brief results of the study. The main research was carried out after
the 1970s by the founder of the Ural archaeological school G.A. Kushaev and his followers —
B.F. Zhelezchikov, V.A. Krieger and other researchers. After the death of G.A. Kushaev in 1992, the study
of the monuments of log culture ceased. After a long break, these monuments were discovered and studied
by the staff of the West Kazakhstan Center of History and Archeology. Unfortunately,the monuments
of the timber-grave culture of Western Kazakhstan have been partially introduced into scientific
circulation, many of which are published in hard-to-reach and little-known scientific publications, most of
them are stored in the form of field research reports. The paper provides information about 113 burials,
four of which are single, and 109 are part of 62 burial mounds from 30 burial grounds. The presented data
shows their similarity with the monuments of nearby regions. It should be noted that not all burial sites of
the cross-section culture of the studied region are represented in the paper. Burial sites on the territory of
localities, as well as burial sites with insufficient data for inclusion in general statistics, were excluded.
