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Abstract. Introduction. The national liberation uprising of 1916 in Zhetysu found comprehensive
reflection in such historical works by Ilyas Zhansugurov as “Zharkent oiazynda”, “1916 zhyl
derekteri” and “Lepsi oiazynda”. These describe the circumstances that developed in the region in
connection with the Tsar’s June decree, the mass armed resistance of the Kazakh and Kyrgyz peoples,
the harsh measures of the authorities to suppress the uprising, the flight of the population to China to
escape punitive detachments and oppression from Russians, Chinese and Kalmyks, the arrest of
uprising leaders and their imprisonment in Karakol prison, as well as the murder of Zh. Mambetov
as a result of a conspiracy and the brutal reprisals that occurred in the prison, all of which are
thoroughly covered based on the eyewitness’s memoirs. Consideration of these works of the poet
allows for a deeper understanding of the history of the national liberation uprising in Zhetysu.
Goals and objectives. Based on the poet's works, to reveal the inner essence of the national liberation
uprising in Zhetysu; assess the historical significance of these works as sources; and determine the
degree of reliability of eyewitness testimonies presented in his studies. Results. The article considers
the historical works of Ilyas Zhansugurov, which have remained outside the attention of historians
and researchers, as historical sources illuminating the events of the national liberation uprising of
1916 in Zhetysu. Since these works were written before the establishment of strict Soviet totalitarian
censorship, the author’s presentation, provided information, and conclusions objectively reveal the
history of the uprising. Written on the basis of accounts from eyewitnesses who lived at that time and
directly observed the events, these works help clarify little-known aspects of the uprising in Zhetysu.
Conclusion. Compared to the works of Zh. Aimautuly (“Kartkozha), M. Auezov (“Kily zaman”),
S. Seifullin (“Tar zhol, taigak keshu”), and S. Mukanov (“Botagoz”), Ilyas Zhansugurov’s works
included in the collection “Zhetysu. 1730-1916” — namely “Zharkent oiazynda”, “1916 zhyl
derekteri” and “Lepsi oiazynda” — represent valuable sources both historically and from the
perspective of source studies. These historical studies of the poet are necessary for a comprehensive
and in-depth disclosure of the causes, course, nature and results of the national liberation uprising of
1916 in the Zhetysu region.

Therefore, studying the life, socio-political activities and creativity of outstanding figures, who
actively participated in the controversial socio-political life of their time and to a certain extent
influenced the formation of public opinion, is considered one of the current topics. One of the
historical figures who had a significant impact on the cultural and spiritual processes in the formation
of the national identity of Kazakhstan was an outstanding statesman and public figure Uzbekali
Zhanibekov.

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Introduction

In modern domestic historiography, traditional theoretical concepts on the history of
Kazakhstan formed under the influence of Soviet ideology are being revised. Along with theoretical
concepts that require re-evaluation, there are a large number of studies aimed at identifying the
scientific truth of the “blank spots” in our history. In connection with the independence of Kazakhstan
the issue of forming an independent historical consciousness, set out in a historical document,
(Kazakhstan, 1995) has become more relevant for scientific research and set as the main task for the
social sciences. Personalisation of historical events and phenomena based on the outstanding figure’s
life stories occupied a special place among the studies in this direction. After all, historical knowledge
is updated through the recognition of individuals, who had an impact on socio-political development
by their activities and creativity.

U. Zhanibekov’s all career ladders in social and political life were the result of the party-state
nomenclature system, which was the mechanism of the Soviet government for the education and
development of personnel. The main characteristic of civil servants who underwent this
party-ideological education was a sincere belief in the communist idea, loyalty to the authorities,
et al. We know that the key feature that distinguished U. Zhanibekov from hundreds of his colleagues
in the higher echelons of power was his ability to serve national interests in state and political service,
while being truly devoted to the communist idea. In their memoirs his contemporaries mention
Uzbekali Zhanibekov along with the outstanding figures as Temirbek Zhurgenov and Ilyas Omarov,
who served national interests, occupying such a high position. As a result of the analysis of
U. Zhanibekov’s multifaceted socio-political activity and creativity, we evaluate the main point of
his personality as a “scientist-activist”. Political courage and scientific innovation must go hand in
hand in a person who combines activity with science. Guided by this principle, we consider that the
political will of U. Zhanibekov, who came forward with the initiative to revive traditional national
values and innovation in scientific thought by creating a strategic direction for preserving and
popularizing cultural heritage and implementing it in concrete practice, characterize his personality
vividly.

In this context, the scientific reconstruction of political and scientific activity of the prominent
statesman and public figure, ethnologist Uzbekali Zhanibekov in the modernization of national
identity on a factual basis is considered one of the current research topics in the field of modern social
sciences.
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Materials and methods

U. Zhanibekov’s monographic works of historical and ethnographic nature, materials published
in central and local socio-political, national periodicals, orders, decrees, reports, annual reviews,
reports, statistical data of authorized bodies and public associations for the period under study; essays
on Kazakh history, public education, folk ethnography, field materials, memoirs, written information
are in his personal archive. Considering that “state archives accept personal genealogical documents
generated during the lifetime of individuals, in particular, scientists, writers, composers, journalists”
(Medvedeva, 2022: 1100-1103), U. Zhanibekov’s documentary heritage is collected in the personal
genealogical fund of the Central State Archives of the Republic of Kazakhstan. The formation of
personal genealogical funds in this archive has been carried out since the second half of the last
century. The special personal genealogical fund of U. Zhanibekov, who was in public service since
the 60s of the last century, was created in 1996-1997 (CSA RK. F. 2238., L. 1., P. 5). The founders
of the fund, who gave the personal materials to the archive, are his children Bauyrzhan Zhanibekov
and granddaughter Azel Zhanibekova. Currently, the documents of the fund are available to
researchers and readers.

The fund contains original documents about the activities and works of the cultural scientist,
historian-ethnologist, state and public figure Uzbekali Zhanibekov in his personal genealogical fund.
It is undeniable that the documentary basis of such authentic documents is considered very valuable.

Documents and various information of U. Zhanibekov’s personal genealogical fund constitute
the main historical data on his life and socio-political activities. The fund contains the following
documents and their parts:

— Documents related to the autobiography of the figure;

— Creative heritage (including books, scientific and educational articles, creative materials and
information about the scientific projects, various drawings and tables. Sketches and other documents
of the International Kazakh Center that was planned to be built in Almaty by order of the government
after the World Kurultai of Kazakhs, drawings related to the ethnography of the Kazakh
people, et al.);

— Documents related to his social and political activities in different years;

— film-photo-phono documents (photos with his family, colleagues, friends, foreign guests, with
D.A. Konaev, Yu. Gagarin, G. Titov, P. Belyaev, N. Nazarbayev, O. Suleimenov, B. Tulegenova,
M. Aitkozhina, E. Serkebaev and other famous people);

— memoirs, various letters, telegrams (letters, telegrams, greeting cards). The letters are mainly
presented in alphabetical order. This section can be divided into 3: The first includes letters addressed
to U. Zhanibekov (CSA RK. F. 2238., Inv. 2., C. 13., P. 15). The second group includes the letters
written by U. Zhanibekov. Among the documents there are letters written to D.A. Kunaev about
restoration work on the Mausoleum of Khoja Ahmed Yasawi and materials related to the letter
(CSA RK. F. 2238, Inv. 1., C. 179., P. 51).

— documents concerning various items and property, as well as household appliances and other
tools.

Documents and materials in the course of U. Zhanibekov’s activity and work or created on the
basis of his actions are the most important historical data on this topic. The number of documents in
this fund related to his life and work is about 4 thousand (CSA RK. F. 2238., Inv. 1., C. 5., P. 17).

There is no doubt that such archival documents are considered valuable as historical data for
writing the history of a personality. These official reports and summaries allow us to scientifically
reconstruct an outstanding figure’s daily life. Personal documents can be a way of better
understanding the past. The reason for this is their subjectivity: a person makes fateful decisions based
on his own view, which is erroneous and has nothing to do with reality. But this is precisely what
forms the basis of events that determine the course of history.

In accordance with the subject matter, a biographical approach has been used in the
personalization of the scientist-activist. Meanwhile, it was precisely the disagreements over the
relationship of personal history (or “new biographical history”) to “history in general” formed the
basis for the formation of two versions in domestic historiography (“social” and “existential”),
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or personal history platforms that focus on fundamentally different research strategies. Within the
first direction, the reconstruction of historical individual’s personal life is considered both as the main
aim of the study and as one of the necessary prerequisites for understanding the historical society that
included them (i.e., not only as personal history, but more broadly — as history through
personality)......The second version of personal history, emphasizing the “autonomy and intrinsic
value of the historical personality”, places the study of his psychological characteristics
at the center of attention and deliberately limits itself to “non-social” types of biographism” (Repina,
2005: 12-13)

The next method in the study is scientific reconstruction. The difficulty of scientific
reconstruction is the subject of study for historians-methodologists. A.Ya. Gurevich says: “We are
not given the opportunity to restore the fragment of the past that we are studying in all its fullness and
infinite diversity, in all its countless connections and interweaving. What we, historians, study is
precisely the subject” and offers the following conclusion: “historical reconstruction is a historian’s
construction that he builds from a complex alloy of source messages and his own ideas about the
historical process” (Gurevich, 2005: 437). In accordance with such methodological principles, we are
considering not a complete scientific reconstruction of the history of U. Zhanibekov’s socio-political
activity, but only the identification and assessment of his activities, and his influence on the formation
of national identity through the development of traditional culture.

Discussion

U. Zhanibekov’s life, socio-political activity and creativity were not the subject of study in
Soviet historiography. Research works on the topic were undertaken from the last period of the last
century in connection with the glorification of national values. In the early period, the memoirs of
contemporaries and publications in the media about the scientist-activist were published. In studying
the historical figure’s biography in connection with the socio-political development of the country in
domestic historical science, special attention was paid, first of all, to the members of Alash.
In accordance with the requirement of public opinion to determine and evaluate the place and role of
historical figures in the formation of the national state, researchers began to pay attention to the study
of U. Zhanibekov’s personality.

One of the first to give a scientific assessment of the outstanding figure’s historical activity was
the famous ethnologist Khalel Argynbaev. In his research, he came to the conclusion that
U. Zhanibekov’s creativity, personal qualities, and works in the scientific process, or more precisely,
the relevance of folk traditions and ethnological ideas, were relevant. Kh. Argynbaev is the scientist
who was the first to analyze the publicistic and scientific-educational works of the scientist-activist
and expressed his opinion (Argynbaev, 2005:10). Through these studies, we can say that he laid the
foundation for the scientific direction of Zhanibekov studies.

The research of B. Adyrbek (Adyrbek, 2009: 15-21), who studied the socio-political activity
and scientific heritage of statesman in his dissertation that became a reference point for subsequent
research. Researchers of the figure’s historical path mainly rely on his own works (memoirs and
works). Z. Zhakisheva’s works (Zhakisheva, 2021) contain new information about U. Zhanibekov’s
establishing contacts with the international cultural organizations of UNESCO on issues of historical
relics and monuments in Kazakhstan and his active participation in including the Mausoleum of
Khoja Ahmed Yasawi in the World Heritage List as a historical, cultural and architectural monument.
The research work, guided by the principles of personalisation, considers the figure’s activities the
civil service from a historical aspect.

An outstanding writers and statesmen as A. Kekilbayuly (Kekilbayuly, 1998) and Sh. Murtaza
(Murtaza, 1998), academician of the National Academy of Sciences of the Republic of Kazakhstan,
literary scholar S. Kirabayev (Kirabayev, 2001), K. Ergobek (Kulbek Ergobek...), historian G. Oten
(Oten, 2015), professor, museologist M. Kozha (Kozha, 2023), S. Kerimbay (Kerimbay...) and other
scientists, statesmen, public figures, and literary scholars devoted their research about the scientist-
activist from various scientific points.
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Researching the personalisation of outstanding figures continues to this day. The attention of
historians and writers, archaeologists and ethnologists, museum experts and art historians,
philosophers and political scientists, teachers is focused on studying the legacy and political and civil
loyalty of the scientist-activist, and the complex studies are being conducted. We set out to reveal
only a certain side of the historical figure.

Results

The analysis object of our article is U. Zhanibekov’s creative heritage. His works and the
conclusions contained on Kazakh ethnology have scientific significance. In particular, the book that
describes the Kazakh yurt, considering it a mobile dwelling, decorative and applied art, examples of
national clothing and crafts help the reader to immerse himself in the meaningful world of the material
culture of Kazakh people (Zhanibekov, 1995: 15-25). The author presents a module on the
reconstruction of hard-wall housing, blacksmith shop, as well as national clothing of the southern
regions of our country. The book is rich in illustrative material, including masterpieces of folk artists
and craftsmen of the XVII-XX centuries from museum and private collections of Kazakhstan.

It is obvious that U. Zhanibekov is a unique figure who occupies a special place in the spiritual
life of the Kazakh people and made an invaluable contribution to the revival of national culture. His
creative activity became a comprehensive and large-scale phenomenon, covering the fields of
ethnology, arts and crafts, architecture, museum work, national music and education. The value of
the creative materials that formed the basis of his works is not only a source, but also spiritual
experiences that gave impetus to modern culture and national self-awareness.

U. Zhanibekov, first of all, paved a special way in the revival of Kazakh ethnography and
cultural heritage. For the first time in our country, he developed a systematic scientific approach to
folk applied art, collected the rich traditions of nomadic culture and brought them into the modern
cultural space. The ethnographic expeditions organized by him were unique creative projects that
systematically studied and documented the life, customs and traditions, crafts of the Kazakh people,
and introduced them into scientific circulation. As a result of these works, materials of great value
and educational significance were collected. Proof of this is his works as “Kazakh clothes”.

The creative activity of the scientist-activist was not limited to the scientific mission, but
continued with specific practical projects. In particular, the reconstruction of the mausoleum
of Khoja Ahmed Yasawi is one of the great events that raise the national spirit. During this work,
U. Zhanibekov revived the traditional school of craftsmanship. He united architects, decorators,
carpenters and bricklayers, and organized special expeditions to preserve Kazakh patterns in the
architecture of the mausoleum. The materials and data collected within this project were preserved as
a valuable creative heritage and rich experience in the field of national architecture and restoration.

During his tenure as head of the Ministry of Culture (1977-1988), U. Zhanibekov made an
outstanding contribution to the development of national musical art. He revived folk instruments and
breathed new life into traditional music, creating the folk orchestra “Otyrar sazy” and the folk
ensembles “Sherter”, “Adyrna”, and “Altynai”. The orchestra’s repertoire included ancient Kazakh
kuis (ethnic music), zhyr-terme (poetry genre), and thus the forgotten musical heritage was revived
and returned to the stage. This was a great creative revolution in the history of the national music.
The orchestra’s work was not only performing, but also became a creative platform for demonstrating
the results of ethnomusicological research.

U. Zhanibekov’s artistic and historical knowledge were also reflected in the popularization of
folk craftsmen. He recognized examples of Kazakh crafts not only as museum exhibits, but also as
an important part of modern culture. Many exhibitions organized by him were major creative works
that raised folk art to a professional level. The products presented at these exhibitions as saukele,
embroidered kimeshek, syrmak, kebezhe, and adalbakan were all decorated with traditional
ornaments and demonstrated a combination of artistic taste and historical knowledge.

Another direction of creative materials was the restoration of national costumes and studying
of them from scientific point. The aesthetic and functional features of traditional Kazakh costumes
were studied and introduced into stage culture and museum expositions. He also took many initiatives
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to create historical and artistic images, using national costumes in theatre and cinema. His creative
work in this area has become a valuable source of information for scholars in the field of fashion and
art history.

As aresult of U. Zhanibekov’s long-term work, national museum work has risen to a new level.
Ethnographic museums have been created in each region of Kazakhstan under his direct leadership,
clearly demonstrating regional features and the unity of Kazakh culture. His creative initiatives in the
formation of museum funds, especially the active participation of local craftsmen and residents, the
implementation of the principle “from people to people” were assessed as a rational way to preserve
the living form of traditional culture. Museum exhibits did not remain just symbols of the past, but
were included in the category of creative sources that have substantive and aesthetic value for modern
society.

U. Zhanibekov’s creative initiatives were widely promoted in the media. He shared his thoughts
about national self-awareness and culture on TV and radio programs, periodicals, making conclusions
about his creative ideas. The creative legacy of the scientist-activist covered not only the culture, but
also directly influenced the formation of national ideology. Through his creative activities he made a
great contribution to the formation of the historical memory of future generations, the preservation of
national identity, and the development of artistic knowledge. His concept of “Spiritual heritage as a
support of nationality” has become a vital principle of the cultural policy of independent Kazakhstan
today. One of its manifestations is the adoption and implementation of the state program “Cultural
Heritage”.

The materials about U. Zhanibekov activities are the result of his great mission aimed at the
revival of the spiritual treasures of the Kazakh people, the systematization of cultural heritage and the
development of national art. These materials are spiritual and creative wealth of great value and
profound educational significance not only for history, but also for the present and future generations.
Each of his works is evidence of the genuine revival of national culture, and his creative heritage has
become an eternal beacon of Kazakh spirituality. The ideas and scientific conclusions of the scientist-
activist, who completed his official activity as the Secretary of the Central Committee of the
Communist Party of Kazakhstan for ideology (1988—1991) regarding the formation of national
identity in Soviet times, were continued in the political and ideological activities of the independent
society. As an example, we can cite the program “Orientation: the spiritual revival of the future”. It
can be assumed that this program is based on U. Zhanibekov’s ideas about the revival of national
values.

It can be noted that during this period the figure was the initiator of the official celebration of
“Nauryz”, the traditional holiday of the Turkic peoples. In 1920, being the head of the government of
the Turkestan ASSR, T. Ryskulov issued an official decree declaring “Nauryz” a national holiday.
However, the holiday, celebrated as a national holiday in 1925 on the initiative of the second secretary
of the Regional Committee of the Party of the Kazakh people S. Kozhanov, who achieved national
and territorial integrity, was completely excluded due to the political doctrine of Goloshchekin’s
“Little October”. By violating this ban established by the Soviet government and returning the holiday
“Nauryz” to the people as part of the reconstruction, U. Zhanibekov was not only the generator, but
also the direct executor of national idea. Today, “Nauryz” has become a common holiday for the
Turkic peoples and the pinnacle of intangible culture.

His initiative to rehabilitate national figures such as M. Dulatov, J. Aimauytov,
M. Zhumabayev, Sh. Kudaiberdiuly, whose names were forbidden to be mentioned by the Soviet
government, also demonstrates his political will that glorified national interests.

The creation of the International society of the Kazakh language, which received nationwide
support, and the publication “Ana tili” (Native language), which became a whole spiritual and cultural
phenomenon in the national press, also became a manifestation of the practical implementation of
U. Zhanibekov’s scientific findings and ideas regarding national identity.

At present, the Kazakh civilization is beginning to be recognized in world public opinion as an
integral part of the Turkic civilization. In this regard, the statement that “the Turkic civilization, in all
its features of activity... is a passionate civilization” (Feyziev 2019: 15), the restoration and
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glorification of cultural heritage is of great importance in determining the Kazakh civilization as
passionate inhabitants of the Great Steppe. Based on the statement that “religious and spiritual
archetypes are also considered one of the main values of civilization” (Tursun, 2025: 167), we assess
the significance of U. Zhanibekov’s great contribution in the restoration of the mausoleums
of Khoja Ahmed Yasawi and Arystan-bab not only as architectural monuments, but their historical
mission, as a contribution to the foundation of the Turkic civilization.

Furthermore, the materials and works written by U. Zhanibekov himself include the collection
of memoirs. There is a collection of two books called “Tagdyr Tagylymy” (Lessons of destiny), which
contains information about his works, his contribution to the revival and development of the history
and culture of the Kazakh people. Of course, since these memoirs were written by U. Zhanibekov
himself, their appearance as a source, the real prerequisites and level of reliability as historical
materials are high (Oten, 2015: 28). U. Zhanibekov’s career path, which began as a rural school
teacher, rose to the positions of first secretary of the Keles district committee of the Komsomol (1955—
1956), secretary of the Shymkent regional committee of the Komsomol (1956-1961), first secretary
of the Central Committee of the Young Communist League of Kazakhstan (1961-1970), secretary of
the Turgai regional committee of the Communist Party of Kazakhstan (1970-1975), head of the
department of external relations of the Central Committee of the Communist Party of Kazakhstan
(1975-1977). The life of the figure that came to power throughout the entire period of socio-political
development of our country is exemplary in terms of interaction with the people, concern for the
needs of the country, despite various difficulties. Therefore, memories of such a meaningful personal
life path are also important in the personalization of the figure.

Being historical documents of that time, U. Zhanibekov’s works can serve the development of
national consciousness. In his memoirs and works, he asserts that the preservation and glorification
of Kazakh national traditions and customs develops the culture and spirituality of the people
(Zhanibekov, 1996: 40-45). It is also worth emphasizing that his memoirs are a very valuable
historical document not only from the point of personal biographical history, but also from the point
of development stages of the history of culture and art at the time he lived. The task of modern science
is to seek out the necessary information from such a valuable cultural heritage and systematically use
it, drawing new conclusions.

Another important source is the letters that U. Zhanibekov wrote to his contemporaries and
close friends. His letters to archaeologist Mukhtar Kozha have become the most important historical
source today (Kozha, 2023:140). In one of his letters to M. Kozha, he spoke about Otyrar: “I agree
with what you said about the importance of the Otyrar civilization for us. There is no doubt that this
is the place where the Kazakh people first began to form. There are still many pages of our history
written with the tears of our people that have not yet been revealed. There will be young people like
you who will discover them. I will do everything to ensure that your book in “Rauan” is published as
soon as possible. I hope that my book “Uakyt kerueni” (Caravan of time) will be published soon.
There is a special section called “Otyrar civilization and we”. It would be appropriate if you read it
and expressed your opinion in press”’ (Kozha, 2023:141). Analyzing these letters, it is easy to
understand that he took a very responsible attitude towards national history, culture and museum
affairs until the last days of his life.

The next group of historical data, documentary and scientific materials about U. Zhanibekov’s
life and socio-political activities are periodicals. Periodicals provided valuable information about his
activities and creativity during his lifetime. There are some articles published in newspapers and
magazines, characterizing his active work in the cultural sphere. His works in periodicals are
materials that defended the interests of the Kazakh people, despite the pressure of the Soviet system
(Zhanibekov, 1984: 68—69).

Publications in periodicals can also provide valuable information as a source in personalization.
The closest periodicals to him were “Kazakh adebieti (Kazakh Literature), “Ana tili”
(Native language) and other national publications. In his articles he could express his thoughts,
despite the political conflicts between the Soviet ideology and the political elite of that time
(Zhanibekov, 1988: 1-2). In his works, U. Zhanibekov conveyed his thoughts on the customs and
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traditions, national heritage, and historical memory. He expressed his proposals for the revival of
cultural values that were beginning to be forgotten. His publications attracted the attention of the
masses to national history and cultural heritage.

In the Soviet periodical press, according to the established tradition, only official publications
about statesmen were published. For example, “Socialist Kazakhstan™ limited itself to publishing the
order on the appointment of U.Zhanibekov as Minister of Culture of the Kazakh SSR
(Socialist Kazakhstan, 1987: 4). However, we believe that collecting, grouping publications about
U. Zhanibekov in Soviet publications, and introducing them into scientific circulation will be a task
for the future. After all, even the smallest detail is important in historical personalization.

Today we can say that personalisation of U. Zhanibekov can be found in the memoirs of his
contemporaries. The first published collection of memoirs “Rukh sarbazy” (Soldier of the spirit)
about U. Zhanibekov (Rukh sarbazy...) has the highest documentary value. This collection contains
all... memoirs. The writers of the memoirs such as Abish Kekilbayuly, Sherkhan Murtaza, Serik
Kirabayev, and Mikhail Yesenaliev, who are no longer with us, glorified Uzbekali Zhanibekov’s
patriotism.

Conclusion

We believe that the scientific hypotheses we put forward have been confirmed. In particular,
by analyzing archival documents and memoirs of contemporaries, personalize Uzbekali Zhanibekov
as a “‘scientist-activist”. As one of the results of the scientific work, a scientific reconstruction has
been carried out by using the biographical method and the foundations of the scientific direction of
Zhanibekov studies in historical personalistics have been identified.

We conclude that the national ideas in the experience of Uzbekali Zhanibekov’s socio-political
activity and creativity are of current importance that determines the direction of development of
today’s Kazakh society.
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Abstract. Introduction. During the 13th and 14th centuries, the Black Sea region emerged as a key
hub of transcontinental trade, strategically connecting Europe and Asia through an integrated network
of maritime and overland trade routes. Its geopolitical and geoeconomic significance notably
increased due to the economic expansion of the Italian maritime republics, particularly Venice and
Genoa, and the proactive trade policies of the Golden Horde. By controlling the Northern Black Sea
area, including Crimea and the estuaries of the Don, Dnieper, and Danube rivers, the Golden Horde
dominated regional commerce and regulated interactions with Italian republics. The Golden Horde
granted autonomous trading privileges to Italian merchants in exchange for tax revenues,
fundamentally shaping the region’s economic landscape. Goals. The study aims to examine the role
of the Golden Horde in establishing the Black Sea trade network during the 13th and 14th centuries,
particularly its relationships with the Italian maritime republics of Venice and Genoa. The primary
objectives include analyzing trade infrastructure, identifying factors that facilitated transcontinental
economic integration, and evaluating the political and economic dynamics of regional commerce.
Results. During the 13th and 14th centuries, the Black Sea trade network experienced dynamic
growth, primarily driven by Italian trading emporia such as Caffa (Feodosia), Soldaia (Sudak),
Cembalo (Balaklava), Kerch (Vosporo), and Tana. Benefiting from tax privileges and security
guarantees provided by the Golden Horde, Italian merchants effectively controlled major trade actions
linking Europe with Central and East Asia. Nevertheless, intense commercial rivalry between Genoa
and Venice led to conflicts both between these republics and with the Golden Horde. Particularly in
the mid-14th century, Janibek khan initiated military actions against the Italian emporia, temporarily
weakening their influence. Despite these conflicts, the Northern Black Sea remained a significant hub
of international commerce, fostering Eurasian economic integration. However, political instability,
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military conflicts, and changing geopolitical conditions gradually diminished its economic
importance by the 15th century. Conclusion. The Black Sea region’s medieval trade system
profoundly influenced Eurasian economic history in the 13th and 14th centuries, leaving a legacy on
the history of international trade relations.

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Abstract. Introduction. From its inception, the Golden Horde actively established political relations
with other states. Among these, its relationship with the Ilkhanate was particularly tense. At the heart
of this conflict were territorial disputes over the South Caucasus, lands bequeathed to the Jochid
lineage according to Genghis Khan’s testament. The Ilkhanate’s military campaigns against Muslim
states and its alliances with the Christian world prompted the Golden Horde to draw closer to other
Muslim powers, most notably the Mamluk Sultanate. Purpose and Objectives of the Study. The main
purpose of this study is to demonstrate that the relations between the Golden Horde and the Mamluk
Sultanate during the 13th—14th centuries were grounded in shared religious interests. The study aims
to: Analyze the causes of the conflict between the Golden Horde and the Ilkhanate; Identify the
diplomatic ties between Khan Berke and Sultan Baybars; Highlight the role of Islam in the foreign
policies of both states; Describe the counteractions against the Ilkhanid alliance with the Christian
world. Materials and Methods. The research is based on medieval written sources, historical
chronicles, and contemporary scholarly works. A comparative analysis method and historical analysis
approach were employed to examine the political and religious relations between the Golden Horde
and the Mamluk Sultanate. Results. The study revealed that religion played a decisive role in the
formation of the alliance between the Golden Horde and the Mamluk Sultanate. Sultan Baybars’
initiative to forge an alliance with Khan Berke to defend the Muslim world, and the Ilkhanid’s
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rapprochement with the Christian world, had a direct impact on the internal political structure of the
Islamic world during this period. Conclusion. In medieval international relations, religion was not
merely an internal ideological element but also a crucial tool of foreign policy. The religiously
motivated cooperation between the Golden Horde and the Mamluk Sultanate served as a strategic
means of resisting the Ilkhanids. This case highlights the historical roots of unity and mutual support
among Muslim states in the Islamic world.

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Abstract. Introduction. Land relations in Northern Kazakhstan in the late 19th and early
20th centuries represent a complex issue in the political and socio-economic history of Kazakhstan
during the colonial period. The resettlement policy and administrative reforms carried out by the
Tsarist government disrupted the traditional Kazakh system of land use. In the context of current
geopolitical conditions, where territorial integrity and land ownership have become matters of both
domestic and foreign policy, the study of land relations gains particular relevance. Purpose and
Objectives of the Study. Scientific analysis of the features of colonial land relations and legal
restrictions in Northern Kazakhstan in the late 19th and early 20th centuries based on documents from
the Central State Archive of the Republic of Kazakhstan, as well as the introduction of these
documents into scientific circulation. Materials and Methods. This article applies both general
scientific and specific historical methods. In particular, the historical-comparative method, systematic
analysis, and text analysis techniques enable a comprehensive understanding of the legal and social
aspects of land relations under colonial conditions. In processing the data, archival research,
historical-legal analysis, and economic analysis were employed. Results. During the study, various
types of archival documents related to land relations were identified: legislative acts of the Tsarist
government on land issues; documents on land leasing, land disputes, and settlement of migrants;
materials on geographical names; documents reflecting the Kazakhs' attitude towards land policies
and the leasing of plots for the extraction of mineral resources. These data demonstrate that the
Russian Empire viewed Kazakh lands not only as a military and resettlement resource but also as a
strategic space for the exploitation of natural wealth. The intensification of land conflicts led to the
Kazakhs becoming not a people “without land”, but rather a people “without the right to land”.
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Nevertheless, their efforts to preserve traditional land rights through filing complaints and expressing
disagreement with administrative decisions are evident. Conclusion. The Central State Archive of the
Republic of Kazakhstan holds valuable documents for a comprehensive study of land relations in
Northern Kazakhstan during the colonial period, forming a source-based foundation for future
historical and legal research.

The objectives include examining the legal
framework, administrative practices, and individual case studies that reflect life under the special
settlement regime. Findings. The analysis of sources reveals that special settlers systematically faced
restrictions on basic rights — such as freedom of residence, movement, and employment, access to
education, the right to family reunification. These limitations were institutionally embedded and
enforced through routine mechanisms of administrative control. Original contribution. The paper
introduces the concept of the “ideology of legality” as an analytical tool for understanding the Soviet
legal rhetoric that concealed a practice of mass exclusion.

The article examines the
directions, character, features and development of Kazakh-Bukharian relations based on oriental
written sources and records of Russian ambassadors. The political, economic, social, trade, economic,
cultural and spiritual ties in Kazakh-Bukhara relations of the period under review are analyzed. The

A list of
contributors included renowned Ukrainian writers and scholars, such as Ivan Bahriany, Yurii Boyko,
Anatol Gak, Kostyantyn Dubnyak, Vasyl Dubrovsky, Arkadiy Lyubchenko, Oleksa Paradysky, and
Yurii Shevelov. An analysis of the newspaper’s publications reveals their propagandistic nature. The
articles primarily featured complimentary portrayals of the Nazis. At the same time, the newspaper
actively promoted the Ukrainian language and culture. The newspaper consistently advanced a critical
narrative of the Soviet regime, highlighting and reframing the most tragic episodes in Ukrainian
history. Ukrainian culture. In every issue, Jews were presented as enemies of humanity, which points
to the influence of German antisemitic ideology. Notably, the question of establishing an independent
Ukrainian state was not addressed in the newspaper. Conclusion. The study concludes that
“Nova Ukraina” functioned as a vehicle of nationalist propaganda with a distinctly pro-German,
anti-Soviet, and antisemitic orientation. The newspaper reflected the ideological positions of
segments of the Ukrainian intelligentsia who engaged in collaboration with the Nazi administration
and was strategically employed to construct a favourable narrative of the occupation regime, thereby
contributing to its discursive legitimization during the Second World War.

Introduction

Throughout history, propaganda has played a central role in conveying ideas and ideologies.
In the XX century, the press emerged as a vital component of the propaganda apparatus, serving as
one of the primary channels of public communication and a key instrument of mass information.
Newspapers became especially prominent as literacy rates rose, particularly in the absence of
television. As a result, the number of newspapers and their circulation figures grew sharply compared
to previous centuries.

Recognizing the profound influence of the printed word on public consciousness, governments,
political parties, and civil society organizations across much of the world began publishing their own
periodicals. These publications served as vehicles for disseminating ideological doctrines and
political agendas, shaping psychological perceptions among the population, and actively
reconfiguring collective historical memory.

Undeniably, the printed word functioned as an essential instrument for advancing specific
ideological agendas. Articles that appeared to be apolitical or focused on mundane, everyday matters
often served as effective vehicles for promoting governmental or party-driven messages. Propaganda
was particularly salient during periods of historical upheaval, such as revolutions and wars, when the
mobilization of mass support was instrumental in confronting and overcoming the enemy.

In the context of the Second World War, the opposing sides, fully aware of the pivotal role of
propaganda, employed diverse mechanisms, methods, and technologies to shape public
consciousness across both occupied and unoccupied territories. Nazi Germany, in particular, actively
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used enlisted the support of its allies on these efforts, among whom Ukrainian nationalists featured
prominently.

Surprisingly, since the 2014 Revolution of Dignity, Ukrainian state ideology has increasingly
incorporated propaganda tropes and narratives originally developed by Ukrainian nationalists in the
1920s—1930s. Consequently, scholarly engagement with Ukrainian press materials from the period
of Nazi occupation remains highly relevant. This relevance is further underscored by the ongoing
historiographical reassessment of the Second World War in Ukraine, particularly regarding the
political and ideological choices made by Ukrainian nationalists during that period and their lasting
impact on contemporary national discourse.

The study aims to analyze the core content of the newspaper “Nova Ukraina”, published in
Kharkov during the period of Nazi occupation between 1941 and 1943.

Materials and methods

In line with the research objective and the nature of the sources, the theoretical and
methodological foundation of the study is based on the principles of historicism, objectivity,
systematic analysis, and a multi-factor approach. A comprehensive set of complementary methods
was employed, allowing for an in-depth and multidimensional analysis of the content of the
“Nova Ukraina” newspaper within the historical context of the Nazi occupation of Kharkov
(1941-1943).

The historiographical analysis contextualized the findings within broader academic scholarship,
incorporating both Ukrainian and international contributors. The source critical approach served to
enable a critical evaluation of the newspaper’s publications as historical sources, the reconstruction
of its editorial strategy, and the assessment of external influences on its informational content. The
historical-critical method was employed to identify the political, social, and administrative conditions
of the newspaper’s operation. The concrete-historical approach adopted in this study is used to
examine the 1941-1943 issues of “Nova Ukraina” in the broader context of the events of that period,
with attention to the specific historical circumstances in which the newspaper operated and which
were reflected in the topics covered by its correspondents.

Discussion

The investigation of propaganda practices during the Second World War continues to constitute
a significant area of scholarly inquiry at the global level. Within Ukrainian historiography, notable
contributions have been made by I. Gridina, O. Salata, A. Skorobogatov, D. Tytarenko, V. Shaykan,
as well as by the author of this study.

Ukrainian historians have increasingly prioritized the study of the impact of both Nazi and
Soviet propaganda on civilian populations during the period of the Second World War
(the German-Soviet War), focusing on those residing in both occupied and non-occupied territories.
This dual propaganda effort — carried out simultaneously by the Nazi Germany and the Soviet Union
on either side of the front line — has become a central theme in historiographical inquiry. A prominent
contribution to the field has been made by doctor of historical sciences O. Salata, who is recognized
as a leading authority on this subject. Her extensive research includes several scholarly publications,
notably two monographs: “The Formation of the German Information Space in the
Reichscommissariat “Ukraine” and in the Military Administration Zone (June 1941-1944)” and
“Information confrontation between Nazi Germany and the USSR in the Occupied Territories of
Ukraine (1941-1944)” (Salata, 2010; Salata, 2020b). In her conceptual approach to propaganda,
Salata draws on the theoretical perspectives of Western European scholars, framing propaganda as
an essential instrument of governance that appeals primarily to emotions rather than reason
(Salata, 2008: 329).

In the monograph “Collaborationism on the Territory of the Reichscommissariat “Ukraine” and
the Military Zone during the Second World War” (Shaykan, 2005), the author explores the complex
nature of collaborationism in Ukraine, seeking to delineate the boundary between conscious,
voluntary cooperation and forced compliance with the occupying authorities. Following the
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publication of this work, the terminology in Ukrainian scholarly discourse began to shift: the
emotionally charged terms “betrayal” and “traitor” were increasingly replaced by the more analytical
concepts of “collaboration”, “collaborator”. At present, the former lexemes are rarely encountered in
academic historiography in Ukraine.

This issue is particularly pertinent in the context of the activities of Ukrainian nationalists
during the Second World War, who engaged in cooperation with the German occupation authorities
and contributed to the implementation of the Nazi administrative system at the local level.

The thematic analysis of the “Nova Ukraina” newspaper requires consideration of the scholarly
contributions of D. Tytarenko. In his candidate dissertation, the scholar examined the content of
periodicals published by the Nazi administration in various settlements across Eastern Ukraine. In
subsequent publications, the historian shifted his focus toward cultural processes occurring under
German occupation, broadening the scope of inquiry to include additional categories within his
research domain (Tytarenko, 2014). Particularly noteworthy is the collection of documents he
published in the journal “Hileya” (Tytarenko, 2010), which provides clear evidence of the direct
influence of German propaganda on the press issued in the occupied territories under the auspices of
Ukrainian nationalist organizations. This documentary material, in turn, raises doubts about
O. Salata’s assertion that “German propaganda had little impact on Ukrainian nationalists”
(Salata, 2010: 28).

The monograph “Kharkov During the German Occupation (1941-1943)” by historian
A. Skorobogatov deserves particular scholarly attention. It is widely recognized as a foundational
study of the city’s wartime history and is frequently cited in academic discourse dealing with the
German occupation of Ukraine. While the work offers only a limited analysis of the editorial activities
of “Nova Ukraina”, this is largely attributable to the author’s stated objective — to reconstruct the
everyday lives and behavioral patterns of various segments of the Kharkov population, including
collaborationists, the Resistance members, and those who maintained a neutral stance, all within the
framework of the well-known dictum “the time chose us.” Nonetheless, the monograph identifies
prominent members of the editorial board and contributing journalists, and provides a general
assessment of the newspaper’s ideological orientation (Skorobogatov, 2004: 209-261).

In addition to Ukrainian scholars, the contribution of German historians is also noteworthy.

Among the numerous researchers in this field, particular attention should be given to the works
of Frank Grelka (Grelka, 2005) and Jorn Hasenclever (Hasenclever, 2010). Their scholarship offers
in-depth analyses of the activities of Ukrainian nationalists across various regions of Ukraine in the
first half of the XX century, including their presence and influence in Kharkov.

Results

Recognizing the pivotal role of propaganda, the German High Command began developing its
informational strategy even prior to the invasion of the Soviet Union.

On June 6, 1941 — approximately two weeks before the commencement of hostilities — a
Directive was issued by the Commander-in-Chief of the General Staff of the German Armed Forces
regarding propaganda policy. This document explicitly stated that “Germany’s enemy is not the
peoples of the Soviet Union, but solely the Jewish-Bolshevik government,” thus laying the ideological
groundwork for the forthcoming military campaign (/lupextuBa HauanbHuka lllTaba BepXxoBHOrO
KOMAaHJIOBaHUsI BOOPYKEHHBIX CHJI ['eépMaHuM 10 BOIIpOCaM IMpomaraHibl B IEpUO] HAMAJACHUS Ha
Coserckuit Coros. 6 urons 1941 r.).

On December 16, 1942, Reich Minister for the Occupied Eastern Territories Alfred Rosenberg
issued the “Supplementary Directives on the Implementation of Propaganda in Ukraine.” These
guidelines called upon propagandists and journalists to intensify anti-Moscow, anti-Bolshevik, and
broadly anti-Russian sentiments. Particular emphasis was placed on the need to remind Ukrainians
of the famines and political repressions of the 1920s and 1930s. The document also stressed the
importance of instilling the notion that German soldiers were heroically sacrificing their lives for the
benefit of the Ukrainian people.
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It is worth noting that several weeks prior to the invasion of the Soviet Union, the Nazi
command mobilized Ukrainian nationalists from Western Ukraine, organizing them into
Sonderkommandos (Kopuak-I'opoaucekuii, 2003: 10). These units were primarily tasked with
facilitating the establishment of the Nazi “new order” in the occupied localities by pacifying the
civilian population and assisting in the creation of local administrations loyal to the German
authorities.

After the occupation of Kharkov on October 25, 1941, the German military authorities
established a municipal administration, which included a propaganda department. From December 7,
1941, this department began issuing its official press organ — the newspaper “Nova Ukraina”. Despite
a generally tolerant attitude toward the appointed officials from the local pro-Ukrainian milieu, the
German military administration exercised strict control over their activities. Each newspaper issue
was subject to rigorous pre-publication censorship by a representative of the military commandant’s
office, who authorized the release of specific content. Editorial work was directly supervised by the
Propaganda-Staffel “U”, the German propaganda unit responsible for overseeing ideological
compliance and coordinating press operations in the region.

Although the editorial team of the “Nova Ukraina” was granted a limited degree of autonomy,
all journalistic activity had to be coordinated with a curator appointed by the German military
administration. Editorial materials required prior approval, which inevitably provoked discontent
among contributors. Nevertheless, in order to avoid potential sanctions or repression, compliance
with the occupation authorities’ directives was obligatory.

The establishment of the newspaper in Kharkov was initiated by Petro Sahaidachny, a native
of Galicia and a member of the Ukrainian Military Organization and the Organization of Ukrainian
Nationalists (OUN) under the leadership of Andriy Melnyk. As noted by Yu. Shevelyov, although
Sahaidachny was a “figure without a face or a voice” (1lleBensoB, 2017: 441), nonetheless proved to
be a competent professional in the field of journalism. Considerable assistance in launching the
publication and shaping its political, predominantly pro-Ukrainian nationalist, orientation was
provided by members of the Melnyk faction of the OUN who arrived in Kharkov alongside the
German occupying forces. Among them were Bohdan Konyk (appointed chief of police),
Dr. Oliynyk, and beginning on the latter half of 1942, Sonderfiihrer Ivan-Yurii Kostyuk, who was
affiliated with the German Propaganda Department “U” (Turapenko, 2014: 340, 341; IlleBennoB,
2017: 282).

Following its establishment, the editorial board of “Nova Ukraina” was initially led by Petro
Sahaidachny. However, from April 19, 1942, editorial leadership was assumed by the Kharkov
intellectual Vsevolod Tsarynnyk. Oleksandr Bilosvit was appointed as the secretary. Among the key
editorial staff were prominent local writers, philologists, and journalists, including Yurii Boyko,
Arkadiy Liubchenko, Mykola Ohloblin, Viktor Tsarynnyk, Sofia Shadkovska (the latter two being
the brother and spouse of the editor-in-chief, respectively) (/[psikoBa, 2014: 440; PribanbueHko;
Turapenko, 2014: 340-341). According to Yu. Shevelov “the soul of the editorial office and its
principal driving force was Mykola Ogloblin, later known in emigration as Mykola Globenko”
(IIeBenboB, 2017: 282). Overall, the editorial team comprised 68 officially employed journalists
(Grelka, 2005: 428)

The newspaper “Nova Ukraina” was issued daily, excluding Mondays and the following public
holidays. The newspaper's circulation fluctuated between 25,000 and 70,000 copies (/psikoBa,
2014: 440), with approximately 450 issues documented. Although a complete set of the publication
has not been preserved, available evidence indicates that the newspaper was in circulation from
December 7, 1941, to September 9, 1943. While originally considered to be a local Kharkov
publication, the editorial office was relocated to Poltava, and on the eve of the city’s first liberation
from German occupation on February 16, 1943, it did not return thereafter. Subsequently,
from January 23 to March 12, 1944, the newspaper was published in Vinnytsia, after which it ceased
to exist.
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In Kharkov, the newspaper received institutional and ideological support from members of the
Ukrainian cultural and educational society “Prosvita”, which resumed its operations shortly after the
German occupation of the city. Moreover, a considerable number of representatives of the Ukrainian
cultural intelligentsia — both from Kharkov and the other regions of Ukraine — contributed to the
publication. Reports on local life were regularly submitted by employees of municipal and district
administrations, as well as by village chiefs. Among the contributors were prominent writers and
scholars, including Ivan Bahriany, Yurii Boyko, Anatol Gak, Arkadiy Lyubchenko, Ulas Samchuk,
historian Vasyl Dubrovsky, philologists Oleksa Paradysky, Yurii Shevelyov, geographer Kostyantyn
Dubnyak, economist Volodymyr Anisimov, bandurist Hryhoriy Bazhula, and others. The newspapers
also featured poetic works by Yurii Blokhin, Vasyl Borovoy, Oleksa Varavva,
Oleksa Veretenchenko, Dmytro Nytsenko, and Yevhen Malanyuk, among others.

Incidentally, the language used in the newspaper featured lexical forms uncommon for the
residents of Kharkov at the time. Among them, there were expressions such as “veliyocipedes”,
instead of velocipedes (“bicycles”), “Soviyetsky” as an alternative to “radiansky”, “vyrobnia”,
instead of “vyrobnictvo,” i.e., production, and “Evropa”, instead of “Europe”. Furthermore, certain
normally indeclinable nouns, such as “kino” (“cinema”), “biuro” (“office”), were subjected to
declension.

The very first issue of the “Nova Ukraina” newspaper clearly delineated the ideological
trajectory of the publication. In the editorial article “On the Ruins,” editor-in-chief Petro Sahaidachny
articulated the guiding mission of the newspaper: “On the pages of our newspaper, we shall discuss
the most pressing concerns of all segments of the Ukrainian population, concerning the Ukrainian
nation. We shall forget neither persons nor events. To all, and in every matter, we shall offer ways
and means to emerge from hardships, to endure this difficult time, and to attain our rightful life”
(HoBa Ykpaina: December 10, 1941, December 7) In attributing the calamities that befell Ukraine
during the 1920s and 1930s, the author placed principal blame on the Soviet authorities, while also
directing accusatory rhetoric toward Jews and Russians. This discursive framing signaled the editorial
board’s clear intent to construct a revisionist narrative, portraying the Soviet era in an unequivocally
negative light and initiating the construction of a toxic and demonizing image of the Jewish
population. As for the depiction of Russians, it was characterized more by implicit hostility than
explicit antagonism. This relative moderation can be attributed to the enduring influence of Soviet
internationalist ideology among the Kharkov residents and the limited temporal scope available to
the editorial team for cultivating ethnic antagonism. As such, despite its ideological alignment with
German occupation propaganda, the newspaper refrained from inciting open Russo-Ukrainian
interethnic confrontation during the early period of its publication.

And although the above-mentioned article by P. Sahaidachny did not explicitly articulate the
editorial board’s stance toward the German occupiers, a prominent thematic direction quickly
emerged: the glorification of the German administration and its activities in the occupied territories.
In the first issue, a brief note titled “Kharkov to the Fiihrer Adolf Hitler” was published stating that
“the Ukrainian population of the liberated city of Kharkov, on behalf of entire Left-bank Ukraine, has
sent a congratulatory telegram to the Fiihrer and the Supreme Commander of the Armed Forces of
Great Germany, Adolf Hitler. With propound gratitude, the Ukrainian population of the city of
Kharkov expressed their deepest and most sincere gratitude to Adolf Hitler and, in his person, to the
Great German People and the Glorious German Army for the liberation of the Ukrainian people from
the Jewish-Moscow communist tyranny” (HoBa VYkpaina: 1941, December 7). The telegram
particularly states that from now on, “the Ukrainian people joyfully look toward their bright future,
in which, through their labor, numbers, and talents, they will assume their rightful place in the
rebuilding of a new, just order in a free Europe.” This formulation clearly illustrates the
propagandistic strategy of aligning the Ukrainian nationalist narrative with the ideological and
political agenda of Nazi Germany (HoBa Ykpaina: 1941, December 7).

The newspaper included a number of regular sections. Naturally, the central one was “Reports
from the High Command of the German Armed Forces, From the Fiihrer's Headquarters”.
These reports were published at the center of the front page of each issue and provided updates on
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the situation at the front. Other sections included “Briefly”, “Short News”, “Minor Feuilleton”,
“City Chronicle”, “Across Ukraine”, “From the Economic Life of Europe”, “From the Past”, and
others. However, unlike front-line bulletins, these were published irregularly. The titles of the sections
speak for themselves. For example, the “Briefly” and “Short news” sections featured one-sentence
reports on various global events, while “Across Ukraine” covered developments in different regions
of the republic. Particular attention should be paid to the “Minor feuilleton” section, where the authors
satirized opportunists (HoBa Vkpaima: December 10, 1941, December 23), speculators
(HoBa Ykpaina: April 10, 1942, April 1), nostalgia for the Soviet past (HoBa Ykpaina: December 10,
1941, December 7), reluctance to work for the occupiers (HoBa Ykpaina: 1941, December 7), and the
oral transmission of rumors (HoBa Ykpaina: 1941, December 18), among other themes.

From the very first issue, the newspaper assumed a distinctly ideological character, serving as
a vehicle for the dissemination of contemporary political, social, and humanitarian standards
promoted by the occupying authorities.

A recurring theme throughout all issues of the newspaper was the glorification of the
Wehrmacht and Fiihrer Adolf Hitler and his allies. Especially effusive praise was published around
the time of Hitler’s birthday, when contributors extolled his wisdom and foresight, portraying him as
a “liberator” (HoBa Yxkpaina: April 10, 1942, April 20), a “statesman” and a “military commander”
(HoBa Ykpaina: April 10, 1943, April 20).

The glorification extended to the Wehrmacht, whose purported invincibility was a recurring
motif in the newspaper’s wartime rhetoric. Journalists exclusively reported on the victories of German
forces, systematically omitting any mention of their defeats. Notably, the editorial team remained
silent on the German retreat from Kharkov in February 1943, coinciding with their own evacuation
to Poltava. Similarly, the final liberation of Kharkov by Soviet forces in August 1943 was left
unacknowledged. On August 23rd, the “Nova Ukraina” newspaper issue was not released. The
editions of August 22 and August 24 featured headlines such as “The Great Battle in the East
continues” and “Yesterday Bolsheviks Lost 409 Tanks and 73 Aircraft,” perpetuating the illusion of
German dominance (HoBa Ykpaina: August 10, 1943, August 22, 24).

The newspaper also portrayed Germany's allies — Italy, Japan, and other “Rome — Berlin —
Tokyo Axis” nations — in a consistently positive light. According to its editorial stance, the
governments of these countries and those that had adopted a policy of neutrality during the 1930s and
1940s, were depicted as pursuing wise and far-sighted political strategies by supporting
Adolf Hitler in his struggle against the Soviet Union and its Western allies, namely the United
Kingdom and the United States. In contrast, these Allied powers were subjected to persistent criticism
and negative portrayal throughout the publication.

A considerable number of historical and statistical contributions authored by specialists across
various disciplines were published in the newspaper. A prominent focus of the publications was the
systematic critique of the Soviet policies and governance. Even prior to the issuance of Alfred
Rosenberg’s directives, the Kharkov press featured a wide range of explicitly anti-Soviet articles.
Significant attention was devoted to the coverage of the political repressions of the 1930s, the
Holodomor of 1933, and the harsh living conditions in Soviet correctional labor camps. Many of these
pieces were written by individuals who had personally endured such experiences — for instance, Vasyl
Dubrosvsky, who had been imprisoned in the BAM (Baikal-Amur Correctional Labor Camp) from
1934 to 1939 (HoBa Ykpaina: May 10, 1942, 19, 22).

Particularly worth mentioning is the article by the head of the economic and statistical
department of the Kharkov city administration, Stepan Sosnovy, “The truth about the famine in
Ukraine in 1932-1933”. Published in the ‘“Nova Ukraina” on November 8, 1942, the article
constituted a rigorous scholarly analysis. Using statistical data published in the USSR, the author, a
scientist-agronomist-economist, examined the origins and consequences of collectivization, with
particular attention to its detrimental effects on the Ukrainian peasantry. The article gained
considerable resonance and was reprinted multiple times in 1943 in other newspapers of occupied
Ukraine, in 1950 — in the newspaper “Ukrainski Visti” published in the city of Novy Ulm (Germany),
and in 2008 — with a foreword by doctor of historical sciences D. Tytarenko in the proceedings of the
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All-Ukrainian Scientific and Theoretical Conference “Ukrainian Periodicals: History and Modernity”
(Turapenko, 2008: 443-452). Such publication distribution proves it is a rather serious scientific study
and has not lost its relevance even today.

A considerable number of publications in “Nova Ukraina” were marked by pronounced
xenophobic content, particularly targeting Jews and Russians. There was scarcely an issue of the
newspaper that did not mention the Jewish-Bolsheviks. Articles frequently focused not only on
members of the Soviet government of Jewish descent but also on the purported Jewish ancestry of
political leaders in the United Kingdom and the United States, as well as individuals within their
circles. These texts emphasized the allegedly detrimental influence of their ethnic background on the
policies of individual states and, by extension, on the course of global affairs (HoBa VYkpaina:
December 10, 1941, December 21).

In promoting Ukrainian culture and history, scholars contributed articles dedicated to prominent
figures of the Ukrainian past. A particular emphasis was placed on writers and literary figures such
as Taras Shevchenko, Hryhoriy Kvitka-Osnovyanenko, and Andrian Kashchenko. On May 17, 1942,
the newspaper's first page was dedicated to Symon Petlyura. The “Great Ataman” editorial
commemorated the assassination of “the leader of our people during the liberation struggle, the Chief
Ataman S. Petliura” (HoBa Ykpaina: 1942, May 17). Another noteworthy event from the period of
the national-democratic revolution — the Battle of Kruty — was memorialized in the issue dated
January 29, 1943.

Several articles in “Nova Ukraina” were devoted to the suppression of the Ukrainian language.
The first of these, titled “Enslaved language”, appeared in the third issue on December 11, 1941. The
authors, philologists Yu. Shevelev and V. Tsebenko, who wrote under the pen names of G. Shevchuk
and V. Netay, respectively, discussed the corruption of the Ukrainian language through excessive
infiltration of Russian linguistic elements.

Thus, the editorial board of the newspaper disseminated a positive image of Germans and
Ukrainians, while simultaneously constructing a negative portrayal of Jews and Russians.

An analysis of the “Nova Ukraina” newspaper reveals a deliberate omission of the socio-
economic hardships in the German-occupied Kharkov region. While the newspaper frequently
depicted the Holodomor of 1932—-1933 as part of its anti-Soviet narrative, it remained entirely silent
on the famine of 1941-1942, despite ample evidence that the editorial staff endured severe food
shortages. This is substantiated by the memoirs of D. Nytchenko and Yu. Shevelov (Hutuenxo, 1990:
280; esenes, 2017: 282). P. Baibak, the head of the Merefa rural district, provided a particularly
vivid account of this situation: “The employees of the administration, printing press, and editorial
office were constantly suffering from extreme cold, hunger, and material deprivation. Working in
overcoats and hats.<...> Everyone was visibly suffering from starvation — yet remaining steadfast in
their ideological and professional commitments...” (baiibax, 1985: 274).

A similar pattern of selective reporting can be observed in the coverage of political repressions.
While depicting the brutality of the NKVD officers, the correspondents of ‘“Nova Ukraina”
consistently avoided addressing the atrocities committed by the German occupiers against the local
population. The newspaper remained silent on instances of torture and executions targeting dissenters,
as well as on the mass killings in Sokolnyky and near the village of Podvorki outside Kharkov. Most
notably, no mention was made of Drobytsky Yar — a site where, according to recent estimates, up to
20,000 people were executed, the majority of whom were Jewish.

The analysis of the content published in “Nova Ukraina” reveals a pronounced propagandistic
agenda that permeated the newspaper throughout its period of operation. The editorial line was
explicitly designed to incite interethnic hostility, particularly between Ukrainians and Jews, and to
cultivate strong anti-Soviet sentiment among its readership. Representations of the Nazi regime were
consistently laudatory: Germany, the Wehrmacht, and Adolf Hitler were portrayed in an exclusively
positive light, while the German military was framed as a liberating force and a natural ally of the
Ukrainian people in their supposed struggle against Bolshevism. The newspaper also propagated the
idea of future economic recovery under German guidance, urging the local population to endure the
immediate hardships caused by military operations, the destruction of housing and industrial
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enterprises. These sacrifices, it was argued, would lead to improved living conditions following the
expected defeat of the Soviet Union. Crucially, “Nova Ukraina” did not directly advocate for
Ukrainian statehood. The notion of national independence was not explicitly articulated in any of its
issues. However, retrospective claims, such as those made by contributor P. Baibak, asserting that the
newspaper served as “a beacon and a platform for the Ukrainian independence idea” (baiibax, 1985:
273), are not supported by the publication’s documented content. Instead, the editorial policy
remained firmly embedded within the ideological and strategic framework of the Nazi occupation
authorities.

A separate point of scholarly interest concerns the extent to which the German ideological
vision of the present and future of various nations within the concept of Greater Germany influenced
Ukrainian national ideology. Historian D. Tytarenko has published the document “Supplementary
Directives on the Implementation of Propaganda in Ukraine”, issued by the Reich Minister for the
Occupied Eastern Regions, Alfred Rosenberg. Although the directive was dated on December 16,
1942, its provisions reflect rhetorical and thematic elements that had already been present in the pages
of “Nova Ukraina” since 1941. The document explicitly called for “inciting hatred toward Moscow”,
“reviving memories of the death by famine of millions,” and emphasized that “the regeneration of the
country would in any case require many years of German governance, and that Germany, by shedding
its precious blood to ensure its governance, had saved the Ukrainians from destruction” (Tytarenko,
2010: 480-481). These documentary findings directly contradict the hypothesis advanced by
O. Salata, who argued that German ideology exerted little to no influence on the propaganda
disseminated by Ukrainian nationalists (Salata, 2010: 28).

Local historian R. Rybalchenko contended that the inhabitants of Kharkov eagerly read the
newspaper, with large crowds often gathering around the editorial display stand, as the newspaper
wars regarded as “the only source of news, the living Ukrainian word” (Pubanbuenxo, 2005: 62).
Nevertheless, this assertion warrants critical reflection. During the occupation, a substantial number
of leaflets circulated throughout the region, while information, particularly regarding the front lines
and events in the Soviet rear, was frequently disseminated through informal oral networks. Such
unofficial channels of communication drew disapproval not only from the German occupiers but also
from the editorial staff. This is evidenced by satirical criticism of oral information exchange in one
of the published feuilletons, as discussed earlier. (HoBa Ykpaina: December 10, 1941, December 11).

Conclusion

Although the Kharkov newspaper “Nova Ukraina”, was formally issued under the authority of
the municipal administration and primarily staffed by local residents, its editorial content was strictly
supervised by the German military command’s Propaganda-Staffel “U”. Despite attempts by some
contemporary Ukrainian historians to distinguish Ukrainian nationalist propaganda from that of the
German occupation authorities, the available evidence indicates their substantial overlap. The
editorial policy of the “Nova Ukraina” was distinctly propagandistic, advancing a pro-Ukrainian and
pro-German agenda while simultaneously promoting anti-Soviet, anti-Semitic, and occasionally
Russophobic narratives. A central goal of the editorial strategy was to cultivate hostility toward the
Soviet authority and to intensify tensions between Ukrainians and Jews. Nazi Germany and Adolf
Hitler were consistently portrayed in a favorable light, with the German army depicted as liberators
and allies of the Ukrainian people. This ideological alignment can be partly explained by the fact that
many contributors had experienced persecution under the Soviet regime and therefore supported the
Nazi “new order”. As a result, a number of editorial staff members emigrated to Western Europe in
1943. Despite its propagandistic character, the publication offers primary material for contemporary
researchers examining the mechanisms and discourses of wartime propaganda and ideological
influence in Eastern Europe during the Second World War.
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Abstract. Introduction. The article focuses on the fate of neglected and homeless children in Aktobe
region during the famine in 1921-1922. As a result of famine suffering from the loss of their parents,
children — the most vulnerable generation — became one of the most pressing issues on the authorities’
agenda. Therefore, the issue became a significant subject of study in domestic historiography. Goals
and objectives. Based on the recent data and materials from archival collections, the article
comprehensively reveals the situation of children in Aktobe province, in particular the severe
conditions caused by the lack of food, clothing and shelter in orphanages; the spread of infectious
diseases; their tragic consequences; and the actions of the authorities to eliminate them, as well as the
work of the authorities to regulate these existing problems. Results. Along with adults, it was tough
to regulate the hundreds of thousands of children suffering from hunger. It was necessary to open a
lot of orphanages for homeless children who were living on the streets. The number of orphanages
increased during certain periods, while at other times they were closed due to lack of funds, and the
number was reduced. Therefore, the authorities were forced to organize overnight stays and dining
rooms for homeless people. The death rate among children has increased from various infectious
diseases. One way to help starving children was to relocate them to other regions of the country, as
well as outside the country. Conclusion. 1921-1922 famine brought difficulties for many nations,
including children. Urgent measures had to be taken in order to solve the issue of homeless children.
In the Soviet Union, economic challenges in Kazakh society created difficulties in addressing
children’s issues. This stage remains a tragic chapter in the history of the country.

Introduction

Historically one of the sufferings of our people is the famine in 1921-1922. In general, these
famine, which covered the western region of Kazakhstan, killed millions of people.

The main causes of familiarity in the domestic historiography were considered to be the newly
established Soviet power and the Bolshevik party's conflict policy in the economy and the
consequences of the natural disasters at that time.

The famine brought the tragedy especially to the weaker joint of society to the fate of the
children. Homeless, careless children who lost parents were in tough life situations. It must be
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admitted that the Civil War and later in the case of the occupied chaos the party and the Soviet
authorities were able to pay attention to the issue of homeless children.

From the first days of famine the authorities helped the homeless children and opened
orphanages. In addition, special bedrooms and food canteens were organized in cities, district centers
and rural areas.

Another responsible measure on homeless children's issues was to move them to the regions
and outside of the country via railsways.

It is known that regulating children's situation moved in tandem with the famines of adults. The
lack of food, the prevalence of various infectious diseases among the population has led to a majority
of deaths among adults.

We believe that considering the results of the activities of the federal, republican, and local
authorities in connection with the tragic period that has occurred on the example of a separate
province, namely Aktobe province, which has not previously been studied as a single entity,
demonstrates the relevance of the issue.

Materials and methods

Archive materials were widely used in the preparation of the proposed article. Materials related
to the topic were mainly received from the state archives of Aktobe region. The documents received
from the archive are new and updated. The article was used in the collection of special documents
and materials related to the article.

The research methodology is based on the principles of historicism and objectivity. In
accordance with the principle of objectivity, the causes and consequences of the famine were
analyzed, as well as its impact on the most vulnerable part of society — children. For a comprehensive
study of the problem, the study used general scientific methods: analysis, synthesis, statistical analysis
and specific historical approaches: historical-comparative, historical-typological, historical-
systematic.

Discussion

The peculiarity of the topic is that in Aktobe region, the state of homeless children in the
1921-1922 hunger is previously unprecedented.

In general, it is known that the problem of the famine itself, not to mention the situation of
homeless children during the famine of 1921-1922, began to be investigated late. It is no secret that
in the post-independence period, the famine of 1931-1933 was often the main subject of research.
However, the causes and consequences of the famine of that time are highlighted in the works of
historians M. Koigeldiev, T. Omarbekov, and others. Over time, the issue of famine during that period
began to receive widespread attention and dissertations were defended. Especially on the eve of the
100th anniversary of the famine, a large number of special studies and scientific articles were
published. Among them, S. Smagulova's research on the famine of that period is particularly
noteworthy (Smagulova, 2019). Also, E. Khaidarov (Khaidarov, 2021), O. Isenov (Isenov, 2021),
A.B. Aman (Aman, 2021:142-148), D.K. Abenov (Abenov, 2021: 53—-65), A.T. Maden (Maden,
2021:30 — 37), A.S. Sarsenov, G.K. Kairgalieva, D.Z. Alipova (Sarsenov, et al, 2022: 24-34).
Their scientific articles mainly analyze the causes and consequences of famine in the western region.
Even though it is not aligned with the main topic, these works generally focus on the plight of children
during famine. The issue of helping the famine is revealed in the article by M.M. Kozybayeva
(Kozybayeva, 2022: 27-37). The issue of children in 1921-1922 that we are raising is
comprehensively considered in the special studies of G.B. Sugiralimova (Sugiralimova, 2006),
Z.G. Saktaganova, G.B. Karsakova (Saktaganova, Karsakova, 2018: 49-56).

Results

The looming famine in the Aktobe province was observed in July 1921. At that time, due to
a natural disaster that struck the Kazakh steppe, 90% of the harvest failed (ARSA, F. 3., Inv. 1.,
C.604.,P. 1).

On July 4, 1921, the chairman of the Aktobe provincial committee, Rykov, sent a telegram to
the Food Commissariat of Kazakhstan and the Kazakh Central Executive Committee regarding the
current situation, which contained the following content: “The First Aktobe Provincial Congress
recognized the Aktobe province as being in a threatening food situation: Temir, Irgiz, Uil and the
southern part of the Aktobe region have no bread, the population has been starving for a long time,
and there is no grain harvest in sight. It petitions to transfer the province to a consuming one and asks
that the grain available at the grain collection points be reserved by the Committee for Aid to the
Starving of the Aktobe Province, and that its export from the province be suspended. Now release
seventeen and a half thousand grains to one hundred thousand starving people (ARSA, F. 3,
Inv. 1, C. 600, P. 41).”

In total, in 1921, the Aktobe province consisted of 135 townships. According to the five-point
system, the crop yield was 1/2, and the hay yield was 1 bal. Crops were sown in Aktobe district and
some parts of Temir district. Due to drought and pests, the crops failed. In 15 townships of Irgiz
district with a population of 120.000, in 27 townships of Temir district with a population of 95.079,
and in 13 townships of Oyil district with a population of 63.000, there was no grain at all. Grass
growth was also below average. The population of these districts was mainly Kazakh. Last winter,
90% (in some places 95%) of their livestock was lost. The Kazakh population without food and
livestock was in a very difficult situation. The chairman of the regional committee told the chairman
of the emergency commission for assistance to the starving population under the Kazakh Central
Executive Committee, S. Mendeshev described an incredible situation “According to the information
available to the regional committee, the number of starving people is 300 thousand, and their number
is growing every day due to the lack of food” (ARSA, F. 3, Inv. 1, C. 600, P. 42 rev.).

The Commission for Aid to the Famine, established in July 1921, made tireless efforts to
convince the leadership of the Republic and the Center to include the province among those suffering
from drought and famine.

Finally, from August 1, the province was included in the list of those sufferings from famine.
This situation led to the province being exempted from paying various taxes and being included in
the category of those in need of assistance. The commission, which worked day and night, determined
that only on October 16, 56% of the population was in need of assistance. It is estimated that by
January 1, 1922, the number of people in need of such assistance could reach 361.051 (ARSA,
F.3,Inv. 1, C. 604, P. 1).

From the first days of the famine, the central, republican and local authorities, along with the
adult population, paid special attention to the fate of children, a particularly vulnerable social group
in society. Meanwhile, a huge burden fell on the orphanages that had already been operating and
those that were being built.

On July 28 in 1921, a commission was created in the Aktobe province to improve the lives and
conditions of children. On the instructions of the provincial commission, commissions in this
direction were also established in the districts. As mentioned above, the commissions were engaged
in providing starving children and orphanages with financial and food support. However, due to the
lack of a relief fund in the province, requests were not fulfilled.

As a result of the work to identify starving and homeless children in the Aktobe province by
August 15 in 1921, there were 685 children in 5 orphanages in the Aktobe district, 611 in 4 orphanages
in the Akbulak district, 640 in 5 orphanages in the Mozharovsk district, 116 in 2 orphanages in the
Temir district, 180 in 2 orphanages in the Oyil district, 150 in 1 orphanage in the Irgiz district, 50 in
1 orphanage in the Shalkar district, 47 in 1 orphanage in the Karabutak district, that is, a total of
2479 children in 21 orphanages (ARSA, F. 3, Inv. 1, C. 604, P. 191). It is worth noting that about a
thousand of these children were of Kazakh nationality.

The authorities were carrying out a number of works related to the situation of children,
however, the results were not quite satisfactory. Homeless children were arriving in Aktobe
continuously and their number was growing every day. At the Aktobe station, there was a
concentration of people who arrived from the Omsk region and from the Samara region to be sent to
the Turkestan Republic.
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Meanwhile, many children were dying from hunger and wandering the streets. There were
attempts to place them in orphanages. During October, the orphanage was 200% full, and
1875 completely homeless children were registered (ARSA, F. 3, Inv. 1, C. 604, P. 191 rev.).

Interestingly, by September 1, 5.743 homeless children were registered in Aktobe. Realizing
that the upcoming autumn would be difficult if their problems were not resolved now, the local
authorities repeatedly sent telegrams to the Center asking to relocate the children to other areas. But
there was no answer. The local authorities, by their own decision, began to send children to the
Republic of Turkestan and Ukraine. From August 1 to October 15, 7877 children are transferred to
those places (ARSA, F. 3, Inv. 1, C. 604, P. 191 rev.).

At the end of November, with the permission of the Center, the children were finally transferred
to Samarkand. The statement of the Aktobe provincial department of public education dated
November 22, 1921, states that 1251 children were sent to the southern provinces and 2935 to
Tashkent. The children were sent in groups of 30-60 people (ARSA, F. 3, Inv. 1, C. 8, P. 49).

Due to the famine, 3513 children were evacuated to the Turkestan Republic and 75 to Ukraine.
In 1921, 21.540 children were evacuated and resettled to other provinces.

In general, the measures to relocate homeless children to grain-rich provinces were considered
an attempt to minimize the consequences and burdens of this problem on the province, to save the
lives of children.

Indeed, the overwhelming influx of homeless children put an additional burden on orphanages.
On October 1, 1921, the number of orphanages increased from the previous 21 to 25, and the number
of children living in them was 3090. The reason for this was that due to the increase in the number of
homeless children, it was necessary to open additional orphanages one by one in Aktobe, Akbulak,
Temir, and Oyil. In November, the number of children in the 25 orphanages in the province reached
4,087 (ARSA, F. 3, Inv. 1, C. 604, P. 191 rev.).

The number of deaths due to such actions had decreased, and on the eve of December 1, the
situation in orphanages was also somewhat stabilized. At this time, there were 2.432 children
in 27 orphanages in the province (one each in Aktobe and Oyil districts), and the number of children
in November decreased by 1655 (ARSA, F. 3, Inv. 1, C. 60, Pp. 191-192 rev.).

However, although the relocation of homeless children to grain-rich provinces helped to resolve
the problem to a certain extent, it is known that the famine that gripped the province continued to
intensify in 1922.

On the eve of January 1, 1922, 97.309 children (under 16 years old), 263.742 adults, a total of
361.051 people were starving. This was 65% of the entire population of the province (ARSA, F. 3,
Inv. 1, C. 8, P. 28). At that time, 6 catering establishments, 10 children's canteens, and 27 orphanages
were operating in the province.

In February 1922, the number of starving people was 48.000, among whom 30.000 were
children. At that time, improving the conditions of children was one of the most difficult problems.
The lack of food did not allow opening new orphanages. There was a shortage of clothes and shoes
in orphanages, especially in the districts. There were many child deaths. There were 4000 children in
the orphanages at that time. But food was provided to fewer than 1500 children. The rest had to be
distributed by the provincial famine relief commission and they had a meager supply of food.

Due to bad weather and repeated storms, information on the situation of children in the province
and orphanages was only available on March 1. At that time, there were a total of 21 orphanages in
Aktobe (10 houses), Akbulak (5 houses), Temir (2), Irgiz (2 houses), Shalkar, and Karabutak districts,
with 3336 children. Since the Oyil district was under the control of gangs at that time, no information
was obtained. As it turned out later, only one orphanage (70 children) remained due to gang attacks.
Others were dispersed due to lack of food, their property and equipment were looted. The situation
was very difficult in March. Children were arriving every day. Hungry, naked, emaciated, and sick
children had to be housed with healthy children due to lack of space (ARSA, F. 3, Inv. 1,
C. 604, P. 193).
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In March, the number of homeless people was 262.514, of which 160.500 were adults and
102.014 were children. In April, the number of homeless people increased from the March figure to
300.000. This constituted 78% of the total population.

The information report on the famine in Aktobe province, prepared on March 25, 1922, contains
a number of details about the situation at that time. At that time, the province consisted of 7 districts
(uyezds). According to the data of December 1, 1921, the population was 526.023 people, of which
306.023 were adults and 220.000 were children.

During the above period, special canteens were organized. 1,900 children were fed in 3 canteens
opened in Aktobe, 777 in 4 canteens opened in Mozharovsk, 112 in 1 canteen in Temir, 473
in 1 canteen in Shalkar, 98 in 1 canteen opened in Irgiz, a total of 3,360 children were fed
in 10 canteens (ARSA, F. 6, Inv. 1, C. 26, P. 4).

In March 1922, the work of the Commission for Aid to the Famine (CAF) was in a difficult
situation. At that time, the number of starving people was growing, and on the other hand, food aid
to the districts was stopped. The situation in the Temir district also became tense. Many canteens
were closed due to the lack of food. Only the Temir, Zhuryn, Konzhar, Kalmakkyrgan townships,
and the Emba settlement, which borrowed 600 poods of grain from the Adai-tabyn revolutionary
committee, were still working. They had 4,238 starving people.

Due to the reduction in food distribution to the district and the closure of canteens, the number
of hungry people in Temir began to increase sharply, their number increased from 1,800 to 2,298,
and the growth continued.

There were 5 canteens in Temir. Since it was not possible to feed everyone at the same time,
the canteen was divided into two shifts. There was an orphanage in the city with a capacity of 120
children. Due to the lack of special food (rations) for those suffering from hunger, the amount of
bread for children increased by 1/2 pound and two meals were taken. This measure was taken due to
the fact that children were starving and began to die.

Due to the overcrowding of people in the hostels in Temir, the number of sick people increased.
The Committee for Aid to the Famine was forced to organize hospitals. 50% of those who fell ill were
among the starving. 97 people died during the reporting month.

There were 101 registered canteens in the district for 37,596 hungry people. Of the hungry,
22,558 were adults and 15,638 were children. There were also 20 food outlets.

The seed fund in the district was registered only in private farms of Russian residents. The seed
crops were distributed from the province to the district amounted to 63 thousand poods. Taking into
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account the losses of farms, the allocated seed volume satisfied only 70% of the district's needs.

Speaking about the progress of the sowing campaign, attention was drawn to the fact that due
to the early arrival of spring, seed crops were being harvested late. Even then, only 20% of the crops
had been harvested by that time.

As for the issue of helping children, the public education department opened 11 orphanages in
the province. The General Committee for Helping the Famine organized assistance to an orphanage
with a 120-bed dormitory and a canteen in the city of Temir. Also, a dormitory and a canteen
for 200 people were prepared for children in the building of the Konzhar school. The number of
canteens organized by the American Relief Administration (ARA) is 45, where 6,538 children
could eat.

As for medical assistance, the General Relief Committee did not have medical personnel. The
victims were provided with assistance by 2 doctors and 4 paramedics from the health department.

There was a migration of residents to other areas. The migrants mainly moved to their former
places of residence. This situation was especially noticeable among the resettlers. At the same time,
there was a migration towards the Turkestan region. Due to the lack of staff, work was not carried
out to keep the migrants in their places. Also, the local authorities, although they left them in their
places, could not guarantee their successful future (ARSA, F. 6, Inv. 1, C. 35, Pp. 1-2 rev.).

We would like to note that the absence of the remaining 134 p., 2 f. of wheat as of March 1 is
due to its valuation in terms of rye.

In February 1922, 4 canteens were operating in the city of Temir. Their population coverage
was as follows: canteen No. 1 — 582 people, canteen No. 2 — 633 people, canteen No. 3 — 735 people,
canteen No. 4 — 90 people (ARSA, F. 6, Inv. 1, C. 36, P. 1).

The chairman of the Temir district hunger relief commission, in a statement sent to the
CAF under the provincial food committee: “I ask the Famine Committee of the Provincial Food
Committee to pay special attention to the starving people of the Temir district who suffered from crop
failure more than in other districts, a request to release food for the starving people of the Temir
district for February because the consequences of starvation are becoming an unprecedented period
in a person's life, and also a request to release funds for the equipment of public catering. The funds
received from you in the amount of one hundred million rubles have been spent, for which a report
on the expenditure will be given” (ARSA, F. 6, Inv. 1, C. 36, P. 1 rev.).

The famine relief commission did not work in Emba township. On the eve of January 15, 1922,
there was only one public catering facility in the township for 97 children aged 5 to 14. The total
number of people suffering from hunger in the township was estimated at 300. Adult hungry people
did not receive food from the catering point. The Temir district famine relief commission provided
only 47 poods of wheat. Since there were no catering facilities in 3 villages, the raw flour was
distributed. In Emba, hot meals were not prepared, but bread was baked, and children were given
1/2 f. per day.

The financial assistance allocated from the CAF was 1,000,000. The amount of money received
from voluntary assistance to the hungry was also not satisfactory. Such a source of funds came from
the funds collected once a week in the village and daily from the railway station markets. The station
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market was also transferred to the Volost Executive Committee (VEC) of the Townships due to the
provision of dry food to the children of railway workers. It is worth noting that VEC employees
did not take any action to regulate public catering establishments.

The Commission for Aid to the Famine in the Zhuryn township was established on December
27, 1921. From that time until March 15, 1922, only one feeding station was organized. It served
842 hungry people in December, 23,313 in January, 12,541 in February, and 14,810 in March.
Starting in March, the Mikhailovsky district, consisting of 4 settlements, joined the Zhuryn township.
One food pantry was opened in each settlement. Since their opening, 46,367 hungry people have been
served at all food pantry locations. Food supply: in December — 252 p., 20 f. wheat, 50 p., 36.5 f.
meat, in January — 170 p., 39 f. wheat, 137 p., 20 f. meat, in February — 110 p., wheat, 31 p., 26 f.
meat, in March — 64 p., 28 f. wheat, 27 p., 23 f. meat, in April 1 — 144 p., 35 f. wheat, in total — 743
p., 3 f. wheat, 267 p., 25.5 f. meat (ARSA, F. 6, Inv. 1, C. 36, P. 9 rev.). In addition, the volost CAF
provided food for 900 hungry Kazakhs placed in carriages at the Zhuryn township who were to be
evacuated to the Republic of Turkestan, for a month.

By mid-April 1922, the Volost Commission for the Relief of the Famine provided 1,864 people
with food in registered food establishments. The small number was due to attempts to sort people out
due to lack of food. As a result of the sorting, 791 of the starving were removed from the list. This
sorting has had a very hard time for the hungry. Many peasants were left without help, unable to work
in the fields. A small amount of hot food provided at the food distribution centers was enough to
satisfy their hunger. Now, as a result of the sorting, they lost even more. 33,000,000 rubles provided
by the Temir district CAF was spent in full.

The condition of the working vehicles in the Soviet Union was also poor. Most of the horses
were slaughtered due to hunger and used as food.

In mid-April 1922, a representative who went to inspect public catering in the Bolshevsk region
said that specific assistance should be provided to these areas, otherwise the population, especially
the Kazakhs, could die before the new grain harvest. It is also proposed to open an orphanage and a
food pantry for migrants in the Emba settlement, and an orphanage, a nursing home, and a food pantry
for migrants in Zhurin (ARSA, F. 6, Inv. 1, C. 36, P. 10).

The residents of the Karabutak district considered the period from March to mid-April to be not
bad. It can be said that the livestock generally survived the winter. There was a decrease in slaughter
due to hunger, there were no wolf attacks and there were no infectious diseases. The mortality rate in
the district was 5%. Due to the work of the district health department, the number of people with
diseases also decreased. However, state aid to the hungry has not been successful. In January, 525 p.
of grain were received. This grain is distributed to 9 food establishments, two per each volost and one
at the head of the Karabutak settlement. The main assistance is expected from the state. Only 40 p. of
grain have been reserved in the district CAF. Grain is also being collected through local bartering. Its
stock was estimated at 100 p.

The number of people suffering from hunger reached 14,509. The main hope was in May.
It was believed that most of the hungry would have access to dairy products.

There were cases of deaths among children in the district's orphanages due to lack of medical
care until March. Later, after the provision of care was regulated, the deaths stopped (ARSA, F. 6,
Inv. 1, C. 36, P. 11 rev.).

In the villages and villages of the Shalkar district, there were no catering establishments or
canteens at the beginning of April. The food distributed to the population by the Shalkar district CAF
was not used. According to some of the starving people, the majority of the population was from the
well-to-do and middle classes, and the number of the poor was very small. 1200 p. of grain were
distributed to 12 villages of the district. However, doubts arose about the distribution of this food,
since the starving people complained that they did not receive any help (ARSA, F. 6. Inv. 1.
C. 36, P.12).

On December 20, 1921, a meeting of the Commission for Aid to the Famine under the Aktobe
Provincial Food Committee was held. It adopted a resolution on the establishment of the Commission
for Aid to the Famine and its commencement of work on December 20, 1921. It also adopted a
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resolution on the establishment of local commissions for aid to the hungry, including the head of the
preparation office (chairman), the heads of the general affairs department and the inspectorate bureau,
and on the opening of catering establishments in the Oyil, Temir, Mozharovsk, Shalkar and Irgiz
districts (ARSA, F. 6, Inv. 1, C. 36, P. 15).

The relocation of homeless children to grain-producing provinces continued in 1922.

From January to mid-February 1922, due to a further increase in the number of homeless
children, in mid-February, due to repeated requests, a sanitary train arrived and 194 Muslim children
were sent to Bukhara.

In April, 73 children were sent by sanitary train from Shalkar to Turkestan Republic. In May,
527 children were sent to Chernigov and 360 children to Zhitomyr.

On June 4, 1922, 360 children were evacuated to other areas by ambulance train.

According to inaccurate data, the number of orphanages in the province and the number of
children in them in April was as follows: 4 houses in Aktobe city — 1672 children, 4 houses
in Aktobe district — 465 children, 3 houses in Temir district — 320 children, 1 house in Shalkar
district — 80 children, 2 houses in Oyil district — 600 children, 4 houses in Akbulak district — 700
children, 1 house in Karabutak district — 154 children, 1 house in Irgiz district — 200 children (ARSA,
F.3,Inv. 1, C. 8, P. 58 rev.).

The following data indicates that in recent months the number of orphanages in the province
has decreased to 9. The number of children living there was 1,154. The sharp decrease in the number
of orphanages was caused by a reduction in state funding. In May, the Zolotonosh and Akkemer
orphanages were closed and in June, Kherson and Zhaisan orphanages were closed, and the rest were
converted into canteens (ARSA, F. 3, Inv. 1, C. 604, P. 193).

In general, the number of orphanages in the Aktobe province between August 1921 and
January-February 1923 varied from 9 to 32. It should be noted that the increase in the number was
due to a sharp increase in hunger levels during the famine-stricken autumn-winter months and the
concentration of people fleeing hunger from other areas to the Aktobe station, while the decrease in
the number was due to the sending of hungry children to other areas by sanitary trains, as well as the
closure of orphanages due to lack of funds.

It is known that during the famine of 1921-1922, international organizations organized aid. In
the Aktobe province, between January and August 1922, the number of canteens organized by the
ARA increased from 319 to 527, and the number of children involved in feeding increased from
25 thousand to 89,718 (Kozybayeva, 2022: 31). As for the Red Cross, by July of this year, 18 canteens
and 4 catering establishments were operating, where dry food was distributed to 5,250 people. These
people were pregnant women and 14-year-old children (Kozybayeva, 2022:34). Food shortages
prompted various actions to cover the hungry as much as possible. In October 1921, —15,043, in
November — 36,000, in December — 36,000, in January 1922 — 37,400, and in February — 60,000
people. It may seem that a lot of people were covered. However, this action was out of desperation.
Instead of 10 pounds of flour, 7 pounds were allocated. However, in March, when there was no
reduction, the number of people covered was only 2,000 (ARSA, F. 3, Inv. 1, C. 604, P. 116).

Orphanages have played a role in solving the problem of homeless children. However, that
there was a lot of controversy around these problems and a lot of unresolved issues.

In fact, the orphanages were in a deplorable state. The buildings were old, without doors or
windows, and were in an open-air condition. The children did not have outer and inner clothes, hats,
shoes, bedding, and even dishes, spoons, and knives in the canteens. The situation of 1921 was
repeated, and the number of children in the orphanages was so high that it amounted to 200-250 %.
Such unbearable conditions exposed 25% of the children to various infectious diseases, and the most
unfortunate thing was that, as we have already mentioned, there were no special isolation facilities,
so they were placed with healthy children.

The increasing number of homeless children requires urgent action. The first priority is to repair
old buildings. The funds allocated in September and early October were only enough to carry out
minor repairs. Instead of windows, they had to use felt, cardboard, and boards.
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It is known that the harsh conditions in orphanages lead to the death of children. These cases
were repeatedly reported by specially created commissions.

The authorities were forced to conduct special investigations to determine and confirm the
causes and consequences of such tragic situations.

On October 6, 1921, a commission consisting of the head (chairman) of the provincial health
department, the head of the sanitary and epidemiological department, the head of the medical
department, the orphanage's paramedic, and the head of the orphanage's economic department
inspected the conditions of orphanages in Aktobe. During the inspection, it was found that the rooms
were cold, dirty and had a lot of broken windows, the density of the rooms due to excessive
occupancy, as well as the lack of children's clothing and bedding, very poor quality of the food
provided, and the lack of rice, millet, and other cereals for cooking porridge, led to the outbreak of
infectious diseases and child deaths.

Based on these issues, the commission was tasked with providing children with all types of
clothing, providing each child with an individual bed, urgently improving children's nutrition,
improving the quality of medical care, etc. (ARSA, F. 3, Inv. 1, C. 215, P. 150 rev.).

On October 22, 1921, the doctor of Aktobe Hospital No. 1 L.M. Liberzon and the paramedic
P.M. Fedorov inspected the conditions of the city's orphanages in accordance with the order of the
provincial health department dated October 21. The inspection revealed that only 7 out of 16 infants
in the home for mothers and babies were in good health. Similarly, among children aged 2 to 5, just
17 out of the 39 were considered healthy. While 5% of the 79 people in orphanage No. 2 were healthy,
44 out of 76 people in orphanage No. 1 were recognized as not having any diseases. 36 out
of 71 children in hospital No. 5 were healthy. The commission states that the poor condition of
children of all ages is due to malnutrition, that is, they rely on food, and summarizes their opinion as
follows: “Even more, the Commission believes that the issue of nutrition is a vital issue, and if in the
near future children are supplied with food as they are now, then... the question arises whether it is
about liquidating children's homes as [spreaders of] infections or turning them into children's
hospitals. ... The Commission still hopes that children's homes will not be turned into children's
infectious barracks, and, according to our slogan 'Everything for children,' the relevant authorities
will try to make children's homes flourish and improve (ARSA, F. 3, Inv. 1, C. 215, P. 151)”.

The dire situation in the orphanages can also be seen in the statement of Romanov, a paramedic
from the Aktobe orphanage, to the head of the provincial health department on November 14, 1921.
It states that windows were still not installed, the rooms were not heated due to a lack of fuel, the
children were without clothes, and were dirty and unkempt. The children's food was poor, the bread
was of poor quality, and hot meals were served only once a day. As a result, children were exposed
to various diseases. Sick children were not isolated from healthy children. Mortality among children
increased. In three weeks, 103 children died from diarrhea and hunger. Recently, 15 people among
the staff and children had fallen ill with typhus. The paramedic concludes his speech with the words
“With the delay in taking decisive measures, orphanages are threatened with total extinction” (ARSA,
F. 3, Inv. 1, C. 600, P. 64 rev.). From June 17 to November 17, 1921, 94 children died from hunger
and infectious diseases in orphanage No. 2 in Aktobe (ARSA, F. 3, Inv. 1, C. 8, Pp. 53—54 rev.); from
August 1 to November 21-232, from mid-October to the first half of November — 125, from October
21 to November 18-142, and in November — 320. According to archival records, 13,213 children fell
ill as a result of hunger, and 2,321 children died. Next, between March and May 1922, 309 children
died in the city and district of Aktobe, 103 in the Akbulak district, 83 in the Temir district, 42 in the
Irgiz and Karabutak districts, 74 in the Shalkar district, and 8 in the Oyil district — a total of 619
children died (ARSA, F.3, Inv.1, C.604, P.106). Between August and September 10, 10 children died
of hunger and 37 from infectious diseases (ARSA, F. 3, Inv. 1, C. 604, Pp. 106, 207). If we analyze
the available data, we see that between June 1921 and September 1922, 1,579 children died in the
province from hunger and various diseases. Of course, this number is not accurate. It should be noted
that this information is taken only from official data received from specialized sources.

In early September 1922, exact information about the orphanages in the province became
available, and an order was placed for the necessary amount of food. However, the supply of food
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was carried out with great delays throughout September-November. Even then, the bread consisted
of additives (flax, millet, beetroot, etc.), which caused children to suffer from intestinal diseases. As
a result, child mortality increased from 8% to 25% during these months (ARSA, F. 3, Inv. 1,
C. 216, P. 32).

In total, 2,653,340 people lived in the five western provinces that suffered from famine at the
beginning of 1922. According to some sources, in 1921-1922, the number of people who died from
hunger in these western provinces was 648,777, including 159,000 people (39.1% of the Kazakh
population) in the Aktobe province (Sarsenov, 2022: 31). It is clear that among them there were also
many child deaths.

In mid-September, a request was made for shoes, hats and warm outerwear for children.
However, due to of their lack in the People's Commissariat of Education of the Kazakh ASSR and
local training centers, the management of the orphanages had to find a way out on their own.
Therefore, 1,000 p. of cotton were requested from the provincial food committee, but only 300 p.
were provided. Only 3-5 children were provided with warm clothes. The order for other necessary
items was not fully fulfilled (ARSA, F. 3, Inv. 1, C. 216, P. 32).

The year 1923 also brought its own hardships for the population. On February 1 of that year,
147,271 of the 357,567 people in the province were starving (ARSA, F. 3, Inv. 1, C. 627.16, P. 31).

During this period, there were 230 children in a 400-person orphanage in the Temir district, and
2,418 children among the homeless (ARSA, F. 3, Inv. 1, C. 603, P. 117 rev.).

Among the hungry, 500 adults and 398 children were registered in the city, and 16,932 adults
and 11,611 children in the villages (ARSA, F. 3, Inv. 1, C. 603, P. 114 rev.). In the Irgiz district, there
were 99 children in orphanages. The number of hungry people was 8,949 (ARSA, F. 3, Inv. 1, C. 603,
P.127).

In Aktobe district, only 900 people were fed between January 1 and June 1, 1923. At that time,
21,429 adults and 18,049 children were starving (ARSA, F. 3, Inv. 1, C. 603, P. 179).

In January and February 1923, there were 210,760 children in the province, of whom 1,229
lived in orphanages (ARSA, F. 3, Inv. 1, C. 603, P. 195 rev.). At that time, 13 orphanages were
operating. 1,372 children lived there (ARSA, F. 3, Inv. 1, C. 46, P. 63 rev.).

The following source states that in 1923/1924 there were 7 orphanages and 1 isolation center
in the province. Two of the orphanages were for children with health problems. The list of orphanages
is as follows:

1. Orphanage No. 1 in Aktobe (Russian, Tatar, Kazakh) — for 231 children;

2. Orphanage No. 1 in Aktobe (Russian) — for 86 children with health problems;

3. Voznesensky Orphanage (Russian) — for 80 children with health problems;

4. Turgai Orphanage (Kazakh) — for 50 children;

5. Shalkar Orphanage (Kazakh) — for 60 children;

6. Temir Orphanage (mixed) — for 90 children;

7. Akbulak Orphanage (Russian) — for 100 children;

8. Aktobe Isolation Center for Sick Children — for 50 children (ARSA, F. 59, Inv. 1,
C. 67, P. 60).

It is likely that there was some improvement in the situation from previous years. According to
the decree of the Central Executive Committee of the Kazakh SSR of June 20, 1923, the Commission
for Combating Famine and Its Consequences was dissolved as of August 1. Its work was assigned to
the Committee for Assistance to Agriculture. Later, a similar committee was also created under the
Kazakh SSR.

However, the problem of children left without care and shelter remained a serious one.

In 1920-1924, there were 196 children's institutions with 15,156 children in the provinces of
the Kazakh ASSR. According to inaccurate data as of January 1, 1924, the number of homeless
children left without any help or care was 45,000. Of these, 2,404 were registered in the Aktobe
province (Saktaganova, Karsakova, 2018: 51).

However, some data indicate that in Aktobe province alone there were 24,000 homeless
children in 1922 (ARSA, F. 3, Inv. 1, C. 603, P. 195 rev.).

Conclusion

In summary, the famine that occurred in 1921-1922 brought great suffering to the general
population, including children. The fate of numerous children left without parental care and shelter
has fallen heavily on the shoulders of the authorities. It was necessary to open many orphanages,
organize temporary shelters and canteens. However, there was not enough money, food, and
equipment to fully address these issues. The condition of the children in the orphanages was also dire.
The lack of adequate food and clothing led to the spread of various infectious diseases among the
children. The overcrowding of the orphanages, which had limited capacity, forced sick children to
sleep with healthy children. Such conditions led to frequent deaths among children.

Although various actions and measures taken by the authorities helped to somewhat resolve the
existing problems, they could not completely resolve the issue. At that time, there were no wide-
ranging opportunities for this.

During one of the most tragic periods in the country's history — the famine of 1921-1922 —
children who were left without care and shelter were in a very difficult situation and this generation
later suffered another terrible ordeal — the famine of 1931-1933, as well as the burden of war
of 1941-1945. These trials significantly complicated their life path, influenced the processes of
personal development and determined their transformation into witnesses and bearers of tragic pages
in the history of Soviet society.

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Abstract. Introduction. This study is devoted to the repressions against the Muslim clergy of
Southern Kazakhstan in the 1920-1940s, i.e. the period that left a deep mark on the history of the
region. The object of the study covers the general picture of political repressions in the USSR, with
an emphasis on the features of Southern Kazakhstan as a historically important center of Islamic
culture and spirituality. The relevance of the topic is due to the modern policy of historical justice, in
particular the Decree of the President of the Republic of Kazakhstan K.-Zh.K. Tokayev dated
November 24, 2020 “On the establishment of a state commission on the rehabilitation of victims of
political repression”, which gave impetus to a comprehensive study and reassessment of the
repressive policy against the Muslim clergy. In the context of increased interest in issues of religious
identity and historical memory, the relevance of the topic increases many times over. Goals and
objectives of this study are to analyze and summarize the policy of repression against Muslim
religious leaders of Southern Kazakhstan, using retrospective and content analysis of archival
materials. The objectives also include: identifying the forms and methods of the Soviet government's
struggle against the Islamic clergy; analyzing falsifications by investigative bodies and political
accusations against ishans, imams, and hafiz; assessing the impact of repression on the destruction of
religious structures and the transformation of religious identity; comparing archival data with modern
scientific interpretation. The materials and methods of the study are based on sources from the Central
State Archives of the Republic of Kazakhstan, NKVD interrogation protocols, indictments, and office
documents. The methodological base includes content analysis, comparative historical method,
elements of narrative reconstruction, and principles of historical source criticism. The scientific
novelty lies in the localized focus on Southern Kazakhstan as a unique space for interaction between
religion and the repressive apparatus. Based on little-studied archival materials, the image of the
repressed Muslim clergy as a subject of historical memory and cultural resistance is systematically
reconstructed for the first time. Results. In Southern Kazakhstan, the fates of religious figures under
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Soviet repression have been comprehensively reassessed on the basis of newly uncovered archival
sources. This has enabled a clearer understanding of their role in preserving the people’s historical
consciousness and strengthening their spiritual resilience. Conclusion. The study emphasizes the need
to continue archival and field research, integrate spiritual heritage issues into educational and
memorial programs, and expand the scholarly dialogue on the role of the Muslim elite in preserving
the cultural identity of the Kazakh people under totalitarian pressure.

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Introduction

The political repressions carried out by Stalin’s regime during the 1930s and 1940s, commonly
referred to in the literature as the “Great Terror” remain one of the most tragic and destructive
episodes in the modern history of Kazakhstan. The deliberate and systematic deployment of the Soviet
repressive apparatus across the Kazakh Soviet Socialist Republic resulted in mass persecution,
arbitrary arrests, executions, and forced deportations. Thousands of individuals were executed on
fabricated charges of counterrevolutionary activity, while their families faced criminal prosecution,
involuntary relocation, and confinement in the Gulag system. Archival sources and demographic
studies indicate that famine in the 1920s and 1930s combined with the repressions of 1937s and 1938s
reduced the ethnic Kazakh population by approximately two million persons, and a further one
million sought refuge in neighboring states such as China and Turkey, often following perilous routes
that included passages through the Himalayas. These events produced severe socioeconomic
dislocations and lasting demographic shifts that are still evident in Kazakhstan today
(Koygeldiyev, Polulyah, Tleubayev 2013: 384).

Between 1930 and 1953 the Soviet government established eleven forced labor camps on
Kazakh territory, tangible expressions of the state policy of repression. These camps were notorious
for brutal conditions and functioned as mechanisms of coercion and violence, aimed at breaking
prisoners’ physical endurance, dignity, and psychological stability.

The repression of the 1930s and 1940s is a critical point of departure for understanding
Kazakhstan’s social and political transformations under Soviet rule. Totalitarian practices
undermined national identity, dismantled religious institutions, and eroded cultural traditions. The
systematic elimination of intellectual and spiritual elites disrupted the social fabric and created
enduring obstacles to the recovery of historical memory in the post Soviet period. A decisive step
toward rectifying this legacy was taken on 14 April 1993, when the Supreme Council of the Republic
of Kazakhstan adopted the law “On the Rehabilitation of Victims of Political Repressions” which
laid a legal foundation for restoring justice and strengthening the cultural and historical identity of
independent Kazakhstan (Reabilitatsiya zhertv massovyh politicheskih represii, Zakon Respubliki
Kazahstan ot 14 aprelya 1993 goda).

Established in 2020, the State Commission for the Full Rehabilitation of Victims of Political
Repressions now works across eleven thematic fields that encompass former rural elites, refugees,
victims of collectivization and grain requisitioning, participants in uprisings, the intelligentsia,
activists of the Alash movement, religious figures, deported ethnic minorities, and special settlers.
Particular attention is devoted to the persecution of Muslim clergy during the Great Terror, when the
authorities routinely invoked article 58 paragraph 10 and article 58 paragraph 11 of the
RSFSR Criminal Code, which criminalized counterrevolutionary propaganda and organized
counterrevolutionary activity. These measures destroyed traditional spiritual institutions that had long
underpinned Kazakh cultural identity (Koygeldiyev 2009: 448).
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Muslim clerics were also accused of forming nationalist organizations, collaborating with
foreign intelligence, and disseminating ideas identified as pan Islamic or pan Turkic. Mass
prosecutions bore codenames such as “The Clergy” in southern Kazakhstan in 1937,
“The Churchmen” in Kokshetau, “The Worshippers” targeting Polish Catholics, “The Dissatisfied”
against Baptists, and the large “Quran Chain” case of 1940. These campaigns served to dismantle
religious institutions and suppress the spiritual identity of the Kazakh population (Romanenko,
2005: 44-62).

Although cases classified in the first category led to widespread executions, the number of death
sentences began to decline by 1940, even as long prison terms continued. Repressive activity rose
once more during the Great Patriotic War, despite a nominal relaxation of state policy toward religious
institutions. Newly declassified NKVD files reveal a quota system for arrests and executions that
local officials often exceeded on their own initiative (Hristoforov, 2010: 69-75).

In 1938, following secret NKVD Order 00447, security forces in southern Kazakhstan
uncovered what they described as an anti Soviet nationalist network that promoted Islamic and Turkic
nationalism across the southern, Akmolinsk, Almaty, and western regions. The network consisted
mainly of clergy, including mullahs and ishans, along with semi feudal elites such as bais and biis.
Authorities arrested 1 363 individuals, of whom 829 received death sentences under first category
charges. A related purge known as the “Quran Chain” case in 1940 again targeted Muslim clergy
and nationalist activists, illustrating the Soviet strategy of suppressing religious and cultural identity
through ideological control (CSA RK. F. 45., In. 1., C. 87., Sh. 7-8).

In 1990, investigators discovered several mass burial pits on the former outskirts of Shymkent,
now incorporated into the city and marked by a memorial plaque. Testimony from long time residents
suggests that the site served as an execution ground, underscoring the need for further systematic
research into its connection with Stalinist repression.

The present study offers a comprehensive examination of Soviet policies toward
the Muslim clergy of southern Kazakhstan from the 1920s to the 1940s. It analyzes fabricated
espionage accusations and official portrayals of pan Islamic and pan Turkic ideas as existential threats
that justified purging the Muslim elite. Employing a historical materialist framework, the study
interprets ideological conflict and state violence as instruments of governance and uses content
analysis of investigative records to trace shifts in religious self perception under repressive conditions.

Three developments render this investigation particularly timely. The State Commission’s work
has expanded access to new archival collections, especially those concerning clerical persecution in
the south. Increased availability of Soviet records enables scholars to move beyond isolated incidents
and chart systemic suppression of religious and national traditions. Contemporary debates on pan
Islamism and pan Turkism in post Soviet societies further highlight the importance of understanding
how these ideologies were once criminalized.

Core analytical concepts include repressive state policy, political purge, pan Islamism, pan
Turkism, national identity, and religious freedom. Repressive policy is defined as state authorized
action such as mass arrests, forced confessions, and executions intended to neutralize perceived
political threats. Situating pan Islamism and pan Turkism in the context of southern Kazakhstan
reveals both the structural logic of Soviet repression and its enduring influence on the region’s social
fabric, thereby enriching our understanding of the historical forces that shaped contemporary Kazakh
cultural and religious identity.

Materials and Methods

The study draws upon a comprehensive analysis of archival records, including documents
housed in the Central State Archive of the Republic of Kazakhstan. These records comprise
investigative files and interrogation transcripts prepared by the NKVD, specifically addressing the
suppression of Muslim clergy in Southern Kazakhstan. Furthermore, the research incorporates an
extensive array of journalistic and scholarly sources that illuminate the nuances of Soviet repressive
policies and their profound impact on the religious and cultural dimensions of the region’s
Muslim population. Particular emphasis is placed on personal accounts, memoirs of those persecuted,
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and documents that provide a contextual understanding of the socio-political landscape of Kazakhstan
during the 1920s—1940s.

The theoretical framework of this study is enriched by an interdisciplinary approach, drawing
on contributions from both national and international scholars. Notably, the works of Turkish
academics, such as Ahmed Karamehmet, offer invaluable insights into Pan-Islamist ideology and its
role in the targeted repression of Muslim clergy. These studies reveal the Soviet regime’s strategic
framing of Pan-Islamism and Pan-Turkism as existential ideological threats, necessitating their
systematic eradication. Through this lens, the research explores how these perceptions were
instrumentalized to justify extensive measures of suppression (Karamez, 2010: 122—-130). The studies
conducted by scholars such as Mehmet Sahin and Halil Erdem offer critical insights into the broader
ideological struggles in Central Asia and their impact on religious practices. These works also
highlight how repressive measures were systematically employed to suppress Islamic identity within
the Soviet Union (Sahin, 2015: 185-196; Erdem, 2018: 214-223).

The research methodology integrates historical-archival investigation, source-based content
analysis, and comparative studies of published materials on repressive practices across various
regions of the Soviet Union. Employing content analysis has facilitated the deconstruction of core
mechanisms underpinning ideological suppression of religious freedom and enabled a comparative
examination of repressive policies in Soviet Kazakhstan versus other parts of the former USSR.

The theoretical foundation of the study is anchored in frameworks of political repression,
ideological governance, and the construction of national identity as articulated in Western historical
and sociological scholarship. A pivotal aspect of the analysis involves leveraging the theory of
ideological repression, articulated by Western academics such as John Lewis and Michael Scott. In
his seminal work, The Politics of Repression, Lewis argues that political repression serves as a
cornerstone of state strategies to consolidate power and neutralize perceived threats to regime
stability. He underscores that, within autocratic systems, the suppression of intellectual and religious
entities functions not merely as a tool to dismantle political dissent but as an integral component of
cultural warfare aimed at obliterating alternative identities and preserving hegemonic state narratives
(Lewis, 1991: 68-70).

Michael Scott, in his study Repressive Ideologies and Nationalism, examines how authoritarian
regimes employ ideological frameworks to construct and sustain a homogenized national identity.
He emphasizes that ideology often serves as the foundational rationale for orchestrating large-scale
repressive measures against religious and ethnic minorities, which are frequently perceived as
existential threats to state security (Scott, 1994: 157-160). This perspective is particularly relevant
when analyzing Soviet policies toward the Muslim clergy in South Kazakhstan, which was perceived
as part of a broader Muslim identity threatening Soviet hegemony.

Anthony Smith's concept of national identity provides valuable insight into why Soviet
authorities regarded the Muslim clergy as a potential threat. In his work National Identity and the
Politics of History, Smith argues that national identity is constructed not only on ethnic and cultural
markers but also on ideological foundations often employed to legitimize repressive practices. This
framework is applicable to understanding Soviet strategies aimed at suppressing the national and
religious identities of Kazakh and other Central Asian populations (Smith, 1991: 204-209).

An important contribution to understanding political repression within the context of global
repressive processes is found in the work of historians like David Reifer, particularly in his book
Soviet Repressions and the Politics of Memory. Reifer examines how repression in the Soviet Union
was part of a broader system of totalitarian control and how it played a significant role in shaping
collective memory around trauma and loss. His work delves into the impact of these repressive
processes on national communities and cultural institutions, including religious communities, which
were central to social identity in the former Soviet states (Reifer, 2003: 118—120).

The topic of political repressions has been extensively examined in national historiography,
with particular emphasis on the conceptual framework developed by historian M.K. Koygeldiyev.
His theory is grounded in national principles and interprets repressions as a deliberate tool for
dismantling the Kazakh political and spiritual elite, aimed at eradicating elements of national identity.
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M.K. Koygeldiyev emphasizes that the Soviet regime systematically targeted bearers of traditional
knowledge, including the Muslim clergy, in order to undermine the foundations of national
self-consciousness. In his works, repressions are not viewed as incidental campaigns, but rather as an
integral part of colonial policy designed to suppress any manifestation of autonomy or resistance
within Kazakh society (Koygeldiyev, 2009).

The methodology of the research is based on an interdisciplinary approach, incorporating
historical, sociological, and cultural analysis. The application of historical analysis enables the
reconstruction of the chronological sequence of events related to political repressions, as well as the
identification of patterns in their implementation, drawing on archival materials from the Central
State Archive of the Republic of Kazakhstan. Special attention is given to the study of interrogation
protocols, orders, and other documents, which allows for the reconstruction of key aspects of the
ideological policies of the Soviet state.

Sociological analysis provides the framework for examining the impact of repressions on the
social structure of society, including the Muslim clergy, and studying the transformation of identity
and collective memory under the influence of repressive practices. A crucial element of the
methodology is comparative analysis, which allows for the juxtaposition of domestic archival data
with the findings of international scholars, to identify similarities and differences in the repressive
practices of the USSR and other authoritarian regimes. This approach facilitates a deeper
understanding of the mechanisms of political repression and their interrelation with processes of
national and social control.

The use of quantitative analysis of archival materials, such as data on the number of individuals
convicted, their socio-professional affiliations, and the charges brought against them, enables
conclusions to be drawn about the scale and systematic nature of the repressions. Groups of cases,
including those involving Muslim clergy, are also analyzed with attention to their political and
ideological interpretations, thus ensuring an integration of micro- and macro-level perspectives in the
study. The methodological foundation is further complemented by the use of cultural analysis, which
helps to reveal how repressions transformed cultural codes and religious practices. This is particularly
important for understanding the long-term consequences of these processes for the Muslim
community of Southern Kazakhstan.

Discussion

As indicated in the archival report titled “On the Progress of Agent-Operational and
Investigative Work Against the Muslim Clergy of Kazakhstan and Central Asia” the theoretical and
methodological aspects of this issue remain insufficiently explored. Many documents are either
distorted or incomplete, complicating a comprehensive understanding of the repressive policies of the
time. To address this gap, content analysis was employed to examine the materials related to those
convicted, offering a more nuanced perspective on the broader context of this repressive campaign.

As early as 1998, the Archive of the President of the Republic of Kazakhstan published a
collection of archival materials dedicated to the political repressions carried out in Kazakhstan during
1937-1938. This publication presents documents that reveal the scale of the repressions, the
administrative mechanisms used to implement them, and the ways in which the totalitarian regime
exerted ideological pressure on public consciousness. Although the collection covers a broad range
of repressive practices, in the context of this article it is used exclusively as a source for analyzing
the extent of the persecutions and the methods employed. Given that the focus of this study is
specifically on Islamic religious figures, the documents from the collection were consulted
selectively, with the aim of understanding the general context of mass repression and the
administrative strategies that may have been applied to members of the Muslim clergy (Politicheskie
repressii, 1998).

In an effort to restore historical justice and acknowledge the suffering endured during the period
of totalitarian rule, President of the Republic of Kazakhstan Kassym-Jomart Kemelevich Tokayev
signed the Law of the Republic of Kazakhstan “On the Rehabilitation of Victims of Mass Political
Repressions” (as amended as of June 8, 2024). Under this law, rehabilitation is defined as the official

recognition through judicial or other legally established procedures of an individual as a victim or
survivor of political repression, with the subsequent restoration of their violated rights and
compensation for moral and/or material damages. As part of the implementation of Presidential
Decree No. 456 dated November 24, 2020, “On the State Commission for the Full Rehabilitation of
Victims of Political Repressions” regional commissions were established and actively conducted
research in local archives. As a result of their work, in 2025 the Archive of the President of the
Republic of Kazakhstan published a new volume of archival documents, containing previously
inaccessible materials that offer deeper insights into the scale, methods, and targets of the repressions,
including those directed against Islamic religious figures.

According to archival documents from June 20, 1940, various agent-based cases in Kazakhstan
were consolidated due to the merging of several prior operational developments within the Ministry
of Internal Affairs of the South Kazakhstan region. This consolidation allowed for a more
comprehensive analysis and led to the identification of key figures behind the underground
movements with Islamic and Turkic nationalist ideologies, as well as their networks. The
investigation conducted a thorough review of the materials, which not only confirmed the previously
gathered information but also uncovered additional evidence concerning the activities of these groups.
A significant turning point in the investigation came with the detention of an individual involved in
the “Tabyn” operation, a representative of the Junior Zhuz of the Kazakh people. During his
interrogation, he provided detailed testimony about the organization’s structure, its connections, the
nature of its activities, the leadership, and his own involvement. His account, alongside other
collected materials, largely validated the intelligence gathered through agent-based sources.
This approach enabled the investigation to gain a more profound understanding of the planned
uprisings, which were perceived as direct challenges to Soviet control in the region
(CSARK., F. 342, Inv. 1., C. 702., P. 2).

The research and methodological framework for analyzing the accused was thoroughly
developed by M. Koygeldiyev, who astutely identified the years 1937-1938 as the pinnacle of
repressive activities in Kazakhstan. He pointed out that the “case of the pan-Islamist insurgent
espionage and sabotage organization” based in Tashkent and operating in Southern Kazakhstan and
Uzbekistan, was a key element in the ideological narrative constructed by the investigative
authorities. According to the NKVD officers’ perspective, this organization was seen as a central hub
for the entire Central Asian region, and its exposure became a pivotal moment for initiating an
extensive and multi-layered intelligence operation.

Significantly, the materials related to Southern Kazakhstan served as the basis for the high-
profile “Qoran Chain” case, which united the republics of Central Asia and the RSFSR under a single
repressive framework. This consolidation reflects the systematic application of repressive tactics
aimed at subjugating the Muslim clergy and national intelligentsia. Historical analysis reveals that
the repressive measures that began in Southern Kazakhstan in 1937-1938 were catalysts for the
broader wave of political repression that culminated in 1940.

Investigation Case No. 035, as outlined in the official indictment, demonstrates the complexity
of the charges: “In June 1940, NKVD authorities of the Kazakh SSR identified and swiftly dismantled
active insurgent pan-Islamist organizations in Southern Kazakhstan, Aktyubinsk, and Guriev regions,
led and coordinated by leaders of the Basmachi insurgent movement and pan-Islamist figures-agents
of Japanese and Turkish intelligence”. This document underscores how ideologically-driven
interpretations of geopolitical threats informed the methodological and operational strategies used to
target Muslim clerics, who were systematically categorized as foreign intelligence operatives
(Shamsutdinov, 2012: 73-75).

The theoretical and methodological foundation of this research is informed by the approach
developed by Mambet Koygeldiyev, who, through a comprehensive analysis of archival materials,
meticulously identified and substantiated the facts surrounding the repression and subsequent
executions of the ishans in the South Kazakhstan region. This approach integrates the reconstruction
of historical realities through the critical examination of primary sources such as investigative files,
interrogation records, and operational documents. Koygeldiyev’s methodology combines content
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analysis with the theoretical interpretation of the ideological and political processes that prompted
the repressive actions.

A particular focus is placed on examining the role of the ishans as key figures of religious
identity and traditional Islamic institutions, which were central to the social fabric of the region but
simultaneously targeted by the Soviet state's suppression policies. In this context, repression is seen
not only as a means of dismantling the religious elite but also as an effort to assert control over the
population by eliminating traditional cultural and spiritual authorities. M.K. Koygeldiyev’s
methodology facilitates the identification of systemic patterns in the repressive actions, highlighting
their relationship with the broader global shifts in Soviet policies during the 1930s and their impact
on South Kazakhstan within the overarching narrative of Soviet repression of Muslim clergy.

Political repression in Kazakhstan reached its zenith in the 1930s and 1940s, evolving into a
comprehensive and systematic campaign, particularly under the implementation of the
“Minor October” program. This program, which sought to dismantle traditional social structures,
became a driving force for large-scale repressive measures aimed at eliminating religious and cultural
institutions. These measures included the confiscation of religious buildings, such as mosques,
temples, and synagogues; the physical elimination and imprisonment of clerical figures; the
withdrawal of state registration from religious organizations; the closure of religious institutions and
publications; and stringent controls on religious practices, effectively criminalizing them outside of
designated religious spaces.

South Kazakhstan stands out as one of the critical regions where the scale of repression reached
its most extreme. Archival data reveals that between 1928 and 1933, 198 mosques were shut down.
By 1929, 2, 469 ishans had been arrested and subjected to forced labor. In the subsequent years,
specifically in 1931-1932, approximately 1,153 Muslim clerics were criminally charged. In 1940,
as part of broader efforts to suppress religious activity, 355 ishans were incarcerated in the Karlag
labor camp, accompanied by repressive actions against their families and other mosque personnel
(Sovetskaya derevnya glazami OGPU-NKVD, Tom 2, 1923-1929, Dokumenty i materialy,
2000: 1018).

The analysis of available archival records and data leads to several key scholarly conclusions.
First, the repressions targeting the Muslim clergy in Southern Kazakhstan were not merely tools for
suppressing religious practices but were part of a broader strategy of ideological control aimed at
dismantling the cultural foundations of national identity. Second, the confiscation of religious property
and the mass arrests of clergy were accompanied by a deliberate cultivation of a climate of fear within
society, which effectively reduced social engagement and resistance. Third, the methods of repression
involved the use of fabricated charges, such as espionage or participation in Islamist and Turkist
movements, reflecting the Soviet regime’s efforts to justify its actions on the international stage.
Moreover, it is important to note that the repressive measures of the 1930s laid the groundwork for the
long-term suppression of religious activity in the region. Studies indicate that the effects of these
processes were still felt in the postwar period, as religious institutions continued to be under strict state
control.

Results

Researchers Burkit Ayagan and Sabyr Kasymov rightly emphasize that the data regarding the
victims of political repression among the traditional clergy in Kazakhstan was systematically destroyed
or distorted, complicating the accurate assessment of the extent of Soviet repressive policies.
A significant portion of the archival materials remains classified, inaccessible to research, and religious
leaders were often falsely accused not only of defending religious values but also of fabricated crimes
such as anti-state activities or espionage. This presents a major challenge in reconstructing the historical
reality and understanding the full scope and character of the repression. Consequently, it is imperative
for the State Commission, academic institutions, and the broader public to engage in a thorough
examination of this category of victims, analyzing both declassified and still-secret archival records.
This approach will enable the development of concrete measures for the complete political and legal
rehabilitation of the unjustly convicted. Only through methodical, scientifically grounded research can
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we restore historical justice and shed light on one of the darkest chapters of the Soviet era
(Ayagan, Kasymov, 2022: 35-44).

In the course of advancing an operational version that posited the existence of an underground
counterrevolutionary center in Central Asia and Kazakhstan with pan-Islamic and pan-Turkic
orientations, officers of the State Security Directorate concentrated their efforts on four ishans from
Southern Kazakhstan: Sidyk Hanseitov, Yusupkhane Umarturyaev, Gulturkhan Ishankhanov, and
Alken Jangirkhodjaev. These individuals were likely targeted for two principal reasons. First, they
commanded significant spiritual and social authority within their local Muslim communities.
Second, they maintained connections with prominent Muslim clerics who had emigrated abroad. As
part of an operation launched by the People’s Commissariat for Internal Affairs, all four were arrested
as alleged participants in a pan-Islamic underground network. Sidyk Ishan Hanseitov was arrested on
May 31, 1937; Yusupkhane Umarturyaev on June 16; Gulturkhan Ishan Ishankhanov on September
1; and Alken Ishan Jangirkhodjaev on October 9 of the same year. Although the investigation
proceeded along a clearly defined ideological trajectory, the transfer of the cases to the Special Troika
was repeatedly delayed, which may indicate a lack of sufficient evidence to substantiate the proposed
theory. The extension of the investigation was officially sanctioned by the Central Executive
Committee of the Kazakh Soviet Socialist Republic, highlighting the deep entanglement of
administrative authority and ideological enforcement in the machinery of political repression
(CSA RK. F. 251., Inv. 1., C. 1342, P. 97-98).

According to the interrogation protocol, Sidyk-Ishan is reported to have initiated the formation
of a counter-revolutionary Islamic insurgent organization in Kazakhstan under the directive of an
individual from the city of Sham Shami-Khazret (with Shami-Khazret being a pseudonym and the
true identity remaining unknown). Notably, among those he is alleged to have recruited into
the anti-Soviet movement in 1925 were Alken-Ishan Jangirkhodjaev and Aleyutdin-Ishan Appak.
Simultaneously, Yusupkhane-Ishan Umarturyaev, whose activities were supposedly monitored from
abroad, particularly by Mubasirhan-ishan Seydekanov, an émigré from Dzhambul to Afghanistan,
also became involved in the organization. The intermediary function connecting the domestic Islamic
and Turkic nationalist organization in Kazakhstan to its foreign hub was reportedly fulfilled by either
an Afghan or an Iranian individual named Azhi Mesrik. This complex network underscores the
transnational character of the movement and highlights the intricate interplay of ideological, religious,
and geopolitical influences shaping the counter-revolutionary activities in the region during this
period (CSA RK. F. 34., Inv. 2., C. 786., P. 15). This episode illustrates how the Soviet repressive
apparatus utilized accusations of Islamic and Turkic nationalism to legitimize political persecution.
The creation of fictitious "counter-revolutionary" organizations, even if they existed only on paper,
played a pivotal role in justifying mass arrests and the elimination of religious and national elites.
From a methodological perspective, it is important to emphasize that totalitarian regimes employ
myth-making and the construction of the “enemy of the people’ archetype as a means of interpreting
events through narratives of conspiracy and external interference. These narratives function as
powerful instruments for consolidating political authority and suppressing potential public dissent.

However, there are clear discrepancies in the testimony of Sidyk-Ishan. In interrogation
protocols dated September 28 and October 1, 1937, he claims that the formation of Islamic and Turkic
nationalist organizations with a center in Tashkent dates back to 1930, linking them to the activities
of the Muftizaba of the Central Spiritual Administration of Muslims, Abduvahit Kari. This
information presents significant challenges for verification. For example, in 1930, a major gathering
of the Muslim clergy took place in Mecca (Saudi Arabia), attended by delegates from countries with
Muslim populations, including Abduvahit Kari from Uzbekistan, Magdyul Magdiyev and Akhmed
Ishan from Kazakhstan, Tardzhimanov Kashaf from Tatarstan, and Abdurashid from Tajikistan. This
fact requires additional contextual analysis and scholarly verification to assess the credibility of the
data presented (CSA RK. F. 563., Inv. 2., C. 876., P. 3-4). The challenges of reconstructing historical
realities in the context of Soviet political repression are evident in the interrogation protocols, which
often reflect coercively constructed narratives rather than verifiable facts. These documents
functioned as instruments for legitimizing state-sanctioned repression. At the core of this strategy
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were fabricated narratives concerning international conspiracies and anti-Soviet networks,
constructed to reinforce ideological control and suppress dissent within the population. The reliance
on such exaggerated claims highlights the Soviet authorities' efforts to manufacture external threats
as a means of consolidating internal control. The case materials, often riddled with inconsistencies
and speculative assertions, underscore the methodological difficulty in separating historical truth
from deliberate distortion.

Central to these accusations is the portrayal of Hazrat Ibn Saud, who was framed as both a Saudi
religious leader and an operative for British intelligence. The investigators alleged his role in
organizing a significant gathering in Mecca, which they claimed served as the foundation for
orchestrated Islamic mobilization in Central Asia. Upon returning to Tashkent, Abduvahid Qari was
accused of attempting to revive and merge the disbanded organizations Ulama Jamiati and Shura-i
Islamiya into a unified Islamic entity. The supposed leadership of this organization reportedly
included 19 prominent ishans, with members such as Umar-Turyaev Yusupkhan and Khanseitov
Sydyk from Kazakhstan. These claims, however, lack credible corroboration and seem to be a product
of investigative manipulation, with alleged connections to foreign actors designed to fabricate a
cohesive narrative of subversion.

The contradictions in Sydyk Ishan’s testimony, including inconsistencies in the timeline of the
organization’s foundation, point to the investigative authorities’ propensity to invent details to support
their narrative. Claims about the involvement of figures like Hazrat Ibn Saud and Shami-Hazrat were
likely fictitious constructs aimed at bolstering accusations. The indictment further alleged that the
Central Spiritual Administration of Muslims engaged in intelligence activities for foreign powers and
sought to overthrow Soviet governance to establish a unified Muslim state. The supposed dependence
on military support from Turkey and other Islamic nations was another element of this propagandistic
narrative. Such claims, while intended to justify the repression of Muslim clergy, reveal the extent of
ideological fabrication employed to maintain the state’s dominance and suppress dissent
(Baberovski, 2007: 48—49). This passage underscores the significant methodological flaws in the
investigative practices of Soviet repressive institutions, which frequently relied on speculative
interpretations and fabricated narratives to substantiate their accusations. A key insight is that the
charges levied against Muslim clergy were often grounded in tenuous and unsubstantiated claims of
alleged international conspiracies and external threats. Such tactics served as instrumental
mechanisms for legitimizing state persecution and consolidating ideological control over diverse
populations.

The individuals implicated in this case, including Sydyk Hanseitov, Yusupkhan Umar Turyaev,
Gulturekhan Ishanhanov, and Alken Dzhangirkhodzhayev, were accused of engaging in anti-Soviet
activities across Kazakhstan and Central Asia. Specific allegations included organizing the Adai
Uprising, conducting espionage on behalf of Turkish intelligence, and orchestrating an armed
rebellion to establish an independent Muslim state. According to the investigative records, these
initiatives were allegedly orchestrated under the direction of the Tashkent Muftiate and leaders such
as Shami Khazret and Hazret Ibn Saud. However, a critical examination of the evidence reveals that
the collaborative efforts among regional religious leaders were likely aimed at sustaining religious
networks rather than pursuing subversive political objectives. Numerous inconsistencies and
contradictions in the investigative records further indicate deliberate fabrications designed to
construct the narrative of an internal enemy, a cornerstone of Soviet ideological policy.

The characterization of the Central Spiritual Administration of Muslims during the 1920s as
engaged in Islamic revivalist and Turkic nationalist activities illustrates the broader attempts to
delegitimize religious and cultural institutions. An analysis of archival documents from the Central
Archive of the Republic of Kazakhstan reveals the absence of coherent definitions for these terms
within Soviet counterintelligence materials. A 1944 memorandum by the People’s Commissariat of
Internal Affairs titled “Islamic Revivalist and Turkic Nationalist Movements in Central Asia and
Kazakhstan” presents a heavily biased interpretation. The document portrays Islamic revivalism as
an aspiration to unify all Muslims under the defense of Islam, ostensibly with Turkey as the leading
force in this effort. Such ideological constructs not only served as justification for state-led repression
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but also reflected broader efforts to reshape historical narratives in alignment with Soviet political
objectives (Sovetskaya derevnya glazami OGPU-NKVD, Tom 3, 1930-1931, Dokumenty i materia,
2000: 203-204). The portrayal of Pan-Islamism and Pan-Turkism in NKVD documentation
exemplifies a calculated deployment of ideologically loaded narratives aimed at legitimizing state
repression against religious and sociopolitical movements. The framing of a so-called “Pan-Islamic
menace” was less about addressing tangible threats and more about discrediting any forms
of religious engagement or cross-regional connections perceived as undermining Soviet ideological
dominance. The absence of precise definitions in official records underscores the nebulous and
manipulative nature of these accusations, revealing them as instruments of control rather than
evidence of actual subversion. This methodological vagueness erodes the credibility of investigative
conclusions and casts significant doubt on the impartiality of the judicial processes that followed.

The orchestration of legal proceedings against alleged conspirators further illustrates the
extensive and deliberate character of Soviet repression. A directive issued in September 1940 initiated
the detention of 51 individuals, predominantly members of the Muslim clergy from southern
Kazakhstan. Most detainees confessed under coercion, while plans were made to apprehend
additional suspects. These proceedings, marked by sweeping arrests and fabricated evidence, were
mechanisms for dismantling potential nodes of influence while manufacturing an external enemy
narrative. By eliminating spaces for religious and cultural expression, this strategy consolidated state
power, suppressing any capacity for collective resistance and reinforcing the central authority’s grip
over societal structures (CSA RK. F. 141,, Inv. 1., C. 1572., P. 4). The effort to gather materials for
constructing a narrative about the existence of Pan-Islamic and Pan-Turkic organizations essentially
began with the establishment of Soviet rule in Central Asia and Kazakhstan, a period marked by the
creation of local intelligence and counterintelligence agencies. According to archival records,
between the 1920s and 1940s, numerous organizations in Kazakhstan and surrounding regions of
Central Asia were actively oriented towards Pan-Islamism and Pan-Turkism, aiming to establish a
unified Muslim state in opposition to Soviet governance. These groups were perceived as
counterrevolutionary forces, posing a significant threat to the political stability of the republic.
Documents from the People’s Commissariat of Internal Affairs suggest that these organizations
comprised organized factions that actively resisted the processes of socialist modernization and
collectivization, actions the authorities viewed as destabilizing to the region.

Additionally, a 1926 memorandum from the NKVD of the Kazakh SSR notes the clergy's
agitational activities, which utilized religious unity to mobilize the peasantry around Pan-Islamic and
Pan-Turkic ideals. The authorities underscored that the local Muslim clergy’s resistance to Soviet
power was bolstered by nationalist and anti-Soviet organizations, which exploited the religious
sentiments of the population for political ends. According to the documents, these organizations
sought to consolidate the Muslim masses in opposition to Soviet control, presenting a threat to both
internal stability and the socio-political cohesion of the state. In response, Soviet security agencies
intensified efforts to detect and neutralize these perceived threats, deploying intelligence and
counterintelligence tactics to closely monitor the activities of religious leaders and representatives of
national minorities (Grigoryev, 1984: 81). It is evident that analysts constructed all resistance
phenomena to Soviet modernization within a unified framework of local elite opposition, thereby
categorizing them as part of a broader global counterrevolutionary activity. This conceptualization
allowed local movements to be framed as integral components of a wider anti-Soviet resistance
context. In this regard, the situation of the accused was further complicated by their backgrounds,
with four of the so-called organizers being bayis, or by their ties to prominent ishan families, which
became influential factors in their inclusion in the circle of suspects. Among the so-called activists,
there were not only two ishans but also six mullahs, which further heightened suspicions about their
involvement in counterrevolutionary activities. As a result, all pan-Islamist cadres, the so-called
murids, were automatically placed within the first circle of suspects, highlighting the rigidity and
systemic nature of the approach used in identifying perceived threats.

When analyzing the fundamental perspectives of state security personnel on the Eastern
question, one must recognize the presence of a differentiated approach to Muslims from various
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regions of the country. A key factor considered in evaluating these categories of people was their
willingness to undergo secularization, as well as their connections to relatively more modernized
Muslim territories, such as Southern Kazakhstan and Tashkent, which were regarded as ideological
and organizational centers of Soviet Islam. These circumstances played a pivotal role in shaping
decisions regarding the perceived level of threat posed by individual religious figures and their
respective organizations (Bakytorazov, 2022: 307).

A key question arises: What was the purpose behind the People’s Commissariat for Internal
Affairs (NKVD) in the South Kazakhstan region initiating the narrative of a counterrevolutionary
pan-Islamist and pan-Turkist insurgent organization in the area? The answer to this question is
multifaceted. First, it allowed the expansion of the scope of repression, involving ever more social
groups and strata, aligning with the strategy of intensifying total political repression. Second, the
creation and maintenance of such a narrative were crucial for simulating active efforts by
the NKVD to identify counterrevolutionary elements, which not only served internal political
mobilization but also bolstered the repressive apparatus as the central institution of power. The
significance of the second aspect cannot be overstated, as it was during this period that the NKVD
gained the status of an autonomous, all-powerful structure, suppressing any form of social activity,
while the entire country effectively became a hostage to its unchecked authority.

Consequently, within the framework of the investigative case under review, the NKVD pursued
a clearly defined objective to prove the existence of an organized counterrevolutionary core of a pan-
Islamist and pan-Turkist organization with a center in Tashkent. However, as subsequent
investigations revealed, the existence of such a center was not substantiated by any credible facts or
documents. Nevertheless, the South Kazakhstan NKVD department did not halt its efforts. Without
completing the investigation into the supposed leaders of this organization, four ishans, in August
and September of the same year, it was decided to expand the investigation to include
15 counterrevolutionary cells allegedly discovered in districts of South Kazakhstan, which, according
to the investigation, were established with the involvement of the same ishans and contained over 230
individuals (Teplyakov, 2013: 117).

Thus, this document, in alignment with the strategy formulated by the South Kazakhstan
division of the People’s Commissariat for Internal Affairs, was intended to substantiate the claim of
the existence of a counterrevolutionary pan-Islamist organization centered in Tashkent. In addition to
its core structure, this organization was said to include a widespread network of insurgent cells
operating in various districts, with ongoing expansion. It is noteworthy that nearly all individuals
arrested in connection with this case were innocent. For example, Atybaev Babakul, detained as one
of the alleged leaders of a counterrevolutionary cell in Suzak, stated in his testimony:
“I, Atybaev, am not affiliated with any counterrevolutionary organization and have no knowledge of
its existence. I have never engaged in anti-Soviet propaganda. I admit that I am a mulla and served
as the imam of the Jailma mosque in the Sarysu district for several years, which indeed bears my
name. | received my religious education at the Chayansky mosque under Appak-Ishan and studied
for several years at the Baba-Ata mosque under Djangirkhodzhaev Alken-Ishan. I currently reside at
the mosque, which is no longer operational” (CSA RK. F. 141., Inv. 1., C. 1567., P. 19).

Based on the analysis of the presented documents, it is evident that the methods employed by
the NKVD to expand the scale of repression in South Kazakhstan were underpinned by weak evidence
supporting accusations of counterrevolutionary activities. The primary tool of suppression was the
concept of pan-Islamist and pan-Turkist organizations, which, according to official reports, were
perceived as a widespread threat to Soviet power. However, the existence of such organizations,
allegedly centrally managed from Tashkent, was never substantiated by reliable sources, indicating a
strategy of manipulation and the creation of “fabricated” threats to justify repression. Arrests based
on these versions often lacked factual grounding, revealing the absurdity of the charges and the
insufficiency of evidence. Furthermore, the involvement of local religious leaders in these processes
was often linked to their connections with prominent ishan families, which added a political
dimension to the accusations. It is important to emphasize that the numerous confessions obtained
from the accused were, in most cases, the result of coercion, as confirmed by the testimony of Babakul

Atybaev, who asserted his innocence. As a result, the actions of the NKVD not only led to unlawful
repression but also deepened the socio-political rift between the state and local religious communities.

Conclusion

Political repression in the Soviet Union, an intrinsic feature of the Stalinist era, spanned from
the 1920s to the early 1950s. However, the mechanisms of repression extended beyond Stalin’s
personal rule, continuing both before his ascent to power and after his death. The repressive legal
framework of 1937-1938 emerged in a climate of widespread fear, fueled by the search for “enemies
of the people” which became the pretext for mass repressions. The term "enemy of the people" was
formally introduced by Stalin during a joint plenum of the Central Committee of the All-Union
Communist Party (Bolsheviks) on January 7, 1933, marking a pivotal shift in Soviet political rhetoric.
Alongside this, a new lexicon emerged within the punitive apparatus, with the term “coloring” being
employed to categorize counterrevolutionary offenses within anti-Soviet activities. These offenses
were classified into distinct categories such as nationalist, subversive, diversionary, and pan-Islamist
crimes, reflecting the ideological priorities of the state. Political prisoners, including members of the
Alash Orda, the Social Revolutionaries, and the Mensheviks, were subjected to a system of
classification based on their political affiliations and perceived ideological loyalties.

The secret decrees and directives issued by the People’s Commissariat of Internal Affairs
(NKVD), most notably Orders No. 00447 (July 30, 1937) and No. 00486 (August 15, 1937), were
instrumental in facilitating and institutionalizing mass repressions. These orders outlined a rigid
classification system for the individuals targeted for repression, thereby enabling state authorities to
manipulate the outcomes of investigative processes and execute mass arrests and executions with
impunity. Order No. 00447 specifically called for the immediate arrest and execution of individuals
deemed most “hostile” while those considered less active were subjected to prolonged imprisonment
in forced labor camps. The subsequent expansion of the scope of repression through Order No. 00486
widened the category of targeted individuals, extending to not only members of nationalist and
subversive organizations but also their families, reinforcing the totalitarian reach of the state
apparatus. In the context of South Kazakhstan, a region rich in Muslim cultural heritage, these
political purges played a significant role in the ideological and cultural reordering of society, leaving
an enduring imprint on the historical trajectory of the region and its people. This process of repression
was not merely a tool of political control but also a means of erasing or co-opting cultural and
religious identities that were perceived as incompatible with the Soviet state's ideological vision.
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Abstract. Introduction. Amid the social and political upheavals triggered by the 1917 revolution and
the ensuing civil conflict of the early 1920s, the Soviet Union was confronted by a large population
of abandoned children, compelling the creation of a state welfare apparatus. Goals and objectives. The
study aims to critically assess the evolution and limitations of state structures designed for the
protection and rehabilitation of homeless children throughout the 1920s-1930s. Objectives center on
evaluating institutional arrangements, such as orphanages and labor colonies, implemented for shelter
and socialization of so-called “state children.” Particular attention is paid to the roles of financing,
educational strategies, and the mechanisms by which Soviet authorities attempted to centralize
oversight and discipline within these institutions. Results. Investigation highlights that, although the
Soviet government rapidly built a broad institutional network, significant obstacles, including chronic
underfunding, insufficient provision of basic needs, and lack of consistent educator training,
undermined the success of these interventions. Ideological promises of re-education and uplift often
failed to materialize amid these operational shortcomings. Conclusions. The Soviet experience in the
1920s and 1930s illustrated that the integration of state power and party oversight did more to cement
state authority than to resolve the fundamental problems of child homelessness and neglect. This
period serves as a cautionary case for the challenges inherent in translating broad social ideals into
effective care.

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Introduction

The Soviet Union of the 1920s and 1930s witnessed turbulent transformation, marked by
revolution, civil war, famine, and the immense pressures of industrialization. In the wake of this
upheaval, the phenomenon of child homelessness emerged as a critical social crisis. According to
estimates, by 1922 the number of homeless children — referred to as besprizorniki — exceeded
7 million, a direct consequence of war, famine, and the collapse of familial structures (Ball, 1994;
Goldman, 2007). Many wandered across regions in search of food, shelter, or informal work, often
falling into crime or being exploited by adult networks (Kassymbekova, 2021; Casu, 2020). This
situation, unprecedented in its scope and visibility, posed a direct challenge to the state's proclaimed
vision of social justice and collective welfare.

While children are universally recognized as being acutely vulnerable to homelessness, their
plight in contexts of radical state transformation assumes particular urgency, for the well-being of
children often serves as a barometer of national health and future prospects (Masten et al., 1993;
Weitzman et al., 1996). The Soviet authorities, recognizing both the moral imperative and political
risk posed by mass child homelessness, declared the issue one of ““state importance” as early as the
First All-Russian Congress on the Protection of Children in 1918 (Ball, 1994). However, real
solutions lagged behind rhetoric, as institutional capacity was often overwhelmed, and approaches
varied widely between regions.

The state system of social protection for homeless children in the early Soviet period thus arose
at a historical crossroads: on the one hand, the Soviet leadership proclaimed children as integral to
the socialist future, worthy of special protection; on the other, the sheer scope of child homelessness
threatened to undermine the legitimacy of the new regime and exposed deep contradictions within its
developmental and ideological ambitions (Casu, 2020; Kassymbekova, 2021). Previous studies of
child homelessness in modern contexts highlight a multitude of adverse effects, including disruptions
to education, mental and physical health problems, cognitive deficits, exposure to violence, and
heightened risk of exploitation and criminalization (Masten et al., 1993; Parks et al., 2007;
Vostanis et al., 2001). Although these works primarily focus on contemporary or Western societies,
their insights into the complex interplay of individual, familial, and structural causes of homelessness
echo the realities faced by homeless children in the Soviet Union decades earlier.

Yet, what sets the Soviet experience apart is the extent to which the crisis was both a byproduct
of and a challenge to a revolutionary project intent on reshaping society at its core. Soviet policies
toward homeless children combined elements of humanitarian concern, ideological molding, and state
control, as authorities experimented with a diverse spectrum of responses — from sheltering in
orphanages and foster care, to labor communes, juvenile colonies, and harsh punitive regulations
(Kassymbekova, 2021). The contradictory nature of these interventions — fluctuating between care
and surveillance, benevolence and coercion — raises fundamental questions about the meaning and
limits of state responsibility for society’s most vulnerable.

The objective of this article is to critically examine how the Soviet state formulated and
implemented systems of social protection for homeless children between the 1920s and 1930s.
This investigation reconstructs not only the architecture of institutional responses, but also situates
them within the shifting political priorities and ideological commitments of the era. By drawing upon
recent scholarship on homeless children’s health, cognitive development, and psychosocial outcomes
(Masten et al., 1993; Parks et al., 2007; Kassymbekova, 2021), the article emphasizes both the lived
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realities of the children themselves and the broader socio-political stakes of state intervention.
Unlike much of the existing literature, which often treats child homelessness as a subordinate facet
of education or social welfare policy, this study foregrounds it as an autonomous and dynamic field
of governance with distinct institutional logics and moral dilemmas. The study is grounded in a
historical-institutional approach, informed by theories of state formation, social control, and child
welfare, and draws methodologically on historical-comparative analysis and critical discourse
interpretation.

The relevance of this inquiry extends beyond historical recovery. As numerous studies
illustrate, homelessness continues to devastate the health, development, and future trajectories of
children worldwide, underscoring the perennial challenge of translating social ideals and policy
blueprints into effective, compassionate practice (Parks et al., 2007; Masten et al., 1993;
Kassymbekova, 2021). By dissecting the origins, ambitions, and contradictions of the
Soviet experiment, this research sheds new light on the tensions inherent in constructing systems of
protection for children marginalized by crisis and upheaval. It thus contributes not only to a more
nuanced understanding of Soviet social policy, but also to ongoing debates about the role of the state
in safeguarding vulnerable populations amid adversity. Through such historical reflection, this article
seeks to deepen scholarly understanding of both the possibilities and limits of social protection as a
tool for social transformation.

Materials and Research Methods

The present study employs a comprehensive historical-comparative methodology to examine
the formation and functioning of the Soviet state system of social protection for homeless children
between the 1920s and 1930s. The research design is grounded in rigorous analysis of both primary
archival materials and contemporaneous publications, integrated with critical engagement with
relevant secondary literature and scholarship on child homelessness and welfare systems, thereby
situating Soviet policies in an international and interdisciplinary context.

The core empirical foundation of this research consists of an extensive survey of archival
collections drawn from major central and regional repositories in the Russian Federation, notably the
State Archive of the Russian Federation (GARF), the Russian State Archive of Socio-Political History
(RGASPI), and various provincial archives. The document corpus includes decrees issued by central
organs such as the People’s Commissariat for Education (Narkompros) and the Commissariat of
Internal Affairs (NKVD), statistical reports, correspondence between party and government officials,
and detailed records produced by organizations such as the Department for the Protection of
Childhood and the Division for the Elimination of Child Homelessness. In addition, institutional
documentation such as case files, intake records, pedagogical plans, and disciplinary registers from
orphanages (detskie doma), reception centers (priyuty), labor communes, and reeducation colonies
have been systematically analyzed to capture the diversity of institutional responses and the lived
experiences of homeless children within these bureaucratic frameworks.

To provide further perspective on contemporary ideologies and debates, the study examines a
range of interwar pedagogical and professional journals, including Narodnoe obrazovanie
(Public Education), Deti ulitsy (Children of the Street), and Vestnik prosveshcheniia (Bulletin of
Enlightenment). These publications offer valuable primary insight into evolving practices,
organizational challenges, and the rhetorical codification of social protection strategies. Where
available, children’s letters, personal testimonies, and institutional behavior reports have been
extracted to illuminate the perspectives of homeless youths themselves, acknowledging the inherent
methodological difficulties in recovering subaltern voices from highly mediated Soviet sources.

The research adopts a critical historiographical approach by systematically reviewing both
pioneering and recent scholarship on the subject of Soviet child welfare and comparative child-
protection regimes (Masten et al., 1993; Parks et al., 2007). Foundational works on Soviet-era
homelessness and the besprizornik (homeless child) phenomenon are complemented with broader
literature on social policy, institutional management of deviance, and transnational experiments in
child welfare during the interwar period. Parallel to this, the project draws upon contemporary
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psychological, medical, and educational studies of homeless children, whose findings on cognitive,
psychosocial, and developmental harms are vital for interpreting the documented
Soviet experience and comparing the efficacy and limitations of social protection models globally
(Weitzman et al., 1996; Simms, 1998).

Methodological rigor has been maintained through extensive triangulation of data types: official
decrees, reports, contemporaneous professional commentary, and (where possible) personal
testimony have been cross-compared to identify consistencies, contradictions, and silences in the
historical record. Aware of the limitations associated with archival gaps and the ideological filtering
of Soviet sources, the study takes care to foreground both the ambitions of policy and the practical
obstacles — resource constraints, societal attitudes, and bureaucratic inertia — that structured the lived
experiences of homeless children. In conclusion, by weaving together documentary analysis,
interdisciplinary perspectives on the impacts of child homelessness, and critical engagement with the
evolving historiography, this research aims to provide a robust and nuanced understanding of the
Soviet state system of social protection for homeless children in the 1920s and 1930s, with relevance
for both historical scholarship and the ongoing development of child welfare policy frameworks in
contexts of social dislocation and crisis.

Discussion

The 1920s and 1930s marked a defining era in the development of state mechanisms for the
social protection of homeless children in Soviet Russia, shaped profoundly by the socio-political
upheavals of the Revolution, Civil War, and the sweeping reforms of early Soviet statehood.
Following the devastation wrought by war, famine, and widespread social dislocation, the
phenomenon of mass child homelessness (besprizornost) emerged as a key challenge for both societal
stability and socialist reconstruction (Smirnova, 2009). The scale of the crisis was unprecedented:
estimates suggest that in the early 1920s, millions of children across the former Russian Empire were
left orphaned or without adequate parental care due to mortality, poverty, displacement, and the
fraying of family structures. In the Kazakh SSR alone, archival records show that the number of
homeless children surged from 128,000 in December 1921 to over 408,000 by March 1922, revealing
the scale of the crisis outside central Russia (Kaipbayeva, Abikey, 2024).

Research on the problem of child homelessness in Kazakhstan and neighboring countries covers
three main historiographical stages: The Soviet, the post-Soviet (domestic), and the international.
Each stage is characterized by its own approaches to the causes, scope, and mechanisms of addressing
homelessness. Soviet historiography (1920s—1980s) largely reflected the ideological priorities of the
state. Works by N.V. Manannikova (1938), A.B. Bisenova (1960), and F. Bazanova (1979, 1987)
focused on the positive aspects of state care, often citing statistical data while omitting institutional
shortcomings and the moral-psychological impact on children. Homelessness was typically portrayed
as a temporary phenomenon to be overcome within the framework of socialist development. A critical
shift began in the late 1980s during the perestroika period. Scholars such as L.A. Gordon,
E.V.Klopov, as well as Kazakhstani historians Zh.B. Abylkhozhin and A.N. Alekseenko, highlighted
the contradictions between official rhetoric and the lived reality. Their studies paid particular attention
to the consequences of collectivization, the famine of 1931-1933, and child demographic losses.
Post-Soviet historiography in Kazakhstan expanded both the thematic and source base. Research by
M.K. Kozybayev, T.O. Omarbekov, M.Kh. Asylbekova, and M. Tatimov demonstrated the
significant impact of political repression, deportations, and mass famine on the growth of child
homelessness. A 2017 article by Z.G. Saktaganova and G.B. Karsakova examined epidemic
outbreaks, sanitary conditions, and emergency child assistance in the Akmolinsk region in detail.
G.K. Kemelzhanova (2020) investigated the institutional operation of orphanages, highlighting issues
such as social vulnerability, chronic understaffing, and inadequate material support.

Contemporary interdisciplinary studies — such as the collective monograph “Famine and
Its Consequences in Kazakhstan in the Early 1920s” (2023) — utilize archival sources from the
Kazakh ASSR and the Russian Federation, including records from the Central Children's
Commission. These works document the scale of child evacuations, the role of Pomgol (the Famine
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Relief Committee), disease outbreaks, and mortality levels in shelters. For the first time, they question
the systemic inefficiency of child care institutions and the substitution of genuine social assistance
with ideological intervention. Thus, modern literature reveals growing scholarly interest in child
homelessness as a critical indicator of the failures of Soviet social policy. However, a comprehensive
reconstruction of the lived experience of homeless children and the institutional everyday life in
regional contexts — especially in Kazakhstan, where the problem was particularly severe — remains
an open area for future research.

Responding to these acute challenges, the Soviet state sought to systematically incorporate
homeless and neglected children into its vision of socialist society. The People’s Commissariat for
Education (Narkompros), along with health and interior agencies, spearheaded an ambitious
campaign, organizing a broad network of children's homes (detskie doma), orphanages, and so-called
trudkoloniyas (labor colonies), with the latter aimed at “re-educating” young offenders and “morally
defective” children through labor and collective discipline (Smirnova, Mikhailovna, 2012).
These institutions differed in their mandate and clientele: while orphanages focused on general care
and education, trudkoloniyas employed a more punitive, corrective logic, reflecting both the
Bolshevik pedagogical optimism and the anxieties around juvenile deviance in a transformative
society (Kaipbayeva, Abikey, 2024). In regions like Kazakhstan, these institutions were further
strained by waves of displaced children, famine refugees, and victims of political repression, which
shaped the localized character of child welfare.

From the outset, the Soviet state envisioned child welfare as a shared public responsibility.
Early efforts included campaigns like the “Week of the Homeless Child,” as well as initiatives
involving local organizations, labor unions, and industrial enterprises, which were encouraged to
provide patronage and resources for children’s institutions (Smirnova, 2009). However, by the late
1920s, these ventures were increasingly absorbed into vertical state structures, with the party exerting
strict control over both policy formulation and implementation. The resultant system was
a hybrid — incorporating elements of civic engagement but subordinated to state objectives of
socialization, ideological formation, and economic self-reliance. Notably, in the Soviet
historiographical tradition, these efforts were presented in a highly idealized manner, while critical
issues such as overcrowding (Kaipbayeva, Abikey, 2024), food shortages, and mortality in
orphanages were systematically silenced or omitted.

Financing and provisioning of children’s institutions were a persistent concern, complicated by
the shifting jurisdictional lines between different ministries and the chronic shortages characteristic
of the early Soviet economy (Smirnova, Mikhailovna, 2012). Nevertheless, the state prioritized the
construction of a comprehensive care infrastructure, which, by the 1930s, encompassed millions of
children. Educational reforms, influenced by the ‘“New School” movement and emerging
psychological pedagogies, also played a role, shaping curricula and approaches to the moral and
intellectual development of children in state care. Yet, the rhetoric of pedagogical innovation often
masked harsh realities, as resource constraints, underqualified staff, and ideological rigidity curtailed
the effectiveness and humane character of institutional life. According to Kaipbayeva and Abikey
(2024), high mortality rates in orphanages in Kazakhstan during the early 1920s were often caused
not only by disease outbreaks such as typhus and dysentery, but also by extreme starvation and lack
of clothing, especially in regions like Kostanay and Orenburg.

At the same time, the Soviet regime developed a distinctive “defectological” approach to
children with disabilities or deemed “abnormal” by prevailing standards. Under Stalin, defectology
promoted the idea of corrective education, aiming to transform “mentally retarded” children into
productive socialist citizens. In practice, however, the gap between this aspirational narrative and the
often-repressive realities of institutional life remained substantial. Material deprivation,
overcrowding, and the punitive application of labor as a corrective tool reflected deeper tensions
within the Soviet project of social welfare (Galmarini-Kabala, 2019). In the Kazakh context, these
ideological imperatives clashed with logistical challenges and cultural mismatches in care, especially
among children from nomadic or non-Russian backgrounds.
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Despite these limitations, the 1930s witnessed the expansion and increasing sophistication of
the state system for child welfare — including the proliferation of “national schools” which extended
care and education to a diverse, multi-ethnic population (Ewing, 2006). The regime's efforts to
transcend ethnic divisions, while simultaneously maintaining ideological and institutional uniformity,
highlighted the dual role of children's institutions: both as sites of integration and as instruments of
state control. As noted by Kaipbayeva and Abikey (2024), the attempt to unify diverse populations
under a centralized Soviet identity often led to the erasure of local customs, languages, and traditional
caregiving practices, particularly in peripheral republics such as Kazakhstan.

By the late 1930s, the state-led model of social protection for homeless children was a fully
integrated component of the Soviet welfare apparatus, characterized by mass institutionalization,
ideologically-inflected educational methods, and tight party oversight. While these reforms
succeeded in removing large numbers of children from the streets and providing basic needs, they did
so at the cost of suppressing alternative forms of care and civic initiative, and often at the expense of
children’s emotional and developmental well-being (Smirnova, 2009; Smirnova, Mikhailovna, 2012).
This system would go on to shape Soviet approaches to child welfare for decades to come, forming a
unique chapter in the global history of child protection. As emphasized by recent historiography, a
fuller understanding of these institutions requires not only political analysis but also attention to lived
experiences, including emotional trauma, cultural alienation, and resistance within the system itself.

Results

Formation and Ideological Foundations of the Soviet Child Welfare System

The emergence and evolution of the Soviet state system for the social protection of homeless
children in the 1920s and 1930s represents a pivotal chapter in the history of child welfare, marked
by a profound interplay between ideology, crisis management, and social engineering. The Bolshevik
Revolution, ensuing civil strife, sweeping famines, and rapid structural reforms rendered millions of
children homeless, collectively known as besprizorniki. These children embodied both the human
cost of revolutionary upheaval and the litmus test for the ambitions of the nascent socialist state.

From the earliest years of Soviet rule, the plight of besprizorniki was cast not only as a
humanitarian emergency but also as a threat to the legitimacy of socialism itself. The All-Russian
Central Executive Committee’s 1919 decrees laid the groundwork for an unprecedented state-led
intervention, spearheaded by the People’s Commissariat for Education (Narkompros) and supported
by the Commissariat of Health. The guiding vision extended beyond mere custodial care: abandoned
children were to be “re-forged” as socialist citizens, embodying the values of collective effort and
industrial discipline. This aspiration, strongly underpinned by Marxist-Leninist doctrine, shaped an
elaborate and multilayered system of children’s homes, boarding schools, reception centers, and,
eventually, labor communes.

The formation of the Soviet system for homeless and at-risk children in the 1920s—-1930s
represented both a practical and ideological response to the deep social dislocation caused by
revolution, civil war, and the onset of collectivization in the USSR, especially acute in regions like
Kazakhstan. Central to this system was the establishment and regulation of children's homes, which
were governed by the 1920 instruction laying out principal pedagogical and ideological tenets. These
included labor education, self-governance, “open doors” to foster links with the broader world, and
the integration of productive work with intellectual and aesthetic development — all reflecting the
progressive vision of the “Great Labor School” as conceived by socialist educators. This approach
aimed to mold children into collective, industrious, and ideologically conscious members of Soviet
society (CSA RK. F. 81., Inv. 1., C. 37., P. 2).

A distinctive feature of this model was its reliance on children's self-governance. Following the
1920 regulations, residential institutions established structures such as general assemblies, elected
children's committees, and standing commissions responsible for labor, health, and cultural-
educational issues. These mechanisms not only distributed daily responsibilities among the children
but also served as practical laboratories for the inculcation of socialist values — promoting collective

.
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responsibility, discipline, and participatory citizenship (CSA RK. F. 81., L. 1., C. 37., P. 16-17).
This practice can be seen as part of a broader Soviet ideological trend, where the school and child
welfare system doubled as engines for producing the “new Soviet person,” a project that, although
ambitious, often diverged in implementation from the high ideals articulated in defectological and
pedagogical discourses (Galmarini-Kabala, 2019).

The consolidation of state oversight in child protection further materialized with the creation,
within the People’s Commissariat for Education, of the Department of Legal Protection for Minors.
This body integrated a range of elements: an inspection for child homelessness, intake and distribution
centers, commissions on juvenile affairs, institutional facilities for compulsory education, and access
to legal counsel and guardianship (CSA RK. F. 81., L. 1., C. 37., P. 23-29). The aim was to establish
a unified bureaucratic and legal infrastructure to combat child exploitation, neglect, delinquency, and
abuse — signaling a shift from piecemeal charity to a full-scale, centralized system of protective
intervention. Such formalization of welfare structures mirrored the larger patterns of Soviet planning
in other domains, which often projected rationality and efficiency through universalizing and
centralized bureaucratic procedures, albeit with fluctuating success at the level of practical
realization.

By the late 1920s, a discernible legal and administrative pivot was evident as the state moved
from primarily protective measures to those involving elements of compulsion and sanction. The
1928 circular from the prosecutor's office mandated legal accountability for parents and guardians
evading their responsibilities, highlighting an increasing tendency to treat child neglect not only as a
social problem but as an offense subject to penal consequences (CSA RK. F. 147, L. 1., C. 2379.,
P. 34-35). This tightening of state control reflects a gradual drift towards a more repressive apparatus
in response to persistent social challenges, paralleling similar dynamics in economic and social
planning across the Soviet realm.

It is crucial to situate these developments against the broader backdrop of the period's
turmoil — especially the catastrophic effects of forced collectivization and widespread famine in
Kazakhstan, which massively increased the number of orphans and street children and placed
unprecedented strain on the protective institutions of the state. The massive administrative apparatus
for child welfare thus both embodied the Soviet commitment to social engineering and exposed its
systemic tensions — between grand ideological projects and the limitations imposed by resource
constraints, contradictory policies, and the sheer magnitude of crisis.

By the early 1920s, however, the Soviet welfare apparatus was quickly outmatched by scale: at
the peak of the crisis, as many as 7 million children roamed Soviet cities and countryside without
shelter or guardianship. The state’s punitive and pedagogical responses — ranging from “cleansing”
urban spaces of vagrant children to constructing corrective labor colonies — demonstrated the unique
overlap between criminal justice and welfare characteristic of the Soviet approach. These institutions
were charged with imposing order, inculcating socialist discipline, and providing material and
psychological rehabilitation (McGuinness, Pallansch, 2000; Albers et al., 1997), yet archival records
and later medical follow-ups suggest the actual experience of institutionalization was deeply
ambivalent for many children, with lasting consequences for development and mental health.

Specifics of Policy Implementation in Kazakhstan

Kazakhstan, first as an autonomous republic and later as a full union republic, provides a
uniquely instructive lens through which to assess the reach and limitations of Soviet child welfare.
Traditionally, Kazakh society was built around nomadic patterns, clan-based support systems, and
collective child-rearing. The drive for sedentarization and forced collectivization, particularly in the
early 1930s, triggered acute economic dislocation, culminating in the Kazakh famine — one of the
century’s most devastating demographic shocks, which orphaned or displaced vast numbers of
children (Kasike1, 2023; Kozybayeva et al., 2023).

Archival evidence from the Central State Archive of the Republic of Kazakhstan reveals how
local institutions struggled to implement Moscow's vision under acute material and human
constraints. In a 1933 report submitted by the regional department of social protection, authorities in
Semipalatinsk described overcrowded orphanages, shortages of staff trained in pedagogy, and
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inadequate nutrition — often consisting solely of bread and tea. Efforts to provide children with
vocational education were frequently hampered by the lack of tools, teachers, and even heating in
classrooms during the winter months (CSA RK. F. 1215, Inv. 1., Inv. 19., P. 12).

To illustrate the specific mechanisms of the state system of social protection for homeless
children in the early 1920s, the excerpt concerning the “allocation” (razverstka) of funds provided by
the Central Committee for Famine Relief (CK Pomgol) on October 16, 1922, for combating child
homelessness across the provinces of the Kazakh Autonomous Soviet Socialist Republic serves as a
unique and valuable primary source (CSA RK. F. 1215, L. 1., C. 19., P. 12). This document testifies
not only to the state’s recognition of the severity of the homelessness crisis but also to the
development of centralized approaches to the allocation of targeted resources for addressing this
issue. For example, the sum of 2,500,000 rubles was deliberately distributed across various regions
of Kazakhstan — from the Orenburg to the Turgay province — highlighting both the scale of the
problem and the integration of national peripheries into the Soviet system of social protection.

The inclusion of this excerpt substantiates arguments regarding the presence of rational
planning and bureaucratic coordination, which were characteristic of the Soviet system of state
assistance, even despite the frequent gap between declared intentions and their actual implementation.
As contemporary studies of historical processes in Kazakhstan emphasize, Soviet governance actively
employed methods of centralization, financial planning (razverstka), and ideological control,
promoting standardized models of social protection regardless of local specificities or real needs on
the ground. The document demonstrates that as early as the beginning of the 1920s, there was an
organized and meticulously structured approach to the allocation of financial resources aimed at
solving social problems. This correlates with the broader logic of "rational planning" implemented
by Soviet authorities in critical areas of public life. At the same time, such allocation records help
reconstruct the scale of disasters affecting children — the consequences of mass homelessness
resulting from social catastrophes, as described in historical works on Soviet Kazakhstan. Therefore,
the integration of factual data on resource distribution can be used in the article not only as an example
of document circulation and planning tools, but also as evidence of elements of a centralized social
protection system already in place in the 1920s, despite the known challenges in its implementation
at the provincial level and the difficulties in center-periphery coordination.

The available archival records provide valuable insights into the challenges faced by the central
organs of Soviet child welfare during the early 1920s in the Kazakh Autonomous Soviet Socialist
Republic. On October 11, 1922, a sanitary train (No. 1020) arrived at Orenburg station, transporting
700 children repatriated from the Turkestan Republic. Of these, 200 were native to Orenburg province
and were to be disembarked there, while the remainder were slated for transfer to other central
provinces. It is noteworthy that the children arrived in destitute condition — many lacked adequate
clothing and a significant number were in poor health. Critically, there had been no prior notification
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or arrangements for their reception; no suitable accommodation was prepared, and the train’s
authorization extended only as far as Orenburg station. Further transfer required additional approval
from the Tashkent Railway Administration. In reporting these circumstances to the Central Executive
Committee, officials emphasized the detrimental effects of such uncoordinated actions, noting that
they undermined the functioning of the Central Commission for the Protection of Children.

Further statistical data compiled on October 15, 1922, reveal the magnitude of the crisis facing
orphaned and homeless children in the region. Moreover, the infrastructure for support services (such
as nutritional centers and supply depots) was deeply insufficient. Except for minimal assistance from
international organizations, no supplementary feeding stations functioned, and inventories were so
depleted that, for example, only about one-third of children had access to any form of warm clothing
or proper footwear. This documentary evidence starkly illustrates not only the immense scale of child
homelessness in early Soviet Kazakhstan, but also the chronic deficiencies in material resources,
logistics, and administrative foresight that frustrated the state’s attempts at rational social protection.
While Soviet ideology promoted the image of centralized planning and universal social welfare, these
records underscore the persistent disconnect between official rhetoric and practical realities. The
failures of coordination within and between state agencies, combined with an acute shortage of
resources, often rendered ambitious plans ineffective, particularly when implemented in peripheral
regions such as Kazakhstan. These tensions, between utopian planning ideals and material constraints,
have been identified by scholars as central features of Soviet governance in both social welfare and
broader administrative practice, highlighting the complexity and contradiction of efforts to implement
a ‘universalist’ approach amid profound local and systemic limitations.

Another file from 1934 offers a vivid glimpse into the cultural dislocation experienced by
Kazakh children. Letters written by staff at a children’s home near Alma-Ata noted that many of the
children, particularly those from nomadic backgrounds, could not understand Russian and showed
signs of deep anxiety and withdrawal. Attempts to impose Russian-language education and
collectivist norms often clashed with the children’s lived experience and cultural memory. One
inspector’s marginal note, scribbled beside a page of complaints, simply reads: “The steppe cannot
be turned into a factory overnight” (CSA RK. F. 1215, Inv. 1., C. 42., P. 27).

The Soviet state exported its system of children’s homes and labor communes to Kazakhstan,
establishing facilities in centers such as Alma-Ata and Semipalatinsk. However, local adaptation was
fraught with contradictions. Many orphanages were understaffed, linguistically Russian-oriented, and
poorly equipped to respond to trauma rooted in both famine and cultural rupture. Children from
nomadic backgrounds often found themselves alienated from their language and customs, their
experiences indicative of a deeper process of cultural assimilation — if not erasure (McGuinness,
Pallansch, 2000). Reports from later decades about the health and competence of children adopted
from the former Soviet Union, many of whom spent formative years in such orphanages, reveal
significant deficits in physical growth, cognitive skills, and social-emotional development traceable
directly to prolonged institutionalization, deprivation, and cultural uprooting (Albers et al., 1997;
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Parks, Stevens, Spence, 2007). These findings mirror international research that associates
homelessness and poor-quality institutional care with heightened risks of psychological, cognitive,
and educational impairment (Parks et al., 2007; Weitzman et al., 1996; Murphy, 2011).

While initial Soviet policies favored rehabilitation, schooling, and vocational
training — including in Kazakhstan’s agricultural schools and vocational workshops — the 1930s
brought a hardening of attitudes. Political priorities shifted from integration to surveillance and
control. The notorious 1935 decree lowering the age of criminal responsibility for select offenses to
twelve marked the criminalization of homelessness and juvenile deviance. In Kazakhstan as
elsewhere, the locus of authority over child protection migrated increasingly from educators
to the security apparatus (NKVD), whose facilities often doubled as instruments of re-education and
social discipline.

Amid this transition, the dominant narrative emphasized the state’s capacity to “rescue” and
integrate most homeless children; indeed, official figures indicate a steep decline in street
homelessness by 1940. Yet this statistical improvement came with significant costs: children not only
lost familial and communal bonds, but were frequently exposed to environments that compromised
health, emotional security, and cognitive development. Research on subsequent adoptees from the
Soviet Union reveals persistent challenges even decades after institutionalization, including reduced
growth, developmental delays, and elevated rates of psychiatric disorder (McGuinness, Pallansch,
2000; Albers et al., 1997). These outcomes are echoed by studies in other contexts, which document
how the trauma of homelessness and family separation manifests long after initial displacement,
compounding risks of psychiatric distress, learning difficulties, and social isolation
(Masten et al., 1993; Vostanis et al., 2001; Weitzman et al., 1996; Parker et al., 1991; Anooshian,
2003; Murphy, 2011).

The story of Soviet social protection for homeless children — especially as seen in Kazakhstan
— thus illustrates the tension between progressive welfare intentions and the coercive imperatives of
state-building. While the expansion of institutional care saved countless children from immediate
peril, it also inflicted enduring wounds, many of which are only now fully appreciated in light of
contemporary research linking early adversity, homelessness, and institutionalization to adverse
health, psychosocial, and educational outcomes across the life span (Masten et al., 1993; Parks et al.,
2007; Weitzman et al., 1996; Parker et al., 1991; Murphy, 2011; McGuinness, Pallansch, 2000). The
experience of Kazakhstan, with its distinct cultural and historical trajectory, further underlines the
importance of cultural sensitivity and the limitations of imposing uniform solutions amid profound
crisis. The legacy of this period continues to inform debates about state responsibility, child
protection, and the societal costs of trauma and displacement.

The archival examination of the state system of social protection for homeless children in the
Soviet Union during the 1920s-1930s, with a specific focus on Kazakhstan, reveals both the
ambitious breadth of early Soviet child welfare policy and its persistent structural shortcomings.
Drawing on primary sources from the State Archive of the Russian Federation (SARF), Central State
Archive of the Republic of Kazakhstan (CSA RK), and Russian State Archive of Socio-Political
History (RSASPH), we find that the Soviet approach combined emergency relief, institutional
expansion, labor-oriented re-education, and, eventually, punitive discipline. These interventions were
shaped not only by official ideology but also by the extreme material deprivation, geographic
remoteness, and cultural complexity found in Kazakhstan.

In the immediate aftermath of the 1921-1922 famines, the scale of child homelessness in the
Kazakh territories became evident in Soviet statistical reports. By official estimates from June 1922,
over 4.5 million children were homeless across the USSR, including more than 100,000 in
Kazakhstan (GARF. F. 2306., Inv. 74., C. 11., P. 98).

Institutional responses began with the opening of shelters and temporary reception centers in
urban hubs such as Verny (now Almaty). However, archival data reveal stark inadequacies. A 1922
CSA RK report described profound deficits: “Of the 158 children registered in the facility, 74 display
symptoms of vitamin deficiency, 28 suffer from chronic diseases, and lice infestation is near-total.
Education is absent” (CSA RK. F. 141., Inv. 3., C. 27., P. 45). This supports findings from
international studies that enumerate health, developmental, and psychosocial risks faced by homeless
children and the inadequacy of temporary shelter settings for their long-term well-being (Weitzman
et al., 1996; Parker et al., 1991).

By the late 1920s, the policy emphasis shifted toward the construction of permanent detskie
doma (children’s homes) and agricultural communes oriented toward socialist education. RGASPI
archives indicate central guidelines that framed labor as a rehabilitative tool: “homeless children must
be guided through labor into the collective spirit of the new economy. There is no socialism without
the socialist child” (RSASPH. F. 17., Inv. 114., C. 190., P. 12). Yet implementation in Kazakhstan
confronted unforeseen obstacles, including language barriers and the dislocation of nomadic
populations. A 1928 Kostanay district inspection found Russian-speaking staff unable to
communicate with Kazakh children, leading to alienation and discipline problems (CSA RK. F. 112,
L. 1., C. 146., P. 28). These repeated disruptions contributed to the kind of social isolation and
educational underachievement now known to follow children who experience repeated homelessness
and are separated from familiar cultural contexts (Anooshian, 2003; Murphy, 2011).

During the 1920s and 1930s, the Soviet state developed an extensive and multi-tiered system
of social protection aimed at addressing the issue of child homelessness in Kazakhstan. By the early
1930s, this system encompassed 141 orphanages, 22 labor communes, 26 vocational schools (FZU),
and 12 colony schools and boarding schools, demonstrating the breadth and specialization of
institutions dedicated to the resocialization of homeless children (CSA RK. F. 1215., Inv. 1., C. 16.,
P. 1). The structural diversity of these institutions reflects the Soviet commitment to not only
safeguarding children but also to integrating them into the collective, labor-oriented ideals of socialist
society.

Statistically, these measures yielded notable results in the reduction of child homelessness. By
1934, there were 39,048 homeless children documented in Kazakhstan, with 35,627 (over 91%)
benefiting from various forms of state social support, including placement in orphanages, boarding
schools, and vocational education structures (CSA RK. F. 1215., Inv. 1., C. 29., P. 72). The
prioritization of institutional care and labor training aligns with broader Soviet patterns of economic
planning, where resources and social programs were mobilized in a manner analogous to military
campaigns and industrialization drives.

One hallmark of the Kazakh SSR’s approach was the professional and labor adaptation of
homeless children. Over 13,000 were placed directly into factory schools and labor colonies, where
they were equipped with occupational skills and introduced to productive work environments
(CSA RK. F. 1215, Inv. 1., C. 25, P. 18). This emphasis on vocational training not only addressed
the immediate risks associated with youth homelessness — such as poverty and social exclusion — but
also functioned as a mechanism for building the socialist workforce, thereby contributing to the
objectives of state economic planning and industrial development.
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The early Soviet period in Kazakhstan witnessed the establishment of a multi-layered and
adaptive system for the social protection of homeless and at-risk children. One pivotal element was
the creation of specialized reception centers, mandated by the People’s Commissariat for Education
in March 1920, to serve as the first point of contact and rapid social assistance for minors found in
challenging circumstances (CSA RK. F. 81., Inv. 1., C. 37., P. 5-10). Unlike the previous model
reliant on police units, these reception centers operated around the clock and emphasized
differentiation by gender, age, and reasons for admission, coupled with mandatory medical
examinations, interviews, and the provision of a nurturing, albeit temporary, environment. This
approach was an early manifestation of the Soviet drive for bureaucratic rationalization and
standardization of social responses — an approach comparable to contemporary trends in welfare and
child protection systems, where the goal is to create immediate, structured support that also serves as
a gateway to longer-term services. In this respect, Kazakhstan’s system prefigured later developments
seen in other welfare regimes, where an emphasis on structured intake processes and primary health
screenings is now considered a best practice in child welfare intervention.

A notable feature of Kazakhstan’s response to the homelessness crisis was the prominent
involvement of civic associations, particularly the Society “Friends of Children” (ODD). By the late
1920s, over 60 ODD cells were actively working across the territory, leading campaigns to collect
donations, establish vocational workshops, and organize patronage for street children (CSA RK.
F. 141, Inv. 1., C. 1570., P. 41-42.; C. 998., P. 450-452.; F. 147., Inv. 1., C. 2379., P. 133-137).
Initiatives such as the inspection of 78 dwellings for homeless children and the founding of a caramel
factory in Semipalatinsk for vocational training underscore both the scale and the directness of civic
engagement. This hybrid model — uniting state planning and grassroots activism — anticipates the
“welfare mix” identified by contemporary scholars as essential for innovative and effective social
work, especially in transitional or crisis-ridden societies. Such models are pivotal in contexts where
state capacity may be uneven or stretched thin and highlight the value of community-embedded
responses as a complement to formal structures.

Social, Cultural, and Long-Term Consequences of Institutional Upbringing

However, the unique patterns of homelessness in rural Kazakh auls presented challenges that
were not easily addressed by such institutional and civic initiatives. Hidden homelessness manifested
through the customary transfer of orphaned children to local elites (bais) or kin, often blurring the
line between caregiving and exploitation (CSA RK. F. 141., Inv. 1., C. 998., P. 450-452). The
persistence of exploitative arrangements and the underdevelopment of state anti-homelessness
agencies in rural regions by the mid-1920s reveal a disconnect between the universalist, rationalizing
ambitions of state planning and the realities of local practice — an enduring tension recognized in
scholarship on Soviet-era and post-Soviet service provision. These findings are especially salient
given Kazakhstan’s broader historical context of collectivization and rapid socioeconomic upheaval,
which intensified the precarity of rural populations and exposed the limitations of top-down solutions
in the face of embedded local customs and social hierarchies.

Cumulatively, the research highlights both the achievements and structural constraints of
Kazakhstan’s early social protection system for homeless children. The development of round-the-
clock reception centers, the mobilization of community organizations, and efforts at professional and
vocational reintegration reflect an innovative, if fragmented, approach to child welfare. Yet, gaps in
coverage — particularly in rural areas plagued by hidden homelessness — underscore the need for
sustained, context-sensitive policies that incorporate both formal and informal networks. This
complex interplay between centralized rational planning and adaptive, community-based responses
provides a critical lens for re-evaluating child welfare reforms both within the Soviet legacy and in
the era of global deinstitutionalization policy.

The role of FZU schools and labor colonies was especially significant: these institutions became
principal sites for the labor-based socialization of adolescents, preparing them for life and work within
the framework of Soviet society (CSA RK. F. 1215., Inv. 1., C. 32., P. 54). The Soviet ideology
positioned productive labor as both a means of personal transformation and social integration,

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drawing on contemporary defectological narratives that framed corrective and inclusive education as
essential ingredients in addressing deviance and homelessness. However, as documented in historical
studies, the ideological rhetoric surrounding these policies frequently contrasted with the practical
realities within institutions — resource scarcity, material deprivation, and administrative challenges
often compromised the realization of these lofty objectives.

Methods of resocialization within these institutions privileged collective upbringing, mandatory
labor participation, and intensive ideological education. Group-based educational programs and work
brigades were intended to foster solidarity, discipline, and a sense of socialist purpose among
children, simultaneously seeking to “re-educate” them into the idealized mold of the new Soviet
citizen (CSA RK. F. 1215, Inv. 1., C. 17., P. 47). Despite the stated aims, these collective methods
sometimes resulted in social isolation or rejection, particularly for children with extensive or repeated
experiences of homelessness — a pattern that recent scholarship has shown to be associated with
adverse emotional outcomes and lower educational achievement.

The distinctive agrarian context of Kazakhstan dictated additional regional adaptations in the
social protection system. Labor communes and colony schools in rural areas assumed special
importance, as their structure and programs were tailored to local economic realities, reflecting the
broader dynamics of Soviet collectivization and its harsh impact on Kazakh society during this era.
The upheaval caused by collectivization, famine, and migration compounded vulnerability among
children, reinforcing the need for a responsive and robust institutional safety net. Nevertheless, the
scale and ambition of the Soviet approach — framing homeless children not only as subjects in need
of rescue, but as future builders of socialism — marked a profound break with earlier models of child
welfare in the region.

The catastrophic Kazakh famine of 1930-1933 generated a massive secondary crisis.
In 1932, the Akmolinsk province alone recorded some 12,500 unsupervised children “roaming the
steppe,” with institutional mortality rates exceeding 30% in certain rural orphanages (CSA RK.
F. R-199., Inv. 2., C. 64., P. 81). Reports of chronic overcrowding, malnutrition, and epidemics
appeared repeatedly in official correspondence. This aligns with recent research on internationally
adopted children from the former Soviet Union, which attributes widespread growth stunting and
developmental delays to prolonged institutional deprivation and early-life malnutrition (Albers et al.,
1997; McGuinness, Pallansch, 2000). A 1936 report from the Republican Children’s Sanatorium in
Alma-Ata noted that among 112 former orphanage residents, almost half showed speech and
cognitive delays, and one-third had congenital conditions worsened by poor nutrition and neglect
(CSA RK. F. 167., Inv. 3., C. 89., P. 67). These findings are corroborated by systematic reviews
showing that homeless and institutionalized children are at higher risk for cognitive impairments and
lower academic achievement when compared with domiciled peers (Parks et al., 2007; Vostanis
et al., 2001).

The archival record additionally highlights an important cultural dimension: the Russification
of child welfare in Kazakhstan frequently marginalized local language and custom. Efforts by the
Kazakh Commissariat of Education to introduce curriculum elements in the Kazakh language,
including folk art and ethical traditions, were largely ignored (CSA RK. F. 123., Inv. 2., C. 143., P.
6). The erosion of cultural and social ties exacerbated the experiences of isolation and psychological
distress, paralleling findings from contemporary research that stress the importance of social support
and familiar community in moderating the adverse effects of childhood homelessness (Vostanis et
al., 2001; Anooshian, 2003).

By the end of the 1930s, Soviet authorities reported significant reductions in the number of
“street children.” A GARF document from 1939 claimed a 72% decrease since 1933 in Kazakhstan,
citing “the social maturity of collective farm upbringing and the successful re-socialization of children
through labor-training communes” (GARF. F. 3316., Inv. 4., C. 217., P. 94). However, a classified
NKVD circular from Almaty warned in 1938 that local institutions reported lower numbers “as a
matter of political alignment,” projecting that true declines would not be seen until the early 1940s
(CSA RK. F.R-163., Inv. 6., C. 198., P. 34). This discrepancy between official narratives and on-the-
ground realities mirrors contemporary concerns over the reliability of child welfare statistics and
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highlights the perennial challenge of transforming ambitious policy into effective protection
(Fitzpatrick, 2015; Alexander, 2007).

Synthesizing the archival evidence and contemporary research, it becomes clear that while the
Soviet system succeeded in directing extraordinary resources toward the care and “rehabilitation” of
homeless children, particularly in crisis regions like Kazakhstan, its capacity was consistently
outstripped by the scale of need. The centralized, ideological nature of the intervention often led to
the neglect of cultural identity, language, and the need for social connectedness — factors now
recognized as key determinants of long-term child development and well-being (Masten et al., 1993;
Diener, 2009). The burdens of premature displacement, institutionalization, and inadequate support
within the system engendered patterns of trauma, developmental delay, and social marginalization —
outcomes that would influence not only the affected children but the broader trajectory of Kazakh
society in the years to follow.

Conclusion

The historical trajectory of the Soviet state system for the social protection of homeless children
in the 1920s—1930s, with a particular lens on Kazakhstan as both a geographical and cultural frontier,
highlights the paradoxes and legacies of early socialist welfare policy. The system’s rapid formation
responded to unprecedented social upheaval and mass child displacement; yet, while its institutional
reach was impressive, archival and medical evidence confirm that ambitious state measures
frequently fell short of ensuring children’s holistic development or long-term well-being.

The archival findings underscore the chronic mismatch between ideological intent and practical
capacity. Shelters, children’s homes, and labor communes proliferated in the aftermath of war and
famine, but overcrowding, material scarcity, inadequate health care, and culturally alienating
practices remained persistent issues. In Kazakhstan, forced collectivization and the trauma of famine
intensified these shortcomings, compounding the deprivation and social fragmentation experienced
by children. Institutional environments, which prioritized ideological conformity over individualized
care and community integration, often left children vulnerable to social isolation, health deterioration,
and significant developmental delays. This aligns with a large body of research showing that
prolonged exposure to institutional care contributes to cognitive impairments, emotional disorders,
and long-term educational and social difficulties, both in the Soviet context and elsewhere.

Furthermore, the Soviet shift in the late 1930s toward punitive responses and greater
involvement of security agencies deepened the vulnerability of already traumatized children,
replacing rehabilitation with discipline and further undermining psychological resilience. As later
assessments of children raised in Soviet institutional settings demonstrate, such approaches failed to
mitigate — and in some cases exacerbated — adverse outcomes including growth suppression,
psychiatric disorders, and poor adaptive functioning in adulthood.

The enduring lesson from this history is that while state intervention on a grand scale can
mobilize resources quickly in response to mass child vulnerability, the efficacy and humanity of such
systems depend on their ability to adapt to local context, prioritize relational and developmental needs
over rigid social engineering, and maintain rigorous oversight. The experiences of homeless children
in Kazakhstan during this period starkly illustrate the risks of neglecting cultural specificity,
psycho-social support, and community ties in favor of standardized, institutional solutions.

Drawing on historical evidence and contemporary research, it is clear that effective child
welfare policy must be grounded in a nuanced understanding of local realities, cultural contexts, and
the long-term developmental needs of children. Programs that account for linguistic, familial, and
regional differences — particularly in multiethnic or indigenous settings — are more likely to foster
belonging and reduce the alienation that often accompanies standardized institutional care.
Community-based solutions and respect for traditional caregiving structures enhance the
sustainability and cultural legitimacy of interventions. At the same time, durable improvements in
child welfare depend on early and family-centered responses. Supporting at-risk families before crises
deepen, and favoring kinship or foster care over prolonged institutionalization, has consistently
shown better outcomes in children’s mental health, education, and social integration. These
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interventions must be holistic and trauma-informed, addressing not only immediate needs such as
shelter and food, but also ensuring access to mental health care, consistent education, and stable social
networks. Evidence from both historical and present-day contexts shows that neglecting these
dimensions results in long-term developmental harm.

Oversight and accountability are equally vital. The gap between official reports and actual
conditions, as documented in archival materials from the Soviet Union, highlights the importance of
independent data collection and critical evaluation mechanisms. Reliable, transparent systems are
necessary to ensure that policy remains responsive to the real needs of children, rather than political
agendas or administrative targets. Finally, there is a continuing need to preserve and study the
experiences of children affected by displacement and institutionalization, particularly in marginalized
regions. Historical memory, informed by archival research, not only deepens our understanding of
past failures but also contributes to the ethical development of future interventions. The case of
Kazakhstan during the interwar period illustrates how large-scale state initiatives, when detached
from local contexts and cultural sensitivity, can fall short despite significant resource investment. It
also demonstrates the enduring relevance of child-centered, inclusive, and accountable approaches to
welfare policy — principles that remain essential for ensuring that every child, regardless of
background, has the opportunity to thrive.

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Abstract. Introduction. The campaign of forced settlement of nomadic and semi-nomadic farms was
launched when F.I. Goloshchekin came to power in Kazakhstan. One of the measures to eliminate
traditional tribal relations in the Kazakh steppe was carried out during the Little Kazan campaign.
The relevance of the topic and the importance of the study are determined by the review of the history
of Kazakhstan in the Soviet period. The goals and objectives of the study. To determine the changes
in Kazakh society, which had been nomadic and semi-nomadic for thousands of years, under the
influence of the reforms carried out in Kazakh villages during the Little Kazan revolution. To identify
Soviet, Bolshevik methods of introducing clan and tribal structures to the path of development in a
new socialist direction. In the course of the settlement process, the centuries-old aksakals, bai and
manaps, community relations, inter-clan ties, etc., formed in the republics under the control of the
Soviet Union (Kyrgyz, Tuva, Buryat, etc.) Analysis and study of actions taken against traditions.
Research methods and materials. In the process of writing the article, general scientific methods such
as analysis and synthesis, analogy, summary, comparison, description, etc. were used. Special
historical methods were also used. One of the important methods in the article is a specific-historical
(ideographic) approach, which comprehensively analyzes one or more facts, issues, citing their
specific aspects and features. The historical-typological method allows us to classify the phenomenon
under study during the analysis. The basis of the article materials are declassified, published and
unpublished archival documents of Kazakhstani archives, special state archives. Based on the data of
document collections prepared on the basis of documents of special state archives, the work of
uprooting the roots of the Kazakh millennial tradition during the political and economic reforms
carried out in Kazakhstan in the 1930s was described. Kyrgyz, Buryat, Arat, etc. The works on the
consequences of the transition of traditional nomadic and semi-nomadic tribes to settled agriculture
were analyzed. Results. The results of the social and economic reforms carried out in the Kazakh
steppe, which led to the destruction of traditional clan-tribal structures and family social tragedies,
were reviewed using archival documents and factual data. The destruction of the clan-tribal structure
led to a departure from ancestral traditions, a reconsideration of family values in different ways, etc.,
and the problems raised should be assessed from a new social perspective. Conclusions. The historical
assessment of the destruction of clan-tribal relations during the process of settling nomadic and
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semi-nomadic farms of the Little Kazan Revolution, conducted by the Bolshevik emissary
F. Goloshchekin, was given. An analysis of the social and economic costs in the Kazakh steppe during
the conduct of these campaigns was made.

Materials and Research Methods

Different theories of international relations interpret the role of international trade differently.
The liberal approach argues that trade promotes international cooperation, stability, and mutual
benefit. According to liberalism, the greater the economic interdependence between countries, the
lower the likelihood of armed conflict. Liberals emphasize the importance of international
institutions, such as the World Trade Organization, that regulate trade and help countries comply with
the rules. Trade is viewed as a “non-zero-sum game” in which all parties can win. In contrast, realism
believes that international trade is a means of achieving national interests and strengthening state
power. States primarily seek survival and security, so they engage in trade only when it strengthens
their strategic position. Realists do not believe in universal rules and view trade as an element of
political struggle. Constructivism emphasizes the importance of ideas, identities, and social norms.
From this perspective, international trade is not simply subject to rational calculations, but is shaped
by how states perceive each other and what values they share. Thus, states’ behavior in trade is
determined not only by their interests, but also by their ideas about the “right” interaction. All of these
approaches help us understand the nature of trade in international politics and the goals that states
pursue in different ways.

The methodological basis of the study includes general scientific methods, such as analysis and
synthesis, statistical methods, which allowed us to identify qualitative and quantitative characteristics
of the subject of the study. The chronological method allows us to study the main processes occurring
between the two countries in the trade sphere. The comparative method is used to compare statistical
data from both sides. The source base of the study includes documents such as the National
Development Strategy of the Republic of Tajikistan for the period up to 2030, the main goal of which
is the development of a competitive economy. The prospective development plan of Iran until 2025
provides for achieving real results in the economy and scientific-technological sphere. An analysis of
official documents signed between the two countries in the field of economics and trade, providing
for long-term development, was also conducted. Materials from international scientific and practical
conferences provide an opportunity to familiarize oneself with medium-term prospects, such as
cooperation in the road transport sector, attracting domestic and foreign investments. Official internet
resources of government organizations in Iran and Tajikistan, as well as statistical data, were used.
The works of domestic and foreign scientists, which substantiate the theoretical and practical aspects
of the issue under study, were also used. A range of different sources allowed us to identify the main
aspects of the topic, reflecting the development, dynamics, problems of cooperation between Iran and
Tajikistan, as well as their solutions.
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Discussion

The formation and development of trade and economic relations between states involves the
signing of memoranda, agreements, communiques, which outline the main areas of cooperation.
And in this regard, economic diplomacy plays a big role. In scientific discourse, there are different
points of view on the purpose of economic diplomacy. Among foreign researchers and diplomats in
this regard, it should be noted: G. Carron de la Carriera, A. Plaschinsky, N. Bain and S. Woolcock
and other authors.

The state may have a set of tools that ensure its economic interests abroad, which include the
opening of foreign markets for the country’s goods and services, the establishment, maintenance and
development of economic and related relations with foreign entities, holding business meetings, trade
exhibitions, etc. By establishing trade ties with another partner, a country increases trade
performance, encourages investment, while simultaneously achieving certain foreign policy goals.

Investment diplomacy is a type of economic diplomacy aimed at attracting foreign investment
in various spheres of the national economy. This diplomacy is carried out at technology exhibitions
and scientific and technical conferences, during investment negotiations, or by providing financial
assistance to less developed countries to gain political support. Economic technical assistance can
take the form of expert advice, loans, grants and technology transfer. In recent years, environmental
and sustainable development issues have become an integral part of economic diplomacy due to
global issues such as climate change. Energy diplomacy is a form of economic diplomacy that
promotes a country's energy interests (Goldthau, 2010).

Under the general term “investment services,” Forbes magazine united companies that are
engaged not only in direct investment activities, including investment banking and investment
management, but also in mortgage financing, securities trading, wealth management, insurance,
brokerage services, depository activities and financial consulting.

Commercial diplomacy supports national exports of goods and services and also helps attract
foreign investment. For example, an agency like Business France plays a crucial role in promoting
French international companies (Lee, Hocking, 2010).

The collective work “Foreign Trade of Tajikistan with Neighboring Countries: New Trends and
Socio-Political Effects” analyzes foreign trade relations between Tajikistan and neighboring
countries, including China, Afghanistan, Uzbekistan, and Kyrgyzstan. The authors examine the
quantitative and qualitative indicators of cross-border trade, investment projects, prospects for
long-term cooperation, and note that foreign trade significantly contributes to the development of
Tajikistan's economy. Despite the imbalance between exports and imports, the country is beginning
to develop its economy through trade with neighboring countries. After all, foreign trade allows the
country to obtain the necessary resources and sell surplus ones. With proper management,
it contributes to economic development, increases the socio-economic level of development in the
country, and positively affects the investment attractiveness of Tajikistan (Ryazantsev, 2012).

Multilateral diplomacy is aimed at developing relations in the political, diplomatic,
socio-economic and humanitarian spheres and involves interaction between various international
actors. The venues for such negotiations are business conferences and business meetings. The
institutions through which economic diplomacy is carried out are the World Trade Organization
(WTO), the Organization for Economic Cooperation and Development (OECD), and the International
Monetary Fund (IMF). These organizations promote global trade and financial stability through
multilateral agreements and consultations (Woolcock, Bayne, 2013).

Mokhtarianpour M. is engaged in the theoretical and practical substantiation of the Islamic-
Iranian model of progress (Mokhtarianpour, 2017).

Bahman S. also explores the Iranian version of socio-economic development from the point of
view of Ayatollah Khamenei (Bahman, 2018).

Azadi P. analyzes public administration in Iran over the past half century, noting internal
problems such as poverty, social inequality, and high unemployment. When making important
decisions, the state must take into account both internal problems and external ones (for example, the
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consequences of climate change, global efforts to abandon fossil fuels, increased automation of
production). At the same time, Iran has certain opportunities for good development in the medium
term (Azadi, 2019).

The collective work of Iranian scientists is devoted to the problems of political development of
Iran (Nazari, 2020).

Another collective publication explores the role of innovation policy in the development of
modern Iran (Fartash, et al., 2021).

A. Duisekina, K. Baisultanova, and Zh. Ashinova, in their article “Main Directions of
Cooperation between China and Kazakhstan within the Framework of the 'One Belt — One Road'
Initiative”, analyze various aspects and directions of cooperation between Kazakhstan and China
within the framework of the “One Belt — One Road” initiative and reveal the content and potential of
the initiative. Its relevance is primarily due to the transformation of the modern system of international
and regional relations, caused by the crisis, the growth of China's political and economic influence,
and the emergence of various ways to implement the Chinese initiative (Duisekina, 2021).

According to experts, the states of Central and East Asia can gain access to African markets,
and the countries of the European Union can reconsider their foreign economic priorities. In this
context, Iran and Tajikistan can also gain certain advantages in trade. Iran has large reserves of natural
resources, and its geographical location can be used as a transit point for Chinese goods on their way
to Europe. Tajikistan is interested in developing national transport systems, breaking out of the
transport deadlock, reducing the distance to the world ocean, and connecting to maritime trade routes,
trying to use the opportunities of the “One Belt — One Road” project to modernize its economy.

In the work of Zagashvili V.S. “Regulation of International Trade: Global and Regional Aspects
of Effects”, the interaction between regional and global levels of economic integration is considered,
which constitutes a single process but differs in scale, not in content. The author concludes that the
predominant part of integration efforts in the foreseeable future will be undertaken at the regional
rather than the global level. The needs of international trade development are met by a multi-level
system of regulation.

In this regard, it can be noted that not all countries can fully adopt the high standards in force
in more developed countries, but in the future, it is quite possible to bring regulatory norms closer,
remove obstacles to the movement of goods, services, and investments, which will lead to cost
reduction and have a generally beneficial effect on the growth of the world economy. The article is
relevant in that it analyzes trade processes taking place in different regions, which will develop as
countries become more involved in global economic processes. Tajikistan and Iran are developing
cooperation in many areas, facing new problems, but overcoming them through joint efforts
(Zagashvili, 2023).

Shalmanova A.B., Beknazarov R.A. The purpose of the article “Mongoliyadagy Kazakhtar:
ethnodeni, demography and economy” is to review the modern demographic, ethnocultural and
socio-economic development of the Kazakhs in Mongolia. Residents of regional centers work in
government agencies, financial organizations, earn money in business or are engaged in small trade.
The study is interesting because the work provides economic statistics for 2007-2023 on the trade,
economic and socio-cultural development of those regions where Kazakhs live (Shalmanova, 2023).

Similar documents were signed between Iran and Tajikistan, Kazakhstan and Iran, Kazakhstan
and Tajikistan in various areas of multilateral cooperation.

According to the Ministry of Trade of the Republic of Kazakhstan, trade turnover between
Kazakhstan and Mongolia in January—August 2024 amounted to $83.9 million. Our country exports
telephones, tobacco products, fermented milk products, flour and confectionery products, computers,
petroleum products and other products to Mongolia. We receive clothing, carpets, high-quality wool
and leather products, meat and meat products from Mongolia.

After the invasion of the Iraqi army into Iran in 1980, the US government intensified sanctions
against Iran. The sanctions imposed in 1984 prohibited international financial institutions from
providing loans to Iran, and all countries from selling weapons and providing any assistance to Iran.
Despite the imposed sanctions, Iran is interested in expanding and deepening bilateral cooperation
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with its key trading partners, such as China, the UAE, Turkey, Russia, Iraq, Pakistan, and India,
whose share exceeded 80% in the structure of Iranian exports in 2022. The Export Development Bank
of Iran, the Export Guarantee Fund of Iran, and the Trade Promotion Organization, coordinated by
the Ministry of Industry and Trade, provide comprehensive support related to export operations,
offering advisory and marketing support. Exhibitions, fairs, conferences, and business forums are
held, where Iranian companies have the opportunity to meet with potential foreign partners and
present their goods and services. In addition, special business missions are organized to foreign
countries, and “roadmaps” for the development of export potential are developed. However, despite
external pressure, Iran has not only adapted to it but has also found opportunities for a gradual return
to the path of development and modernization of its foreign trade. The state has created its own system
of export support, opening up opportunities for Iranian exporters to successfully compete with foreign
producers. The value of the publication lies in the fact that the experience of Iran can be used by other
countries in similar situations (Bizyuk, 2024).

The experience of trade and economic relations between Russia and Iran shows that despite
complex geopolitical circumstances, they are successfully developing and have promising directions.
On October 27, 2019, a temporary free trade agreement was signed between the EAEU and Iran,
aimed at intensifying the growth of mutual trade volumes. Such projects as the “North-South”
transport corridor are of great importance for expanding trade ties. Food products occupy an
increasing share in Iran's commodity imports in the dynamics of foreign trade for 2015-2022.
The importance of developing trade and economic cooperation with Iran is dictated by various
circumstances, not only by the imposition of trade restrictions on the two countries but also by the
general trend of shifting business activity to the Asian region. The search for new trading partners to
diversify risks associated with the export and import of particularly sensitive commodity items, as
well as the overall development of technological sovereignty, is becoming increasingly important.
The expansion of trade and economic ties with the Islamic Republic of Iran is not without obstacles
of various kinds, but nevertheless, it will contribute to the strengthening of business interaction in the
future (Ivanchenko, 2024).

Zakharov A.N. and Rakhimzoda M.A., in their article “The Impact of International Trade on
Improving the Living Standards of the Population: The Case of Tajikistan”, analyze the impact of
foreign trade on the socio-economic condition of the country and the improvement of the living
standards of the population. As practice shows, the development of international trade leads to
economic growth, increasing average income. Also, trade brings additional funds to the treasury,
which can be used to implement economic programs. Of course, there are still a number of difficulties
that hinder the development of trade. Tajikistan is landlocked and remote from major developed world
markets, and the transport and logistics infrastructure in the country is poorly developed, which
complicates transportation across borders and increases logistics costs for import and export
companies. The country is introducing modern technologies, creating new jobs, contributing to the
growth of foreign economic activity in order to maintain the positive effect of the results of
international trade (Zakharov, Rakhimzoda, 2024).

Results

Iran and Tajikistan are integrated into the global economy through active membership in the
World Trade Organization (WTO), the Shanghai Cooperation Organization (SCO), and regional
projects such as CASA-1000, the construction of gas pipelines, regional railway systems, and
highways.

The rapidly changing geopolitical, geo-economic, and technological landscape of the modern
world poses the task of sustainable economic development and measures to ensure national security
for countries. In these conditions, multilateral and bilateral cooperation in the trade sphere can be
considered as one of the directions of sustainable economic development.

The National Development Strategy of the Republic of Tajikistan for the period up to 2030 was
adopted on December 1, 2016, and defined the highest goal of long-term development as improving
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the living standards of the country's population based on ensuring sustainable economic development.
To achieve this, the following strategic development goals for the next 15 years have been defined:

a) ensuring energy security and efficient use of electricity;

b) breaking out of the communication deadlock and turning the country into a transit country;

c) ensuring food security and access of the population to quality nutrition;

d) expanding productive employment.

Tajikistan, as a country with an open economy, is subject to the influence of external and
internal challenges that may affect the achievement of the strategy's goals and the adjustment of
development stages. Challenges are always a benefit for the country if preventive adaptation measures
are taken. Otherwise, they turn into threats. It should be noted that the low competitiveness of the
economy, the insignificant share of domestic savings and investments, and the geographical
remoteness from seas and large markets limit the competitiveness of the national industry.

At the same time, Tajikistan has real opportunities that can contribute to the achievement of
strategic goals, including:

« favorable geographical location and proximity to regional leader states and integration
associations;

e activation of regional economic integration and the formation of modern international transit
infrastructure, which will increase the competitiveness of the national economy and its investment
attractiveness;

« the presence of significant labor resources and potential for their further growth;

« hydropower resources, which form the basis of Tajikistan's energy potential.

This document has defined the agenda for ten years, in which measures have been developed
to ensure the sustainable development of the country in the long term using innovations in all spheres
of socio-economic life. (National Development Strategy of the Republic of Tajikistan for the period
up to 2030.).

The 1989 revolution fundamentally changed the political and socio-economic situation in Iran,
when it was necessary to form new institutions of power and carry out economic and social reforms.
The prospective development plan, adopted in 2003, is a comprehensive program for the development
of the country and is designed for 20 years, containing general conceptual provisions, descriptions of
specific political practices, and tools for their implementation. The central idea of the document is to
achieve regional leadership by Iran by 2025 in the field of economic, scientific, and technological
development. In the economy, this is sustainable economic growth, combating unemployment,
reducing inflation, developing the public and private sectors, ensuring food security, and creating a
favorable investment climate. Since 2014, Iran has been implementing a comprehensive program to
adapt the national economy to sanctions, also known as the “Resistance Economy”. The goal of the
program is to ensure the survival of the economy under sanctions by meeting basic social needs,
competitiveness at the regional and global levels with the help of internal resources.

In recent years, Tajikistan has intensified economic diplomacy to improve trade turnover
with many states. Tajikistan's foreign trade turnover in 2023 increased to 8 billion 328.9 million US
dollars, which is the highest figure in the entire history of independence. This figure increased by
13.9 % compared to 2022, or by 1 billion 019.4 million US dollars. Exports of goods during this
period amounted to 2 billion 448.8 million US dollars, which is 14.3 % more than in 2022, or 306.8
million US dollars.

In the structure of the country's exports, a significant share is occupied by precious metals
(71 commodity groups) — 46.6 %, minerals — 15.4 %, cotton fiber and products made from
it — 10.2 %, primary aluminum and products made from it — 6.1 %, electricity — 4.5 %, other
semi-precious metals (antimony) — 4.4 %, agricultural products — 1.9 %, electrical
equipment — 1.4 %, cement — 1.4 %, various clothing — 1.6 %, and inorganic chemical
products — 1 %, as well as lead and products made from it, ferrous metals, and other goods.

In 2023, imports of goods reached 5 billion 880.1 million US dollars, which is 13.8 % more
than in 2022, or 712.6 million US dollars. In the structure of imports, the share of food for
consumption is 7.4 %, for processing — 11 %, land vehicles — 12.8 %, petroleum products — 11.3 %,
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technological equipment — 8.5 %, ferrous metals — 5.5 %, electric vehicles and equipment — 4.2 %,
wood and products made from it — 4.2 %, liquefied gas — 3.1 %, polymer products — 3 %, products
made from ferrous metals — 2.3 %, inorganic chemical products — 2.1 %, aircraft — 1.6 %,
pharmaceutical products — 1.6 %, alumina — 1.3 %, fertilizers — 1.1 %.

The total GDP in 2023 amounted to 130.8 billion somoni, and its real growth rate was 8.3 %.
The development of the national economy is due to an increase in the actual volume of industrial
production by 12 %, agriculture by 9 %, capital investments by 22.5 %, freight traffic by 16.6 %,
trade turnover by 13.4 %, paid services by 14.1 %, and passenger traffic by 9.8 %. (In 2023,
Tajikistan's foreign trade turnover reached a historical maximum).

The imposition of sanctions by the United States and the European Union has not led to the
complete economic isolation of Iran. The country's trade balance was positive in 2000-2021.
In 2000-2020, Iran maintained foreign economic relations mainly with Asian states. Due to the
country's disconnection from the SWIFT system, settlements with trading partners were made in their
national currencies. With some states, such as India and Turkey, settlements were made in gold and
other precious metals. With China, in addition to the yuan, settlements were made through commodity
barter. With European partners, settlements were made through some Arab countries. The United
Arab Emirates (UAE) played an important role here, through which imports from China and India
were transited to Iran. Despite the sanctions, the country exported oil, petroleum products, and
petrochemical products.

The COVID-19 pandemic in 2020-2021 did not have a serious impact on the dynamics of Iran's
macroeconomic indicators. Despite the difficult process of formation over 40 years, Iran has not only
not lost but, on the contrary, has significantly strengthened its status as one of the leading powers in
the Eurasian space. Natural gas is exported to external markets through a network of main gas
pipelines. Gas is exported to Iraq (7.2 billion m3 in 2021), Turkey (9 billion m3), Azerbaijan
(0.4 billion m3), and Armenia (exports are carried out under the “gas for electricity” scheme in the
amount of 0.4 billion m3).

In the near future, Iran has every opportunity to realize its potential, which is due to changes in
its role on the world stage. Iran has become a member of the SCO, is actively engaged in dialogue
with the Caspian states on the issue of dividing the Caspian Sea, and is strengthening ties with Russia
and China in all areas of international cooperation, from trade and economics to the fight against
terrorism and ensuring security.

Iran cooperates with the Eurasian Economic Union (EAEU) as a participant in the free trade
zone. For the EAEU, Iran is an important trading partner, as it is located at the crossroads of
international transport corridors “North-South” and “East-West” (Khalova, 2023).

Despite international sanctions against Iran, which have been ongoing for almost 40 years, the
country has found opportunities and resources to develop foreign trade. In 2023, non-oil exports
reached 49 billion 330 million US dollars, a decrease of almost 9% compared to 2022, while the value
of imports increased by almost 80% compared to 2022 and amounted to 66 billion 280 million US
dollars. The country exports oil, electricity, technical and engineering services, vegetables and fruits,
textiles, and other goods.

Foreign trade (total imports and exports) in 2023 increased by 2.6 % to 153 billion 170 million
US dollars. The three main goods exported during this period were liquefied natural gas, liquefied
propane, and petroleum tar. The three main types of imported goods in 2023 were corn, mobile
phones, and gold bars. Iran's trade with 15 neighboring countries increased by 1.35 % to 60 billion
773 million US dollars (Business record of the country in 2023).

On May 29-30, 2024, the international regional conference “The Path to Tian Shan” was held
in Dushanbe, where issues of strengthening cooperation between countries in the road transport sector
were discussed. The conference, organized by the Ministry of Transport of Tajikistan and the UN
Social Commission for Asia and the Pacific (ESCAP), was dedicated to the 10th anniversary of the
signing of the Agreement between the governments of the SCO member states “On Creating
Favorable Conditions for International Road Transport”. One of the important topics for Tajikistan
discussed at the conference was the issue of delivering goods along the international road
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“Dushanbe — Kulma — the border with China” and the multimodal corridor “China — Tajikistan —
Uzbekistan — Turkmenistan — Iran — Turkey — Europe”. During the conference, three thematic
sessions were held, dedicated to interregional transport corridors and multimodal transport, the
development of road infrastructure and improving safety, as well as the development of transport
links between landlocked countries and seaports in Asia. In modern conditions, the interaction of
states in the field of transport should be aimed at ensuring guaranteed and uninterrupted
transportation, which requires coordination and concerted actions. The main goal of developing the
infrastructure of international roads is to bring their level in line with the needs of the economy and
population of the CIS member states, including Central Asia, in terms of sustainable development
and improving road safety. (The international regional conference “The Path to Tian Shan” began its
work in Dushanbe).

On November 21, 2024, a meeting was held in Tehran between the Ambassador of Tajikistan
in Tehran Nizamiddin Zakhidi and the head of the Iranian Chamber of Commerce and Industry Samad
Hasan-zoda, where it was noted that the trade turnover between Iran and Tajikistan exceeded
300 million US dollars in the first nine months of the year. The volume of trade has increased almost
tenfold since 1999, and now the countries are striving to further develop cooperation. It should be
noted that Tajikistan needs the supply of one million tons of Iranian oil annually, which will be an
important step in ensuring the country's energy stability.

The two friendly states share a common language and cultural traditions, which are the basis
for deepening Iranian-Tajik cooperation and long-term partnership.

The volume of trade between the two countries still significantly lags behind their real potential,
and both sides should use the existing potential to increase trade volumes and economic cooperation.

Between 2022 and 2024, economic and trade relations between Iran and Tajikistan grew from
57 million US dollars per year to 270 million US dollars, indicating a fivefold increase. Trade turnover
between the two countries could reach 1 billion US dollars if certain trade preferences are introduced
and visa requirements are completely abolished. Iran has significant potential in high-tech fields,
engineering services, the food industry, petrochemicals, building materials, tourism, and information
technology. At the meeting, it was noted that the existing high tariffs on Iranian goods in Tajikistan
compared to Uzbek imports do not contribute to increasing competitiveness and reducing costs.

In the interaction between the parties, the following trends can be identified:

e growth in exports of Iranian products to Tajikistan;

o energy departments of both countries are ready to expand energy ties;

e ways to expand cooperation in the field of energy and water resources are being discussed;

e [ranian companies are ready to enter the oil industry of Tajikistan and Central Asia;

o cffective steps have been taken to strengthen economic relations;

e [ranian geological exploration and extraction companies are ready to enter the oil and gas
market of Tajikistan and Central Asia;

e trade in crude oil and petroleum products could double trade exchanges,

e [ranian high-tech companies are ready to start exploration, development, and extraction of
oil and gas in Tajikistan's fields (Tajikistan and Iran discussed opportunities and increasing trade
volume to $1 billion).

On January 16 of this year, a state visit by the President of the Islamic Republic of Iran,
M. Pezeshkian, to Tajikistan took place, during which a Trade, Investment, and Tourism Forum of
the two countries was held in Dushanbe, in which the heads of both states participated and spoke.

The direct participation of the heads of the two states in the work of this forum testifies to the
importance and priority of economic, trade, investment, and tourism ties in the complex multifaceted
relations of the two countries with a common language and culture.

As noted, in 2024, the volume of trade between the two countries increased by almost 50 percent
compared to 2023, which “indicates the presence of sufficient opportunities for further expansion of
economic ties between the two sides”. Tajikistan has mineral resources, rare metals, enormous
potential for the production of “green” energy and the development of a “green” economy, tourism
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potential, as well as energy and other resources for establishing fruitful cooperation in various sectors
of the economy.

The Government of the Republic of Tajikistan has established 110 commodity and customs
benefits and concessions for investors, totaling more than 240 legal guarantees. Following the visit,
13 cooperation documents were signed between entrepreneurs and investors of Tajikistan and Iran
for a total amount of more than 450 million US dollars. (Participation in the Trade, Investment, and
Tourism Forum of Tajikistan and Iran).

On February 11 of this year, in Geneva, the Minister of Transport of the Republic of Tajikistan,
Azim Ibrokhim, met with the Minister of Roads and Urban Development of the Islamic Republic of
Iran, Farzona Sodik, at the 87th annual meeting of the Committee on Inland Transport of the UN
Economic Commission for Europe (UNECE ITC) and expressed satisfaction with the strengthening
of cooperation between Tajikistan and Iran, especially in the field of transport and logistics. On
January 16, 2024, a Cooperation Program was signed between the Ministry of Transport of the
Republic of Tajikistan and the Ports and Maritime Organization of the Islamic Republic of Iran on
the development of freight transit through the port of Chabahar, and during the negotiations, the
progress of the implementation of this program was discussed. The Iranian side stated that it is ready
to allocate land for the creation of a transport and logistics center of Tajikistan in the port of Chabahar,
located in the southeastern part of the country. The parties also discussed a draft agreement between
the Islamic Republic of Iran, the People's Republic of China, and Tajikistan for the transit use of its
territory. The fact is that the road through Tajikistan will be convenient and reliable for goods,
products, equipment, machinery, and technologies.

The Iranian side proposed to establish road transport between Tajikistan and Iran through
Afghanistan and simplify movement for the development of tourism in Tajikistan and Iran.

To activate this multimodal corridor, work is underway to reconstruct various sections of it,
including the “Istiqlol” tunnel, and this year some of them will be completed. In this regard, the
Minister of Transport of Tajikistan called on the Iranian side to use this corridor and expressed
confidence in the further strengthening and expansion of cooperation between the two friendly
countries in the road transport sector (Iran called Tajikistan a reliable trade route to China).

The foreign economic relations of Tajikistan have developed with the implementation of
economic reforms, the formation of a new economic structure, and the search for ways to integrate
into the system of the world economy and international relations. The country still has a rather
difficult path ahead so that Tajik exports meet international standards. At the same time, Tajikistan
has the main competitive advantages, which include the presence of mineral resources, rich
hydropower resources, some industrial production, and cheap semi-skilled labor. In this situation, it
is extremely important to choose the right long-term strategy for the development of foreign economic
relations, allowing the best use of these advantages. Accordingly, the study of Tajikistan's foreign
trade relations and the prospects for their development is of great interest. The leading export items
are mineral products and cotton fiber, which are exported in the form of raw materials, as well as
electricity. Tajikistan's foreign economic policy is based on the principles of good neighborliness and
the desire to develop all major areas of economic cooperation with Iran.

Iran borders 15 countries, which gives it a strategic advantage in the trade of goods and services.
At the same time, Iran serves as a key transit hub for goods moving between Central Asia, the
Caucasus, and Western Asia. In the future, the development of international transport corridors, such
as the “North-South” (INSTC), which will connect Iran with Russia, India, and Central Asia, is
expected, which will increase Iran's role in regional trade.

In addition, the expansion of special economic zones, such as the Lamerd Free Trade Zone, has
created new opportunities for business in the field of regional trade. It is expected that the
diversification of trade routes and investment in infrastructure will contribute to strengthening
economic ties with the countries of the Persian Gulf and beyond.

Overcoming sanctions and regional instability, the Iranian government has focused on
expanding its non-oil exports, especially to neighboring countries, which will reduce Iran's
dependence on oil revenues and diversify the economy. The Iranian government's desire to strengthen
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trade relations with the countries of Central Asia is due to the need to diversify the economy and the
opportunity to enter new markets. The strategic location of the country, combined with increased
investment in infrastructure and a focus on non-commodity exports, makes Iran a key player in the
regional economy. The country continues its path to economic diversification, strengthens trade
relations, which can significantly increase its role as a regional economic center, ensuring long-term
stability and growth of its economy.

At the beginning of 2025, trade and economic relations between Tajikistan and Iran
demonstrated steady growth: the volume of bilateral foreign trade turnover amounted to $111 million,
which is 42.9% more than in the same period of the previous year. Such growth was possible due to
the effective implementation of the Program of long-term economic and trade cooperation between
the Government of the Republic of Tajikistan and the Government of the Islamic Republic of Iran for
2022-2030, which created favorable conditions for the expansion of mutual trade.

One of the key topics of the 17th meeting of the joint economic commission, held in Shiraz,
was the discussion of the role of the port of Chabahar as a strategic facility for the development of
logistics and trade. (January 2025) The parties considered the potential for cooperation in the field of
maritime transport, transit and port infrastructure. Director General of Ports and Maritime Affairs of
Sistan and Baluchestan Province Maryam Zafari emphasized the favorable geographical location of
the port and its full readiness to receive investments, including from countries in the region. It was
noted that the Chabahar free economic zone is becoming an important element of Iran's economic
strategy aimed at attracting both domestic and foreign investment. (Tadzhikistan gotov investirovat’
v port Chabahar.

In 2024, Iran and Tajikistan significantly intensified investment cooperation. In January 2025,
the Trade, Economic, Investment and Tourism Forum was held in Dushanbe, during which
13 agreements were signed for a total of more than $450 million. These documents cover various
areas, including industry, energy, infrastructure and technology. The creation of a joint industrial park
and the development of technology parks in Tajikistan were discussed. These steps indicate a
transition from declarative cooperation to real investment projects that can significantly affect the
country's economy in the coming years. (Glavy gosudarstv — Emomali Rakhmon i Mas’ud
Pezeshkiyan prinyali uchastie v Torgovo-investitsionnom i turisticheskom forume Tadzhikistana i
Irana.

Conclusion

In conclusion, it is worth noting the importance of developing cooperation between Iran and
Tajikistan, which lies in many aspects, from expanding economic ties in areas such as energy,
industry, pharmaceuticals, IT, to the exchange of experience in the field of science and technology.
Despite the existing obstacles in these relations, related to several economic and social problems, it
can be argued that there is potential for the development and strengthening of trade and economic
cooperation. The leadership of both countries pays priority attention to the development of trade and
economic ties. In the future, several large joint projects in the field of transport and energy are being
implemented, and the North-South international transport corridor project is being developed.
Iranian-Tajik relations are on the rise.

Traditional costume, as a key sphere of material culture, serves as an important
marker reflecting the cultural code and worldview of an ethnic group. The national attire of Turkic peoples
illustrates historical and ethnographic features, social structure, aesthetic preferences, and ritual traditions. In
the museums of Kazakhstan, these costumes are not only exhibits but also act as representatives of cultural
memory and spiritual heritage. Purpose and Objectives. The purpose of this article is to examine traditional
costumes of Turkic peoples in Kazakhstani museums as a form of material culture representation. Objectives
include: identifying the theoretical and methodological foundations for ethnographic costume analysis;
describing the semiotic, praxeological, and visual interpretations of clothing; systematizing museum practices
of preservation and exhibition; and revealing the cultural and social significance of traditional attire. Results.
The study demonstrates that the costume of Turkic peoples is more than a utilitarian item; it functions as a sign
system conveying one’s social status, gender, age, and cultural identity. Through the perspectives
of J.-P. Warnier and D. Miller, the interaction between clothing and bodily movement (praxeology) and the
representation of the inner self through attire are revealed. Museum practices in Kazakhstan exemplify the
representational capacities of traditional costume. Scientific Novelty. For the first time, the article presents a
comprehensive analysis of Turkic traditional clothing from praxeological, semiotic, and visual standpoints.
New approaches to interpreting and representing material culture in museums are proposed. Conclusion.
National costume is not merely a cultural relic but a medium of ethnic self-identification, historical memory,
and generational continuity. This study underscores the relevance of interdisciplinary methods in the analysis
of material culture and museum practices.

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Abstract. Introduction. The article is dedicated to analyzing the migration, settlement centers, and
adaptation processes of repatriates (ethnic Kazakhs) in East Kazakhstan. It is currently important and
relevant to study the specific features of migration, settlement, and adaptation of repatriates in the
local environment - people who have lived outside their historical homeland for many years or even
decades and have coexisted with other ethnic communities. According to statistical and specialized
studies, since the 1990s, repatriates from Mongolia were among the first to relocate to the eastern
region of Kazakhstan, followed later by arrivals from China and other countries. From 1991 to 2024,
there was an observed outflow of other nationalities from East Kazakhstan, while the migration of
ethnic Kazakhs from neighboring countries contributed to the increase in the region’s population.
The purpose of the study is to identify certain issues related to the migration and adaptation process
of repatriates who have returned to the East of Kazakhstan. To achieve this goal, the main stages of
the migration process, its ethno-social causes, the peculiarities of settlement in populated areas are
analyzed, and the work carried out by national and local authorities to support adaptation is examined.
As a result, it was revealed that repatriates generally choose nearby border regions with similar
geographic and climatic conditions. Therefore, the majority of those coming to the east of Kazakhstan
are from China and Mongolia. The main reasons for returning are concerns about their children's
future and a desire to return to their ancestral homeland. The return of ethnic Kazakhs contributed not
only to the country's demography but also to its potential. The article examines the measures and
social support provided by government and local administrations in the process of settlement and
adaptation. It concludes that the successful implementation of migration and adaptation processes in
East Kazakhstan is due to the targeted and comprehensive approach of national and local authorities
in implementing the “state program”.
