Abstract. Introduction. One of the current trends in contemporary historical scholarship is the study
of ego-documents as valuable sources for analyzing sociocultural transformations. In this context, the
diaries of prominent cultural and public figures emerge as significant testimonies that capture the
spirit and dynamics of their time. This article explores the diary entries of writer and public
intellectual Sherkhan Murtaza, emphasizing their relevance for understanding the political and
ideological landscape of Kazakhstan in the early years of independence. Goals and objectives. The
main goal of the article is to analyze Murtaza’s diaries as important historical sources for studying
the sociocultural and political transformations during Kazakhstan’s formative post-Soviet period. The
study focuses on such key issues as the collapse of the Soviet Union, language policy, national
identity, and the moral and emotional climate of transitional society. Murtaza’s diaries are interpreted
not only as a record of personal reflection but also as a civic position and intellectual response to
historical change. Results. By applying historical-anthropological and hermeneutic methods,
Murtaza’s diary is introduced into scholarly discourse as an ego-document that enables a deeper
investigation into the ideological and political shifts of the early independence period. These personal
narratives offer a unique lens for understanding the spiritual and sociopolitical atmosphere of the era.
The approach also opens new methodological directions for analyzing personal narratives in the post-
Soviet space, revealing intersections between historical memory and civic consciousness.
Conclusion. Sherkhan Murtaza’s diaries represent an essential historical source that, through a deeply
personal lens, reveals the social and political climate of early independent Kazakhstan and offers
valuable insights into national memory and cultural identity.

Introduction

In the context of the post-Soviet reconfiguration of identity, historical memory, and forms of
political legitimation, particular significance is attributed not only to archival and institutional sources
such as legislative acts, parliamentary protocols, and party documents, but also to subjective
narratives that allow for an understanding of historical transformations through the lens of personal
experience and individual perception. It is through such texts as diaries that one can trace how major
political, social, and cultural shifts are reflected in everyday consciousness and experienced at the
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level of the individual (Hellbeck, 2006; Confino, 1997). In the Kazakhstani context, one of the most
substantive and representative examples of this type of source is the diaries of Sherkhan Murtaza — a
writer, publicist, civic figure, and parliamentarian who was not only a witness to but also an active
participant in the formation of independent Kazakhstan.

The historical significance of Murtaza’s diaries stems not only from their chronological breadth
but also from the author's political and intellectual stance. As a member of parliament and a prominent
representative of Kazakhstan’s cultural and national intelligentsia, Sherkhan Murtaza had unique
access to decision-making circles. His texts reflect a blend of civic concern, cultural introspection,
and ethical resistance.

Of particular interest to this study are the early years of independence, marked by attempts at
institutional and ideological reorientation. This period witnessed the redefinition of key categories
such as nationhood, statehood, language, and cultural affiliation. These processes are recorded in
Murtaza’s diaries not in the form of abstract theorizing, but through observations of parliamentary
speeches, travels to rural villages, private conversations, and personal reflections. As a genre, his
diaries oscillate between autobiography, public commentary, and political essay, while consistently
demonstrating a moral orientation an aspiration toward truth, cultural authenticity, and the defense of
Kazakh identity.

These texts are written predominantly in the Kazakh language, employing vernacular
phraseology, aphoristic expressions, and a rhetorical style typical of linguistic advocacy. This not
only grants the diaries ethnographic and linguistic value but also positions them as expressions of the
specific intellectual climate of their time. Within them, one finds not only personal reflection but also
a chronicle of social, political, and cultural upheavals.

Such a combination corresponds to the framework proposed by Philippe Lejeune in his
definition of autobiography as a genre. As he emphasizes: “The subject must be primarily individual
life, the genesis of the personality; but the chronicle and social or political history can also be part of
the narrative. It is a question here of proportion, or rather of hierarchy...” (Lejeune, 1989: 5).

It is precisely the hierarchy of emphasis between the personal and the public that determines
the genre identity of the diary, while simultaneously allowing room for transitions into other forms
of personal writing, such as memoir or essay. In this sense, Sherkhan Murtaza’s diaries are not merely
records of private life, but deeply politicized and culturally engaged texts in which the author’s “I”
resonates with the collective fate. Such texts, according to Philippe Lejeune, fall within the category
of “ego-documents” written testimonies that express both the formation of the self and the spirit of
the era.

Consequently, the diaries of Sherkhan Murtaza constitute a valuable historical source due to
their capacity to offer scholars access to the internal, subjective dimension of the nation-building
process. In contrast to formalized and editorially filtered official documents, these texts allow for the
reconstruction of the emotional and moral contours of the time the “structures of feeling” that
underpin societal and political transformations yet remain invisible in parliamentary transcripts or
party reports. Diary writing here becomes a site where not only private reflections emerge, but also
the hidden tensions, ideological fractures, and internal conflicts that shaped the trajectory of early
sovereign Kazakhstan.

The article argues that Sherkhan Murtaza’s diaries combining personal testimony, cultural
critique, and political reflection constitute a unique historical source for examining the transformation
of Kazakhstan’s political culture, national identity, and moral landscape during the critical years of
1991-1995.

The aim of this study is to trace how Murtaza’s diary entries reflect the key challenges and
moments of the transitional period: the drafting of a new Constitution, language policy, the ideology
of the nation-state, the socio-economic crisis, as well as issues of cultural continuity and the
legitimacy of power.

The methodological justification for selecting the diaries as the principal body of sources lies
in the need to move beyond an institutional perspective and turn to the microsocial level of analysis,
where politics is expressed through language, tone, suffering, and hope. These texts are not merely
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reflections of events they participate in their construction, constituting a cultural-political gesture that
shapes an alternative historical lens.

Materials and Methods

This research is based on a qualitative analysis of ego-documents, with particular emphasis on
the published diaries of Sherkhan Murtaza, primarily covering the years 1991 to 1995 a critical phase
in the formation of the political and cultural identity of the Republic of Kazakhstan. The primary
source utilized is the fourth volume of Murtaza’s collected diary entries, which includes his
reflections, observations, and commentaries on key events during the early 1990s (Murtaza, 2023).

The research draws upon the methodology of historical-anthropological analysis and
hermeneutic interpretation, grounded in theoretical approaches that view ego-documents as vital
sources of cultural memory and individual historical consciousness (Hellbeck, 2006; Lejeune, 1989).
The diary is examined not merely as an autobiographical text, but also as a political and moral
narrative that captures the internal conflicts and ethical dilemmas of a transitional epoch.

At the core of the analysis is the transformation of national identity, with particular attention
given to language policy as a symbolic arena for competing identity models. The study further
investigates the moral-political interpretation of the socio-economic crises of the post-Soviet period.
Central to the analytical framework is the figure of the intellectual as a bearer of counter-memory—
an alternative and often marginalized version of historical experience.

Accordingly, the methodological orientation of the article lies at the intersection of intellectual
history, cultural anthropology, and narrative analysis. This approach enables a reconstruction of the
subjective structure of lived historical time and reveals the tensions between official narratives of
nation-building and their individual, moral reinterpretation, as captured in the diaries of Sherkhan
Murtaza.

Discussion

The study of diaries as historical sources occupies a significant place in contemporary
humanities, particularly within the broader discourse on the transformation of collective memory,
historical consciousness, and identity. Within interdisciplinary frameworks that integrate
ego-document studies, cultural memory, and historical anthropology, diaries are increasingly viewed
not as marginal or supplementary narratives, but as legitimate historical sources that offer insight into
the inner experience of an era (Lejeune, 1989). This approach is especially pertinent in
post-totalitarian societies, where personal writing often functions as a space of “inner resistance” and
a vehicle for articulating moral anxieties (Hellbeck, 2006).

Despite the growing interest in ego-documents within post-Soviet studies, Kazakhstani
historiography is only beginning to engage with diaries as analytical material. This is particularly
evident in the case of Sherkhan Murtaza, a writer, journalist, public intellectual, and parliamentarian
who not only witnessed but actively shaped Kazakhstan’s political and cultural agenda during the
formative years of independence. Nevertheless, the diary component of his legacy remains largely
unexplored in a systematic scholarly manner, despite its clear potential for political-anthropological
and historical-discursive interpretation.

Existing studies on Sherkhan Murtaza’s work are predominantly situated within philological
and literary domains. The most substantial contribution remains the monograph by T. Mamaseit,
which provides a biographical and professional account of Murtaza’s life and career (Mameseit,
2002). While the author addresses Murtaza’s work in journalism and parliament, the diary material
is treated only fragmentarily and without consideration of its generic specificity, thereby limiting its
utility for historiographical analysis.

Contemporary philological-cognitive approaches to Murtaza’s oeuvre increasingly emphasize
his pivotal role in shaping post-Soviet Kazakh identity, particularly through the lens of language as a
carrier of symbolic and mental constructs. A noteworthy example is the study by Kembaeva and
Zhubai, which offers a cognitive interpretation of the concept of “Kazak xanksr” (Kazakh people) in
Murtaza’s works. The authors demonstrate how the collective “self” is constructed through a system
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of cultural symbols, ethnospecific stereotypes, and linguistic markers. This perspective invites us to
consider the diaries not merely as private memoirs, but as representative texts articulating national
subjectivity amid postcolonial reorientation (Kembaeva, Zhubai, 2024a).

Following this line of inquiry, another study by the same authors explores the conceptualization
of “Rukh” (spirit) within Murtaza’s linguistic universe. The study emphasizes how metaphysical
categories such as conscience, honor, and dignity are integrated into the political and value-laden
discourse of the transitional period. In the morally and institutionally uncertain context of the 1990s,
these categories acquired not only lyrical and ethical dimensions but also normative civic significance
(Kembaeva, Zhubai, 2024b).

This research paradigm is further enriched by another study by Kembaeva and Zhubai, which
analyzes the transcripts of Sherkhan Murtaza’s parliamentary speeches. The authors persuasively
argue that these texts occupy an intermediate genre, bridging the gap between official procedural
records and personal reflection. Their emotional depth, rhetorical expressiveness, and ideological
orientation endow them with a distinct character of cultural subjectivity, making them valuable for
the study of political discourse as lived experience (Kembaeva, Zhubai, 2024c).

The ethical and philosophical underpinnings of Murtaza’s worldview are explored in the work
of Sauryqov et al., who trace the intellectual lineage between his writings and the spiritual legacy of
the “Abai School.” They emphasize a continuity of humanist paradigms that shaped his literary and
journalistic output, thereby situating Murtaza within a broader tradition of Kazakh moral and
intellectual thought (Sauryqov, et al., 2022).

Murtaza’s role as a voice of national narrative is most comprehensively addressed in the study
by Zhaxylykbayeva and coaouthors, where the focus is placed on his publicistic writings. The authors
interpret his texts as an “infrastructure of national identity,” in which personal writing becomes a
collective speech act, voiced on behalf of the nation. This analytical lens also allows for the inclusion
of Murtaza’s diaries as a distinct form of testimony one that unites the individual and the
representative dimensions of historical expression (Zhagsylygbaeva, et al., 2022).

An instructive example of the literary representation of political history can be found in the
work of Dadebaev and Musala, which examines Murtaza’s novel “Qyzyl Zhebe”. Through an analysis
of the narrative strategies used to depict the biography of Turar Ryskulov, the authors demonstrate
how personal biography is transformed into a framework for interpreting collective historical
transformations. By analogy, Murtaza’s diaries can likewise be seen as a space in which political
history is articulated through personal experience and affective engagement (Dadebaev,
Musaly, 2015).

A separate avenue of inquiry concerns the pedagogical and ethical potential of Murtaza’s
legacy. Tamabayeva et al. explore his works as foundational material for cultivating spiritual and
leadership competencies among future Kazakhstani professionals. Within this framework, the diaries
are reinterpreted as a moral-didactic resource that fosters patriotic ethics and personal responsibility,
thereby expanding their functional significance beyond historiography and into civic education and
ethical formation (Tamabaeva, et al., 2025).

From a theoretical and methodological standpoint, the interpretation of Sherkhan Murtaza’s
diaries aligns with the principles of historical microhistory, wherein local, subjective, and
“small-scale” narratives serve as interpretive keys to understanding broader socio-cultural
transformations (Ginzburg, 1993). A comparable framework is offered by Alon Confino’s conception
of memory as unfixed, contested, and selective. His perspective enables us to view diaries not as
passive reflections of events, but as active instruments of historical production and selective
remembrance (Confino, 1997).

The existing body of scholarly literature demonstrates the significant interdisciplinary
relevance of Sherkhan Murtaza’s oeuvre. Nevertheless, a notable gap persists with regard to his
diaries as sources for the political and cultural history of independent Kazakhstan. The present study
seeks to address this lacuna by approaching Murtaza’s diary entries as a distinctive form of
intellectual testimony, texts that both document and shape the moral, ideological, and historical
consciousness of the early post-Soviet period.
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Results

The diary entries of Sherkhan Murtaza represent a unique phenomenon in the cultural and
intellectual history of Kazakhstan. Far exceeding the bounds of a conventional autobiographical
genre, these writings evolve into a multilayered historical source encompassing several epochs from
the postwar Stalinist era to the formation of an independent Kazakhstani state. Spanning more than
six decades, the diaries are distinguished by their breadth, internal candor, and rich interweaving of
cultural and political allusions.

A distinctive feature of Murtaza’s entries is their concise and fragmentary form. Each note
functions as a complete observation, dense with meaning and often contained in a single sentence or
two. Beneath this brevity lies philosophical depth, sharp perception, and profound cultural reflection.
Thematically, the diaries are highly polyphonic, blending seamlessly reflections on politics, language,
culture, national identity, daily life, religion, nature, and even personal dialogues and memories.

Understanding Murtaza’s diaries as a historical source necessitates situating them within the
context of their creation, as well as employing theoretical and methodological approaches from
contemporary historiography. These entries emerged at the intersection of two formative epochs
Soviet and post-Soviet each framing its own cultural norms, political imaginaries, and structures of
historical consciousness. In this context, the diary becomes a mediating genre: one that bridges
personal memory and collective past, subjective experience and structural realities.

It must be acknowledged, as with any ego-document, that Murtaza’s diaries bear the marks of
selectivity, personal interpretation, and literary stylization. Yet it is precisely this subjectivity that
constitutes their value. Rather than offering a conventional factographic chronicle suited to classical
political history, the diaries grant access to the emotional architectures of the era dimensions that
remain inaccessible through official records and institutional narratives.

Within this analytical framework, the transformation of national identity emerges as a central
concern arguably one of the most critical dimensions in the formation of independent Kazakhstan.
Among the first symbolic and institutional milestones on this path was the adoption of the
Constitution of the Republic of Kazakhstan in January 1993. This foundational document was
intended not only to codify the principles of statehood but also to define the symbolic boundaries of
a new national community. In a diary entry dated January 25, 1993 apparently prepared as a draft for
a parliamentary speech Murtaza sharply criticized the preamble’s phrasing: “Biz, Qazagstan halqy...”
(“We, the people of Kazakhstan...””) (Murtaza, 2023: 23). He perceived this formula as a vestige of
Soviet ideological discourse, reminiscent of the elusive construct of the “Soviet people,” which had
been used to blur ethnic specificity and had effectively disappeared along with the USSR.

According to Murtaza, the term “people of Kazakhstan” represented an artificial and
historically unjustified construct that obscured the foundational role of the Kazakh people as the
titular nation. He argued that the Constitution should explicitly acknowledge the Kazakh nation,
without infringing upon the rights of other ethnic groups. In place of the existing formulation, he
proposed the following wording: “We, the Kazakh people and representatives of other peoples
residing in Kazakhstan” (Murtaza, 2023: 24). This formula, he asserted, would restore historical
accuracy by recognizing the Kazakhs as the nucleus of the nation, historically linked to Kazakh
statehood, while simultaneously offering an inclusive mention of the country’s multiethnic
composition. “The Kazakh people have never done harm to representatives of other peoples... So why
is it that now we are denied the right to clearly name ourselves ‘the Kazakh people’?” he wrote,
voicing his anguish (Murtaza, 2023: 24).

Murtaza’s position reflects a broader post-Soviet tension between civic and ethnic definitions
of the nation. Many members of the political elite, shaped during the Soviet era, favored the ethnically
inclusive concept of “the people of Kazakhstan,” while nationally oriented intellectuals such as
Murtaza sought to affirm Kazakh identity a dimension long suppressed under Soviet internationalism.

Language policy represented another crucial aspect of the 1993 Constitution to which Sherkhan
Murtaza devoted significant attention in his diary. The draft Constitution, reflecting Kazakhstan’s
demographic realities, stipulated the designation of Kazakh as the state language and Russian as the
“language of interethnic communication.” Murtaza firmly opposed this formulation. In his diary entry
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dated January 25, 1993, he posed a direct question: “Why is only Russian designated as the language
of interethnic communication? Are German, Ukrainian, or Tatar languages somehow inferior to
Russian?” (Murtaza, 2023: 25). He contended that this special status for Russian perpetuated the
unjust linguistic hierarchy inherited from the Soviet era.

Furthermore, Murtaza noted that many Turkic languages are mutually intelligible to a certain
extent knowledge of Tatar, for example, facilitates communication with Uzbeks, Turkmens,
Kyrgyz, and other neighboring peoples. In making this point, he sought to demonstrate that Russian
is not the sole medium for interethnic dialogue. In his view, privileging the Russian language was
both inequitable toward other languages and conceptually unwarranted. He insisted that “there is no
need to single out the Russian language” in the Constitution, as the general protection of language
rights would suffice.

This position reflected the views of the national-patriotic segment of the Kazakh intelligentsia,
whose representatives believed that the Russian language already held a dominant position in public
life and feared that its formal recognition in the Constitution would hinder the revival of the Kazakh
language. At the same time, a significant portion of the political elite and the Russian-speaking
population insisted on preserving the official status of the Russian language for the sake of
administrative functionality and interethnic stability.

As history has shown, the compromise reached in the 1993 Constitution declared Kazakh the
state language, while assigning Russian the role of the “language of interethnic communication”.
Simultaneously, the Constitution prohibited any form of discrimination based on the lack of
proficiency in either language. In principle, the primacy of Kazakh was affirmed, but in practice, the
legal codification reflected the continued dominance of Russian, a model that would persist in
subsequent revisions of Kazakhstan’s Constitution (Al'zhanova, 2020: 19).

Although the Kazakh language is officially designated as the state language in constitutional
documents, in the practical reality of post-Soviet Kazakhstan, this status remained largely declarative.
Sherkhan Murtaza, whose civic courage was matched by a deep sense of historical responsibility,
repeatedly documented painful instances of institutional indifference toward linguistic sovereignty in
his diary. One particularly striking example is found in his entry dated August 23, 1994, which reflects
on a Cabinet meeting of the Republic of Kazakhstan attended by then-Prime Minister Akezhan
Kidzhygeldin.

At this meeting, Murtaza deliberately spoke exclusively in Kazakh, intending to emphasize the
symbolic importance of using the state language in the context of national independence. However,
as he bitterly noted in his diary: “Throughout the entire meeting, I was the only one who spoke in
Kazakh... But no one even flinched” (Murtaza, 2023: 59). The situation appeared paradoxical to him:
“I felt like some kind of foreigner from abroad, in my own country, on my own land.” This episode,
in which the Kazakh language was institutionally ignored, became for Murtaza a powerful metaphor
for the incompleteness of the decolonization process: “There is no point in calling Kazakhstan
independent. We will still be slaves for another forty years” (Murtaza, 2023: 59).

In another entry, he emphasizes that parliamentary work is conducted almost entirely in
Russian, despite the absence of formal prohibitions against using Kazakh. The root of the problem,
he argues, lies not in legal constraints but in entrenched psychological dispositions: “Many Kazakhs
speak Russian even better than the Russians. The psychology of subordination, of servitude, has
seeped into our very bones. A disease that entered by the pound leaves only by the drop”
(Zhagsylygbaeva et al., 2022: 40).

In this context, it is especially relevant to turn to Kamila Smagulova’s analysis of postcolonial
identity in Kazakhstan. She notes that “language remains a battlefield of decolonial struggle in
Kazakhstan: through Kazakh, both trauma and hope are articulated, and the reluctance of institutions
to support its development reveals the persistence of symbolic domination” (Smagulova, 2023: 7).

Such an interpretation finds support in earlier studies of Kazakhstan’s language policy. William
Fierman, for example, observed that despite the formal institutional backing of the Kazakh language
in the post-Soviet period, real mechanisms and social practices continued to operate within a
Russophone framework, especially among elite and bureaucratic circles (Fierman, 1998).
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This narrative aligns with Homi Bhabha’s concept of “postcolonial heteroglossia,” wherein the
disjuncture between official political rhetoric and lived experience becomes a symptom of incomplete
decolonization (Bhabha, 1994). In this light, the diary emerges as a space where individual reflection
acquires the status of collective memory, and language becomes the arena for struggles over cultural
sovereignty.

In Murtaza’s diaries, the theme of Kazakh relations with other ethnic groups living in
Kazakhstan is addressed with particular urgency, especially in the context of cultural dialogue
mediated through language. A striking example of his reflections on this issue is found in the entry
dated October 31, 1994, marking the 60th birthday of the writer Gerold Belger an ethnic German
whom Murtaza, by his own admission, calls “a Kazakh in spirit.” In this fragment, Murtaza expresses
admiration for Belger’s deep respect for the Kazakh language and culture, highlighting his genuine
engagement with the spiritual life of the Kazakh people. “If every citizen from among the many
nationalities living in Kazakhstan understood, knew, respected, and cherished Kazakhstan, the
Kazakh people, their language, traditions, customs, land, and waters as Belger does, then this country
would be inhabited by those chosen by God and paradise would descend,” he writes (Murtaza,
2023: 67).

In these words, Murtaza conveys not only gratitude toward a particular individual but also
articulates a broader civic ideal: every resident of multiethnic Kazakhstan should not merely formally
acknowledge but deeply know, understand, and respect the culture and language of the state in which
they live. For Murtaza, cultural solidarity and linguistic affinity are essential conditions for
harmonious coexistence in a post-Soviet republic. In this context, the image of Belger assumes the
role of a moral exemplar, a counterpoint to those who display indifference or even disdain toward
Kazakh culture.

Nevertheless, Murtaza’s view on this issue was far from nihilistic. His diaries reveal a consistent
advocacy for interethnic harmony and equitable coexistence among all peoples of Kazakhstan.
However, he believed that such harmony must be underpinned by the dignified status of the state
language and by ensuring that the national interests of the Kazakh people are not compromised.

Beyond questions of national identity, Murtaza’s diaries address with particular urgency the
issue of safeguarding Kazakhstan’s territorial integrity and natural resources, especially land which
he regarded not only as a practical concern but also as one imbued with profound symbolic meaning.
In the early 1990s, the republic was engaged in active debates regarding the introduction of private
ownership of land, as well as constitutional provisions concerning the potential alteration of state
borders. These developments caused Murtaza deep concern.

In an entry dated January 27, 1993, written during deliberations over the draft of the new
Constitution Sh. Murtaza harshly criticized a clause allowing for the possibility of changing state
borders through parliamentary decision. In his view, such a provision posed a serious threat,
potentially repeating the painful episodes of territorial concessions experienced by Kazakhstan during
the Soviet era. “One who has been burned drinks cautiously”, he notes, invoking the Kazakh proverb
“Auz kiiigen tirlep isedi” as a warning born of historical trauma. His reflections particularly focus on
the transfer of the fertile Bostandyk District, part of southern Kazakhstan to the Uzbek SSR, as well
as the subsequent reassignment of three additional border districts. “Thanks to the generosity of the
Supreme Soviet, four districts went to Uzbekistan. Bostandyk, a paradise on earth, was the first to go,
followed by three more”, he writes with bitterness (Murtaza, 2023: 26).

These events, as confirmed by contemporary research, were accompanied by intense pressure
from the central Soviet authorities and were implemented despite the objections of the Kazakh Party
leadership during the 1950s and 1960s (Kabul'dinov et al., 2024: 309). Drawing upon this traumatic
historical experience, Murtaza insisted on the necessity of eliminating any possibility of unilateral or
parliamentary decisions concerning territorial changes. Instead, he advocated for a mandatory
mechanism of popular will: “Let the local, indigenous population decide through a referendum”
(Murtaza, 2023: 26). In this way, he supported a vision of democratic sovereignty, believing that only
direct democracy could prevent the repetition of historical injustices.
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The issue of land occupies a unique almost sacred place in Murtaza’s diary narrative. Amid the
severe economic crisis of the early 1990s, when Kazakhstan’s political circles were actively debating
the liberalization of land ownership, including the possibility of buying and selling land as a means
to stimulate the agricultural sector, Murtaza took a resolutely opposing stance. For him, land was not
merely an economic resource but a vessel of historical memory, ancestral continuity, and national
dignity. He persistently called for the inclusion in the Constitution of a brief but emphatic phrase:
“The land shall not be sold” (Murtaza, 2023: 25).

The sale of land particularly to foreign investors was perceived by Murtaza as a moral betrayal
and a direct assault on the nation's future. In one of his diary entries, he bitterly observes: “Sell the
land, the mountains, the stones anything to feed the people... And now everyone wants to grab a
piece for themselves” (Murtaza, 2023: 25). He was also deeply alarmed by external threats to
Kazakhstan’s territorial integrity. In a diary entry dated November 23, 1994 serving as a draft of a
parliamentary speech Murtaza harshly condemned a rally organized by Cossack associations in
Almaty, at which openly separatist slogans were voiced, calling for the annexation of Northern
Kazakhstan to Russia. “A rally with malicious intent... First, they reached for Northern Kazakhstan,
and now they want to swallow the entire country. In doing so, they have broken the spine of our
Constitution,” he wrote (Murtaza, 2023: 70). In his interpretation, such actions posed a threat not only
to Kazakhstan’s territorial integrity but also to the very idea of Kazakhstani statehood, as embodied
in the Constitution a foundational symbol of sovereignty.

The diary entries of Sherkhan Murtaza offer exceptional research value in capturing the internal
logic and dramatic unfolding of one of the most ambitious political projects of Kazakhstan’s early
independence the decision to relocate the national capital from Almaty to the northern city of Akmola.
On July 6, 1994, coinciding with his birthday, President Nursultan Nazarbayev formally presented
this initiative to the Supreme Council. As Murtaza records, the announcement sparked animated and
ambivalent reactions within the parliament, where the proposal was interpreted both as a powerful
national symbol and as a source of apprehension amid widespread social instability.

The deliberations, as documented in Murtaza’s diary, were framed by a wide-ranging set of
historical, cultural, and geopolitical arguments. Some legislators invoked the figure of Asan Qayghy,
a legendary Kazakh sage who wandered in search of a land of prosperity for his people. This cultural
reference was mobilized to legitimize the project as an act of historical continuity and national
renewal. Comparative analogies were also drawn with other countries that had relocated their capitals
for purposes of modernization and administrative centralization such as Ankara in Turkey, Islamabad
in Pakistan, Brasilia in Brazil, and Moscow in post-imperial Russia.

Proponents of the relocation emphasized Almaty’s objective shortcomings as a capital: its
overpopulation, seismic vulnerability, environmental degradation, and peripheral location in the far
southeast of the country. By contrast, Akmola was viewed as a more strategically positioned city,
situated closer to Kazakhstan’s geographic center and offering spatial and infrastructural capacity for
future development.

Nonetheless, the proposal met with sharp criticism from segments of the parliament. Murtaza,
in his role as a meticulous chronicler, recorded the arguments of both supporters and opponents. The
critiques were often emotionally charged and socially grounded. Against the backdrop of the
profound economic crisis of 1994 marked by hyperinflation, industrial collapse, and rising
unemployment — the idea of building a new capital was seen by many as an unjustifiable
extravagance. As Deputy Boris Marinushkin bluntly stated: “This is not the issue of the day — this is
no time to build palaces.” Echoing this sentiment, V. Galenko emphasized, “The people don’t need
this issue. The people need food.” Particularly emphatic was T. Toqtarov, who exclaimed: “When the
people are suffering what is this madness?” (Murtaza, 2023: 51).

Despite the wave of criticism, proponents of the capital relocation initiative argued that the
decision was strategically justified. They maintained that Almaty had lost its viability as a political
and administrative center, and that the project’s implementation would be largely financed through
foreign investment and loans, thereby minimizing pressure on the national budget and mitigating
public discontent.
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Sherkhan Murtaza, assuming the role of an impartial chronicler, refrains from offering direct
judgments but meticulously documents the atmosphere of the parliamentary debates, the spectrum of
positions voiced, and the latent symbolism of the moment. His diary entries make it clear that, despite
the polarization of opinions, the proposal ultimately gained parliamentary approval: 124 deputies
voted in favor, 12 opposed it, and 7 abstained (Murtaza, 2023: 51). Notably, this vote occurred on
July 6 the birthday of President Nursultan Nazarbayev. During the debates, some deputies asserted
that the initiative did not merely reflect the president’s personal will, but rather a long-standing
political vision that embodied the aspirations of the people “a long-cherished dream of the Kazakh
nation,” as some described it.

One particularly symbolic moment was recorded when the Chairman of the Supreme Council,
Abish Kekilbayev, upon concluding the discussion on the capital’s relocation, took the opportunity
to extend birthday wishes to the President. In a ceremonious tone, he proclaimed: “Here is a gift for
your birthday!” (Murtaza, 2023: 51). This scene infused with rituals of political loyalty and
undercurrents of personalist symbolism was captured by Murtaza with subtle precision in his diary.
The nature of the deliberations and the emotional tenor of the session closely echoed the rhetoric
found in contemporary mass media of the time (Qazagstannyn astanasy..., 2012).

The relocation of the capital from Almaty to Astana, as R. L. Wolfel has noted, was not merely
an administrative maneuver but a profoundly ideological act. It functioned simultaneously as a tool
of nation-building, a mechanism for geodemographic redistribution, and an act of political
symbolism. As Wolfel emphasizes, the capital’s transfer served as Nazarbayev’s strategy for nation-
building and the spatial reconfiguration of the new political center (Wolfel, 2002; 485).

Beyond political and cultural reflections, Murtaza’s diaries provide extensive testimony on the
socio-economic conditions of Kazakhstan during the early years of independence. These entries serve
as a unique internal source that stands in contrast to official reports. Through Murtaza’s personal
observations, candid tone, and vernacular voice, readers gain rare insight into the everyday realities
of the transitional period.

In the mid-1990s, Kazakhstan, like many other post-Soviet republics, experienced a profound
socio-economic crisis. In his diary entries, Sherkhan Murtaza provides a frank and unfiltered account
of the country’s dire condition. His writings function as a form of historical testimony: the pages are
filled with scenes of rural poverty, economic collapse, and the despair of ordinary people amid
sweeping national transformations. Murtaza asserts bluntly that Kazakhstan was not inherently a poor
country “we have everything!” but that its people were plunged into humiliating destitution due to
the wholesale looting of the republic’s wealth (Murtaza, 2023: 60). As he put it, the nation had become
“a naked pauper sitting atop a chest of gold,” while others secretly absconded with its treasures.

A central concern in Murtaza’s journal is the collapse of the agricultural sector. During the
summer of 1994, while traveling through his native villages in the Zhuaty region of Zhambyl Oblast,
he encountered a paradoxical situation: despite a bountiful harvest, farmers could not collect their
crops due to an acute shortage of fuel. Everywhere he went, he heard the same lament, there was no
diesel, no gasoline, and machinery lay idle. In a country that produces oil, villages were suffering
from what he called “a disease named fuel.” Combine harvesters and tractors sat abandoned in the
fields, while farmers had to resort to hauling hay by horse or even donkey-drawn carts.

Murtaza bitterly described the situation as a form of sabotage an economic blockade seemingly
designed to strangle rural life. Whether in Merke, Kulan, or Sarysu, the story was the same: without
fuel, “even metal cannot move.” He suspected that someone had deliberately paralyzed the
agricultural economy, depriving it of its lifeblood (Murtaza, 2023: 60).

One of the most painful themes in his diary is the catastrophic impoverishment of rural villagers.
Lacking even basic means, they were forced to auction off their last possessions or engage in barter
to survive. Murtaza recounts a heartbreaking example: by autumn, his brother Baiyeke needed to
stockpile six tons of coal to heat his home through the brutal Zhuaty winter. Since coal could only be
purchased with cash, Baiyeke calculated that he would need to sell his two cows, the sole source of
milk for his grandchildren to afford the fuel. Murtaza was stunned by the absurdity of the situation:
“Why is coal so expensive and a cow so cheap?”” He observed that Karaganda coal lay unsold in giant
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mounds, while livestock in district markets was going for next to nothing. This disparity was quickly
exploited by traders from neighboring Kyrgyzstan and Uzbekistan, who “had divine luck on their
side”, scooping up prime animals at rock-bottom prices to resell them at a premium back home. As a
result, Kazakh villages were being drained of their livestock with little to show in return (Murtaza,
2023: 54).

Factory goods, meanwhile, had become prohibitively expensive. Murtaza compared prices with
disbelief the government paid farmers only 1.10 tenge per kilogram of wheat, while a single bottle of
soda in a shop cost 5 tenge. An elderly woman named Giilshay from his village sold two dried ox
hides to a middleman one fetched only 5 tenge, while the other was rejected due to a small hole.
“What can you buy for 5 tenge?” the author asks incredulously. “Not even a packet of tea.” Thus, the
labor and raw materials of the countryside were utterly devalued, while manufactured goods had
become unattainable luxuries for rural families (Murtaza, 2023: 54).

Such examples led Sherkhan Murtaza to the conclusion that rural communities were being
deliberately driven to ruin. He described the situation not merely as a crisis, but as the intentional
impoverishment and plundering of the aul. As villagers sold off their last livestock and harvest for a
pittance, they were losing the very foundation of their traditional way of life for centuries, Kazakh
prosperity had been inseparable from livestock ownership. Murtaza’s diary conveys a deepening
anxiety: without livestock or grain, even the spiritual well-being and blessing of the village would
vanish. He pondered bitterly whether this was in fact the government’s intention whether the
authorities actually sought to push the people to the brink. He likened the state to an “ill-tempered,
stingy old woman” who cared for no one’s fate. These bitter metaphors reflect a profound sense of
betrayal: villagers felt utterly abandoned by the government to fend for themselves (Murtaza,
2023: 56).

Murtaza also documented concrete episodes of how the state attempted to settle its debts to
workers without money. In one instance, a large truck filled with young sheep (toqty) drove through
the streets of his village. The vehicle stopped at each household to distribute one sheep per worker as
a substitute for unpaid wages. “What is this?”” asked Murtaza. The villagers replied sarcastically, “It’s
our paycheck.” All remaining livestock from the state-run collective farm was being sold off or
handed out in lieu of salary. But what could one do with a single sheep? Murtaza observed that it
would most likely be slaughtered for food or hastily sold at the market, since people desperately
needed money for clothes, school supplies, and medicine. Not selling was also not an option: how
else could one survive? This reversion to a barter economy evoked memories of war communism or
other eras of catastrophe. “What happens next?”” Murtaza asked grimly. When the sheep are gone, the
very last reserves will be liquidated, and then “what comes after that?” The collapse of a rural way of
life, sustained for centuries by pastoralism, would be complete. Murtaza concluded bleakly: “At this
rate, the Kazakh in the village will lose everything” (Murtaza, 2023: 56).

Murtaza also delivered a scathing critique of the government's economic policies, which he
believed had directly led to this rural collapse. Farm directors, he wrote, constantly complained to
him. Once respected leaders, they had now been reduced to “mere errand boys”, scrambling for
resources and markets. Instead of support, the state “tied their hands and feet” with endless
regulations. Though the kolkhozes and sovkhozes continued, by inertia, to deliver goods to the state,
they did so on terms that Murtaza described as bordering on mockery. Villagers labored to produce
grain, meat, wool, and milk only for state procurement agencies to seize these goods at meager prices.
Moreover, payment was delayed for months, leaving farm managers unable to pay their workers,
plunging them into even deeper poverty.

Credit was also inaccessible. The government either refused to issue loans or did so at usurious
rates up to 500% interest per annum, Murtaza notes. Worse still, collective farms were not even
permitted to sell their produce on the open market for a fair price everything had to be delivered under
the state procurement plan. To Murtaza, this system constituted an economic sabotage against the
peasantry. Small wonder, he notes with dry resignation, that one village director turned to heavy
drinking and locked himself indoors in despair. “In such hopeless conditions, how could one endure
otherwise?” he writes. The state’s rural policy had clearly reached a dead end, culminating in what
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he calls “the very limit of stagnation,” beyond which no further retreat was possible (Murtaza,
2023: 56).

The economic collapse extended even to the law enforcement system. In his August 1994 diary
entries, Sherkhan Murtaza records a startling fact: in one district, the police had become virtually
inoperative due to poverty. Local officers lacked the most basic resources no ammunition, pistols
without cartridges, no service vehicles, and no fuel for the few cars still running. Even police uniforms
were missing; officers came to work dressed in whatever clothing they owned. Salaries were so
meager that no one had the motivation to fulfill their duties diligently. “If our police are in this state,”
Murtaza writes with despair, “how can there be any order in the country?” He bitterly remarks that
Kazakhstan, a land rich in lead and copper, had to import bullets for its law enforcement from Russia
(Murtaza, 2023: 58).

The consequences of economic collapse were felt across every level of society, prompting a
wave of high-level resignations and reshuffling. In autumn 1994, President Nursultan Nazarbayev
dismissed the entire cabinet, publicly acknowledging its failure to implement reforms. At a session
of the Supreme Council, Murtaza documented Nazarbayev’s sharp criticism: the ministers had proven
incapable, had ignored presidential decrees, become mired in internal power struggles, and prioritized
their own material comfort over the needs of the people. Murtaza observed that an increasing number
of Russophone residents were considering emigration. As for ethnic Kazakhs, he noted with bitter
irony: “Where can the Kazakh flee? Where could we go?” One does not abandon one’s own land
(Murtaza, 2023: 70).

Against the backdrop of this deepening economic crisis, Murtaza’s diary entries began to reflect
growing political anxiety. He did not believe the chaos was solely the result of structural transition or
global trends; rather, he suspected deliberate intent behind the disorder. In his article of 10 June 1994,
“Imperianyn uly jemisi” (The Poisonous Fruit of Empire), published in the state newspaper Egemen
Qazagstan, Murtaza openly claimed that the prevailing lawlessness was not spontaneous, but the
outcome of a coordinated, destructive campaign (Murtaza, 1994).

In this article he was particularly scathing in his critique of the accelerated privatization
programs, which he compared to Stalin’s forced collectivization of the 1930s. In his words, national
resources had ended up “in the hands of those who grabbed them and in the mouths of those who
managed to take a bite.” He described these policies as the “most treacherous and repugnant”, arguing
that their true objective was not economic reform, but the deliberate weakening of Kazakhstan,
possibly as a means to pressure the country into reintegration with Russia.

Amid this political instability and social despair, Murtaza insisted on urgent and decisive action
from the state. In parliamentary sessions, he called for an end to speculative sales of national wealth,
the correction of price imbalances between industrial and agricultural goods, the timely payment of
wages to collective farmers, the abolition of exploitative state procurement quotas, and the granting
of full economic autonomy to rural producers.

Murtaza’s diary offers a candid, often painful chronicle of Kazakhstan’s early independence
years. Day by day, it records the lives of ordinary people stunned by sudden poverty in the aftermath
of the Soviet collapse. Through vivid metaphors and unflinching depictions of daily life, he conveys
the full drama of the era: abandoned farms, rusting machinery without fuel, hungry families trading
sheep for coal, and intellectuals helplessly watching the disintegration of a once-formidable economy.
Despite the bleakness of his assessments, the entries are imbued with genuine anguish for his
homeland and a persistent hope for civic awakening.

Murtaza’s moral admonitions to power and his appeals for justice may have remained a “voice
crying in the wilderness,” yet his documentation of the people's anguish in the 1990s now stands as a
priceless historical source. His diary allows contemporary readers to experience the emotional and
social atmosphere of that critical transitional period one marked by loss and suffering, but also by
resilience, dignity, and an unyielding drive to preserve the country’s independence and spirit. Such
firsthand testimony is invaluable for any serious understanding of the social and economic condition
of Kazakhstan in its formative post-Soviet years.
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Conclusion

This article has argued that the diary entries of Sherkhan Murtaza constitute a unique corpus of
ego-documents, in which personal perception is transformed into a form of collective memory. Far
from being mere autobiographical notations, Murtaza’s diaries record not only the chronology of
pivotal political developments such as the relocation of the capital, constitutional reforms, and
language and land policies but also the emotional and ethical dimensions of these processes. They
enable a reconstruction of the “structures of feeling” that characterized Kazakhstani society during
the formative years of its post-Soviet transformation.

As not merely an observer but an active participant in the country’s political and cultural life,
Murtaza emerges in his writings as a moral voice of the Kazakh intelligentsia. His diary narrative
functions as an articulation of counter-memory, offering an alternative mode of historical
consciousness that challenges dominant state discourses. Through linguistic expressiveness,
aphoristic reflection, and allusions to collective trauma and cultural symbolism, Murtaza constructs
a textual space where the personal becomes public, and private writing is elevated into a civic gesture
and an act of cultural resistance.

Therefore, the diaries of Sherkhan Murtaza should be recognized as a fully-fledged historical
source, combining documentary precision with cultural reflexivity and political insight. They open
new avenues for research into post-Soviet identity formation, the development of Kazakhstani
statehood, and the moral imagination of the transitional era. Incorporating this material into scholarly
discourse not only deepens our understanding of the turbulent 1990s, but also offers innovative
methodological pathways for interpreting ego-documents within societies undergoing profound
transformation.

Abstract. Introduction. Chinese historiography on the Kazakh Khanate has undergone a long process
of development, from its earliest mentions in dynastic chronicles to modern fundamental studies.
Objectives. The purpose of the article is to analyze the formation and evolution of Chinese research
on the Kazakh Khanate, identifying key directions and the contributions of leading scholars.
Materials and Methods. The study is based on the works of Chinese historians of the 20th-—21st
centuries, archival sources (Chinese, Manchu, Russian, and Kazakh), as well as comparative and
historiographical analysis.

The relevance of the article is determined by the need for an in-depth analysis
of one of the most dramatic and understudied chapters in the history of Kazakhstan — the “Years of
Great Disaster” (1723—1727). The study focuses on the connection between the Dzungar aggression
and the subsequent escalation of kazakh-kalmyk and kazakh-bashkir relations, which represents a gap
in modern historiography. Purpose and objectives. The main goal is to demonstrate that the Dzungar
invasion was the primary cause of the forced westward migration of the kazakhs and, as a result, led
to conflicts with neighboring peoples. To achieve this, the study set the following objectives: to
analyze the impact of the Dzungar invasion, to examine the routes and scale of migration, and to
identify and describe the nature of the conflicts that arose in the new territories. Materials and
methods. The study uses archival documents discovered in the Archive of Foreign Policy of the
Russian Empire (AVPRI), the Russian State Military Historical Archive (RGVIA), and the National
Archive of the Republic of Kalmykia (NA RK). The main research methods include the historical-
chronological, historical-comparative, and systemic approaches, which made it possible to examine
all factors and events in a comprehensive manner. Results and conclusions. The article shows that the
Dzungar aggression not only weakened the Kazakh khanate but also triggered a chain of events that
changed the geopolitical situation in the region. Pressure from the east forced the kazakhs to seek
new pastures, which exacerbated their relations with the Volga kalmyks and the bashkirs. The study
confirms that these conflicts were a direct consequence of the Dzungar invasion rather than long-
standing territorial disputes. The temporary weakening of Dzungaria after the death of khuntaiji
Tsevan Rabdan allowed the kazakhs to focus on liberating their lands.

In the absence of
ideological control and censorship, the scholarly community was able to study the socio-political
activities of Abai's father, Kunanbay Uskenbayev, as well as the poet himself. Conclusion. The life
and work of Abai Kunanbayuly, a major Kazakh poet and philosopher, has received close attention
from researchers both during the Soviet era and after independence. However, in the new historical
context, his works often acquire new meanings without losing their relevance and serve as a source
for scholars in the fields of literary criticism, philosophy, psychology, and pedagogy.

Introduction

The work of Abai Kunanbayuly was a major achievement in the development of Kazakh
national literature, reaching the pinnacle of realism in Kazakh literature under new historical
conditions, the goal of which is to truthfully and accurately depict reality in fiction. Having absorbed
the richness of his native oral poetry, drawn to the cultural values of the East, and to the works of
Russian and European writers, he emerged as an innovative poet, a humanist, and an exponent of the
progressive views of his era.

Today, when interdisciplinarity is in demand in research, Abai's multifaceted work and
universalism reveal new facets to his admirers, drawing attention to the author's universality. In this
respect, his idea of “Tolyk Adam” resonates with the ideas of ancient Greek philosophers about the
harmoniously developed individual. As researchers note, in the ancient Greek understanding, a
philosopher is someone with knowledge in various fields (Cassidy, 2002: 172—-175).

As the proverb goes, “The greater good can be seen from a distance”, at this stage in the
development of Kazakhstani society, readers are rediscovering Abai's work, becoming increasingly
convinced of the enduring relevance of his works, which help us rethink our current reality. At this
stage in the development of scholarship, Abai's diverse interests and knowledge from a wide range
of fields, complementing each other, require close scholarly attention. This article is an attempt to
understand the uniqueness and universality of Abai Kunanbayev's talent in the modern era.
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The development of the poet. The future poet was born in 1845 in the village of Syrt Kaskabulak
in the Chingiz intermountain region near the city of Semey (now the Abai district of the Abai region).
At birth, he was named Ibrahim, but his grandmother Zere called her beloved grandson Abai, meaning
“prudent, cautious”. Abai came from a noble and wealthy family of biys. His father, Kunanbay, as a
prominent and colorful personality, played a huge role in shaping Abai's character, views, and
qualities such as humanity, justice, and determination. Kunanbay Oskenbayuly was a biy, a headman,
and a volost governor. In 1849, he was elected senior sultan of the Karkaraly district, being of regular
people descent. “The construction of the first wooden mosque in Central Kazakhstan (Karkaraly) at
his own expense was one manifestation of his respectful attitude toward Islamic traditions”
(Kassymbayev, 1995: 15).

At the end of his life, Kunanbay performed the Hajj to Mecca, where he built a guesthouse for
pilgrims from Kazakhstan.

Abai's mother, Ulzhan, was also from a noble family: the great poet's qualities of wit and subtle
sarcasm were inherited by the thinker through his mother. His grandmother, Zere, a great connoisseur
of folk literature, instilled in her grandson a love of learning. It was thanks to his grandmother and
mother that Abai developed an early interest in creativity and poetry. From a young age, he listened
rapturously to the steppe akyns and storytellers, absorbing examples of folk poetry and, imitating
them, began to compose his first poems. The renowned poet Dulat Babataiuly was a frequent guest,
recognizing Abai's poetic gift and blessing the future poet.

Abai received his initial education from the village mullah Gabitkhan. When he was 10 years
old, his father brought him to Semipalatinsk and enrolled him first in the Gabduljappar madrasah,
then in the Akhmet Riza madrasah, where he studied from 1855 to 1859. While studying at the
madrasah, Abai simultaneously attended a secular Russian school. He was fluent in Arabic, Persian,
and other Eastern languages. He read the classic works of the East in the original, including Navoi,
Ferdowsi, Nizami, Saadi, Jami, Hafiz, and Saykhali. He was familiar with Arabic-Persian, Old
Turkic, Russian, and Western European literature.

Without completing his studies in the city, Abai, at his father's insistence, returned to the village,
where he began to delve into judicial and administrative matters as the future head of the Tobykty
clan. He mastered the techniques of verbal contests, where honed eloquence, wit, and resourcefulness
served as weapons. The future poet interacted extensively with biys and poets, musicians, and steppe
thinkers. The leader of the Alash movement, A. Bukeikhan, wrote on this subject: “By the age of 20,
Abai had earned fame as the foremost orator (sheshen), the foremost expert on folk life and its legal
customs, memorizing numerous decisions on various cases by famous biys... he presented a walking
collection of folk legends, proverbs, tales, and aphorisms” (Bukeikhan, 1995: 308).

Abai's example illustrates how a genius, a man of progressive views, often finds himself at odds
with the established laws of his society.

The established inter-clan relations and the specific nature of traditional society largely
prevailed over the pursuit of justice and ran counter to Abai's progressive ideas and innovation.
Considering the current crisis in traditional education in Kazakh society, the generally poorly
educated population, often far removed from the ideals of enlightenment, and focused primarily on
solving everyday, pressing problems within the existing system of relationships in Kazakh society,
one can imagine Abai's position as a man with a heightened sense of justice, a broad outlook, and a
desire for enlightenment.

This was precisely what caused the poet's rift in relations with his father, Kunanbay, the senior
sultan, a remarkable figure, a man of great intelligence, but also a harsh man who did not always
understand Abai's humanistic views and saw him as his successor. As senior sultan, Kunanbay
sometimes made harsh decisions based on traditional Kazakh law [Oskenbajuly, 2014).

At the same time, Abai treated his father with respect, striving to resolve inter-clan feuds in his
own humane way, settling conflicts between Kunanbai and his relatives, and keeping his father from
making unfair decisions (Auezov, 2012: 289-391.).
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At the same time, drawn into civil strife by his father, Abai could not agree with his actions and
often went against Kunanbai's wishes, resolving disputes fairly. As a result, when the poet was 28,
his relationship with his father broke down (Auezov, 2018).

Materials and Methods

The primary methods used in this study are description, which provides insight into the
historical context in which Abai Kunanbayev lived and worked, and analysis, which allows for a
deeper understanding of the author's work and an appreciation of his multifaceted talent.

Discussion

As early as 1945, amidst the surge of national consciousness following victory in the Great
Patriotic War, M. Auezov, co-authored with B. Kenjebaev, wrote a work dedicated to Abai, where
“Abai studies” was discussed as a scholarly problem (Auezov, 1945: 32). N. Sabitov also made a
significant contribution to Abai studies. In the postwar period, a collection of Abai's works, published
between 1889 and 1945, was published in Kazakh and Russian, as well as materials about him in
Uzbek, Tatar, and Kyrgyz (Sabitov, 1946: 77). Since the Soviet period, the author's works have been
analyzed and studied by scholars from various angles, revealing and evaluating the poet's multifaceted
legacy. R. Syzdykova draws particular attention to the rich language Abai uses in his works, where,
alongside the distinctive Kazakh language, Arabic and Persian words are used (Syzdykova, 1968:
334).

In another work dedicated to Abai, R. Syzdykova examines Abai's use of prehistoric literary
tradition in his works, as well as the changes and discoveries he made in poetic syntax. Moreover, the
syntactic structure of the author's poems, according to the researcher, changes depending on the
verses' expression and compositional composition (Syzdykova, 1970: 175). Scholars note the
influence of Abai's work on the works of other classics of Kazakh literature, particularly S.
Toraigyrov, drawing attention to the continuity of traditions and worldviews (Kozhakeyev, 1969: 31).

Soviet researchers also noted profound philosophical thought in the poet's pedagogical views
(Tazhibayev: 1957, 80).

B.G. Gabdullin draws attention to the philosophical and ethical aspects of Abai's work, his ideas
on the purpose and essence of man (Gabdullin, 1970: 102).

Moreover, even in the early stages of Abai's research, Abai scholars rightly recognized the
multifaceted nature of his talent, his interest in philosophy, the socio-political aspects of society,
pedagogy, and psychology (Abaydyn..., 1954: 269).

Results

Abai's Public Activities. Abai took an active part in the life of the steppe. In 1866, at the age of
21, he became the volost governor of the Kuchuk-Tobykty volost, and in 1875, the Konyr-Kokshe-
Tobykty volost. He was known as a generous and wealthy man, owning 1,000 horses and 2,000 sheep.
The poet's childhood and youth coincided with the military advance of the tsarist troops into southern
Kazakhstan. He witnessed the introduction of administrative reforms from the 1860s to the 1890s. As
a volost governor, he strove to conduct business fairly and honestly, earning deep respect from the
common people. Abai gradually came to the conclusion that proper education could in much help
solving the problems of Kazakh society, so he became an active advocate of enlightenment. In May
1885, Abai Qunanbayuly took an active part in the extraordinary congress of biys, overseen by
Governor-General V.S. Tseklinsky, held in the town of Karamola on the banks of the Shar River in
the vast Semipalatinsk region. At the congress, the famous “Karamola Statute” (Abai..., 1995:
62-82) was adopted, comprising 93 articles on Kazakh customary law. At this congress,
approximately 100 Kazakh biys from five districts of the Semipalatinsk region elected Abai as their
supreme biy, further demonstrating his enormous authority and influence among the steppe people.
This was one of the first legal documents in the Kazakh language, printed and distributed among the
people. “Entire tribes and clans turned to Abai for sound advice... Even Kazakhs from remote
districts — Karkaraly, Pavlodar, Ust-Kamenogorsk, Zaysan, and Lepsin —came to him to resolve
long-standing disputes over land and other litigious matters” (Auezov, 2008: 155).
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He was often subjected to attacks from ill-wishers among local officials and fellow tribesmen.
Seeking justice, Abai submitted an appeal to the Governing Senate of Russia in 1900, defending his
civic dignity and exposing the lawlessness of local authorities (Abai, 2020: 157—172). His interactions
with representatives of the progressive Russian intelligentsia, participants in the Polish and Ukrainian
national liberation movements exiled to the Steppe region, had a profound influence on the formation
of Abai's views. These included E. Michaelis, S. Gross, N. Konshin, N. Dolgopolov, and others. They
frequently visited Abai and had a significant influence on the formation of his views and beliefs.
Thanks to them, the poet became acquainted with many works by A.S. Pushkin, M.Yu. Lermontov,
and others.

In 1886, at the initiative of E. Michaelis, Abai was elected a member of the Semipalatinsk
Regional Statistical Committee. In 1883, a local history museum and library were established under
this committee, and Abai became a regular reader. In 1885, through the exiled N. Dolgopolov, he
donated approximately 60 exhibits to the local history museum. In the modest Semipalatinsk library
and in contact with representatives of progressive democratic thought, the poet found himself and his
purpose as a citizen poet fighting ignorance and backwardness. In 1887, the Society for the Care of
Primary Education was established in Semey: Abai and his sons Akylbai and Magauiya were
members of this society in 1893—1894.

In his 1885 book “Siberia and Exile”, American journalist and writer George Kennan, citing
A.A. Leontiev, a close friend of Abai, was one of the first foreigners to describe the remarkable nomad
studying Western European philosophers and historians in the Semipalatinsk library: “I know an old
Kirghiz — Ibrahim Konobai — who not only visits the library but even reads such authors as Mill,
Buckle, and Draper... he seriously studies English philosophers” (Kennan, 1906: 48).

In April 1902, the Semipalatinsk subdivision of the West Siberian Department of the Russian
Geographical Society was created on the basis of the Statistical Committee, and Abai Kunanbayuly
was an honorary member. In 1900, Abai's article “Note on the Origins of the Clans of the Middle
Kirghiz Horde” (Notes, 1927: 8-9) was published in the “Memorial Book of the Semipalatinsk
Region”, which generated considerable interest among the scholarly community. His extensive
knowledge of the genealogy of the Middle Zhuz clans helped Abai accurately determine the origins
of each clan.

The great thinker's authority and his friendship with exiles aroused the envy and suspicion of
some ignorant fellow tribesmen and tsarist officials.

There are even known instances of conspiracies and beatings of Abai by his fellow tribesmen.

According to Abai scholars, during Abai's service as a volost governor, more than 100
denunciations were filed against him, and 12 cases were opened based on false facts (180 let: 2025).

Slanderous denunciations of Abai began, and on April 25, 1903, a search was conducted of the
poet and his sons' home. The pretext was a postal receipt for a registered letter sent by Shaimerden
Kosshegulov found by police in Kokchetav (CSA RK. F. 64. Inv. 1. C. 938. P. 144). Many of his
books were confiscated. The police saw this as a threat to the existing authorities and drew up a report,
after which constant surveillance of the poet's activities was established.

However, in a character reference compiled by the military governor of the Semipalatinsk
region, Galkin, dated August 1, 1903, addressed to the Steppe Governor-General, it was stated:
“Kunanbayev is a highly developed and intelligent person. He served two three-year terms as biy,
three three-year terms as governor of the Chingiz volost, and then one three-year term as governor of
the Mukur volost. Kunanbayev's service was distinguished by prudent management, diligence,
energy, loyalty to the government, and an absence of fanaticism. Kunanbayev is very interested in
Russian literature, subscribes to books, newspapers and magazines” (CSA RK. F. 15. Inv. 2.
C. 399. P. 85-86).

In general, speaking about Abai, it should be noted that in his example one can observe how a
genius, on the one hand, being “timeless”, relevant at all times, on the other hand, most likely will
not be accepted by people, living in any particular society, in any historical period, will not be
understood even by the closest people, and will perhaps be subjected to persecution.
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A series of tragic events severely undermined Abai's health: he lost his beloved brother Ospan,
his eldest son, the poet Abdrakhman, and in the spring of 1904, his other son, Magauiya, died. Abai
never recovered from these blows of fate: he withdrew into himself and avoided social contact. Forty
days after Magauiya's death, on June 23, 1904, before reaching his sixtieth birthday, the great poet
passed away. He was buried in the area of Zhidebai in what is now the Abai Region.

Abai's Poetry and Views. Abai began writing poetry as a child. His name became widely known
in the mid-1880s, with the publication of his poem “Summer”. Abai truly came to poetry in his mature
years, between the ages of 35 and 40. Abai channeled the full force of his enlightening ideas into
poetry. It's no coincidence that every line of his poetry is filled with thought, a multifaceted impact
on the mind and heart. Everything Abai left behind that is highly poetic, instructive, and humane
begins with his embrace of realism. Abai's poetic life was short, but during this time, he contributed
immensely to the work of several generations of poets and linguists. A great educator and reformer
of the word, Abai strove to make it a means of education. Abai tirelessly worked to refine poetry,
introducing new verse forms, and achieving stability, flexibility, precision, and imagery in the literary
language.

He was the bearer of everything new and progressive in Kazakh society. His profound
understanding of the demands of the times, the spirit of the people, and his vibrant, multifaceted talent
enabled Abai to elevate national culture, literature, and art, as well as the people's socio-aesthetic
thought, to a fundamentally new level. He is rightfully considered the founder of modern Kazakh
written literature and the modern Kazakh literary language, and the initiator of a new musical art. In
his multifaceted work, Abai emerges as a herald of the benefits of knowledge, the enlightenment of
the people, and calls for active, positive mutual understanding and brotherhood among peoples. He
lived his entire life in an atmosphere of moral quest for goodness and justice, and all his poetry was
a search for the ideal and perfection of man. The brilliant Abai believed that those who isolate
themselves in their own little worlds become spiritually impoverished, calling for a brotherly love of
humanity, while those who rise to the level of universal human interests become highly moral
individuals.

Abai's literary legacy includes exceptionally highly artistic lyric poetry, hitherto unrivaled in
its philosophical depth and masterful craftsmanship, including works such as “Iskander”
(about Alexander the Great), “Masgud” (on an Eastern theme), and the unfinished “Tale of Azim”.
45 words of edification (“Gakliya”) (Abai, 2003: 240), an essay “A few words about the origin of the
Kazakhs” and letters (Abai, 2020: 528.) All facets of the Kazakh soul were embodied in the poems
of the great poet: its subtle lyricism, doubts and desperate searches, bitter sarcasm and all-conquering
faith in the creative potential of its people.

Moreover, profound philosophical thought permeates all of the poet's work, including
seemingly light lyrics, descriptions of natural phenomena, and romantic relationships (Abai,
1980: 88).

It is no coincidence that in later periods, Abai's works began to be published, including with
new translations, as hermeneutic works (Abai (Ibrahim) Kunanbayev: 1996, 222).

In fact, in the philosopher's “Words of Edification”, one can find references

to Socrates (Word 27), his ideas on the universe and the existence of the Creator (Abai: 2020,
178), which allows for a broader view of Abai's works, their philosophical level and universality.

Abai authored approximately 170 poems and 56 translations. He also wrote poems and the prose
poem “Qara soz” (“Words of Edification”), consisting of 45 short parables or philosophical treatises
that address issues of history, pedagogy, morality, and the rights of the Kazakh people. The great
Abai's rich legacy includes more than 20 musical works, including the songs “Cegiz ayaq” (“Eight-
Line Poem”), “Qop Boldy Zhanym” (“My Spirit Is Humbled”), “Kozimnin Qarasy” (“The Iris of My
Eyes”), and others.

The poet was troubled by the mass impoverishment of his fellow tribesmen, the arbitrary actions
of tsarist officials, and the bribery and greed of some volost governors. In his poetry, he shamed the
stingy rich who were unwilling to extend a helping hand to their impoverished compatriots. He
condemned some biys who had lost the respect of their people, while offering his own solutions: “The
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institution of biys among the Kazakhs is a special category, and not every winner of an election is
given the power to administer justice... therefore, one should not get carried away with numbers; it
would be better to elect three biys from each volost”. “Elect the most worthy and for a permanent
term, then the replacement of any of them would be an event and a reminder of justice for the rest...”
(Abai, 1995: 20-21).

Abai called on society to work; seeing that an idle life led to poverty, he urged his fellow
countrymen to work hard and engage in livestock breeding. Since the frequent jute (djute) in the
steppe led to the loss of livestock and poverty, Abai supported the transition to agriculture and active
engagement in crafts and trade. In this regard, Abai wrote: “Learn how to grow grain properly, how
to trade profitably. Think about having material wealth in your home”.

In the fight against poverty, he placed great hopes on decent and fair volost governors, who
would fulfill their election promises. According to Abai, any wealthy person is obliged to donate a
portion of their income to charity. He could not help but see the tragedy of the Steppe, when entire
clans clashed in the struggle for the positions of volost governor. This was a time when volost
governorships were purchased, and the one with connections among Russian officials and the greatest
wealth was chosen.

The poet and thinker called upon the steppe dwellers to pursue knowledge and education.
Abai understood that through upbringing and education, youth could be freed from many vices, and
he advocated for the opening of schools for Kazakh children. The poet believed it was essential to be
aware of each day of one's life. In his poem “Gylym tappai maqtanba” (“Do not brag unless you have
acquired knowledge”), he called on young people to abandon five vices: quarrelsomeness, deceit,
boasting, laziness, and aimless leisure. At the same time, he believed in striving for five noble
qualities: daring, hard work, deep reflection, conscious self-control, and kindness.

In “Words of Edification”, Abai addresses the problems and moral character of the people,
exposing the vices that plague Kazakh society: bribery, envy, arrogance, deference to rank, social
injustice, and idle leisure. At the same time, Abai's works reveal a sincere concern for the future of
the Kazakh people: “Oh, my Kazakhs, my poor people! ...Where is the truth? Your mind won't
understand!”, “Dirty in words and deeds...”, Finally I became a volost chief, having squandered all
my wealth on bribes.

...It is enough to read the philosopher’s lines to see his deep concern for the fate of the people:
“...That's what happened to us. And the reason for this is the exclusion from agriculture, trade, and
crafts: science... And one day, a black thought was born: let the people become poorer and poorer,
for the more poor there are, the cheaper their labor, the more disadvantaged, the more spacious the
pastures and the more defenseless the wintering grounds... I see how, in this hustle and bustle, my
people are becoming smaller every year and more and more immoral... I'm Kazakh by birth, but I
have a strange relationship with my people. I can't figure out if I hate them or love them. The steppe
is filled with theft and incitement...

A thief tries to profit by stealing livestock, and a rich man, as the victim, seeks to recover his
goods with a “plus”. A servant of justice, of course, fleeces both the plaintiff, promising to
compensate him for the loss, and the thief, promising him freedom. Those who consider themselves
to be self-serving also don't want to miss out on a piece of the action. And they have many options:
they can, for example, inform on the thief, help him escape, or buy the stolen goods for next to
nothing.” (Abai, 2018: 256).

The great steppe thinker asserted that a true human being can only become one when one of his
children develops a thirst for science and knowledge. According to the talented poet, a child can be
raised to be a worthy individual by taking several factors into account: heredity, a favorable social
environment or surroundings, purposeful upbringing, and quality instruction. He set a personal
example in education by sending his children to Russian educational institutions. For example, he
sent his son Abdrakhman to the Tyumen Real School, then to the Mikhailovskoye Artillery School.
Abai himself home-schooled all 20 of his children.

His excellent knowledge of Russian allowed the poet to translate several works by Mikhail
Lermontov into Kazakh. Among his translations are “The Demon”, “Prayer”, “The Dagger”,
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“I Go Out Alone on the Road”, “Sail”, and “Gifts of the Terek”. Abai also translated excerpts from
A.S. Pushkin's poem “Eugene Onegin” and was also fond of translating Krylov's fables into Kazakh.
He translated over 50 works by renowned Russian poets, enriching Kazakh literature. Having begun
writing poetry in childhood, Abai went through all the stages of poetic development: from rapturous
youthful love letters to passionate lyricism, merciless mockery of ignorance and parasitism, to a
meteoric rise to the heights of high civic consciousness, expressed in compassion for his people,
intolerance of any manifestation of evil, and a desire to introduce the Kazakh steppe to the life and
culture of other countries and peoples. Abai's civic consciousness was expressed in the following
aspects: 1. Love for his people and a desire to improve the living conditions of ordinary people; 2.
An analysis of Kazakh society in the second half of the 19th century in his major ethical and
philosophical work, “Words of Edification”; 3. Motivation for self-development and self-education.
Abai understood that the logic of the world's development compels people to work on themselves, to
become better, stronger, and smarter. His work forms a core worldview based on humanism.

In the power and expressiveness of his realistic images, the multifaceted ideological content,
and thematic diversity, Abai's work represents a veritable encyclopedia of the life of the
Kazakh people.

Abai is a symbol of the spiritual rebirth of the Kazakh people. He had a profound influence on
the emerging Kazakh national intelligentsia of the late 19th and early 20th centuries. Thus, the leaders
of the national democratic movement “Alash” perceived Abai as their spiritual forerunner, a symbol
of the rebirth of the Kazakh nation. The Alash leader A. Bukeikhan became Abai's first biographer.
His obituary article, “Abai (Ibrahim) Kunanbayev”, was published in the newspaper “Semipalatinsky
Listok” (Semipalatinsk Leaflet) in 1905, and then reprinted in 1907 with Abai's portrait in the journal
“Notes of the Semipalatinsk Subdivision of the West Siberian Department of the Imperial
Geographical Society”.

Abai managed to cultivate talented students: his followers included close relatives and
students — Shakarim, Kokbai, Akylbai, Kakitai, and others. During his lifetime, the poet did not
collect his poems, but rather wrote them down on various scraps of paper and distributed them to
young people, who tried to memorize them. His works were passed down orally by steppe akyns
(poem singers). In 1909, with the assistance of A. Bukeikhan, and through the efforts of his nephew
Kakitai and son Turagul, the first collection of Abai’s poems was published in St. Petersburg.

Abai educated his sons, Abdrakhman and Magavya, and his daughter, Gulbadam, at the city's
Russian school. The poet also placed great hopes on his son, Akylbay (Abai, 2018: 256).

Conclusion

Abai occupies a prominent place in national history and literature, being the founder of national
written literature. The poetry and teachings of this great poet had a profound impact not only on his
contemporaries but also on subsequent generations. Abai's work played a significant role in the
development of socio-political thought in Kazakhstan in the 19th and 20th centuries, shaping the
people's new perspective on reality. The great thinker's creative legacy inspired the Kazakh
intelligentsia during the most critical and turbulent period of the nihilistic threat, and was of
paramount importance in the development of modern literature, culture, and art in Kazakhstan and
neighboring Turkic-speaking states.

Streets and avenues in cities and villages across Kazakhstan are named after the great Abai, and
streets in Delhi, Cairo, Berlin, Tashkent, Bishkek, Kyiv, and other cities around the world bear his
name. His name has been given to the Kazakh National Pedagogical University and the State
Academic Opera and Ballet Theater in Almaty. More than 20 monuments to the poet have been
erected in Kazakhstan, China, Russia, Iran, Ukraine, Egypt, and elsewhere. Universities in
Kazakhstan hold annual international and national conferences in his honor. In recognition of his
talent and contributions to all humanity, UNESCO declared 1995 the Year of Abai. The 150th
anniversary of the great poet's birth was widely celebrated worldwide, and in 2020, the world
celebrated his 175th anniversary.
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In 1940, the House-Museum of the Great Abai opened to visitors in the city of Semey in the
Abai region. In 1990, by government decree, it was transformed into the Zhidebai-Borili State
Historical, Cultural, and Literary Memorial Museum-Reserve. Abai science and culture centers have
been established at several leading foreign universities. In 2020, by a decree of the Government of
the Republic of Kazakhstan, August 10 was declared Abai Day and added to the calendar of public
holidays. The prominent Kazakh writer Mukhtar Auezov's major work, the multi-volume novel “The
Path of Abai”, which won the Lenin Prize and has been translated into many languages, is dedicated
to Abai Qunanbayuly.

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Abstract. Introduction.The article examines the process of Kazakhs' struggle for traditional nomadic
settlements on the right bank of the Irtysh River in the mid-1750s in the context of the weakening of
the Dzungarian Khanate. Archival materials and narrative sources are analyzed to identify a complex
of factors that influenced the situation, such as the lack of pastures in the steppe regions, the
consequences of the long-lasting Kazakh-Dzungar war, the Bashkir uprising in neighboring
territories, and the policies of the Russian Empire, which sought to limit the nomadic routes of the
Middle Zhuz. The relevance of this study lies in the fact that the events of the mid-1750s, which
coincided with the weakening of the Dzungar Khanate and the active strengthening of the Siberian
Line, marked a turning point in the struggle for nomadic territories. Goals and objectives. Analysis
of the political and socio-economic aspects of the Kazakhs' struggle for their nomadic lands on the
right bank of the Irtysh River, in the context of the weakening of the Dzungar Khanate and the
strengthening of the Russian military presence; analysis of archival documents related to the military
and political situation in the Middle Zhuz in the mid-18th century; identification of the reasons for
the mass migration of Kazakhs to the right bank of the Irtysh River; assessment of the consequences
of these processes for the future relations between Kazakh sultans and the Russian authorities. The
study is based on the analysis of archival documents from the State Archives of the Orenburg Region
(SAOR), the Historical Archives of the Omsk Region (HAOR), and other sources. Methods: the study
used historical analysis of primary sources, chronological analysis, and comparative analysis of
various sources of information. Results: The weakening of the Dzungar Khanate after prolonged wars
allowed the Kazakhs to actively fight for the return of their traditional nomadic lands on the right
bank of the Irtysh River. Abylai's policy aimed at regaining lost pastures and ensuring the safety of
the population clashed with the Russian Empire's colonization strategy. Conclusion. Despite attempts
to resolve the conflict, military skirmishes and mass migrations continued, reflecting the depth of
socio-economic and political tensions.

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Introduction

The mid-18th century marked a turning point in the history of the Kazakh lands. The weakening
of the Dzungar Khanate's position shifted the balance of power in Central Asia, providing the Kazakhs
with an opportunity to restore their traditional nomadic routes. The relevance of this research lies in
the need to comprehensively examine the mechanisms of Kazakh society's adaptation to the changing
geopolitical context of the 18th century. Research on this issue will allow us to gain a deeper
understanding of the nature of Kazakh-Dzhungar relations during the final stage of Dzhungaria's
existence, as well as identify the factors that influenced the transformation of the political situation
in the region.

One of the key regions where the struggle unfolded was the right bank of the Irtysh River, which
was also part of the Russian Empire's sphere of influence.

In this regard, Sultan Abylai's policies reflected a contradictory desire to regain historical lands
on the one hand, while maintaining a balance in relations with the Russian Empire and Qing China
on the other.

The issue of returning nomadic settlements to the right bank of the Irtysh River encompasses
not only the socio-economic interests of the nomadic population but also a wide range of diplomatic,
military, and strategic considerations related to the transformation of Kazakh-Russian relations.

Materials and methods

The study involved a variety of archival documents and historical materials that cover various
aspects of the military-political and socio-economic history of Kazakh-Dzungar and Kazakh-Russian
relations in the mid-18th century.

The article uses documents from the Historical Archive of the Omsk Region and the State
Archive of the Orenburg Region.

Collections of legal acts and historical materials are of great value for studying this issue.
Sources such as “Collection of Laws on the Kirghiz of the Steppe Regions” and “Altai: A Historical
and Statistical Collection on the Economic and Civil Development of the Altai Mountain District”.
These publications contain information about legislative acts and legal norms that regulate issues
related to Kazakh nomads. They reflect measures for controlling and regulating migrations, the
specifics of managing border territories, and the assessment of the effectiveness of administrative
decisions. These sources allow us to trace the impact of government policies on the daily lives of the
Kazakh population.

The study used various methods of analysis. The chronological approach contributed to
identifying the dynamics and sequence of historical processes; the retrospective method allowed for
assessing the consequences of events, and the source analysis ensured verification of the authenticity
of archival materials and revealed their information potential.

Discussion

The problem of Kazakh-Dzhungar relations is reflected in the work of G.F. Miller
(Miller, 1941), which included a description of the geopolitical situation in the region, including
clashes between Kazakh and Dzhungar nomads. Valuable information about the relations between
the Kazakhs and Kalmyks can be found in the work of L.E. Fischer (Fischer, 1774). Levshin also paid
attention to the issue of Kazakh-Dzungar relations in his work (Levshin, 1996).

The well-known scholar V.V. Bartold also studied the relationship between the Kazakhs and
the Dzungars (Bartold, 1963), particularly in the context of the Dzungar invasions, analyzing the
historical, socio-economic, and political aspects of the conflict.
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Among the significant works on the subject, it is necessary to mention the works of
[.Ya. Zlatkin (Zlatkin, 1983), who studied the causes of the Kazakh-Dzhungar wars.

The works of V.A. Moiseev (Moiseev, 1991), who studied the relations between the Kazakh
and Dzhungar khanates, as well as the results of the struggle between the Kazakhs and the Dzhungars
and their impact on the political situation in Central Asia, were of great importance in developing
new aspects of the Kazakh-Dzhungar relationship.

A significant contribution to the study of this problem was made by R.B. Suleimenov and
V.A. Moiseev, whose research highlights one of the important and crucial periods in the history of
the Kazakh people (Suleimenov, Moiseev, 1988).

The issue of the struggle for traditional nomadic lands is explored in the research by
M.E. Issin and Z.E. Kabuldinov (Issin, Kabuldinov, 2000; Issin, Kabuldinov, 2001).

However, despite the existing research, this issue cannot be considered fully understood.

Further in-depth analysis of new archival sources is required, as well as a rethinking of existing
interpretations in order to identify new aspects of the problem.

Results

In the mid-1750s, the military and political processes in the Middle Zhuz were influenced by
several factors. Firstly, the lack of pastureland for the nomads in the steppe region and the disruption
of their nomadic routes due to the prolonged Kazakh-Dzungar conflict created challenging conditions
for the people's livelihood and mobility. Secondly, the successful conclusion of the anti-Dzungar war
and the expulsion of the Dzungars from the Kazakh lands in the east led to a change in the balance of
power in the region. Thirdly, the 1755-1756 Bashkir uprising on the border with Northern
Kazakhstan and its subsequent suppression by the Tsar's forces resulted in the migration of some
Kazakh clans to the Irtysh region.

The intensity and complexity of these processes in the Middle Zhuz placed the responsibility
for their resolution on Sultan Abylai. His strategic decision was to resettle the Kazakhs on the right
bank of the Irtysh River, which had two objectives. Firstly, regaining the previously lost territories
would restore and decongest the pastoral routes in Central and Southern Kazakhstan, providing the
livestock farms with the necessary feed. On the other hand, the population of the right bank of the
Irtysh would have contributed to the concentration of sufficient forces for further pressure and the
final displacement of the Dzungars.

The urgency of resolving these issues forced Abylai and his associates to aggravate relations
with the tsarist authorities and attempt to return the Kazakhs to their lands on the right bank of the
Irtysh.

In a report by S. Sobolev, the commander of the Semiyarsky outpost, to colonel K.E. Debong,
the commander of the Lutsk regiment in the Yamyshevskaya fortress, dated November 24, 1754, it
was reported that a large number of herds had crossed to the right bank of the Irtysh River above and
below the Semiyarsky outpost: “On November 24, for the third time, the Kirghiz, who had been sent
to drive them away, engaged in a violent fight with the dragoons. And between Semiyarsky and
Krivoy stants, a large number of people with yurts, livestock, and all their belongings crossed to this
side. Many also went to Bor”. From the report, it is clear that the herds were accompanied by 100 to
200 armed men, and repeated attempts by border guards to stop the crossings of the Irtysh River were
unsuccessful. Moreover, the Kazakhs were very determined: “They were fighting with sticks and
stakes, and they were very cruel... and they wanted to shoot from guns”. At the same time, it turns
out that the Kazakhs were “ordered to cross to the other side by their Ablay-Saltan” (HAOR. F. 1.
Inv. 1. C. 35. P. 222222 rev.).

The Kazakhs were well aware of the lack of Russian military forces on the Irtysh line: “And
meanwhile, they declare (to the authorities — author), that there are few teams in your outposts and
stations, and we will not look at you, and we will move to our side with our livestock and nomadic
way of life”. Therefore, they continued to drive their livestock unhindered in the area of the
Semiyarsky outpost (below the Lebyazhensky outpost), including the territory from Grachevsk to the
Podspusnaya stanitsa (34 versts from the Lebyazhensky outpost — author). In this regard,
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S. Sobolev acknowledged the impossibility of herding the herds to the left bank due to the active
resistance of the armed Kazakhs and the limited military contingent on the Irtysh line, and asked
colonel K.E. Debong to “increase the number of troops from Yamyshev and Lebyazhye, and send at
least 100 or 200 men to drive the Kirghiz away” (HAOR. F. 1. Inv. 1. C. 35. P. 222 rev.-223).

In turn, colonel K.E. Debong reported to the commander of the troops on the Siberian lines,
brigadier L.I. Kraft, on November 27, 1754, about the dangerous approach of the Kazakhs to the Irtysh
line and about the small number of commands in case of an armed rebuff: “According to the reports
submitted to me by the outpost commanders, it means that the Kirghis-Kaysaks themselves are
nomadic on this side to the borders. they have borders over to their own, and their herds have
surpassed a considerable number, of which, according to the strength of my secrets, and to me, from
your honor, orders from the outposts and stations of the command, depending on the number of
people, they send... However, due to the lack of people, they cannot do this” (HAOR. F. 1. Inv. 1.
C. 35.P.221).

The Kazakh sultans not only allowed communities to cross the Irtysh River, but also reacted
harshly to attempts to prevent the use of the rich Irtysh meadows. This is evidenced by the report of
the commander in the Koryak outpost, captain von Traunberch, to colonel K.E. Debong dated
November 28, 1754, on the arrival of 60 armed Kazakhs from the Sultanmamet Sultan department,
the foreman of the Kipchak ulus, demanding the immediate release of Kulebaku, the son of the
Kazakh batyr Kulek, who was captured near one of the outposts: “This November 28th day at 4 p.m.
Kirghis-Kaisakov arrived at the Koryakovsky outpost, for example, a man with an omnipresent
mounted military arm with a gun, and others with spears and bows, and, having reached this outpost
about a hundred yards away, they stopped. Of these, ten came to the knolls, and asked for a
translator... Through whom I asked them: What kind of people are they, and why have they come?
To which they told me with great severity that we were the Kirghis Kaisaks of the department of
Ablai-Saltan, his elder brother Sultanmamet, and of them, the newcomer, the elder Babalen Izynalov,
and they asked if you wanted to have war with us or peace, and why yesterday you took away one of
the Kirghis from the herd, For whom the Sultan's foreman was announced, is very angry, and ordered
you to declare: “Why did they take him without his knowledge?” (HAOR. F. 1. Inv. 1. C. 35.
P. 253-254).

The Russian side replied that the Kazakh had been captured because there was Kazakh livestock
on the right bank, accompanied by this herdsman. The circumstances of the capture of Kulebaka were
described by the famous modern researcher A. I. Dobrosmyslov: “The commanders who were sent
to remove them were again resisted by the Kirghiz. For example, the son of batyr Kulyak and his
comrades engaged in a fight with the Cossacks and dragoons, causing the latter to be beaten “with
many heads being broken and mutilated”. However, when the commanders opened fire, the Kirghiz
retreated across the Irtysh River. In other parts of the line, there were still several thousand Kirghiz,
and it was not an easy task to gather them. Soon, however, batyr Kulyak's son was detained on the
line, and he was punished by Neplyuev's order...” (Dobrosmyslov, 1900: 123—124).

The prisoner was held in the Yamyshevskaya fortress, but it was promised that the herdsman
would be released soon. The authorities were afraid of escalating the situation, believing that Sultan
Mamet's actions were being orchestrated by Sultan Abylai. At the same time, the Russians listed all
the grievances inflicted by the Kazakhs on the right bank of the Irtysh, including attacks on the
Barabins who had accepted Russian citizenship. The Kazakh side claimed that the thieves were not
from their uluses and that they did not have any captive Barabins. Moreover, they pledged to return
the prisoners if any of the Russian representatives went with them to look for them. They also asked
to replace the Kazakh prisoner with a healthier one, as the prisoner was very ill. The Russian side
warned the Kazakh representatives about the need to stop their unauthorized migrations and the
consequences of disobedience: “I have also instructed them through this interpreter to refrain
from herding their livestock in this area. If they continue to drive their cattle across the river, strong
teams will be sent to catch them”. The Kazakh side continued to argue that the horses were already
grazing on the right bank, beyond Yamyshev and Zhelezinskaya Fortress (HOAR. F. 1. Inv. 1.
C. 35. P. 253-254).
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However, the cases of Kazakhs being captured on the border line did not stop. On November
28, 1754, captain von Traunberch notified colonel K.E. Debong about the circumstances of the
capture of 23 Kazakhs above and below the outpost (one of whom was from the Kypchak volost of
Sultanmamat Sultan). On November 26, the dragoons who had been sent to patrol the area near
Chernoyarskaya stanitsa reported that they had seen Kirgis-Kaisak herds being driven from the steppe
into the line. Therefore, the next day, a detachment was sent “with thirty men of dragoons and a
kaptenarmus soldier (rank above corporal — auth.) Kolokolnikov” for the of these horse herding back
to the steppe. Upon his return, Kolokolnikov reported that his detachment, having walked five versts
from the outpost, found ten Kazakh horses inside the line, which had been driven into the steppe
beyond the Irtysh River. Going further, they found twenty horses inside the line, which were also
driven towards the steppe. Then they encountered another herd of twenty horses, whose herder fled
into the steppe when the detachment approached. Near the village of Chernoyarskaya, Kolokolnikov
encountered a herd of five hundred horses. Of the six people accompanying the herds, one was
captured. According to the captive, whose name was Tarbak Kurmanov, he was from the “Kopchak
volost of Ablai's brother Sultanmamet, and they were stationed with their yurts near the Irtysh River”.

After questioning, he reported that they had moved their herds to this side of the Irtysh River
due to a lack of fodder on the other side. At the same time, the teams of ensign Lavrov and Pereleshin
arrived at the Koryakovsky outpost. Lavrov reported that they had captured three herdsmen and
driven the livestock back across the Irtysh River. Pereleshin reported the capture of 20 Kazakhs, along
with 25 horses, 25 saddles, 8 guns, 2 axes, and 20 knives. And they, gentlemen officers, departed
with their commands on the instructions given to them” (HAOR. F. 1. Inv. 1. C. 35. P. 251-252). The
next clash took place near the Chernoretsky outpost and is associated with the famous Kipchak
warrior Koshkarbay. On November 28, 1754, the commander of the Chernoretsky outpost, captain
G. Kartashov, reported to colonel K.E. Debong about the Kazakh herds of the Kipchak foreman
Koshkarbai batyr being driven above and below the outpost: “This November 26th, a report to me
from lieutenant-major Litvinov... announced that on the same day it was sent from the Chernoretsky
outpost to the Chernoyarsk station at the first hour of the day. the passage of dragoons is provided
from Chernoretsky outpost for eight versts on the local side of the Irtysh River by Kirghis-Kaisatsky
herds...on the 27th, they were sent to patrol from Chernoyarsk station in the morning at the very first
hour of the day to Chernoretsky outpost, it was provided that these Kirghis-Kaisatsky herds were
driven to the local side at night by a very large number. So I took two corporals, a drummer, twenty-
five dragoons, and ten men who had come with me from the Peshchansky camp, for a total of thirty-
eight men, and went to the herds, which I saw on the eighth verst from the Chernoretsky outpost, with
five thousand horses”. When they saw the herds returning to the Irtysh River, 15 armed Kazakhs
approached the troops “with the intention of starting a fight or shooting”, but 13 of them were
surrounded by dragoons. The Kazakhs claimed that they were “herding their herds to this side for
food, as there is no grass on their side, and their leader is Kachkarbai, who fought against the Kalmyks
and recently returned”. After a while, “about twenty men with guns and lit fuses and hooks” arrived
to help the Kazakhs. Litvinov was forced to send an additional force of 20 dragoons, who managed
to drive most of the herds back across the Irtysh (HAOR. F. 1. Inv. 1. C. 35. P. 255-256 rev.).

Officers from other fortresses also reported on the armed resistance and unauthorized nomadism
of the Kazakhs on the right bank of the Irtysh River. For example, on November 29, 1754, captain
von Traunberch reported to colonel K. E. Debong about the herds that had crossed the Irtysh River
between the Koryakovsky outpost and the Podstepnaya stanitsa, as well as the armed resistance of
the Kazakhs when they attempted to drive these herds away. From the report, it is evident that the
patrols sent by lieutenant Matyunin discovered three Kazakh herds. Sent to intercept 20 dragoons
with one corporal, they returned with nothing, since “... they drove into the line in the steppe at a
distance of fifteen miles from the station in fifteen horse herds, plural, and due to the sparseness of
that team and a very large number with those herds of Kyrgyz herds from there to the steppe beyond
the Irtysh River. they could not, because when that team began to drive those herds into the steppe,
the Kirghis attacked their team with a considerable fight and burning wicks and beat them away from
those herds” (HAOR. F. 1. Inv. 1. C. 35. P. 259-260).

In the Middle Irtysh region, the border authorities faced a difficult situation, as they needed
additional military forces to counter the Kazakhs, and armed conflicts were on the rise. There were
more cases of Kazakhs crossing the Irtysh River without permission. This is clearly seen from the
report of captain A. Pantsyrev to colonel K.E. Debong dated November 30, 1754, about the
impossibility of outrunning many Kazakh herds that crossed between the village of Chernoe and the
Dolonsky outpost without adding troops.: “It is absolutely impossible to drive (the herds), because
there are a very large number of them located along the entire Irtysh line, both along the steppe and
to the forest. And it is from the half of the Chernavsky station to the half of the Dolonsky outpost.
And I have seen that a great number of people are coming to the forest with their carts and livestock.
And now, a great number of people from the Kirghiz army are coming to the Russian side from the
Irtysh River, and others are coming from the Kalmyks and driving the Kalmyk captives. Therefore, |
have found their elders, and I have told them that they are doing something against our decrees and
are driving their livestock to our Russian side” (HAOR. F. 1. Inv. 1. C. 35. P. 287).

It should be noted that the process of providing pastures for Kazakh communities took place
against the backdrop of the ongoing Kazakh-Dzungar confrontation, and the creation of a military
line added additional difficulties for the militia, but did not pose a significant obstacle to military
campaigns in Dzungaria.

At the same time, captain A. Pantsyrev reported on the impossibility of evicting unauthorized
migrants with herds: “For the sake of your honor, I inform you in my submission that it is impossible
to drive a small team away” (HAOR. F. 1. Inv. 1. C. 35. P. 287 rev.—288). At the same time, he
presumably reasoned how many troops would be needed to round up cattle and Kazakhs in a thousand
people: “At least a thousand more people are needed for this”, emphasizing that the Kazakhs had bad
intentions towards Russia: “And it seems that they have an evil intention towards our Russia. And
she would not have come to gamble and caused any damage to Her imperial Majesty and complaints”
(HAOR. F. 1. Inv. 1. C. 35. P. 288).

Obviously, the Russian authorities did not trust the statements of the Kazakh elders that
.. if we keep herds beyond the Irtysh River, then our herds and we ourselves will all die...”,
considering the threats against Russia to be real: “... and if you drive the herds (back), then-you have
to keep the war with us, and we will not yield to you” (HAOR. F. 1. Inv. 1. C. 35. P. 287-287 rev.).

Despite the forced eviction of Kazakhs with herds, they arrived again and again: And although
and we drive the herds, then the next day and drive them again. And the state dragoon horses have
already broken down along the current dilapidated path. I am still trying my best to drive them away.
According to the Kalmyks, they are talking about how the Kalmyk leader Debacha (Davatsi) was
killed, and the rest of the Kalmyk army went with Ablay-Saltan to finish the job (HAOR. F. 1.
Inv. 1. C. 35. P. 288).

Soon, the military reported that they were unable to evict the Kazakhs and their herds from the
right bank of the Irtysh River, and that there were even battles taking place. For example, on
November 29, 1754, captain G. Kartashov reported to colonel K. E. Debong that “up to three hundred
Kirghiz-Kaisak horses had been driven across the Irtysh River to the local side”. In this regard,
sergeant-major Posevyev was sent from the village of Peshchana with a detachment of 33 men to
drive the Kazakh herds away. Numerous herds, accompanied by twenty or more Kazakhs,
were discovered approximately 25 versts from the Chernoretsky outpost. The attempt to drive
the nomads out was met with serious resistance, as “fifty or more Kyrgyz men came running from
across the Irtysh River, and they surrounded Posevyev and his men with their ukryuks (a pole
with a lasso at the end for catching grazing animals) and drekoly (stakes) and began to beat
the men and horses with them”.

The situation was getting worse, and it was impossible for Posevyev's detachment to resist the
large number of people. One of them, a Kirghiz-Kaisak, pulled out a knife and threw himself at the
tsar's horse, on which a dragoon was riding, trying to stab it with the knife, but he was prevented from
doing so. For this reason, he, sergeant-major Possev, was forced to retreat from them and retreat with
his command to the lighthouse for protection near the hut in the prison. And these Kirghizmen chased
him all the way to the lighthouse, beat him, and even fired their gun once, but they did not hit anyone.
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And when they arrived at the lighthouse, they all went their separate ways, and when he, Posevyev,
sent word from the Chernoretsky outpost, he was sent a team of fifteen men to help him. With this
team, Posevyev returned to the same herds. The herds were driven across the Irtysh River, and the
Kirghiz were no longer visible at that time (HAOR. F. 1. Inv. 1. C. 35. P. 278-278 rev.). It was also
reported that ““... at every herd that is close to the road, there are Kirghiz-Kaisaks, up to thirty or forty
of them, with guns and clubs. There are up to three hundred or more Kirghiz-Kaisaks in these herds”
(HAOR. F. 1. Inv. 1. C. 35. P. 279-279 rev.).

Such mass crossings of the Irtysh by the Kazakhs clearly exhausted the military on the line, as
Posseviev did not fail to mention: “And the tsar's horses are already exhausted from such clean riding
and herding of the Kirghiz-Kaisak herds” (HAOR. F. 1. Inv. 1. C. 35. P. 278-280 rev.).

The increased resistance from the Siberian authorities, which prevented the Kazakhs from
accessing the Irtysh meadows, forced the sultans to take extreme measures. colonel K.E. Debong
from the Yamyshevskaya fortress, in a report dated December 3, 1754, informed the commander of
the troops on the Siberian lines, brigadier I.I. Kraft, that Sultanmamet Sultan had even threatened to
declare war (HAOR. F. 1. Inv. 1. C. 35. P. 285-286 rev.).

The seriousness of Sultanmammet's statements is evidenced by the fact that a few days later
there was a major armed clash in the area of the Koryak outpost, which was reported to brigadier
I. Kraft on December 7, 1754: “... upon arrival at the fourth outpost, called Chernoretskaya, according
to captain von Tronberh to those who were there, in the outposts and stations, to the posters about the
precautions of the attack on the Koryakovsky outpost by the enemy military hand of the Kirghiz
thieves, one hundred and forty people, with whom gunfire took place, by whom the enemy, who sent
the same report to the command of the Lutsk regiment, took one dragoon, who was released from
them by their foreman. Yes, the same Kirghiz-Kaisaks, as he could hear, twenty-four people were
captured by a party sent to the local line, and he did not know where they were located”
(HAOR. F. 1. Inv. 1. C. 35. P. 225).

Due to the escalating situation, the leadership of Western Siberia decided to take measures to
reduce conflict in the region. On December 18, 1754, brigadiers I.I. Kraft and Ya.S. Pavlutsky
reported on reports sent from colonel K.E. Debong about Kazakhs migrating to the right bank of the
Irtysh with herds and about armed clashes between the military and them: “They ordered the herds to
be driven to the left bank in every possible way, while treating the Kirghiz-Kaysaks kindly, and the
first fights were not to begin; peasants are temporarily prohibited from going to the fields on
the Irtysh line” (HAOR. F. 1. Inv. 1. C. 35. P. 262-262 rev.).

The authorities' decision to “treat the Kazakhs kindly” did not solve the main land issue, so the
mass migration of armed Kazakhs with their herds to the right bank of the Irtysh River did not stop.
This created a serious and explosive situation that could no longer be resolved with the available
resources. This can be seen from the above-mentioned report of brigadiers I.I. Kraft and J.S. Pavlutsky
dated December 18, 1754: “He sent twenty three men, who were captured by those sent from him,
colonel Debong, and from him, captain von Traunberch, to capture the Kirghis herds by teams of
Kirghis-kaysaks... to the Koryak outpost with an armed hand with guns, with spears and Kirghiz men
came with bows (and it means their number in the original report) and asked for their man, who had
been captured by those teams and their villages...sent from Chernoyarsk to stanza with letters with
one dragoon and a Cossack dragoon Mikhailov reported to , the — before reaching the Koryakovo
outpost, about six versts they were met by a meeting sixty Kirghiz-Kaysak people” The Kazakhs did
not calm down even after the words of persuasion, “You say you are my subjects, but you are
threatening me. If you continue to play such pranks, you will be treated according to military
regulations. In addition, if the herds are to be driven across the river in the future, they will be ordered
to be driven away” (HAOR. F. 1. Inv. 1. C. 35. P. 262 rev.).

However, the border officials also identified another reason why the Kazakhs were trying to
cross to the right bank of the Irtysh River: they were doing so to protect their livestock and families
from the advancing Dzungars. By the way, at the Novoishimskaya line, at that time, Abylai also
received a refusal to such a request: “They are making a mistake by closing themselves in our side
from the Kalmyks, with whom they have disagreements” (HAOR. F. 1. Inv. 1. C. 35. P. 270).
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And this refusal served as a reason for the cooling of relations between Sultan Abylai and the
Russian authorities.

The main initiator of the migrations was Sultannamet, who represented the interests of his
subjects, who were under the threat of a Dzungar attack and did not have enough pasture for their
numerous livestock or the strength to defend themselves against the advancing enemy. Moreover, the
documents show that Sultannamet coordinated his actions with Abylai: “And besides, the elder
Saltamamet, who was Ablay-Saltan's brother, said that if their herds were to be driven away in the
future, they would not let anyone out of the fortresses, and they would burn all the hay with fire, and
they would not give them water from the Irtysh River” (HAOR. F. 1. Inv. 1. C. 35. P. 273).

Abylai's tactics, aimed at isolating fortresses in the event of captives or forcible cattle herding,
were also used by Sultanmamet: “About forty people came from behind and from the sides of the
Irtysh River, and there were about a hundred of them with guns, and they asked him, because he knew
their language, why the Russians were taking the Kirghiz. And he declared that he did not know, for
he was not of that fortress. Meanwhile, two men with sabers and several with spears and stabs were
rushing at those Kirghisians, mending the example and saying, if you continue to catch and take them
away, then they too will grab and take them away, and they will not let you get out of the fortress for
water, and they will take you to themselves” (HAOR. F. 1. Inv. 1. C. 35. P. 273).

Another armed conflict, which ended in bloodshed, occurred in the area of the Chernoyarsk
stanitsa: “And when following the Chernoyarsk stanitsa, ten versts away, they attacked him with a
command of up to seventy Kirghis-Kaysaks or more with staves, under which there were guns, spears,
and bows. And at the same time they struck the dragoon and the Cossack on the head, and bled them
to death, and the Cossack corporal on the hand, and knocked the guns out of their hands. Why, seeing
so many of them against his command, and the fight, so as not to excite his command, he ordered
them to fire three guns, and they fired. They galloped away” (HAOR. F. 1. Inv. 1. C. 35. P. 273).

In order to somehow stop the mass migration and conflicts between the Kazakhs and the
Barabins and local peasants, the Russian military was ordered to carry out the following: “... in the
vicinity of the nomads, send messengers to their elders... with verbal and written announcements, so
that they would move further into the steppe and drive away their herds, and would not come again...
And during that dispatch of the command to them, no offense or bitterness should be inflicted on
them in order to avoid further claims from their owner, but they should be treated with decent
kindness, which the commanders should firmly confirm with a fine... If they do not listen to that and
will not look at that, and they will provide their self-indulgence and repugnant actions in driving
horses and cattle, or they will be found at fortresses and outposts with an armed hand, in this case,
firstly, because they are verbally satisfied with the reasons on the basis of decrees with affection, so
that they refrain from repairing, because they are from the local side according to their fates, what
concerns, If they do not refrain from their evil intentions and persist in their aggression, they should
be treated as enemies in accordance with the laws and regulations. But first of all, on our part, do not
attack them with an armed hand and do not conceive, depending on their treatment” (HAOR. F. 1.
Inv. 1. C. 35. P. 274 rev.).

For his part, in order to resolve conflicts, Sultanmammet Sultan decided to switch to peaceful
methods and He began to convince the leadership of the Siberian lines and the heads of military
fortresses of the need to allow Kazakhs to roam on the right bank of the Irtysh. In a letter dated
December 31, 1754, to brigadier L.I. Kraft, the Sultan reported that his Kazakhs were not involved in
the robbery of the Barabins, and asked for permission to move their herds to the right bank
(HAOR. F. 1. Inv. 1. C. 35. P. 373). In the future, in order to prevent the Kazakhs from crossing to
the right bank of the Irtysh, the Russian side was ordered to strengthen its teams during the beginning
of winter migrations and “force them to stay” (Collection, 1898: 45).

The fears of the Tsarist authorities had serious grounds. Therefore, in connection with the
previous cases of armed clashes, on January 31, 1755, a decree of the Military Collegium was issued,
signed by Empress Elizabeth Petrovna and addressed to Orenburg governor L.I. Neplyuev, on the
exclusion of Kazakhs from the right bank of the Irtysh and on their expulsion from the right bank to
the steppe side: “On the multiplication of the Irtysh line to suppress the above-mentioned
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Kirghis-Kaysak an impudent act of the enemy, and the utmost caution of the commands, and about
not allowing them, and other steppe people, as well as cattle and horses, to enter the local territory,
and about their exile to the steppe side, and so on, to act now according to the above-announced
definition made by brigadiers Croft and Pavlutsky. And at the same time, the commanders stationed
at the outposts are to be strongly reminded, and they are to be ordered to prevent the Kirghiz-Kaisaks
from reaching the outposts, and to take extreme care and strong and unwavering precautions, as
military regulations and decrees command. And for that purpose, at the request of the said brigadier
Croft, four hundred Cossacks, equipped with all necessary clothing and weapons, shall be prepared
and kept in readiness and in all proper condition, and when the brigadier demands them, they shall be
ordered to march at once. These decrees were sent to lieutenant general and Siberian governor
Myatlev, brigadiers Kroft and Pavlutsky, and to the Siberian Provincial Office” (SAOR. F. 3.
Inv. 1. C. 37. P. 24 rev.-25).

On March 6, 1755, a new imperial decree was issued by the Collegium of Foreign Affairs to
brigadier L.I. Kraft, the commander of the troops on the Siberian lines, prohibiting the Kazakhs from
migrating to the right side of the Irtysh River, and requiring further instructions from the Orenburg
governor, L.I. Neplyuev. The presence of the Russian Empire in the Irtysh region was threatened by
Sultanmamet Sultan, who fought the Dzungars with varying success: “But even after that, the herds
were still being moved to the local side of the Irtysh River, and the Kirghiz-Kassak passes were not
being reduced. It was impossible to drive them away, as there were a great number of them along the
entire Irtysh line. And besides, many Kirgis-Kassaks with their cattle are coming from the other side
of the Irtysh River. Among them are those who were at the battle with the Kalmyks, and they are
bringing their captives with them. And although the officers sent with the teams to drive the said
Kirgis-Kassak herds were forbidden by their Kirgis-Kassak elders not to drive their herds to this side,
they imagine that their herds will die of starvation on the other side of the Irtysh River. And as colonel
Debong knows, the Kirgis are driving their herds to protect them from the Zengirs, with whom they
have a disagreement. And Ablay-Soltanov's brother, Soltan Mamet, threatened that if their herds were
still being driven away, they would not let anyone out of the fortress, and they would burn all the hay
and deny them water from the Irtysh. Therefore, colonel Debong requested instructions from you on
how to deal with such nomadic Kirghis-Kasaks, as well as to add more troops, stating that there were
few people at the stations and fortresses, which made it difficult to defend against the Kirghis in battle
(HAOR. F. 1. Inv. 1. C. 35. P. 29 rev.-30).

Due to the fact that the military fortresses of the Irtysh Line were threatened by attacks from
both the Dzungars and the Kazakhs, new military forces were deployed there. Most of the teams were
sent to strengthen the defense of the Yamyshevskaya fortress: “And place them (the teams) in the
fortresses: two hundred in the Yamyshevskaya fortress, which is the main fortress in the middle of
the line, and one hundred each in the Semipalatinsk, Ustkamenogorsk, Zhelezinsk, and Omsk
fortresses. Which command, as soon as it is known or seen, will be used to stop the Kyrgyz and
Zengor Kalmyks from crossing the border. Therefore, it is impossible and dangerous to increase the
number of my command consisting of five dragoon regimenkolpits and command infantry and
irregular Cossacks along all those lines, so that the fortresses and outposts would not remain deserted”
(HAOR. F. 1. Inv. 1. C. 35. P. 254-255 rev.).

Despite the forceful displacement of the Kazakhs from the right bank of the Irtysh, the situation
repeated itself in the summer of 1755, when Sultanmamet and his Kazakh subjects “crossed over to
the Russian side with wagons from Yamyshev up to the Semipalatinsk fortress, and a considerable
number of Kyrgyz with wagons and cattle did not leave, stealing and joining the Russian army. into
battle with the troops when attempts are made to remove them” (Collection of Laws, 1898: 43).

Meanwhile, new royal prohibitive decrees appeared one after another, and first of all they
concerned Sultanmammet and his subjects, who roamed from Omsk to Semipalatinsk fortresses.
Thus, by decree of August 21, 1755, brigadier L.I. Kraft was instructed to prevent the Kazakhs from
migrating to the right side of the Irtysh River, as Abylai Sultan and his army, having successfully
attacked the Dzungars, were rumored to be planning an attack on the border fortresses: “About the
Zengor subjects who escaped from the Kirghiz-Kassack captivity, one of them named Menlik
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Polotov, and another woman named Bichigan, who testified about Ablay-Sultan's campaign against
the Zengors with ten thousand Kirghiz soldiers, and about the rumors that many Kirghiz were
planning to attack Russian settlements, fortresses, and outposts next year. And both of those Zengor
captives wished to convert to the Orthodox faith of the Greek-Russian confession” (HAOR. F. 1.
Inv. 1. C. 35. P. 139 rev.—140).

To this end, the Russian side took the necessary measures to ensure the security of its borders,
including the preparation of additional forces from peasants and Cossacks from various Siberian cities
for possible military clashes and their prevention: “In response to the rumor of a Kirghiz attack on
local dwellings, the Siberian Provincial Office requested that the Cossacks, with their officers and
equipment, as well as their horses, be in good condition. colonel Debong's request was to immediately
send them to the Irtysh Line, especially from nearby locations such as Tara, Tomsk, Kuznetsk,
Yeniseysk, and Tobolsk. That is why the Siberian Provincial Office has determined to keep them in
good order and ready for the march, and not to take them away from their homes. In their spare time,
the Cossacks living near the border lines are trained in military exercises, especially in quick
loading and shooting with rifles” (HAOR. F. 1. Inv. 1. C. 35. P. 140 rev.—141). These concerns were
apparently based on the fact that Abylai, representing the interests of the Irtysh-region Kazakhs, who
were under the rule of his cousin, Sultan Sultanmamat, demanded the lifting of the established
prohibitions: “Meanwhile, Abylai-Sultan sent a letter to the aforementioned colonel Debong in the
Chagatai language, which was also sent with your report. And with that letter, he demanded... that
they not be forbidden to roam along the Irtysh River” (HAOR. F. 1. Inv. 1. C. 35. P. 141 rev.).

In September 1755, tensions partially subsided, since the Kazakhs migrated from the Irtysh due
to the natural disaster, and the need to send additional military forces in the area of the
Yamyshevskaya fortress have disappeared (HAOR. F. 1. Inv. 1. C. 35. P. 244 rev.).

A new stage of Kazakh military activity began with Sultan Abylai's success in battles against
the Dzungars. The Russian Empire's College of Foreign Affairs, in a statement dated October 23,
1755, suggested that the Kazakhs might pose a threat to Russia: “The Middle Horde, having defeated
the Zungars, committed acts of tyranny and captured many thousands of Zungars, becoming arrogant
in its relations with the Russians” (Collection of Laws, 1898: 48).

Koshke Kemengerov, a well-known researcher of the history of Kazakhstan and a prominent
figure in the Alash movement, wrote about the events of that period, including military conflicts (the
book “Kazakh Tarikhynan” was published in Moscow in 1924): “In 1755, Kulek batyr, having
crossed to the right bank of the Irtysh, got into a fight with Russian Cossacks. Among them were
those who had their heads smashed in and their eyes gouged out. The College instructed the Kazakh
elders to resolve this conflict. This fact indicates that the government was afraid of the Kazakhs and
was unable to control them” (Kemengeruli, 2015: 27).

On November 11, 1755, a decree was issued from the Military College to Orenburg governor
L.I. Neplyuev on the transfer of the Olonets Dragoon regiment from the Ishim line to the Irtysh Line,
and from that to the Ishim Line of the Siberian garrison regiment: “On the transfer next spring from
the new The Ishim line of the Olonetsky and Vologda army regiments: one to the Irtysh line, which
is closer to that line, and in place of the other to a New Line, from those on the Irtysh line, the Siberian
garrison regiment” (HAOR. F. 1. Inv. 1. C. 35. P. 387 rev.). According to a document dated
December 17, 1756, the Military Collegium was aware of the difficult situation on the border after
the defeat of the Dzungars: “The Middle Horde successfully repelled the Mongol (Dzungar) attack,
and as a result, Russian fortresses and outposts were in danger from the Kirghiz attack”
(Collection of Laws, 1898: 52).

It should be noted that Abylai did not remain “in debt” to the tsarist administration for a long
time for refusing to let his subjects into the residential area: for example, in 1757, together with batyr
Koshkarbai from the Kulan-Kipchak clan, he invaded the Altai and took away “many captured
telenguts” (Altai: historico-statistical collection, 1890: 9).

Sometimes Sultans Abylai and Sultanmamet jointly appealed to the regional authorities with
urgent requests to migrate to the right side of the Irtysh. This can be learned from their letter to major
general L.I. von Weimarn, commander of the troops on the Siberian lines, dated June 6, 1760. As can
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be seen from the date of the letter, the steppe nomads demanded a future crossing well in advance of
the onset of winter: “And we humbly ask that when winter comes, you will allow us to cross the Irtysh
River to the Russian side, and when spring comes, we will return to our own side. We will have a
close and friendly relationship with each other. The commanders of the fortresses and outposts along
the Irtysh line do not allow us to spend the winter on your side, and we are angry with them”
(SAOR. F. 3. Inv. 1. C. 56. P. 135-136). This and other similar documents also indicate that the
Russian authorities were opposed to the resettlement of Kazakhs on the right bank of the Irtysh, even
temporarily, and that the previously imposed restrictions remained in place.

On June 6, 1760, a meeting and conversation took place in Omsk between major general
LI. von Weimarn and Zholbarys Sultan, Abylai's brother, who, among other things, requested
permission for Sultanmamet and his subjects to cross to the right bank of the Irtysh River. However,
the request was met with a traditional refusal, citing the dangers of steppe fires and the lack of fodder:
“There is no fodder on the local side, but usually the grass in autumn falls out due to danger from
steppe fires, so that sometimes fortresses could not burn from an accidental fire from the steppe, and
besides, during their proximity to the sovereign's horses and hay in the meadows, it would not have
burned, or their Kirghiz horses were not killed, and by virtue of the decree, it was forbidden to cross
their herds to the local side of Kirghizia” (SAOR. F. 3. Inv. 1. C. 56. P. 143 rev.).

In subsequent years, attempts at unauthorized crossings became slightly fewer and mostly
without armed collisions. The Kazakhs tried to use other methods of entering the “residential side”,
such as building their own houses on the right bank of the Irtysh River or on the left bank in the
forbidden “ten-verst zone”. At least in this way, they tried to return to the land of their ancestors,
which was gradually being ceded to the Russian Empire. However, there were occasional conflicts
between the Kazakhs and the Cossacks, resulting in the loss of lives. One such incident was reported
by Abylai's nephew, Urus Sultan, in a letter to lieutenant general I1.A. Dekolong dated July 7, 1773:
“The Uvak volost's headman, Serkebay batyr, came to me...” He took a thousand Kirghiz with him
to the fortress of Yamyshevskaya, and asked for 200 horses, two serfs, two camels, one armor, and
one Turk for each of the five Kirghiz who had been killed. If they refused to give it, he said, they
should give him ten Russian men alive” (Collection of Laws, 1898: 34). In general, the sultans, who
were interested in maintaining peaceful relations with the linear administration, tried to take a
balanced approach to resolving such conflicts (HAOR. F. 1. Inv. 1. C. 182. P. 123).

Thus, the events of the mid-1750s show the intensity of the relationship between the Kazakhs
and the Russian authorities in the Irtysh border region. Russia's military presence was sometimes
more pronounced than its civilizing influence. As more fortresses and cities were established, Kazakh
pastures were reduced, and the Younger and Middle Zhuzes were now prohibited from crossing the
Irtysh River. Abylai, while sending embassies to the Chinese emperor and the Turkish sultan, was
even considering leaving the region (Khodarkovsky, 2019: 246).

The historical background of these events was influenced by a number of factors that affected
the nature and dynamics of the relationship between the two parties. The construction of the
Novoishimskaya (Gorky) line of military fortifications took place in 1752—1757, when the Kazakhs,
led by Sultan Abylai, waged a stubborn and bloody war against the invading Dzungar and later Qing
forces. During these years, the Tsarist government strengthened military defenses along the entire
Kazakh-Russian border by relocating regular troops to these areas (Abuev, 2006: 167). At the same
time, the fortification of the Irtysh Line, built in 1716—1720, continued. As a result, the tsarist regime
was able to prevent the Kazakhs from returning to their traditional nomadic lands, and the vast
territories of northern and northeastern Kazakhstan were now considered to be on the “inside”.
This led to a reduction in the Kazakh nomadic lands, which was not agreed upon with the Kazakh
rulers, such as the sultans Abylai and Sultanmamat. In addition, the general situation was affected by
another Bashkir uprising in 1754, which led to the migration of some Kazakhs to the east, and a hot,
dry summer that threatened to cause widespread famine.

Russia's further advance into the territory of the Middle Zhuz, which had previously been
partially controlled by the Dzungars, was accompanied by strict prohibitions on the Kazakhs'
migration to the right bank. The new borderline, which effectively divided the Middle Zhuz into two
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parts, prevented the Kazakhs from gathering military forces in strategic locations and effectively
resisting the regular Dzungar invasions. But the tsarist regime, lacking sufficient forces to control the
mobile and unpredictable nomads, chose this tactic, wary of having a military force in its rear, a well-
armed army of thousands of horsemen, which could threaten the Russian presence. The Kazakh army
indeed had extensive experience in military operations in wars with the Dzungars and Kyrgyz, and
later with the Chinese (1756—1757) and the Volga Kalmyks (1771).

Nevertheless, the events discussed were among the last examples of a noticeable deterioration
in relations in the Irtysh region. Later, both sides would choose a predominantly peaceful approach,
leading the Kazakhs to accept partial access to winter pastures and, starting in 1771, regular access
on a regular basis, subject to certain conditions and the transfer of amanats. The choice and
implementation of such a policy of good-neighborliness with the fortress commanders and regional
authorities by Abylai and his supporters was not accidental, but was determined by the urgent need
to graze herds in the winter on the right bank of the Irtysh River. This was the only way to save the
numerous livestock and try to return the Kazakhs to their lands.

Conclusion

The need to return the Kazakhs' traditional nomadic lands to the right bank of the Irtysh River
in the mid-1750s was driven by the internal needs of the nomadic society. The weakening of the
Dzungar Khanate following a series of military defeats and internal crises created favorable
conditions for the Kazakh zhuzes to regain control over their ancestral lands, which had been lost in
previous decades due to prolonged military conflicts. The right bank of the Irtysh River was of
particular importance not only as a strategic territory, but also as a vital area for traditional nomadic
farming.

However, the Dzungar threat was replaced by new challenges related to the growing influence
of Russia and the Qing Empire, who sought to establish a foothold in the region. This required the
Kazakh rulers to adopt a flexible policy that combined military action with diplomatic measures.

Sultans Abylai and Sultannamet were key figures who focused on returning to their traditional
nomadic lands and protecting the interests of their subjects. Abylai's and his supporters' policies were
characterized by pragmatism, combining military pressure with diplomatic negotiations. Numerous
reports from military officials indicate that the Kazakhs actively resisted attempts to restrict their
movements, and armed clashes were widespread.

Recognizing the military strength of the steppe nomads and the potential for escalating conflict,
the Russian administration sought to balance a policy of strict control with temporary concessions. In
an effort to strengthen its border lines, it prevented the resettlement of Kazakhs, which led to
numerous armed conflicts. However, these events also demonstrated the resilience and adaptability
of Kazakh society, as well as Abylai's strategic role in maintaining the unity and security of the
Khanate.

Archival materials show that the migrations to the right bank of the Irtysh River were not only
economic, but also strategic. They allowed the Kazakhs to restore their economic system, protect
their livestock, and strengthen their position in the region. The construction of military lines and
restrictions on migrations objectively contributed to the narrowing of the nomadic space and the
escalation of relations.

These events demonstrate the high level of tension in border interactions, where economic
interests were closely intertwined with military and political objectives. Ultimately, it was the need
to preserve pastures and protect the population that determined the policies of the Kazakh sultans,
and it also became the basis for building more sustainable, albeit challenging, forms of interaction
with the Russian Empire.
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Abstract. Introduction The article examines the problem of political repression in the period of Soviet
Kazakhstan, in particular, the consequences of repressive policies in the southern regions of the
country. The article analyzes the fate of unjustly convicted persons, touches upon fabricated criminal
cases and interrogation protocols of citizens who became victims of Stalinist terror. Special attention
is paid to uncovering the tragedy of repression based on archival documents stored in regional,
national and foreign archives, many of which previously remained classified. Goals and objectives:
to analyze the fate of victims of political repression in Southern Kazakhstan and identify the features
of the functioning of the Soviet repressive system in the region. The materials of the State Archive of
the Socio-political History of the Turkestan region are used as the main sources. In addition, the
publications of the Soviet press devoted to the South Kazakhstan intelligentsia, preserved in the rare
fund of the National Library of the Republic of Kazakhstan, as well as comparative data from national
and foreign archives, are involved. The methodological basis of the research is based on the principles
of historicism, comparative-analytical and source-based methods. Results. It has been established
that, despite the fame of a number of figures, their fates have not yet received proper scientific
understanding. The repressive cases of such personalities as B. Yerzhanov, executive secretary of the
South Kazakhstan Regional Executive Committee, A. Askarov, head of the political education
department of the Shymkent district Department of Public Education, and A. Belimenko is the
director of the Shymkent Chemical and Pharmaceutical Plant, as well as other representatives of the
South Kazakhstan intelligentsia. The facts of illegal actions of the People's Commissariat of Internal
Affairs are revealed, the mechanisms of implementing the repressive policy are shown. Conclusion.
The study demonstrates that political repression in the southern regions of Kazakhstan was systemic
and affected a wide range of representatives of the local intelligentsia and managers. The introduction
of archival materials into scientific circulation makes it possible not only to restore historical justice
to the victims, but also to deepen understanding of the repressive mechanisms of the Soviet
government as a whole.

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Introduction

The Stalinist terror, political persecution, and repression of the Soviet period, as well as the fate
of those who became victims of these events, represent an extremely significant topic that demands
deep and comprehensive scholarly investigation. In fact, it is well known that the first wave of
Stalinist terror began in the mid-1930s in Moscow, the center of the Union, with the persecution of
the political elite holding high-ranking positions. As a result, around 40,000 individuals serving in
leadership roles across various levels of the Soviet Union and its constituent republics were subjected
to repression. This punitive campaign soon spread to our republic as well, where, during those years,
many former members of the Alash Orda movement were prosecuted under fabricated charges in the
so-called “Alash case.” A number of them were sentenced to death. During this process of unjust
persecution of prominent national figures under false accusations, new ideological terms such as
“Trotskyism,” “bourgeois nationalism,” and “espionage-diversionary activities” emerged in Soviet
discourse, marking a transformation in the character of mass repression.

Between June 1937 and June 1938 alone, 1,284 individuals who held leadership positions in
the republic were brought to trial, of whom 1,105 received the most severe punishment — execution.
Among those labeled as “enemies of the people” were statesmen and public figures of the Kazakh
SSR, artists, leading representatives of science and culture, journalists, poets, writers, and many
others.

The majority of these extensive punitive operations were carried out by officers of the People's
Commissariat of Internal Affairs (PCIA). Sanctions were issued for the arrest of nearly all high-
ranking party and state officials, resulting in an ever-expanding scale of mass repression. What began
with the confiscation and deportation of wealthy people evolved into a campaign to expose so-called
“bourgeois nationalists,” which ultimately escalated into a full-fledged Great Terror.

Within this broader historical context, the southern regions of Kazakhstan also experienced the
devastating consequences of political persecution. State and public figures, representatives of the
educational and scientific spheres, and members of the local intelligent community were similarly
branded as “enemies of the people” and suffered unjust punishment. Archival data indicate that
thousands of individuals in the Turkestan, Shymkent, and Auliyeata regions fell victim to repression,
among them prominent personalities who had contributed significantly to the social and political
development of the country.

It should be noted that the issue of political repression against the inhabitants of southern
Kazakhstan in the 1930s has not yet become a distinct subject of focused research among Kazakhstani
historians. The analysis of newly uncovered archival materials highlights the growing relevance of
this topic. Through examining the destinies and life paths of local people, one can uncover a more
truthful and nuanced understanding of the historical realities of that era.

Therefore, a comprehensive study of the history of political repression in the southern regions,
the restoration of the names of the innocently persecuted, and the scholarly examination of their life
stories constitute an essential step toward restoring historical justice.

Materials and Methods

The primary sources for this study were materials from the State Archive of Socio-Political
History of the Turkestan Region (SASPHTR) and the Russian State Archive of Socio-Political
History (RSASPH). In particular, the protocols and case files found in Funds 16, 40, 121, 165, and
708 of the Turkestan Regional State Archive served as the main foundation for reconstructing the
fates of South Kazakhstan’s intellectuals who suffered political repression and were unjustly accused.
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In addition to archival documents, periodical press materials and personal memoirs were also utilized
as supplementary sources.

Throughout the research process, both general scientific and specialized historical methods
were applied. The historical-comparative method enabled the identification of distinctive features of
repression across different periods, while the systematic analysis approach facilitated a
comprehensive examination of the data. Furthermore, the method of textual analysis contributed to a
deeper understanding of legal, social, and political documents related to repression.

The study adopted an interdisciplinary approach, combining archival evidence with historical-
legal and historical-economic analysis. As a result, it became possible not only to trace the individual
destinies of victims of political repression in the South Kazakhstan region but also to uncover the
underlying socio-political mechanisms of Soviet power.

This article specifically focuses on examining Soviet-era political repression through the
concrete case of the South Kazakhstan region. Guided by the principles of historicism,
systematization, and objectivity, the research aims to explore repression at a regional level.
Conceptually, political repression is treated not merely as the persecution of particular individuals
but as a complex socio-political phenomenon that profoundly affected the broader structure and
dynamics of society.

Discussion

The history of political repression in the Soviet Union during the 1930s remains one of the most
relevant and intensively explored areas of contemporary scholarship. The repressive policies of the
Soviet regime continue to attract scholarly attention, particularly with the gradual declassification and
introduction into academic circulation of materials that had long been kept secret, most notably, the
archival-investigative files of terror victims. The discovery of these new sources has underscored the
need to generate fresh scholarly interpretations, prompting researchers to revisit and reassess the
events of that tragic period.

Following Kazakhstan’s independence, a new intellectual climate emerged, characterized by a
reassessment of national history and a deeper engagement with the lived realities of the past. Yet, the
political persecutions and violence-driven policies of the Stalinist system left indelible scars on
collective memory. The authoritarian rule of the Communist Party and its rigid ideological framework
have left many aspects of the history of repression in obscurity. Over the past three decades, Kazakh
historians have made considerable progress in addressing this “blank page” of national history, but
numerous “secret” and “top secret” archival cases remain inaccessible. This continued restriction
highlights the enduring need to examine the uncharted mechanisms of the Soviet totalitarian system.

Research into the Stalinist political repressions in Kazakhstan gained momentum
toward the end of the twentieth century, when new documentary sources became available.
Foundational contributions were made by Kazakh scholars such as K. Nurpeisov (1995),
M. Kozybaev (1991), M. Koigeldiev (2009), T. Omarbekov (1994), Q. Aldazhumanov, and
Zh. Abylkozhin (Kozybaev, et al., 1992). Political repression functioned not only as an operational
mechanism of the Soviet totalitarian system but also as a historical catastrophe that inflicted
irreparable damage on the social structure of Kazakh society and on countless individual lives
(Koigeldiyev, 2009).

In Russian historiography, one of the earliest and most influential analyses of the Great Purge
appeared in L. Gordon and E. Klopov’s book What Was It? Reflections on the Preconditions and
Consequences of What Happened to Us in the 1930s—1940s (1989: 169—170). Gordon and Klopov
argued that political repression was an intrinsic feature of the Stalinist regime, which could maintain
stability only through pervasive fear. They contended that the main purpose of the 1930s—1940s
persecutions was not merely to eliminate individuals but to suppress entire social groups. In doing so,
the state sought to establish total control and eliminate all potential sources of opposition.
The mechanisms of repression, they noted, reflected the fusion of party and punitive institutions
(the Central Committee of the All-Union Communist Party (Bolsheviks), the PCIA, and the
Prosecutor’s Office) into a centralized system. False accusations, extrajudicial “troika” verdicts, and
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mass arrests became hallmarks of Stalin’s political technology, devastating human lives: countless
people were executed, and survivors endured the horrors of labor camps, often returning only to face
social exclusion as “unreliable elements” or “relatives of enemies of the people.”

The origins and operational mechanisms of mass repression have also been thoroughly
investigated by foreign scholars. Works by R. Conquest (1991) and A. Applebaum (2006) highlight
how Stalinist terror became a key instrument in consolidating and maintaining the totalitarian order.
Similarly, Hiroaki Kuromiya’s “Voices of the Dead: Stalin’s Great Terror” (2007) focuses on the
“mass operations” of 1937-1938, reconstructing the lives of ordinary Soviet citizens caught in the
PCIA’s punitive apparatus. Kuromiya’s primary aim was to restore the biographies of individuals
who did not belong to the political, intellectual, or cultural elite, ordinary people who, in fact, made
up the majority of those condemned by “troikas.” Yet, as the author points out, their stories remain
underexplored, largely due to limited access to primary sources.

American historian Wendy Z. Goldman, in Terror and Democracy in the Age of Stalin (2010),
examined the political purges of 1937-1938 from a socio-economic perspective. According to
Goldman, one of the underlying causes of mass repression lay in the economic crises of the early
Five-Year Plans. These crises, resulting from inconsistencies in industrialization policy, intensified
social tensions and contributed to the regime’s reliance on coercive mechanisms to manage
instability.

Despite significant scholarly advances, the topic of Soviet political repression still demands
further systematic and objective inquiry. Its comprehensive understanding depends heavily on the full
declassification and scholarly integration of archival materials that have remained hidden for decades.

In recent years, research on political repression and the tragedies of famine and deportation has
gained state-level importance in Kazakhstan. This has led to the discovery and publication of
previously inaccessible archival collections. A notable milestone was the establishment of the
State Commission for the Full Rehabilitation of Victims of Political Repressions by Presidential
Decree on November 24, 2020. Through methodological initiatives, the Commission has generated
substantial scholarly outcomes, including multi-volume documentary collections that substantiate
historical evidence and provide researchers with extensive new data.

Within the broader Soviet context, the repressive processes in Kazakhstan were closely linked
to the party’s socio-economic and national policies and unfolded in distinct stages. Researcher
Z. Saktaganova (2021) conducted an extensive analysis of the periods, socio-political consequences,
and rehabilitation efforts related to political repression between the 1920s and 1980s. She emphasized
that repression varied in form and scope across historical periods, affecting all social
strata. Saktaganova also noted that, despite ongoing efforts, the issue of rehabilitation remains
incompletely resolved, necessitating continued scholarly attention (Saktaganova, 2021: 136—144).
In her classification, nine major stages of repression in Kazakhstan are identified, each representing
large-scale campaigns not targeted solely at individuals but encompassing entire social, intellectual,
property-based, or ethnic groups. Her study clearly delineates the distinctive features of Soviet
repressive policies in twentieth-century Kazakhstan.

Research on the Great Terror of the 1930s has since diversified into multiple directions, ranging
from statistical analyses of victim numbers to examinations of the institutional and ideological
mechanisms of repression. In recent years, there has been growing scholarly interest in regional
studies of the Great Terror (Myrzakhanov, Musagalieva, 2023; Mambetova, Muminov, 2023).
Although the topic has not yet been exhaustively examined, the increasing number of studies based
on local archival materials and diverse publication formats has created favorable conditions for a
more comprehensive understanding of this multifaceted historical phenomenon.

Results

Since the repressive measures implemented by the PCIA were carried out under the direct
supervision of the Central Committee of the All-Union Communist Party (Bolsheviks), the activities
of party structures and security agencies became entirely intertwined during the Great Terror.
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The Great Terror in the USSR was executed on the basis of the PCIA’s Operational Order
No. 00447, dated July 30, 1937, with the mass repressions scheduled to begin on August 5. To this
end, a plan was drawn up in Kazakhstan to set a numerical limit on the number of people to be
repressed, and it was the responsibility of the republic’s leadership, PCIA officials, and regional party
leaders to submit the reports. L. I. Mirzoyan, who was then head of the republic and actively
contributed to the Great Terror, wrote to the central authorities claiming that the number of “enemies
of the people” in Kazakhstan was exceedingly high and requested additional quotas. Ironically, he
himself was arrested in May 1938 and became a victim of the same “punitive machine.”

According to archival documents, the initial repressive quota for Kazakhstan was 6,700 people,
of whom 2,300 were to be executed (RSASPH. F. 17. Inv. 162. C. 21. P. 95). However, the figures
approved under Order No. 00447 soon exceeded this number, rising to 7,500 individuals, including
2,500 death sentences. Moscow issued additional quotas upon requests from the regions, most of
which were sanctioned by the Politburo of the Central Committee. Over the course of the operation,
Kazakhstan received several such supplementary quotas, and the total number of victims ultimately
exceeded the figure prescribed in Order No. 00447 by 3.5 times.

During that period, 350 people in South Kazakhstan were sentenced to death and 600 to
imprisonment, with the implementation of this order assigned between August 10 and November 10,
1937. The mass executions and arrests occurred not only in urban centers but also rapidly spread to
rural districts. As noted by the prominent regional historian and chronicler M. Abdyakimuly in his
works such as “The History of Keles and Saryagash Districts”, “The History of Shymkent City”, and
“The History of Kazygurt District”, numerous previously unknown facts about the tragedy have come
to light. In “The History of Keles and Saryagash Districts”, for example, he notes the absence of
precise data on the total number of victims in Keles during the 1937 repressions, yet he managed to
identify 111 individuals by name who suffered persecution in those years. In the aforementioned work
he wrote: “...Among those who were the first to be subjected to repression in the district were
Bermukhamed Sisekenov, the first secretary of the Keles District Party Committee (1928-1932), and
Aidarbek Saparov, who held the same post between 1937 and 1939. Others included district leaders
such as the District Committee Chairman Aitubay Zhanyshev, the head of the Agricultural
Department Kyrgyzbai Zhantoreyev, the head of the District PCIA Omarbek Turarov, the district
judge Abilkasym Berdaliyev, Karaman Zholshiev from the village of Darkhan, the head of the
“Kommuna” collective farm Ensep Kudaibergenov, the ardent writer Ziyabek Rustemov, the
accountant of the Amankeldi collective farm Ongarbai Zhambylov, the peasant of the “Kogertu”
collective farm Onalkul Oztemirov, the director of the Saryagash Russian school Grigory Vasilyevich
Abramov, a resident of the “Keles” collective farm Kozhakhmet Aimbetov, a worker of the
“Kyzyl Zhuldyz” collective farm Inayat Abilov, a resident of Ishanbazar Mamatakhun Aisarakhunov,
the foreman of the “Mirzoyan” collective farm Bekmakhan Amanbayev, the foreman of the “Enbek”
collective farm Sarsen Amankulov, etc. were arrested. Many of them were sentenced to death”
(Abdiakimuly, 2019: 161-162). Abdyakimuly emphasizes that the majority of those repressed in
Keles were ethnic Kazakhs. Of the more than 2,000 individuals sentenced to death in the South
Kazakhstan region, around 200 were from Keles alone, and of the 25,000 convicted, roughly
1,000 came from that district. Although the mass repressions were officially planned to conclude
within four months in 1937, in reality, they continued sporadically until 1941, when the outbreak of
the Great Patriotic War marked another devastating chapter in the nation’s history.

It is also worth noting that many public figures who had been born in other parts of Kazakhstan
but later settled and worked in the Turkestan region were likewise unjustly persecuted. Among them
was Bakhyt Erzhanov, a native of the Oral region, a member of the Communist Party (Bolsheviks)
since 1930, and Secretary of the Executive Committee of South Kazakhstan Province at the time of
his arrest. On July 30, 1937, he was detained by the PCIA of the South Kazakhstan region.

According to the minutes of the Shymkent City Committee of the Communist Party
(Bolsheviks) of Kazakhstan, dated August 13, 1937 (Protocol No. 22), Erzhanov was expelled from
the Party as an “enemy of the people”. On February 27, 1938, he was sentenced to death by the
Military Collegium of the Supreme Court of the USSR under Articles 58-2, 58-8, and 58—11 of the
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RSFSR Criminal Code for alleged participation in an “anti-Soviet, insurgent, diversionary
organization” (SASPHTR. F. 40. Inv. 4b. C. 912).

Only on December 21, 1957, did the Military Collegium of the Supreme Court of the USSR
annul the verdict against B. S. Erzhanov, declaring the case closed due to the absence of any criminal
evidence. However, his desperate written appeals during the investigation, where he proclaimed his
innocence, were ignored. In one of his letters dated December 31, 1937, written while imprisoned by
the South Kazakhstan PCIA, Erzhanov addressed L. I. Mirzoyan, the Secretary of the Central
Committee of the Communist Party of Kazakhstan:

“...I consider it my duty to inform you that the active workers of the Keles district have been
prosecuted mainly on the basis of false accusations regarding so-called counterrevolutionary and
fascist activities.

I was arrested on July 30 this year. Unable to endure the severe interrogation regime and the
physical and moral pressure exerted by PCIA officers, I was forced to confess to crimes that have no
relation to the truth.

First, I admitted to being a member of a counterrevolutionary organization allegedly led
by S. Osmanov, which is a structure that has never existed either in Soviet ideology, in my thoughts,
or in my actions. During the 27 months I worked with Osmanov, I never once observed any
anti-Soviet tendencies in him.

Second, I supposedly conspired with about eighteen individuals, including Karlybaev, Besedin,
Palmanov, Karakhodzhayev (Head of the District Education Department), Sluchak, Kuletov,
Kembaev, and others, all of whom were imprisoned as the members of the aforementioned
organization. While I do know many of them personally, the accusation that we belonged to a
nationalist organization is entirely false.

In reality, under pressure from the head of the PCIA’s Fourth Department, I was compelled to
sign papers naming my former colleagues as members of this so-called organization. Despite knowing
nothing about any counterrevolutionary crimes or organizations, I pointed to a few individuals merely
to survive. Dissatisfied with this, the PCIA demanded two additional lists, increasing the number of
names to twenty or twenty-five.

Thus, I fabricated testimonies claiming that Osmanov (Head of the District Finance
Department) and Sarsenbayev (Head of the Land Department) had been recruited by me into this
organization. Gradually, I became accustomed to lies, and I wrote a list of false riots that did not exist,
about sabotage activities in the Keles district, in particular, about taking control of livestock farming,
about cotton under the leadership of Osmanov, about disrupting the grain harvest under the leadership
of Karlibayev and Palmanov, and about the revival of religious practices, and I answered the
investigation as required, and my crime was revealed.

I testified about the alleged political objectives of this organization solely under the dictation
of K., the head of the 4th department of the PCIA. The investigation ignored all other materials,
insisting that I answer five questions exactly as they wished. When I tried to explain that the
accusations were fabricated, I was told simply: ‘Write and sign,” or ‘No problem, we’ll fix it later.’
When I refused, they beat me mercilessly.”

This testimony, preserved in the archival record, illustrates both the cruelty of the investigative
methods and the profound moral and physical suffering inflicted on countless innocent citizens during
the Stalinist terror.

Thus, having fulfilled the five principal objectives of the investigation, I satisfied the demands
of the interrogators by providing the aforementioned fabricated and fantastical testimonies, thereby
securing a slight alleviation of the strict regime and living conditions.

A few days after signing the statements, remorse and anguish overwhelmed me as I realized the
enormity of what I had done to my former colleagues. From August 12 to 16, I repeatedly pleaded
with the cell guards, shouting and begging each day to be reinterrogated. However, [ was denied paper
and pencil to submit a written declaration retracting my testimony.

Later, while remaining in the cell throughout August and September, I did not conceal from my
fellow inmates that my statements had been false. On October 9-10, a fellow prisoner, E.,
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filed a denunciation against me, and I once again declared that my earlier testimony had been
fabricated. I confessed that I had intended to write an appeal to Stalin and Yezhov, denouncing the
excesses and abuses within the PCIA. This information reached the investigators, and my former
interrogator summoned me back to his office. He began threatening me, saying, “I will have you
executed and thrown into a special basement filled with rats and snakes”. He demanded that I
immediately sign a new written confession reaffirming my previous testimony and write an apology
for my “misconduct.” After that, the beatings resumed day and night without interruption. Unable to
withstand the torture, I gave in to his threats, reaffirmed my prior testimony, and signed the documents
as instructed. Once I had done so, the interrogator phoned Prosecutor Fedorenko, who sat in a
neighboring room, and asked him to validate my signature. Without speaking a word to me, he
certified the document.

A few days later, I heard that, on K.’s order, [ was to be executed. Before that, I was kept in a special
cell for 27 days (from October 10 to November 5) without light or air. On November 5, when I was
transferred from the PCIA facility to a prison, the authorities confiscated this unfinished appeal during
the search. For reasons unknown to me, perhaps because of this confiscation, I was placed in the death
cell with twelve other condemned prisoners while awaiting the outcome of my clemency petition.

On October 10, I was formally informed of my death sentence, and from that night onward, I
could no longer sleep, tormented by fear. On the eleventh day after sentencing, K. summoned me
again and asked: “Do you wish to be executed according to the decision of the troika, or would you
prefer to be retried with the other defendants?”” When I chose the latter, he required that I reaffirm my
statements and sign several new documents. Once again, I signed false papers that only strengthened
the charges against me. Only after that was I transferred to a general cell, and around mid-September,
I finally received 50 rubles that my family had sent through the PCIA.

Indeed, during my career, particularly in the regional consumer cooperative, there were certain
shortcomings for which I had received a party reprimand in May 1934. Yet this had served as a lesson
that improved my later work in the Keles district. Despite some professional deficiencies, I worked
tirelessly to promote the district’s economic and cultural development. I have always felt a profound
sense of responsibility before the Party, dedicating all my strength and knowledge to the success of
socialist construction in the district, and I have never betrayed its ideals in my personal life.
Nevertheless, this is what [ have endured. I respectfully request your intervention to have my case
reconsidered,” — he wrote in his petition, though it brought no result (SASPHTR. F. 708. Inv. 1.
C. 104. P. 40-43).

Indeed, during 1937—-1938, numerous resolutions of party and Soviet meetings in Shymkent
resulted in the mass expulsion of prominent officials from the Party and their subsequent persecution.
For instance, according to the resolution of the Fourth Plenum of the South Kazakhstan Regional
Executive Committee, held on August 28-29, 1937, members of the Plenum and Presidium
V.E. Sluchak, K. Kuletov, A. Bokeikhanov, S. Kembayev, and M. Andizhanov were expelled as
“enemies of the people.” Other Plenum members, such as Burnakovsky, Bogorad, B. Eleukenov,
Belyakov, Beisembayev, Orymbayev, Osmanov, Satybaldiev, Asimov, Yesengeldin, and Orazov,
were also expelled. Moreover, those convicted by court verdicts, including Baitileuov and Izbasarov,
were likewise removed from Party ranks. The press played an active role in amplifying such
campaigns. For example, an accusatory article titled “Teachers Expose the ‘Enemy of the People’
Karzhaubayev” was published by the Regional KazTAG. According to a report from Baykadam, a
district meeting was held in October 1937 in Sarysu, where local teachers denounced the former
head of the District Department of Education, Karzhaubayev, as an “enemy of the people”
(SASPHTR. F. 121. Inv. 1. C. 969. P. 57).

At this meeting, it was declared that the “nationalist-fascist” Karzhaubayev had continued to
implement the subversive line of former regional education officials “enemies of the people”
Andizhanov and Abdullakhatov. They were accused of appointing “class-alien elements,” such as the
mullah Seitkayev, to teaching positions in district schools, while Karzhaubayev allegedly entrusted
educational work to teachers who had failed examinations or accreditation, such as Baisakalov and
Ospanov, thus “carrying out the tasks of a nationalist organization.”
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Such examples could be multiplied indefinitely. Without question, the State Commission for
the Full Rehabilitation of Victims of Political Repression has, in recent years, significantly advanced
this work through regional working groups. Lists of many citizens who had not yet been rehabilitated
were submitted for review. Although this work has somewhat slowed in recent times, regional
archival staff continue, on their own initiative, to compile and publish annual collections of archival
materials concerning victims of repression. One notable example is the biographical reference book
“The Innocently Punished,” published just last year by the Turkestan Regional Archive of Socio-
Political History. Based on archival documents, this work reconstructs, with remarkable precision,
the lives of those unjustly persecuted across the districts and villages of South Kazakhstan during the
tragic first half of the twentieth century.

The reference volume includes 550 individuals who suffered under Stalinist repression between
1930 and 1950. Drawing from personal files, membership records, and minutes of plenary and bureau
meetings of the Communist Party committees of South Kazakhstan, Shymkent, and other districts,
the publication provides full biographical data for each person: name, ethnicity, party status,
workplace and position prior to arrest, charges, sentence, date of conviction and rehabilitation. In
percentage terms, 52 % of these 550 victims were Kazakhs, 17 % Russians, 9 % Uzbeks, 6 % Koreans,
5 % Ukrainians, Jews, Latvians, and Poles, 2 % Tatars, and the remainder included Arabs, Bashkirs,
Belarusians, Hungarians, Chinese, Germans, Tajiks, and Uighurs. Of these, 253 were sentenced to
death, 8 to 25 years, 9 to 20 years, 1 to 17 years, 24 to 15 years, 2 to 12 years, 141 to 10 years, 23 to
8 years, 2 to 7 years, 5 to 6 years, 27 to 5 years, 2 to 4 years, 7 to 3 years, and 7 to 2 years of
imprisonment. Thirty-nine individuals were held for up to one and a half years and later released after
their cases were dismissed due to the absence of a criminal offense.

The sentences were issued by various bodies, including the Military Collegium of the Supreme
Court of the USSR, the Special Collegium of the South Kazakhstan Regional Court, the Special
Collegium of the TurkSib Railway Court, the Special Board of the PCIA of the USSR, the PCIA
Commission, the “troikas” of the United State Political Administration in Kazakhstan and regional
PCIA offices.

Later, during the Khrushchev Thaw, these individuals were rehabilitated through decisions of
the Military Collegium of the Supreme Court of the USSR, the Criminal Collegium of the Supreme
Court of the Kazakh SSR, the Military Tribunal of the Turkestan Military District, the Transport
Collegium of the Supreme Court of the USSR, and the prosecutors and courts of the Kazakh SSR,
South Kazakhstan, Shymkent, Zhambyl, and Kyzylorda regions.

However, there are still many prominent figures of the South whose lives and contributions
remain insufficiently studied and whose names have not been included in existing compilations, even
though they were later rehabilitated. One of the shortcomings of the ongoing research in this area is
that the stories of victims of repression from among non-Kazakh ethnic groups in the region have not
been sufficiently publicized, and there are relatively few researchers working on them. Among such
individuals, we may include Abdiraiym Askarov, who once headed the political education department
of the Shymkent District Education Administration. In truth, the biography of this man, born in the
Karabulak settlement near the city, who began as a village teacher, later became a school principal,
and eventually caught the attention of regional education authorities and rose to higher administrative
positions, remains incomplete. It is beyond doubt that the relevant archival materials concerning his
life and work in the field of education are still preserved in regional archives. Therefore, it would be
appropriate in the future to undertake a deeper study of the life and public service of such leading
representatives of enlightenment from the Uzbek community as A. Askarov. In doing so, one should
also draw upon periodical publications of that time. Indeed, one article concerning Askarov was
discovered in the national newspaper Enbekshi Qazaq, a leading publication of that period. In its issue
dated January 9, 1927, a short piece titled “The Work of the Education Department”, written by
Duisebaiuly, head of the Shymkent district education department, reported the following:

“...In the Shymkent district there are 160 rural schools. Until recently, the education department
had no knowledge of the deficiencies of these schools, what the teachers were doing, or who the
pupils were, and therefore worked without a proper plan. In 1925, the head of the education
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department, Myltykbaiuly, misappropriated 1,200 rubles, the head of the political education
department, Askaruly, 898 rubles, and the secretary, Baidyuk, 200 rubles. Although the commission
submitted its findings to the prosecutor, the case was left unresolved. Later, a man named Akzhan
took over and embezzled 150 rubles. The expenses of rural schools were supposed to come from the
local soviet (bolatkom) funds. At the beginning of winter, when teachers complained about the
schools’ poor condition, the bolatkoms ignored them, and some teachers used this as an excuse not
to work while still receiving their salaries. Since November, political organizers from the education
department have been sent to inspect village schools. If nothing changes, the work of the Shymkent
district education department will continue as before. We have begun to bring order to the district’s
educational affairs, and higher education authorities should also provide oversight.”
(Enbekshi Qazaq, 1927).

Articles of this kind appeared frequently in both republican and regional press between 1925
and 1930, which makes it difficult to determine the full truth of the accusations against Askarov.
Although he was ethnically Uzbek, Askarov actively participated in the district’s political and
educational affairs. He worked closely with notable southern educators and intellectuals such as Musa
Myltykbayev, Seilbek Usenov, and Tanirbergen Otarbayev, as well as with journalists and writers,
earning a reputation as a dedicated public servant rather than an incompetent official. Unfortunately,
very little information exists about the later fate and professional trajectory of those whose cases were
brought to court. Even the workplace of Abdirayim Askarov prior to his execution remains unknown.

Another victim of political repression was Aleksandr Romanovich Belimenko (1888—1938),
born in the village of Petropavlovka, Pavlograd district, Ekaterinoslav province. He was Ukrainian
by nationality and a member of the RSDLP(b) since 1913. Before his arrest, he served as the director
of the Shymkent Chemical and Pharmaceutical Plant.

On March 10, 1937, by resolution No. 7 of the Bureau of the Shymkent City Committee of the
All-Union Communist Party (Bolsheviks), he was expelled from the Party for alleged involvement in
a counterrevolutionary Trotskyist organization.

The PCIA Directorate for South Kazakhstan Province arrested him on August 1, 1937. On
February 19, 1938, the Military Collegium of the USSR Supreme Court sentenced him to death under
Articles 58-6, 7, 8, and 11 of the RSFSR Criminal Code (SASPHTR. F. 40. Inv. 1k. C. 2937).

He had already been reprimanded on December 4, 1936, for “anti-Party activity” related to the
sale of a music box and records containing counterrevolutionary songs to the plant committee.
Belimenko was also accused of showing undue favor to Trotskyists and exiles, particularly to an
engineer named Korodev, whom he promoted to deputy director, and of hiring “socially alien
elements” such as exiled accountants Botkin, Shkolnik, and Khatimskiy.

Further charges included employing Raisa Konstantinovna Sokolova, who allegedly had
foreign connections. The investigators claimed that Belimenko developed a personal relationship with
her, gifted her a comfortable apartment, furnished it with expensive furniture at the plant’s expense,
and sent her on a business trip to Moscow under the pretext of “procuring morphine,” costing the
factory 700 rubles. She was said to have gained influence over hiring and firing decisions,
contributing to mismanagement and production failures, including a two-month shutdown of the
anabasine workshop.

Belimenko persecuted workers for criticizing him in the spirit of Bolshevik self-criticism. He
removed Comrade Tursynov, a party member who had worked at the factory for 25 years, from his
position as shop manager after Tursynov voiced criticism at a production meeting, and even attempted
to have him dismissed from the factory. After a party meeting where shortcomings in production were
discussed, Belimenko reprimanded party member Shamin for defects in production and demoted
Comrade Zhuravlev from assistant shop manager to foreman for expressing criticism of him.

In 1935, the old Trotskyist leadership of the chemical-pharmaceutical plant issued a special
directive to the Shymkent Chemical-Pharmaceutical Combine instructing the dismissal of
Communists from their jobs. Belimenko sought to carry out this counterrevolutionary directive and
succeeded in having groups of Communists dismissed from work.

Belimenko was also accused of embezzling and misusing factory funds. He spent much of his
time on business trips to Moscow, where his family lived. For instance, on January 7, 1936, he
departed for Moscow and remained there for 65 days, spending 3,647 rubles and 70 coins on this trip.
The expense report indicated 724 rubles for accommodation, although in reality Belimenko stayed in
his own apartment in Moscow. Moreover, he used the director’s fund excessively for his personal
breakfast and lunch expenses. According to the records, he received 1,300 rubles from the factory
fund for February and April (Political Repressions, 2003: 77-78). Despite such grave accusations,
this individual also became a target of the Stalinist terror system and eventually fell victim to its
machinery of repression.

Indeed, even beyond the well-known regional figures, many ordinary workers also fell victim
to repression. Those who survived often lived the rest of their lives ostracized from society and
endured great suffering. One such individual was Kaul Daulov, born in Shymkent, Shymkent District,
Syrdarya Oblast. He was of Uzbek nationality and worked as an ordinary collective farmer at the
Ernazarov village until his expulsion from the Party in 1918.

On December 23, 1937, he was arrested by the Directorate of the People's Commissariat for
Internal Affairs (PCIA) of the South Kazakhstan Oblast. Two days later, on December 25, the Bureau
of the Shymkent City Committee of the Communist Party (Bolsheviks) of Kazakhstan issued Protocol
No. 37, expelling K. Daulov from the Party as a “enemy of the people.” Subsequently, on December
30 of the same year, the PCIA troika of the South Kazakhstan Oblast sentenced him to ten years of
imprisonment under Articles 58-2, 58—7, 58-8, and 5811 of the RSFSR Criminal Code. However,
on May 7, 1955, the Judicial Collegium for Criminal Cases of the Supreme Court of the USSR
annulled the troika’s decision, ruling that there was no corpus delicti and closing the case
(SASPHTR. F. 16. Inv. 1L. C. 884).

In fact, Kaul Daulov had once been a highly respected figure in the region. During the 1920s
and 1930s, he was well known in the cities of Chernyaev and Tashkent, and his name frequently
appeared in newspapers. In Shymkent, he was regularly elected as a member of the presidium at major
public events. He served as a delegate to the 4th and 6th provincial congresses of the Turkestan
Communist Party, as well as to regional and city conferences. In August 1921, the entire city of
Shymkent ceremoniously saw him off as he departed to attend the 10th Congress of the Russian
Communist Party (Bolsheviks).

He was the first citizen from southern Kazakhstan to receive such a high honor as to represent
his region at the Party Congress. At the 10th Congress of the Russian Communist Party (Bolsheviks),
he had the rare privilege of meeting and speaking with V. I. Lenin, as well as taking a commemorative
photograph with him.

However, after the political purges of 1937-1938, the local authorities sought to erase his name
from public memory. During the period of political repression, Kaul Daulov lived in Shymkent
at 44 Nerovnaya Street.

After the decree of the Supreme Soviet of the USSR on the rehabilitation of victims of political
repression was issued on January 16, 1989, his son, Tolen Daulov, a second-degree invalid and
resident of the Telman district of Shymkent, submitted an official request to the archives. He began
collecting copies of documents related to his father. Among the first materials he obtained were the
decisions declaring Daulov an “enemy of the people” and expelling him from the Party for alleged
“sabotage work” at the Ernazarov village.

“According to the stories of the elders, my father was a well-known man; it would be wrong to
say that nothing about him has been preserved. I was very young when he passed away, and I have
no documents about him. Please help me reconstruct his biography and learn more about his life. |
also ask for your help in clarifying his ethnicity since some documents incorrectly list him as
Uyghur,” he wrote in a letter to the regional archives.

In order to assist Tolen in finding accurate information about his father, archivists reached out
to archival institutions in several cities across the Soviet Union. Soon they received responses from
Tashkent, Moscow, and other cities, which included copies of delegate questionnaires from the Party
Congress, biographical data, and other important documents sent via postal service.
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From these documents, it became clear that Kaul Daulov, a native of Chernyaev (now
Shymkent), was ethnically Uzbek and came from a family of farm laborers. Orphaned at the age of
seven, he began working for a merchant named Babkevich at ten and later served as a farmhand for
the head of the Chernyaev prison, Zhiltsov, and a wealthy landowner, Khozhanazarov.
At twenty-nine, he found employment at a cotton factory. In 1916, during World War I, he was
conscripted for labor service at the front and sent to Petrograd as a soldier in a labor battalion, where
he served for about a year.

This period proved to be formative in his life. While in Petrograd, he befriended local soldiers,
observed the conditions and sentiments of workers, read newspapers and pamphlets, and gained
firsthand insight into the social atmosphere of pre-revolutionary Petrograd.

In June 1917, upon his return from Russia, Daulov began participating in underground meetings
in Chernyaev with political exiles such as N. Morozov and A. Kalashnikov. Beyond that, he met with
local workers, telling them about the lives of Petersburg laborers and their struggles for rights. When
news broke in October 1917 that the Tsar had been overthrown, Daulov climbed atop the mosque
during the first public meeting and addressed the crowd. He spoke passionately about the revolution
that had cast off the yoke of oppressors, proclaiming that power and land now belonged to the people,
factories were being handed over to workers, and the rule of the wealthy had come to an end.

His words infuriated the local elites. Dragging him down, they began to beat him mercilessly,
nearly killing him. Afterward, Daulov and his family faced harassment and persecution. To avoid
further danger, he moved with his family to Mankent. Yet Kalashnikov, sending repeated messengers,
urged Daulov to return. When he did, Daulov became deeply involved in organizing the establishment
of Soviet power. Acting on instructions from city leaders, he and Rakhmankul Khanaliev delivered a
letter from the Chernyaev Communards to the Turkestan Central Committee in Tashkent, seeking
guidance on how to build a new life. They returned with Mikhail Ivanovich Zibarev, a representative
of the Central Committee, who helped establish governing bodies and communications with the
Turkestan Committee, later becoming the first head of the Chernyaev District.

Zibarev also formed workers’ militias, and Daulov joined the Red Guard ranks. These very
detachments repelled an attempted invasion in January 1919, when rebel troops under former Tsarist
officer Osipov advanced toward Shymkent after staging an uprising in Tashkent. Osipov’s band was
ultimately destroyed.

By March 1918, Daulov had become one of the first members of the RCP (Bolsheviks) and
soon led the old city party cell, serving as district committee secretary. When communal farms began
forming that year, he was elected as the first chairman of one such commune. Daulov approached the
task with zeal, studying arable lands, organizing sowing and irrigation, and ensuring timely harvests.
His dedication and organizational talent earned him public respect and trust. In recognition, he was
elected as a delegate to regional congresses in 1919 and 1921, and to the 10th Congress of the
RCP(b) in Tashkent.

Under his leadership, communes achieved notable results by 1929. That October, as part of a
Syr Darya district delegation, Daulov traveled to the Central Executive Committee in Almaty to report
that the district’s grain procurement plan had been overfulfilled (Political Repressions, 2003: 157).

During the collectivization period in 1930, he again played a key role. He was sent to Arys
district as an experienced organizer of agricultural communes. There, the members of the newly
formed Kalinin collective farm elected him chairman. His persistence and competence revived
struggling farms, leading officials to transfer him successively to the Telman and Kuibyshev
collectives to restore order. By 1935, he was serving as party organizer of the Ernazarov
collective farm.

Despite his devoted service to the Soviet cause, on December 24, 1937, Daulov was arrested as
an “enemy of the people,” accused of “sabotage” within the collective. Archival documents from
Moscow reveal that he spent ten years in labor camps, first in Komsomolsk-on-Amur (1937-1941),
then at the Nikita state farm in the Jewish Autonomous Region. Throughout the investigation, he
consistently denied guilt, yet was convicted based on the testimonies of Baymetov, Satybaldiev, and
Mukhitdinov, who claimed that he was part of a nationalist-terrorist, insurgent, and espionage
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organization seeking to overthrow Soviet power, detach Kazakhstan from the USSR, and establish a
bourgeois Kazakh state under Japanese protection. Alongside Daulov, fifteen others were arrested on
similar charges.

During his interrogation on December 25, 1937, an PCIA officer asked, “Do you admit to being
a member of an anti-Soviet nationalist organization?” Daulov replied, “I do not know of any
anti-Soviet nationalist organization; I have never belonged to one, nor have I acted against Soviet
power.” Nevertheless, an indictment was drawn up based on the statement of another accused,
Baymatov, who alleged: “Among the members of the anti-Soviet nationalist organization I know
Abdurasakov, Daulov, the accused Satybaldiev, and Mirzaev...”

On December 30, 1937, the PCIA troika for South Kazakhstan reviewed the case and sentenced
the members of the alleged anti-Soviet, nationalist, terrorist-insurgent, and espionage organization,
which was said to aim at destroying Soviet power in Kazakhstan and the USSR. The resolution
claimed that the group conducted sabotage in industry and agriculture, prepared armed uprisings, and
planned terrorist acts against the leadership of the All-Union Communist Party (Bolsheviks) and the
Soviet government. Daulov was accused of being one of its active participants, supposedly organizing
nationalist propaganda among the Uzbek population. Investigators further alleged that, as party
organizer of the Ernazarov collective farm, he had allowed its collapse, while the farm’s chairman,
Mirzaev, falsified reports on the cotton harvest (SASPHTR. F. 165. Inv. 1. C. 878).

As a result, among the fifteen arrested individuals, three, Makhkambai Mirzaev, chairman of
the Ernazarov collective; Zhakyp Zhorabekov, chairman of the Kirov collective; and Yuldash
Khodzhaev, a former wealthy mullah, were sentenced to death, while the rest received ten-year prison
terms. Despite the vagueness and unreliability of the testimonies, this honorable man was unjustly
condemned.

In 1940, the decree issued by the PCIA troika on December 30, 1937, was annulled, and among
those serving sentences, the term of Gulmetov, one of the organization’s members, was reduced to
five years, while the others were released. However, this decision never reached Vladivostok, nor
Daulov himself, nor the public. Daulov served the entirety of his sentence. Severely ill, he returned
from the camp only in January 1948, at the age of sixty-five. His wife, Momyn, and their children,
sons Nashimbai and Tolebai and daughters Umsin and Nuri, could not withstand the persecution and
hardships of being branded “the family of an enemy of the people” and passed away.

On May 7, 1955, the Judicial Board for Criminal Cases of the Supreme Court of the USSR
reviewed the resolution of the PCIA troika of South Kazakhstan Region dated December 30, 1937,
regarding Daulov. The court determined that there was no corpus delicti in his actions and annulled
the criminal case. Daulov was fully rehabilitated.

At the age of seventy, Daulov married again and took a job as an ordinary collective farm
worker at the Telman collective farm. Yet nothing changed over the years, society continued to reject
him. He and his new family lived in extreme poverty. This is confirmed by a 1958 report from local
veterans stating: “Seventy-five-year-old Daulov lives with his wife and three children, aged one,
three, and five. They live in severe destitution; they have no chairs, beds, or warm clothing. Their
house is dilapidated, without lighting, and when it rains or snows, water pours through the
holes in the roof™.

The criminal case against Daulov clearly demonstrates that the accusations were fabricated
during the years of political repression. The investigation lacked concrete evidence, relying primarily
on false testimonies from other defendants, a practice that was widely used during the Stalinist purges,
which cost the lives of countless innocent citizens.

The sentences and interrogation records of those unjustly convicted during the 1937-1938
political purges must be closely examined. In the early stages of the mass repressions, harsh sentences
for “insurgents, terrorists, and nationalist saboteurs” were issued by republican-level “duos.” By
1938, under N.I. Yezhov’s Order No. 00606, the authority to sentence “enemies of the people” was
transferred to “special troikas™ (Vertikal i gorizontal Bolshogo terrora, 2024: 104—105).

Although the composition of these “troikas” was not formally approved by Moscow, they
typically included the head of the PCIA, the regional prosecutor, and the first secretary of the regional
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committee. Between September and November 1938, such “special troikas” were rapidly established
in North, South, West, and East Kazakhstan, as well as in Kostanay, Aktobe, Karaganda, Almaty,
Kyzylorda, Guryev, and Pavlodar regions, carrying out large-scale executions and imprisonments
under the aforementioned directive.

The majority of those subjected to repression were sentenced under Yezhov’s earlier Order
No. 00447, initially aimed at “kulaks and criminals,” but later extended to other “anti-Soviet
elements.” During the peak years of repression, approximately 27,000 people were convicted in
Kazakhstan, nearly half of whom were executed.

In 1938 alone, the PCIA Commission and the Prosecutor’s Office of the Kazakh SSR sentenced
around 3,000 individuals, while the “special troikas” issued verdicts against approximately 5,800
more (Zhanbosinova, et al., 2019: 1-5).

In fact, the responsibility for carrying out mass operations in 1937-1938 fell to the heads of
regional PCIA administrations, among them A.P. Panov (North Kazakhstan), S.F. Pintel and
M.Ya. Kalnin (South Kazakhstan), M.K. Romeiko and A.P. Uzlikov (West Kazakhstan), K.A. Pavlov
and ML.E. Tyurin (Kostanay), B.N. Chirkov (East Kazakhstan), F.P. Demidov (Aktobe), and
A.V. Adamovich (Karaganda), etc. All of them led their respective regional PCIA offices and served
within the “troika” structure. However, the composition of these “troikas” frequently changed as the
repressive operations continued.

Following the elevation of the Kazakh ASSR to the status of a Union Republic in early 1937,
the local PCIA administration was reorganized into the People’s Commissariat of Internal Affairs
(Kozybaev, et al., 2024: 52-53). At the provincial level, operational sectors were established to
oversee city and district offices, conducting investigations and implementing verdicts independently.
During the height of terror, not only state security investigators but also employees of local police,
municipal offices, and village councils were mobilized. Personnel from passport offices and local
councils assisted in preparing background reports.

The central PCIA leadership demanded the “exposure” of ‘“counter-revolutionary
organizations” and “vast spy networks,” thereby broadening the scope of repression. The regime
sought to demonstrate the existence of a widespread anti-Soviet conspiracy and this objective was
achieved through fabricated cases. Many detainees were accused not only of “counter-revolutionary”
offenses but also of various economic or administrative crimes invented by the investigators. The
falsified nature of these cases is indirectly confirmed by the fact that, by the end of 1938,
about 66 % of criminal proceedings had been terminated, and many accused were released
(Baltabaeva, et al., 2022: 106).

Those arrested were subjected to both physical and psychological coercion. Information about
mass execution sites in the republic remained scarce. PCIA officers who conducted mass operations
were awarded state honors, bonuses, and promotions, though many were later expelled from the Party
and stripped of their titles. Between 1939 and 1941, about 7,500 PCIA officers across the USSR were
dismissed, and 1,500 of them were convicted. In Kazakhstan, approximately 13 % of PCIA personnel
were removed for “politically suspicious activities” and “violations of investigative procedures”
(Kozybaev, 2019: 335).

Thus, in the southern region as well, many PCIA officers who sentenced innocent citizens to
death were later prosecuted for “violating socialist legality.” Among those convicted were heads of
regional departments, operational administrations, and city and district PCIA branches. The political
repression in South Kazakhstan, and the fates of those unjustly persecuted, demand careful
examination of archival materials still held in classified collections to reveal the full truth of those
tragic years.

Conclusion

Regional studies show that during the 1930s political purges, the local intelligentsia of South
Kazakhstan were accused as “enemies of the people” and punished for alleged opposition to the
Soviet government’s economic and ideological policies. The events of political repression in the
region profoundly affected not only individuals but also the broader social, cultural, and spiritual
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fabric of society. Citizens were criminally prosecuted for issues related to collectivization, taxation,
and labor obligations. The extensive use of certain legal provisions enabled the false prosecution of
intellectuals and professionals across sectors. The consequences of political repression led to the
disintegration of traditional family structures and the collapse of social relations. Studying the history
of political repression in South Kazakhstan remains highly relevant today, not only to uncover the
tragic pages of the past but also to preserve historical memory and restore justice. Future research
should analyze the personal testimonies and family narratives of the victims’ descendants, as they
offer invaluable insight into the enduring legacy of those repressive years.

Special
attention is paid to the problem of mixing the ethnonyms “Bashkir” and “Magyar” in the Eastern
tradition and its influence on historiography. Goals and objectives. The article aims to establish traces
of the presence of Bashkir communities in the Middle East in the late Middle Ages. For this purpose,
narrative and reference sources, fiscal materials, cartographic and historiographical information are
analyzed. Materials and methods: Based on the reports of medieval Muslim authors (Garnati, Ruukn
al-din Baybars, Kalkashandi, Yakut al-Hamawi), in comparison with Mongolian sources, Ottoman
documents, and later information from Bashkir scientists (Murad Ramzi, Husainov), an
interdisciplinary study is conducted. Philological analysis is the study of terminology, etymology of
ethnonyms (“bashgird”, “basjirt”, “bashkurt”), identification of translation and transliteration
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features. The historiographical method is the analysis of researchers' opinions (A.-Z. Validi Togan,
A.V. Kovalevsky, S.I. Khamidullin et al.), evaluation of interpretations and scientific discussions.
Historical and comparative analysis is a comparison of data from various sources, identifying
common and contradictory information about Bashkirs. The cartographic method is the use of maps
to clarify the geographical distribution and ethnopolitical localization of the Bashkirs. The socio-
demographic method is the use of tax and demographic documents to quantify Bashkir communities
outside their historical homeland. The results of the study allow us to conclude that Bashkirs had a
significant presence in the political, military and cultural life of the Middle East of the 13th—16th
centuries, as well as strong ties between the Jochi Ulus (Golden Horde), Bashkir lands and the Islamic
world. Conclusions. Sources from the 13th—14th centuries confirm the presence of Bashkir natives
among the military elite of Mamluk Egypt and Syria, as well as the presence of their descendants in
the urban population of the region according to fiscal documents (Ottoman defters of the 16th
century).

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Abstract. Introduction. The article provides an overview of the current geographical division of the
Altai region and examines the origin and historical basis of the popular saying among the local people:
«The Uaq were the first to come to Altai, followed later by the Kerei and Naiman» The Altai area has
long been known as a historical homeland of Turkic peoples. Throughout different historical periods,
various tribal groups migrated and settled in this vast territory. In particular, the migration and
settlement of the Kazakh Uagq tribe in the Altai region is a crucial issue in understanding the ethnic
territory of the Kazakh people and the regional history of the Kazakh Steppe. Based on genealogical
and written sources, the article discusses the migration routes of the Uagq, the causes and consequences
of their movement, and highlights their role in the ethnic formation processes of the Altai region.
Objectives and purpose. The main objective of this study is to analyze the migration of the Uaq clan
to the Altai region and to clarify the historical circumstances surrounding this process. The research
aims to describe the historical and geographical features of the Altai region, to determine the
directions and stages of the Uaq clan’s migration, and to conduct a comparative analysis of
genealogical and written sources. Furthermore, it seeks to identify the historical factors that
influenced the movement of the Uaq people to Altai and to evaluate the significance of this migration
within the broader context of Kazakh ethnic history. Materials and methods. The main sources used
in the article include Kazakh genealogical data, written records from the Qing dynasty, as well as the
works of domestic and Chinese researchers. The study employs the historical-comparative method,
source analysis, and methods of systematization of genealogical materials. Result. Genealogical
sources state that the Uags were among the first to settle in their ancestral homeland in the Altai,
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followed later by the Kerey and Naiman tribes who established themselves in their native lands. These
accounts are consistent with written sources. The research results make it possible to clarify the
migration history of the Uaqgs and to determine the contribution of Kazakh clans and tribes to the
settlement of the Altai Mountains.

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Abstract. Introduction. The article examines the reforms of 1867—1868 implemented by the Russian
Empire in the Kazakh steppe and their impact on the socio-political structure of the region. The
purpose of this study is to analyze, based on archival and other historical materials, the preconditions,
content, and consequences of the 1868 reform in the Kazakh steppe. The article examines the main
provisions of the reform concerning the administrative organization and religious affairs of the
Kazakh population. To identify the consequences of the reforms for the traditional institutions of
power, particularly in the spheres of education and religion of the local population. Materials and
Methods. This article draws on extensive archival materials from the Russian State Historical
Archive, the State Archive of the Orenburg Region, and the Central State Archive of the Republic of
Kazakhstan, as well as on the works of pre-revolutionary, Soviet, and contemporary scholars.
Particular attention is paid to sections of the explanatory memorandum to the “New Regulation”
(1867—-1868), which outlined the mechanisms for introducing Russian education and Orthodoxy into
the Kazakh steppe. These confidential notes, prepared by the drafters of the Regulation, have largely
remained outside the scope of academic attention in previous studies. The research applies
comparative-historical and systemic approaches, which allow the 1867—1868 reform to be analyzed
as part of the broader colonial policy of the Russian Empire. Such methods help reveal the distinctive
features of the reform and its influence on traditional social and religious institutions of Kazakh
society. A comprehensive analytical framework ensures a holistic understanding of the reform’s
nature, its administrative and ideological dimensions, and its long-term consequences for the political
and cultural transformation of the Kazakh steppe. Results. The study demonstrates that the
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“Provisional Regulation” of 1867-1868 represented a distinctly colonial measure aimed at
dismantling and fundamentally transforming the traditional structure of Kazakh society. The reform
had a profound impact on the established system of governance, the social and economic organization
of nomadic communities, their educational traditions, religious life, and other elements of cultural
identity. Through these administrative transformations, Kazakh communities were gradually
integrated into the imperial system of governance, where land ownership, administration, education,
and religious affairs were regulated according to Russian imperial laws and norms. Despite being
presented as measures of modernization, these reforms primarily served to strengthen the political
and ideological control of the empire over the Kazakh steppe. Overall, the Provisional Regulation
marked the beginning of a new era in the socio-political development of the Kazakh people, bringing
deep and lasting changes to almost every aspect of their traditional life. The results highlight the
importance of a comprehensive, interdisciplinary analysis of this historical period, considering the
interconnection between colonial policy, education, religion, and the transformation of traditional
institutions.

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Abstract. The article is devoted to the resettlement and adaptation of the German population in the
Taranov district of Kostanay region in the 1940s. The research is based on archival funds and
statistical documents that allow us to reconstruct the scale and features of this policy at the local level.
Introduction. The mass movements of wartime peoples had far-reaching consequences for the socio-
cultural picture of Kazakhstan. The Germans who found themselves in the Taranov district faced a
shortage of housing, restrictions on movement and mobilization into labor columns. Despite this, they
tried to preserve their cultural identity and adapt to new conditions. Goals. The purpose of the work
is to identify the features of the formation of the German community and to trace the mechanisms of
its adaptation. The tasks include the analysis of the numerical composition, living conditions and
employment, as well as the fixation of manifestations of ethno-cultural stability. Results. The study
shows that several hundred families have arrived in the area, mostly from the Volga region. The
placement was forced: families lived in adapted rooms and were quickly involved in agricultural
work. At the same time, there were practices of mutual assistance, support for family ties and the
preservation of elements of traditional culture. Conclusions. The example of the Taranov district
demonstrates that the resettled Germans were not just objects of politics: they actively sought ways
to integrate and survive. Local sources reveal the drama of this experience and emphasize the
importance of a micro-historical approach to understanding the deportation processes.

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Introduction

The history of the deportation of people during the Great Patriotic War remains one of the most
painful pages in the past of the Soviet Union. At the center of these events were thousands of
representatives of German ethnicity, forcibly relocated from the Volga region, the southern and
western regions of the country to remote areas of Kazakhstan. Despite the fact that this topic has been
covered in a number of generalizing studies, the local aspects of the resettlement and adaptation of
ethnic Germans in specific administrative units of the republic, in particular in the Taranov district of
the Kostanay region, are still poorly understood. The lack of micro-historical reconstructions based
on archival sources prevents a full understanding of both the scale of repression and the forms of
resistance or adaptation of the resettled population.

The relevance of this research is determined by the need to fill this gap in historiography, as
well as by the growing interest in studying local history and the fate of individual ethnic groups under
a totalitarian regime. In addition, the study has practical significance for understanding the
mechanisms of interethnic interaction and historical memory in modern Kazakh society.

The object of the study is the German population who found themselves in the Taranov district
as a result of the mass deportations of the early 1940s. The subject is the processes of adaptation,
integration, labor mobilization, social structure and preservation of ethno-cultural identity in new
conditions. The purpose of the study is to trace the mechanisms of formation of the German ethnisity
in the area and analyze their survival strategy in conditions of forced resettlement.

The following tasks are set:

— to determine the number and socio-demographic characteristics of the displaced;

— analyze the conditions of life, employment and mobilization;

— to identify the degree of adaptation, solidarity and self-organization.

The hypothesis of the study is that despite the repressive conditions of resettlement, the German
population managed not only to adapt, but also to preserve a number of key elements of their ethnic
identity, including language, traditions, religious practices and family structures.

The research questions focused on how the process of resettlement and inclusion of German
immigrants in the economic, social and cultural life of the area took place. Special attention was paid
to how the deported Germans adapted to the new conditions, and to what extent they managed to
preserve their ethnic identity in an alien environment.

Materials and methods

The present study is based on an analysis of documentary evidence covering the process of
formation and adaptation of the German population deported to the Taranov district of Kostanay
region in the early 1940s. The basis of the source base consists of archival materials, most of which
have not previously been introduced into scientific circulation. First of all, these are the funds of the
Lisakovsk Regional State Archive (LRSAKO), the State Archive of the Kostanay region (SAKR), as
well as documents from the Committee on Legal Statistics and Special Accounts of the Prosecutor
General’s Office of the Republic of Kazakhstan.

The research methodology is based on a combination of the following approaches:

e The historical and comparative method made it possible to compare the data on the Taranov
district with other regions of the Kostanay region, thereby obtaining contextual guidelines.

e The problem-chronological approach provided an opportunity for a consistent analysis of
events from 1940 to 1945.

e The historical and anthropological approach is used to reconstruct the daily practices of
migrants, everyday survival strategies and forms of social self-organization.

¢ The source analysis allowed us to identify the novelty and degree of reliability of certain types
of documents (lists of displaced people, household books, protocols of village councils, mobilization
statements).

e The quantitative method is used to process data on the number of families, age categories,
housing allocation and mobilization.
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e The research materials include more than 30 archival files containing:

e lists of German families who arrived (more than 200 surnames),

e correspondence between local authorities on resettlement, economic structure and
mobilization,

e metric books and household books containing data on family composition, education level,
and professions,

e personal statements and complaints of displaced people,

e reports on sanitary conditions, food supplies, and mobilization measures.

The qualitative side of the sources is the availability of detailed information about the
composition of families, living conditions, work responsibilities, and the nature of relationships with
the local population. The quantitative side is represented by statistical calculations on the number of
displaced persons, the number of allocated housings, the volume of labor mobilization, the proportion
of women in the head of families, etc.

The novelty of the research lies in the identification and scientific analysis of previously
unavailable documents that make it possible to trace the local level of implementation of the
deportation policy and its real reflection in the destinies of specific people and communities. The
results obtained provide an opportunity for a more accurate understanding of the mechanisms of
adaptation of the German population in conditions of total state control and socio-economic instability
of wartime.

Discussion

The historiography of the resettlement and adaptation of the German population in Kazakhstan
during and after the Great Patriotic War is extensive, yet remains fragmentary and regionally uneven.
Foundational studies from the early post-Soviet period, such as those by M.K. Kozybaev (Nemtsy
Sovetskogo Kazakhstana: fakty i real’nost’) provide a broad overview of the deportation process,
legal status, and political background of the Germans in Soviet Kazakhstan (Kozybaev, 1991:
237-241). His analysis is invaluable for understanding the ideological and administrative
mechanisms of forced migration; however, it remains largely descriptive and lacks a focus on local
case studies that would illuminate the lived experience of deported communities.

Complementing these general works, the documentary collection From the History of the
Germans of Kazakhstan. 1921-1975 compiled by V. Auman and V. Chebotareva (Auman, 1993)
remains a crucial source for tracing the official narrative of deportation and state policies. The volume
systematizes legislative acts, orders, and statistical data, yet, as several researchers have noted
(Alekseenko, 2011; Budanova, 2011), it omits the micro-historical and human dimension of
adaptation in rural districts. Both M. Alekseenko and Yu. Budanova, working with regional archives
of Kostanay Region, revealed new details about the mobilization of German special settlers, labor
organization, and the social structure of communities in the Taranov District. Their analyses broaden
the geographic scope of previous research and emphasize the need for regionally grounded inquiry.

A significant contribution to the documentation of forced migration is the regional collection
Special Settlers in the Karaganda Region (Zhumashev, Mikheeva, 2007), which demonstrates how
archival evidence can reconstruct local socio-economic realities. However, as N. Vashkau, D. Legliy,
and A. Berkimbaeva argue, the regional lens must also address cultural and intellectual dimensions
of deported Germans’ life, particularly the stance of the intelligentsia and their participation in
wartime production and public life (Vashkau, 2022).

Recent research continues to deepen the understanding of the economic and cultural adaptation
of the German population in Kazakhstan. Denninghaus, Djienaliev, and Razdykov (2025) analyze the
transformation of German communities in the Steppe region during the second half of the nineteenth
and early twentieth centuries, emphasizing the interplay between migration, confessional diversity,
and imperial policy. Their study demonstrates that the adaptation process was not limited to economic
integration but also involved complex mechanisms of cultural self-preservation and religious
consolidation, which later influenced the identity of Soviet-era German settlers. This perspective
contributes to a broader historical continuum linking pre-Soviet migration dynamics with the
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post-deportation adaptation of Germans in the mid-twentieth century. Karibaeva, Atantaeva, and
Abenova (2024) examine the history of German special settlers in East Kazakhstan, focusing on their
role in local economic development and labor organization. The authors emphasize that the adaptation
of the deported Germans was closely tied to the agricultural and industrial modernization of the
region, where they became a vital part of the post-war workforce. Their findings complement the
broader historiographical perspective by demonstrating the integration of special settlers not only as
victims of deportation but also as contributors to regional progress.

The personal and mnemonic aspects of deportation are vividly conveyed in the writings
of O. Dymov, whose books Teplo kazakhskoy zemli (Dymov, 1999: 34-67) and My, narod
Kazakhstana (Dymov, 2004) combine documentary narrative with eyewitness accounts. His works
highlight humanitarian relations between Kazakh and German families, yet adopt a semi-literary tone,
lacking critical contextualization. Later scholars such as G. Zhankadamova, B. Atantayeva, and R.
Akhmetova addressed this limitation by turning to family memoirs as historical evidence, linking
individual memories to collective identity and post-war rehabilitation (Zhankadamova, 2022: 37-49).

At a broader analytical level, T. Smirnova (Smirnova, 2023: 112-126) explored the
comparative characteristics of Germans in Russia and Kazakhstan, revealing the duality of identity
formation under differing political and social contexts. Her conclusions correspond with the findings
of A. Blinova, T. Smirnova, and E. Shlegel (Blinova et al., 2021: 91-116), who emphasized the
transformation of ethnic self-perception through deportation and adaptation. These works collectively
demonstrate a shift from descriptive historiography to interdisciplinary perspectives combining
sociology, memory studies, and ethnography.

Recent publications continue this trajectory. Y. Jiyenaliev, D. Smailova, and A. Abenova
(Jiyenaliev et al., 2024: 54—66) examined the adaptation strategies of deported Germans through the
lens of ethnopolitics, highlighting gradual integration into Kazakh society and the persistence of
ethnic solidarity networks. Similarly, K. Yensenov, A. Alzhanova, and S. Bekmagambetova
(Yensenov et al., 2022: 780—-792) addressed the legal rehabilitation and socio-economic reintegration
of deportees in the post-Soviet period, underlining the continuity between historical trauma and
modern ethnic policy. Comparative perspectives on other deported ethnic groups, such as the Balkars,
were presented by B. Zumakulov (2004: 45-62), who traced similar adaptation mechanisms in the
Caucasus region, which can serve as a contextual parallel for the German population of Kazakhstan.

Among earlier comparative works, L. Salitan (Salitan, 1989: 72—-83) provided one of the first
Western analyses of Soviet Germans’ migration, situating it within broader Soviet nationality policy.
Though limited by the information available at the time, his observations remain relevant for
understanding the international dimension of deportation and emigration discourse.

Taken together, these studies demonstrate a gradual evolution of historiography — from state-
centered and descriptive narratives of the 1990s toward empirically grounded, locally focused, and
human-oriented approaches of the 2020s. Yet, significant lacunae persist, particularly concerning
micro-regional histories and archival evidence from districts such as Taranov in Kostanay Region.
The present research seeks to fill this gap by employing primary archival sources (SAKR. F. R-268.
Inv. 11. C. 33; LRGAKO. F. 42. Inv. 1. C. 103) and reconstructing the mechanisms of settlement,
adaptation, and everyday life of German families whose experiences have so far remained outside the
scope of scholarly attention.

Results

The 1930s and 1940s were a time of great hardship for the population living in the territory of
Kazakhstan. This chronological period was marked by numerous transformations, many of which had
negative consequences. One of the tragic chapters of this era was the forced deportation of various
Soviet peoples to Kazakhstan. Kostanay Region became one of the areas that received a significant
number of both evacuated and deported populations. Among the many ethnic groups subjected to
forced relocation were the Germans, who were moved from various parts of the Soviet Union.

On August 28, 1941, the Presidium of the Supreme Soviet of the USSR issued a decree titled
“On the Resettlement of Germans Living in the Volga Region.” On the same day, the Council of
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People’s Commissars of the USSR and the Central Committee of the All-Union Communist Party
(Bolsheviks) adopted a resolution “On the Resettlement of All Germans from the Volga German
Republic, Saratov and Stalingrad Regions to Other Territories.”

At the same time, decrees were issued concerning the mass resettlement of Germans from the
Murmansk, Moscow, and Krasnodar regions, as well as from Leningrad, the Georgian, Azerbaijani,
and Armenian Soviet Socialist Republics, among other areas.

On October 8, 1941, the State Defense Committee issued Resolution No. 744-ss “On the
Resettlement of Germans from the Georgian, Azerbaijani, and Armenian Soviet Socialist Republics.”

According to the Plan for the Distribution of German Resettlers and Evacuated Population in
the Kostanay Region, as of December 10, 1941, it was planned to accommodate 70,000 people in the
region.

Within just two autumn months (September—October 1941), approximately 55,000 Germans
arrived in the Kostanay Region.

The German population was resettled from the Volga German ASSR, and from the
Voroshilovgrad, Kyiv, Kharkiv, Odessa, Voronezh, Donetsk, Stalingrad, Crimean, and Zaporizhzhia
regions, as well as from Dnipropetrovsk and Chelyabinsk.

The majority of the resettlers were sent to rural areas. For instance, 4,831 people were
accommodated in the Taranov District (SAKR. F. R-268. Inv. 11. C. 33). The largest numbers of
Germans were settled in the Taran, Karabalyk, Ordzhonikidze, Fedorov, and Peshkov districts. In
1941-1942, the German population in the Kostanay Region reached 64,964 individuals. These years
marked the peak of the deported German population growth in Kazakhstan.

Despite this initial increase in 1941-1942, a declining trend was already evident by the end of
the following year. By October 1943, the number of Germans in the Kostanay Region had dropped
to 40,791 (From the History of the Germans of Kazakhstan, 1997; Auman, Chebotareva, 1993). This
decline was largely due to the mobilization of Germans into the labor army, internal migration, and
high mortality rates caused by widespread disease.

Forced relocations of the German population continued in the years that followed.
In 1944-1945, Kazakhstan received additional German settlers who had been expelled from Ukraine,
Belarus, and the Baltic states. By the end of 1945, around 9,000 German families from the western
territories of the USSR had been resettled in the republic (Kozybaev, 1991: 237-241).

In total, from 1941 to 1956, there were 54,662 Germans under special registration in the
Kostanay Region (Archive of the Committee on Legal Statistics and Special Records. F. 3. Inv. 1. C. 1.
P. 4-9). This figure included local residents, convicted individuals, exiled settlers, and deportees.

Thus, in 1941, a significant number of Germans were placed in the Taranov District of the
Kostanay Region. They were distributed across the district’s settlements in small groups of several
dozen people.

It is also worth noting that even before the 1940s, some German communities had already been
living in a number of settlements in the Kostanay Region.

In 1940-1941, a state-sanctioned program was launched to relocate the German population to
the region, officially designated in documentation as “planned resettlers.”

During the war, the large-scale evacuation and deportation of people from frontline zones
brought to the forefront the urgent need to accommodate them across various regions.

The resettlement of Germans in the Kostanay Region and in Kazakhstan as a whole was
complicated by the fact that the republic was simultaneously receiving evacuees from other parts of
the USSR.

The settlement of the German ethnic group was carried out in accordance with the resolution
of the Central Committee of the All-Union Communist Party (Bolsheviks) and the Council of
People’s Commissars of the USSR, dated September 12, 1941: “On the Resettlement of the Volga
Germans in Kazakhstan.”

Additionally, the Instruction on the Procedure for the Acceptance of Property Belonging to
Resettled Collective Farms and Farmers, approved by the Council of People’s Commissars on
August 30, 1941, served as a guiding document (SAAR. F. 11. Inv. 1. C. 39. P. 2-4).
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When deported Germans were being settled in the Kostanay Region, each district reported to
the regional center the number of settlers it was capable of accommodating. For instance, the Taranov
District Executive Committee informed the Kostanay Regional Executive Committee that district
collective farms could accommodate 570 families due to prevailing economic conditions and a
shortage of labor.

In total, 306 buildings were available. While some residential structures were deemed suitable
for immediate habitation, 92 of them required standard maintenance at the time. District officials
reported that 214 houses designated for German settlers needed substantial repairs — including
replacement or installation of roofs, ceilings, windows, doors, and interior fixtures. An additional
264 properties could only accommodate resettlers on the condition that new residential buildings were
constructed (LRGAKO. F. 42. Inv. 1. C. 40. P. 5).

The program to provide the newly arrived population with housing and basic living conditions
was gradually being implemented. For instance, the Executive Committee of the Council of Workers’
Deputies of the Novo-Ilinsky Village Council in the Taranov District adopted the following
resolution: “Two houses shall be built for planned resettlers; two cows shall be purchased. Two
houses shall be built for German resettlers. Two houses shall be built for both evacuees and German
resettlers. A total of 68 houses shall be built or completed. For the planned resettlers who arrived in
1940-1941, 1,000 rubles from the agricultural bank shall be allocated toward the annual housing
construction plan for the completion of homes.” (LRGAKO. F. R-28. Inv. 1. C. 23. P. 3).

It is likely that similar decisions were made by other executive committees, taking into account
the economic capacities of the districts and the region under wartime conditions.

In the Taranov District, German resettlers were settled in a compact manner across several rural
localities. For example, on September 15, 1941, deported Germans from the Volga German ASSR
were settled in the village of Elizavetinskoye (LRGAKO. F. 42. Inv. 1. C. 103. P. 2-5). As of 1942,
Germans were residing in the village of Dzhalshinka in the same district (LRGAKO. F. 42. Inv. 1.
C. 103). In some rural settlements, isolated instances of German presence were recorded. For instance,
as of February 17, 1942, a single German resettler, Schultz, was living in the Kaganovich collective
farm, while one family resided in the Stalin collective farm. These settlers owned houses in the
“Borets” and “Donbass” collective farms (LRGAKO. F. 72. Inv. 1. C. 85).

According to archival data, by the third decade of October 1941, a total of 227 German families
had arrived in the Taranov District. The number of family members per household ranged from 1 to
10 individuals. An analysis of family size indicates that households with 3 to 4 members were the
most common. A considerable number of large families were also documented.

It is evident that among the Volga Germans most of whom came from rural backgrounds
traditions of having large families had been preserved.

The study of metric records reveals a clear tendency among the observed groups of the German
population to preserve traditional German names and surnames such as Adam, Heinrich, Georg,
Eduard, Amalia (Emilia), Margarita, Eva, Maria, and others.

At the same time, many Germans also bore names and patronymics that were uncharacteristic
for ethnic Germans, including Yegor, Kondraty, Ivan, Andrei, Bogdan, Yekaterina, Lidiya (Lidya),
Ivan Ivanovich, Ivan Kondratyevich, Ivan Davydovich, and so forth.

Undoubtedly, the presence of such names among some individuals of German descent
indirectly reflects the prolonged period of their settlement in the Volga region and their sustained
contact with the local population over the years.

During the initial phase of deportations, state authorities enforced measures requiring the
German population to surrender property, livestock, and grain to the state. This is evidenced by the
existence of official receipts issued at the time.

Government institutions, in turn, provided written guarantees to the resettled German groups
regarding the future return of their confiscated property.

To this end, resettlers were issued exchange (receipt) certificates bearing individual numbers
for the property, livestock, and food supplies left behind in their former places of residence. These
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certificates could later be exchanged for equivalent homes, livestock, and belongings at their new
locations of settlement in Kazakhstan.

The Germans handed over to the state various types of property: adobe and clay houses (ranging
from 30 to 80 square meters in total area), household outbuildings, summer kitchens, wooden sheds,
stables, beds, tables, chairs, benches, wardrobes, shelves, butter churns, cauldrons, mirrors,
washbasins, wooden cradles, barrels, livestock (cows, sheep, pigs, piglets, chickens), and various
grain crops (rye, wheat, millet, barley).

The receipts included detailed information such as the personal data of the resettlers, the receipt
number, the number of family members, the types of livestock, poultry, and rabbits (along with their
number, weight, and value), the names and weights of grain crops, the date of issue, and the name of
the issuing authority.

Separate receipts were issued for residential property (houses, outbuildings, furniture),
livestock, grain, tools, and crops.

All resettler property was itemized in the receipts and assessed in rubles.

The deported Germans endured all the hardships of extreme deprivation. The content of several
preserved archival documents illustrates the tragic fate of the deported population. Archive
repositories contain numerous personal records belonging to individuals of German descent who were
either deported themselves or were descendants of those deported. One such example is the family of
Irina Albertovna Selivanova (née Stol). She was born in 1943 in the Dzhambul Region. Her father,
Albert Ivanovich Stol, of German ethnicity, was born in 1902 in the village of Sheikh-Eli, Kirov
District, Crimean ASSR. Prior to his arrest on May 29, 1938, he lived in the city of Dzhankoy and
worked as an accountant for the city consumer cooperative (GORPO). On October 29, 1939, he was
sentenced by the Special Board of the NKVD of the USSR to three years of imprisonment under
Articles 58—10 and 58-11 of the RSFSR Criminal Code for “anti-Soviet activities within an
organization.”

In 1941, pursuant to the Resolution of the Council of People’s Commissars of the RSFSR dated
September 12, 1941, he was forcibly deported together with his wife and children from the Crimean
Region to the Dzhambul Region in Kazakhstan, where he was placed under special settlement
restrictions. On January 22, 1942, he was mobilized into the labor army in the Guryev Region. On
November 16, 1942, he was reassigned to a special settlement in the city of Korkino, Chelyabinsk
Region.

He was fully rehabilitated by the Military Tribunal of the Odessa Military District on October
9, 1959, due to the absence of any criminal offense. The Stol family remained under special settlement
registration until January 13, 1956 (LRGAKO. F. R-284. Inv. 1. C. 2).

Another example is the family of Nina Adolfovna Palenaya (née Lai), an ethnic German, born
on January 12, 1921, in the Volgograd Region. At the age of five, she moved with her parents to the
city of Baku in Azerbaijan. In June 1939, she graduated from the medical nursing technical school in
Baku and received an assignment to work as a surgical nurse at Hospital No. 10 on Artem Island
(an oil workers’ island with drilling rigs in Azerbaijan). After working there for two years, she
planned to enroll in a medical institute. However, in June 1941, the Great Patriotic War began. During
the first months of the war, she worked at a military hospital in Baku and was preparing to go to the
front. But in September 1941, Nina Adolfovna, along with her parents and younger sister, was
deported from Baku to Kazakhstan as a person of German ethnicity and placed under special
settlement restrictions.

Nina’s older brother, Viktor Adolfovich Lai, who was living separately at the time,
was conscripted into the labor army and sent to Sverdlovsk Region.

The deported Germans were transported in freight train cars for more than a month before being
unloaded at Tobol Station in the Kostanay Region.

Archival analysis reveals that deported populations were moved in freight cars, which were not
equipped for passenger transport. Due to extreme overcrowding and a lack of adequate medical care,
numerous cases of illness were reported among the resettlers.

The Lai family was sent to the village of Kozyrevka in the Kostanay Region. Initially, they
were placed with a large local family. The Lai family lived in the livestock shed, separated from the
animals only by a screen. Under such conditions, they spent an entire month. According to Nina
Adolfovna’s recollections, her father, Adolf Filippovich Lai, held several vocational qualifications.
After some time, he was provided with housing in the village of Novo-Ilinovka and began working
at a local kolkhoz (collective farm).

In April 1942, Nina Adolfovna was assigned to the village of Valeryanovka to work as a nurse
at the local hospital. From 1941 to 1955, she remained under special settlement registration.
According to Order No. 0601 of the USSR Ministry of Internal Affairs dated December 16, 1955,
Nina Adolfovna Palenaya was released from special settlement status.

In 1956, she was transferred to the position of feldsher-midwife at the Novo-Ilinovka
feldsher-midwife station. In 1964, she was appointed head of the same facility, and in 1971, she
returned to the position of feldsher. In 1966, under Order No. 279-p of the USSR Ministry of Health
dated June 4, 1966, she was awarded the badge “Excellence in Healthcare” for her exemplary work
in providing medical care to the population.

On the basis of the Decree of the President of the USSR dated August 13, 1990,
“On the Restoration of All Rights of Victims of Political Repression of the 1920s—1950s”, Nina
Adolfovna Palenaya was officially rehabilitated (LRGAKO. F. R-284. Inv. 1. C. 9. P. 7).

It is worth noting that, as of 1940, six out of thirty-eight collective farms in the Taranov District
were German. The population of these German collective farms consisted predominantly of ethnic
Germans. The farms included: Rotes (or Rotos) Feld, Reis Feld, Rote Fahne, Neues Feld, Zwei Rot
(or Ropt, or New Ropt), and Karl Marx (LRGAKO. F. 42. Inv. 1. C. 59).

The Taranov District was home to the largest group of ethnic Germans deported to the
Kostanay Region.

The Germans deported to this area were forced to endure the full burden of harsh living
conditions. Many men and women were mobilized into the labor army. Women were left solely
responsible for the care of underage children. Deportee families were subject to wartime taxation and
suffered greatly from food shortages and widespread poverty.

Germans deported to the region from various parts of the Soviet Union often undertook
independent efforts to locate their relatives and loved ones from whom they had been separated. In
their official inquiries to government institutions, the Germans classified as special settlers tended to
refer to their relatives using terms such as “evacuated” or “resettled”, rather than “deported” or
“forcibly displaced.” In practice, during the studied historical period, it was not permissible to speak
or write openly about the forced relocation of people. In official correspondence, the process of
deportation was typically labeled as “evacuation”, which implied “forced migration” rather than
political repression.

With regard to the Germans who arrived in Kazakhstan, official documents employed
formulations such as “List of Evacuated from the Volga Germans,” “List of Incoming Resettlers from
the Volga Germans,” and “List of Arrived Germans Resettled from the Volga German Republic”
(LRGAKO. F. 72. Inv. 1. C. 85. P. 6).

The term “planned resettlers” also frequently appears in the documents, which in essence
denoted the status of deported Germans who had been relocated according to centrally issued
resettlement plans.

Relatives living in different regions of Kazakhstan and other Soviet republics searched for each
other, gathering any available information about their family members, verifying the accuracy of
rumors, and sending letters to various settlements in the hope of reuniting with loved ones.

Resettlers learned about the arrival of new train convoys of their fellow countrymen in various
regions and would immediately write letters requesting assistance in locating their relatives and loved
ones.

Such letters were usually addressed to the top regional and district officials or to departments
handling resettlement matters.
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This search activity by family members was especially intense during the initial months
following the forced deportations.

Archival documents show evidence of active efforts to locate relatives during the first six
months after displacement.

A notable example includes the resettlement of deported Germans from the Liebknecht District
of the Ordzhonikidze Krai (Caucasus) to the Taranov District.

Comrade Chairman!

I ask the District Executive Committee of this district (Taranov District — note by the authors)
to consider my request regarding the following. This request is made to you by citizen Viks M.K.,
residing in the Karabalyk District, in the kolkhoz “Novaya Derevnya.” I have learned that my brother,
Viks Korney Korneyevich, along with his wife, Viks Gulda Ivanovna, is living in one of the kolkhozes
of your district. Before the resettlement, they lived in the Caucasus, in the Liebknecht District of the
Ordzhonikidze Krai. I ask the District Executive Committee to inform me, if possible, where they are
currently living. 17.02.1942 To this: Viks M.K. My address: Karabalyk District, Terentyevskoye Post
Office, Viks Margarita K. (LRGAKO. F. 42. Inv. 1. C. 107).

To the Chairman of the District Executive Committee

Highly respected Chairman of the District Executive Committee!

I am writing to you with a request. I kindly ask for your assistance in helping me locate my
family, who were evacuated from the city of Odessa on September 28, 1941. According to the
information I have, I believe that my family is living in the territory of the Kostanay Region, and
therefore I turn to you and hope that you will kindly assist me and help in this matter. I sincerely
thank you in advance.

However, if my family is not in your district, then perhaps it is possible to make inquiries in
other districts of your region.

I am listing for you the names of my wife and children:

— Wife — Brif Etya Grigoryevna, born in 1914;

— Mother — Brif Manya losifovna, 54 years old;

— Daughter — Fishbein Rakhilya Abramovna, born in 1935;

— Son — Fishbein Grigory Abramovich, born in 1938.

From the city of Odessa, 82 Zhany Lyabur Street.

Once again, I remind you, highly respected and kind Chairman of the District Executive
Committee of the Taranov District, to please forward the text of this letter to all your districts and
villages of the Kostanay Region. I hope to receive a reply. My address: see on the reverse side.
Adyghe Autonomous Region, Krasnodar Krai, Krasnogvardeysky District, village of
Nikolayevskoye, P.O. Box No. 5, for Fishbein A.K. (LRGAKO. F. 42. Inv. 1. C. 107).

Thus, the deported German population took all possible measures to search for their relatives
in order to know their fate with certainty, possibly hoping for reunification in the future.

As a result of the deportation, the German population became dispersed across different
republics. In particular, Germans settled in the Bashkir ASSR were searching for their relatives in the
Kostanay Region.

Special settlers expressed their material and social difficulties in letters addressed to top
regional officials. Alongside this, they also reported on their difficult living conditions in the mass
media, such as the regional newspapers Stalinsky Put’ and Stalinsky Prizyv.

During the war years, the local population itself was in a difficult economic and material
situation and was not always able to provide support to the incoming settlers.
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In their daily lives, the German population faced a lack or shortage of food, fuel, and warm clothing
during the winter. It is noteworthy that the Germans were known for their diligence they did not
refuse to work and carried out any tasks assigned to them.

In many cases, local authorities were unprepared for the arrival, placement, and accommodation
of the large influx of special settlers.

Some village leaders only learned about the arrival of special settlers to their kolkhozes the day
before their settlement, upon receiving orders.

Teachers Gurvich, Kanevskaya, Lyubimova, and Gan L. appealed to the People’s Commissariat
of Internal Affairs of the Taranov District. In their letter, they mentioned all the institutions they had
contacted regarding their desperate situation. The authors of the letter, referring to specific facts,
considered the attitude of the kolkhoz administration toward them to be intolerant. The teachers
complained about the lack of food. The content of the letters reflects the socio-economic difficulties
faced by the kolkhoz.

The authors of the letter expressed their grievances against the head of one of the kolkhozes. In
their view, the kolkhoz chairman often displayed bias toward them in addressing their material and
household needs. The authors pointed to instances of unequal treatment in terms of wages and food
provisions between them and the kolkhoz workers. The teachers appealed to higher authorities,
writing: “We have no workdays [trudodni], and we must survive on our salaries and whatever the
kolkhoz sells to us. But the local residents do not sell anything, and therefore we are forced to appeal
to you with the request that you influence the kolkhoz chairman so that he provides us with food
available in the kolkhoz.” (LRGAKO. F. 42. Inv. 1. C. 107).

On the eve of the war, Soviet citizens of German ethnicity were performing mandatory military
service in the Red Army. During the war, family members of conscripted individuals attempted to
determine the whereabouts of their relatives. For example, Olga losifovna Kautz contacted the
Taranov District Military Commissariat to inquire about the fate of her son, who had been drafted
into the army (LRGAKO. F. 42. Inv. 1. C. 107).

During the war, the socio-economic situation in the country deteriorated significantly. The
population experienced all the hardships of the brutal war. Deported and evacuated groups of people
found themselves in especially difficult conditions. An analysis of archival documents clearly shows
that the region lacked the necessary resources to provide adequate aid to the struggling population.
Driven to despair, citizens retained the right to appeal to any and all authorities. Letters were sent to
local administrations, NKVD bodies, or to the regional military commissar (LRGAKO. F. 42.
Inv. 1. C. 107).

Germans served in the Red Army. They fought bravely against enemy aggressors. Ethnic
German soldiers of the Red Army appealed to their commanders with requests to provide material
assistance to their families, who had been torn away from their places of residence.

The military leadership petitioned local authorities with requests to assist the families of
servicemen in need. Commanders of military units submitted written appeals to district military
commissars requesting support.

District military commissars responded to commanders in writing, which indicates the
existence of feedback between officials. In the collections of the Lisakovsk Regional State Archive,
several letters signed by military commanders addressed to representatives of the district
administration have been found.

In particular, political officer Bondarenko of a military unit wrote to the chairman of the
Taranov District Council of Workers’ Deputies. He petitioned on behalf of Red Army soldier Lantukh
Andrey Fedorovich. His family lived in the Taranov District. After the death of the mother, five small
children were left without care: “I ask you to provide real assistance to the family of serviceman
comrade Lantukh Andrey Fedorovich — place the young children under social care. Please report the
results to the following address: 1696 Field Postal Station, Unit 2, to the commander of the unit.
Military Commissar of Unit 955, Senior Political Officer Bondarenko. October 31, 1942
(LRGAKO. F. 42. L. 1. C. 107).
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The following letter, signed by the Military Commissar of Evacuation Hospital No. 3751, dated
August 25, 1942 (No. 481), was addressed to the Military Commissar of the Taranov District Military
Commissariat, Kostanay Region.

The letter stated: “The command of Evacuation Hospital 3751 requests assistance in providing
a food ration to the family of Red Army soldier Vygoner Moisey-Ilya Vulfovich, who is currently in
the hospital receiving treatment after being wounded at the front. His wife — Vygoner Khanna
Shlemovna is currently ill and, together with her children aged 17 to 19, is not receiving a food ration.
The children are working at the Paviovsk MTS. The family resides in the village of Paviovsk. We
kindly ask that the outcome of this request be reported to the following address: Kaganovich Railway,
Yushala Station, P.O. Box No. 5, to the Military Commissar of the Hospital.” (LRGAKO. F. 42.
Inv. 1. C. 107).

In many cases, complaints and appeals from ordinary citizens to higher-level institutions
triggered targeted interventions. Applications of the following nature were submitted to
representatives of executive committees.

In particular, the following directive was issued to the heads of one of the local village councils
and kolkhozes: “The Executive Committee of the District Council orders an immediate inspection of
the living conditions of the evacuated family of Tsimmel Mikhail Konstantinovich. The inspection
report must be submitted to the Executive Committee of the District Council by February 23, 1942.
At the same time, material assistance must be provided to the kolkhoz member. Chairman I.
Litvinenko.” (LRGAKO. F. 42. Inv. 1. C. 107).

The German population resettled in the region was employed in various types of work. In
particular, a significant number of Germans were engaged in threshing and loading grain at the
railway station.

According to reporting documents from January 1942, the threshing of grain in the Natalovka
Village Council of the Taranov District Executive Committee was proceeding slowly and only in a
single shift. Grain loading was also being carried out in one shift. It was not possible to convert the
process to two shifts. The main reason for the decline in work performance was the absence of
essential laborers German special settlers who were being sent from the Kalinin and Voroshilov
district settlements to Kostanay.

There were recorded instances of unsatisfactory performance by farm leaders. For example, one
kolkhoz chairman refused to provide carts for the resettlers, justifying his decision as follows:
“I don’t need them, and there’s nowhere to put them.” (LRGAKO. F. 42. Inv. 1. C. 103).

In 1942, conscription notices were delivered to German special settlers of older age cohorts
(born in the late 19th century), and contained the following fields: surname, name, patronymic, year
of birth, military occupational specialty, and reason for failure to report. Local authorities were
instructed to ensure 100 % attendance of the settlers at the assembly point. In the case of incomplete
turnout or missed deadlines, those responsible were held accountable under wartime legislation
(LRGAKO. F. 42. Inv. 1. C. 103).

During the war period, many representatives of the German population were mobilized into the
Labor Army. German women were also conscripted into the Labor Army.

For example, “Tobolsk Grain Reception Point of Zagotzerno” informed the Novo-Ilinovsky
Village Council of an order, according to which Vagner Ustina Fridrikhovna was required on the
basis of a signed “receipt document” to report at 9:00 a.m. on May 5, 1943, as part of a group of
conscripted German settler women at the Tobol station. Enterprise administrations were held
responsible for their employees. For example, according to the management of the “Zagotzerno”
enterprise, Valentina Karlovna Shleikher, who was summoned to the Tobol station, did not reside in
the local settlement due to her relocation to the “Zhana Turmys” kolkhoz in the Uzunkol District
(LRGAKO. F. R-28. Inv. 1. C. 23).

State agencies, enterprises and organizations operated under wartime conditions with a strict
schedule. On December 28, 1941, the Nelyubin Village Council of Workers’ Deputies of the Taranov
District adopted a decision to transition all institutions and enterprises to new principles of work in
wartime conditions.

The village of Nelyubinka was predominantly inhabited by Germans.

The Nelyubin Village Council of Workers’ Deputies was chaired by Executive Committee
Head Ernst Ya.F., the position of village council secretary was held by Dukart F.I. Deputies included
Zenger V., Birwagen B., Birwagen R., Shnatz K., Hintz A., Kupper M., Heckel V., Dukart V. The
local Nelyubin incomplete secondary school was headed by Girin R.N., Wilhelm was in charge of
the MTF of the kolkhoz, Rombs M.M. worked as the tax agent, Zinger was chairman of the
Rotes-Feld kolkhoz, and Sherer was chairman of the Karl Marx kolkhoz. The decision of the village
council’s executive committee stated: “To fundamentally reorganize work according to wartime
needs... Tirelessly provide the front and the country with more and more bread, meat, and raw
materials for industry.” (LRGAKO. F. 42. Inv. 1. C. 103).

On February 18, 1942, the Executive Committee of the Nelyubin Village Council adopted a
decision to fundamentally reorganize all operations of the kolkhoz “Rotes-Feld” in honor of the 24th
anniversary of the Red Army, considering the wartime situation.

The executive committee staff emphasized the need for quality preparation for the spring
sowing campaign, acceleration of pace and increase in grain processing volumes, procurement of
seed stock, implementation of snow retention measures, completion of agricultural equipment repairs,
improvement of mass organizational work with kolkhoz members, and preparation of a report
for the regional meeting of leading agricultural workers of the Kostanay Region (LRGAKO. F. 42.
Inv. 1. C. 103).

The decision highlighted the goal of fulfilling the state procurement plan for agricultural
products, particularly meat, grain, milk, etc. The executive committee’s decision stated: “Each
kolkhoz must deliver to the state, in honor of the 24th anniversary of the Red Army, one head of
livestock under the system of economic procurement”.

Delegates of the meeting emphasized the need for active participation of the population of
Nelyubinka village in the delivery of cultural fund contributions and the military tax. Mass agitation
work was to be carried out among the population (LRGAKO. F. 42. Inv. 1. C. 103).

Given the wartime context and the arising socio-economic difficulties, the population was
required to pay military tax and other dues. Practical recommendations were developed to implement
this task. In particular, tax agent Rombs M.M. was instructed to carry out daily collection of state
funds in the form of military tax and other payments; each member of the kolkhoz administration was
assigned the duty to assist the tax agent.

Military hardships were reflected in the condition of the local economic infrastructure.
Members of the Nelyubin administration expressed concern over the lack of fuel for the local school.
Student attendance at the incomplete secondary school remained low. A task was set to carry out
mass outreach work with parents.

In order to prevent outbreaks and the spread of infectious diseases in areas of concentrated
population resettlement specifically, in the kolkhozes Karl Marx, Neues-Feld, and Rotes-Feld from
February 20, 1942, necessary measures were implemented, including medical examinations,
construction of bathhouses, repair of water pumps, and so on. Leaders at all levels often practiced
strict methods of management. In particular, one local kolkhoz leader noted a decline in kolkhoz
members’ discipline, which consequently led to low labor productivity. Regional and district
authorities assigned authorized representatives to kolkhozes, who were responsible for providing
practical assistance to local administrations, up to and including taking decisive measures
(LRGAKO. F. 42. Inv. 1. C. 103).

In areas of compact settlement of deported populations, regular assessments were conducted of
their living conditions and socio-economic situation. Representatives of state administrative bodies
emphasized the need for the prompt resolution of resettlers’ material and living problems.

For example, on February 25, 1942, Deputy Chairman of the Executive Committee of the
Kostanay Regional Council, Machnev, sent a directive to the Chairman of the Taranov District
Executive Committee. According to the contents of the directive, the issue of providing necessary
assistance to the German population was emphasized. Specific inspectors were assigned the duty of
analyzing the material conditions of the resettlers. The documents stated the following: “Based on
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complaints received from German resettlers and inspections conducted by inspectors on the ground,
it was found that in several districts of the Taranov region, the provision of food to working German
resettlers was organized in an extremely unsatisfactory manner.”

The regional authorities proposed issuing instructions to kolkhozes to ensure uninterrupted food
supply for those working in kolkhozes in the region, including flour, potatoes, and other items, as
compensation for completed workdays.

Several applications were submitted to the regional authorities, the content of which included
complaints about certain kolkhoz leaders who refused to accept German resettlers due to the
upcoming mobilization of German men into the army. In the absence of adequate resources, many
farms faced the threat of deteriorating socio-economic conditions. Regional authorities regarded such
an approach as incorrect and proposed “fo instruct kolkhozes that Germans are to join on a general
basis” (LRGAKO. F. 42. Inv. 1. C. 103).

A significant number of Germans who arrived in the region were recorded in official documents
under the title “Household Books.” The “Household Books” contained certain metric data on specific
individuals.

It is worth noting the presence of various errors in the spelling of names and surnames of the
individuals studied. Evidently, document clerks made such mistakes and distortions for objective
reasons: large volume of paperwork, poor literacy, or insufficient familiarity with German, Chechen,
Ingush, Polish, and Iranian names and surnames that were unusual in pronunciation.

The Germans recorded in such documents were, in the overwhelming majority, classified as
kolkhoz members by social status.

The professional background of German men was mostly represented by agricultural
specialties. Germans worked as laborers, tractor drivers, blacksmiths, livestock breeders, and
felt boot makers.

Women worked as general laborers, milkmaids, teachers, and accountants.

The educational level of the German population ranged from illiterate individuals to certified
specialists with higher education. A significant portion of the German population was listed under
the classification “illiterate.” Many individuals had received 2-4 or 7-10 years of schooling.
Members of certain families were characterized by higher education. For example, in the Zoller
family, two daughters had completed the third year of university studies during the period under
review.

Families varied in size and composition. Small families were recorded. Traditions of having
many children were preserved. For instance, the previously mentioned Zoller family consisted of 7
individuals. This family included a husband, a wife, the mother of one of the spouses, and four
daughters. Some families consisted of 8—10 people. According to documents, all five children in the
Lorer family were adopted. It is likely that five children had been separated from their parents and
were being raised in the Lorer family.

Interethnic marriages were also documented. Ethnic Germans entered into marriages with
women of other nationalities.

The age characteristics of the resettlers also varied. At the time of deportation, a significant portion
of Germans were between 17 and 20 years old. Thus, age groups of potential parents for the coming period
were preserved. Children in many families were born in Kazakhstan during the mid-to-late 1940s.

Many German families rented housing from local residents. These facts were also reflected in
the household books.

In many German families, the status of head of household was held by women for objective
reasons such as the mobilization of men to the front lines, to the labor army, or due to their death
during the war. Germans were conscripted into the labor army. German labor was used at industrial
facilities, in the exploration and extraction of natural resources, and in agriculture. In 1942, Germans
were mobilized into labor columns “for the purpose of rational utilization”.

According to the “Regulations on the Economic and Labor Integration of Special Settlers
Kalmyks, Karachays, Chechens, Ingush, Balkars, and Germans,” adopted in March 1944, the
employment of special settlers was monitored by the NKVD.
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Settlers had the “right” to be employed in state farms, machine and tractor stations, small-scale
artisanal cooperatives, and local executive authorities. In areas where employment opportunities were
absent, the labor of Germans was used for routine, low-paid work.

The majority of special settlers worked in kolkhoz jobs outside of their specialties. They were
forbidden from changing jobs without the permission of the NKVD special commandant’s office.

At the same time, the Regulations required that individuals with higher or secondary specialized
education be employed according to their qualifications. If such specialists could not be placed in the
resettlement area, the NKVD permitted them to relocate to other regions in order to find appropriate
employment. In the absence of jobs in rural areas or industry, deportees were allowed to unite into
artisanal cooperative collectives.

In accordance with GKO Resolutions No. 1123-ss of January 10, 1942, “On the Procedure for
the Utilization of German Resettlers of Draft Age from 17 to 50,” and of February 14, 1942, “On the
Mobilization of German Men of Draft Age from 17 to 50 Permanently Residing in Regions,
Territories, Autonomous and Union Republics,” all German men of the specified age group,
physically fit for labor, were to be mobilized into labor columns for the entire duration of the war.

The majority of the 120,000 Germans conscripted into the Labor Army were assigned to
logging operations and factory construction. Forty thousand people were directed to railway
construction projects, including the Akmolinsk—Kartaly and Akmolinsk—Pavlodar lines.

However, this number of special settlers was insufficient to meet the needs of the state.
Therefore, later, according to GKO Resolution No. 2383-ss dated October 7, 1942, the age range for
German men was expanded to include those aged 15-16 up to 51-55. At the same time, German
women between the ages of 16 and 45 were mobilized.

Germans were sent to facilities in the oil and coal industries. Men were assigned to enterprises
under the “Chelyabugol” and “Karagandaugol” trusts of the People’s Commissariat of Coal Industry,
while women were sent to enterprises under the People’s Commissariat of Oil Industry (From the
History of the Germans of Kazakhstan, 1997; Auman, Chebotareva, 1993).

Women were also subject to conscription into the Labor Army. In particular, from the Zoller
family mentioned above, all four daughters including two university students who were mobilized
into the Labor Army.

During this difficult period, Soviet Germans worked at enterprises in Solikamsk,
Krasnoturyinsk, Nizhny Tagil, Sverdlovsk, Chelyabinsk, Novokuznetsk, Balkhash, Tekeli,
Karaganda, and other locations. Thus, at the coal mines in Karaganda, as of January 1943, out of
37,544 workers, 3,309 were Germans, accounting for 8.8 % (Salitan, 1989: 75).

Four thousand Germans from the Kostanay and Akmolinsk regions were sent to enterprises
under the “Karagandaugol” trust; 3,000 people from the North Kazakhstan Region were sent to
“Bogoslovugol”; 1,500 people from Pavlodar Region to “Glavneftestroy”’; 500 people from Pavlodar
Region to “Kuzbassugol”; 700 Germans from Akmolinsk Region, 1,500 from Kostanay, 1,000 from
Pavlodar, and 2,000 from North Kazakhstan Region were also sent to “Glavneftestroy.” Workers for
machine-building plants were mobilized from the North Kazakhstan Region — 700 people, from
Akmolinsk — 300, from Kostanay — 300, and 1,500 people from Pavlodar Region to “Kuibyshevneft”
(Kozybaev, 1991: 237-241).

Germans conscripted from the North Kazakhstan Region worked at the
“Chelyabmetallurgstroy” plant and were employed in NKVD subsidiary farms. At the
“Karagandaugol” combine, the workforce mainly consisted of Germans, Poles, and others mobilized
from the northern regions of Kazakhstan.

From the Kostanay Region, heads of 1,812 families were mobilized; from the Akmolinsk
Region — 1,809; from Pavlodar — 403; and from North Kazakhstan — 241. The management of the
combine repeatedly addressed the republican leadership with proposals to assist in reuniting the
families of workers mobilized to the combine (Special Settlers in Karaganda Region, 2007).

It should also be noted that in 1942, local youth were conscribed (mobilized) into FZO
(Factory-Training School) programs. Both male and female populations were subject to conscription.
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In accordance with the Decree of the Presidium of the Supreme Soviet of the USSR on the
conscription (mobilization) of youth into Factory and Workshop Training Schools (so-called FZO
schools) schools, the Taranov District Executive Committee of the Council of Workers’ Deputies
proposed mobilizing a certain number of young people of both sexes aged 17 and above from
kolkhozes of the village council. Those mobilized were provided with shoes, clothing, two changes
of linen, and food supplies. In addition, the conscripts were issued with the necessary documents for
obtaining passports.

It is also noteworthy that German mothers with many children received state allowances. In
particular, Franziska Yakovlevna Miller, a native of the village of Pridorozhnoye of the Pridorozhny
village council, who was raising eight children, was granted a state allowance in the amount
of 2,000 rubles (LRGAKO. F. 42. Inv. 1. C. 40).

During the period under study, there was a recorded change in the number of ethnic Germans
in Kazakhstan. According to the 1939 population census, 92,000 Germans lived in the republic.
During the war, out of 1.4 million Germans in the USSR, 438.4 thousand were relocated to
Kazakhstan (Zumakulov, 2004).

According to other data, the number of Germans who arrived in Kazakhstan ranged from
420,000 to 462,000 people (Dymov, 1999; Dymov, 2004). According to the 1959 census, there were
about 660,000 individuals of German ethnicity in the republic. Thus, the German population of the
Taranov district of the Kostanay region in the 1940s largely consisted of deportees. Due to the
changed circumstances and conditions, they had to quickly adapt to the new natural-climatic, social,
and economic conditions in an ethnically foreign environment.

Conclusion

The goals and objectives set at the beginning of the study have been fully implemented. Based
on an extensive archival base and the use of methods of problem-chronological, historical-
anthropological and source analysis, it was possible to reconstruct in detail the process of formation
and adaptation of the German population deported to the Taranov district of the Kostanay region in
the early 1940s.

As a result of the work, specific resettlement routes, the numerical and social composition of
the arrived at families, and the specifics of their placement and labor mobilization were identified.
The documents, introduced into scientific circulation for the first time, made it possible to trace not
only the formal decisions of the authorities, but also the real conditions in which the displaced found
themselves: lack of housing, food, domestic difficulties, family separation, and the mobilization of
men and women into the labor army.

The collected materials confirmed the hypothesis of a high degree of social stability of the
German population. Despite the status of special settlers, restrictions in rights, and difficulties in
adaptation, many families demonstrated the ability to self-organize, preserve their ethno-cultural
identity, and actively participate in the local economy and social infrastructure. Cases of personal
initiative in the organization of everyday life, participation in collective farm life, searching for
relatives and supporting fellow villagers have been recorded.

The results obtained complement the existing historiography with concrete examples of the
daily life of deported Germans, clarify the scale of resettlement, and reveal the specifics of interaction
between authorities and displaced persons on the ground. The scientific novelty of the work lies in
the fact that for the first time the study includes the local experience of the Taranov district, which
was previously absent from scientific publications.

The practical significance of the research lies in the possibility of using its results in training
courses on regional history, in the creation of museum exhibitions dedicated to the history of
deportation and repression, as well as in the preservation of historical memory in a multinational
society. The presented analysis can serve as a basis for the development of educational and cultural
projects aimed at understanding the experience of forced resettlement of peoples in Kazakhstan.
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In the future, it is planned to expand the geographical scope of the study and conduct a
comparative analysis of the adaptation strategies of resettled groups in other regions of Northern
Kazakhstan, which will deepen the understanding of the regional features of the historical process
and social sustainability in the context of mass repression and forced displacement of the population.
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Abstract. Introduction. The Soviet camp system, which served as a crucial instrument of state
repressive policy, continues to possess significant research potential to this day. Under the conditions
of a totalitarian regime, correctional labor institutions became an institutional embodiment of the
ideology of violence, political isolation, and economic exploitation. Eastern Kazakhstan, as one of
the regions where the General Administration of the camps facilities were actively deployed,
represents an important territorial model for the analysis of these processes. The primary objective of
this article is to identify and interpret newly uncovered archival sources that enable the reconstruction
of the structure and daily operations of correctional labor camps in the region during the 1940s and
1950s. The research has uncovered and, for the first time, introduced into academic circulation
previously inaccessible archival materials, as well as empirical data gathered during field expeditions.
Based on this evidence, the existence and activities of the following camp units within the territory
of the East Kazakhstan Region have been documented: the General Administration of the camps
associated “Construction Site No. 790” camp (also known as Ermakovlag), as well as prisoner-of-
war camps No. 347 and No. 45. The analysis of these materials reveals the extremely harsh conditions
in which prisoners were held, along with numerous violations of legal, sanitary, and labor standards.
Particular attention is given to previously unknown facts concerning minors who were detained in the
People’s Commissariat of Internal Affairs colonies and their subsequent release. Conclusion. The
findings of this study contribute significantly to the scholarly understanding of the repressive policies
of the Soviet state. The newly introduced archival data not only clarify the scale and nature of the
camp system's functioning but also bring to the forefront crucial issues of historical memory,
rehabilitation, and the legal assessment of the totalitarian legacy. The presented materials may serve
as a foundation for further humanitarian and human rights initiatives aimed at comprehending and
addressing the traumatic past.

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Abstract. Introduction. The topic of the study is relevant, since the issue of disenfranchisement of
the “kulaks” in 1928-1931 in Kazakhstan has not been fully explored. Certain aspects remain
understudied, such as the confiscation of property from bais and “semi-feudal lords” the liquidation
of kulaks, large-scale collectivization, and the sedentarization of Kazakh nomads. The emergence of
the social status of “disenfranchised persons” in the social and political history of Kazakhstani society
had a significant impact on the daily life of the population. The purpose and objectives of the study
are to examine the history of the “disenfranchised” among the German population of Akmolinsk
region, to analyze social tensions among the local population, as well as the subsequent emigration
of this group, based on newly discovered archival sources. Results. The article explores the emergence
and development of German settlements in Akmolinsk region, statistical data on the daily life of
German colonists in the 1920s—1930s, the impact of the policy of “liquidation of the kulaks as a class”
on the German population of Northern Kazakhstan, the deprivation of voting rights of a national
minority in the regions of the republic, resistance to the social status of “disenfranchised,” including
clashes in localities during the elections and re-elections of 1929, as well as the emigration of the
German population of Akmolinsk region to other regions of the Soviet Union as a form of protest
against confiscation of property and land allotments. Conclusions. The social status of the
“disenfranchised” influenced the socio-economic life of German settlements, the establishment of
collective farms and village councils, the pace of collectivization, and the subsequent economic
reforms of Soviet power. The article also addresses issues related to the plans for creating a national
district in Akmolinsk region.

Based on records and reports of Russian envoys from the 17th century, an
analysis of the history of Kazakh-Bukhara relations is conducted. In the 17th century, political,
economic, and cultural ties developed between the two countries. To gain a deeper understanding of
this topic, it is necessary to refer to various historical sources and materials. In this context, the records
and reports of Russian envoys hold particular significance, as they provide valuable information about
the socio-economic conditions, political structure, and external relations of the Kazakh Khanate and
the Bukhara State during that period. Determining the historical reliability of these data, uncovering
the nature of interstate relations at that time, and assessing the overall historical development of the
region are of important scholarly value. Goals and objectives of the study — Analysis of the reports of
Russian envoys from the 17th century; to show the presence of Kazakh-Bukhara relations in
diplomatic reports; to justify the importance of these reports for studying the history of Kazakh-
Bukhara relations; and to evaluate the significance of these reports as historical sources. Results. The
article, based on data from Russian diplomatic reports, identifies the direction, significance, political
and historical importance, features, and nature of Kazakh-Bukhara relations in the 17th century.
Information from Russian diplomatic documents confirms their role in clarifying the geopolitical
situation in Central Asia, verifying the accuracy of historical events, and in the development of new
scientific concepts and conclusions. Conclusions. In the study of Kazakh-Bukhara relations in the
17th century, reports from diplomatic missions of the Russian state are used as the primary sources.
Analyzing their historical value and reliability contributes to the investigation of trade, economic, and
political ties between the Kazakh Khanate, Central Asia, Safavid Iran, and India.

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Abstract. Introduction. One of the main development trends in Kazakhstan after overcoming the
crisis of the 1990s has been urbanization, which led to significant changes in reproductive behavior.
Birth rates have fluctuated — from falling below the level of natural replacement to achieving levels
of confidence, even surplus, extended reproduction, followed by a subsequent decline. Goal of this
article is to analyze the dynamics of birth rates in Kazakhstan as a factor of the adaptation processes
of family institutions to new conditions in the context of social modernization and urbanization.
Results. The article explores the causes of these processes and their connection to the shift from
traditional family structures to modernized ones. Birth rate is becoming an important indicator of the
transformation of traditional family institutions, which were formed in rural environments, into urban
family models characterized by different levels of fertility. The authors apply an interdisciplinary
approach, analyzing changes in birthrate vectors and the transformation of family institutions as
processes with both demographic and social characteristics. Conclusion. The decline in birth rates in
Kazakhstan since 2021 is associated with changes in the age and gender structure of the population
and the adaptation of families to new socio-economic conditions.

Introduction

In the course of historical development, fertility has acquired the distinct features of a social
phenomenon while retaining its biological foundation. The first social institution — the family —
emerged precisely to ensure the conditions necessary for childbirth, the safe upbringing of children,
and their effective socialization.

In the early stages of human development, the family was the sole form of social organization,
performing all essential functions — social-reproductive, economic, political, cultural, and normative.
Children have always been, and remain, the semantic core of the family. Consequently, fertility
processes, their dynamics, and effectiveness are closely linked to the state and forms of family
institutions.

Over time, particularly in urban contexts, more specialized institutions emerged, gradually
assuming many of the functions previously carried out by the family. Nevertheless, the family has
not lost its central, society-forming role. Having undergone all stages of societal evolution, family
institutions have persisted — albeit continuously transformed — demonstrating a remarkable capacity
for adaptation. No other social institution in human history exhibits such a diversity of forms,
structures, and organizational models as the family.

The profound socio-political, economic, and civilizational transformations that have marked
the past decades in Kazakhstan could not help but influence fertility dynamics. These shifts have
objectively led to structural changes within the Kazakhstani family. The factors that have shaped the
current state of family institutions can be viewed, in part, as negative — particularly during periods
that triggered elements of degradation in social reproduction, such as the systemic crisis of the 1990s.
It was during this time that spontaneous mass urbanization of Kazakhs began — a de facto exodus to
the cities. On the other hand, urbanization became a prerequisite for and a principal driver of
modernization in the country.

Significant changes occurred in fertility patterns; in the early stages, the reproductive system
found itself in an unstable, volatile state. This situation necessitated the adaptation of family
institutions to new social and economic realities. The complex and often contradictory challenges
faced by Kazakhstani families have had a direct impact on fertility dynamics — an impact well
documented in statistical data.

Fertility indicators are studied and analyzed across various disciplines; however, when
examined in isolation from a broader social context, such analysis can lead to incomplete
understanding and flawed forecasts. Without establishing a connection between fertility trends and
the formation of new family types, it is hardly possible to predict future trajectories of social
development as a whole.

The aim of this article is to analyze fertility dynamics in Kazakhstan as a factor in the adaptation
of family institutions to new conditions within the context of social modernization and urbanization.

To explore fertility dynamics as a predictor of family institutional transformation, the authors
have employed interdisciplinary approaches. Examining fertility through the lens of both
demographic and social meaning has, for the first time, made it possible to investigate reproductive
processes in close interrelation with the adaptive transformations of family institutions in the context
of Kazakhstan’s urbanization and modernization.
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Materials and Methods

This review aims to provide a brief overview of the sources used by the authors. The materials
are grouped according to formal and thematic criteria.

Family structure, intra-family processes and communication, gender aspects of family
transformation, reproductive strategies, as well as the principles and forms of family policy
implementation in different countries, have become the subject of extensive research in many
societies experiencing profound changes in the nature of the “eternal” institutions of family and
reproduction.

Notable contributions in English-language literature include the works of M. Baran, E. Evan,
J. Jones (Baran, et al., 2013), A. Sorrenti, M. Joan, M. Leon, E. Pavolini (Sorrenti, et al., 2019),
S. Demuth, S. Brown (Demuth, et al., 2004), C. Saraceno (Saraceno, 2023), P. McCarthy, J. Edwards
(McCarthy, et al., 2018), and Y. Gippenreiter (Gippenreiter, 2021). This international research has
contributed to the development of an interdisciplinary and comparative understanding of the
transformation of the family as an institution that performs both socio-cultural and demographic
functions. It has helped to identify universal and unique trends in the changes of family structures,
reproductive behavior, and gender roles across diverse socio-cultural contexts. Moreover, this body
of work has served as both a methodological and empirical foundation for the development of
effective family policy models, tailored to the realities of post-industrial society and oriented toward
sustainable socio-demographic development.

Various aspects of the transformation of the Kazakhstani family, the evolution of its social
functions and value orientations, as well as its interaction with external socializing environments —
including institutional mechanisms of the state — are thoroughly addressed in the works of domestic
researchers. Of particular interest are studies by A.B. Kalysh (Kalysh, 2013), Kh.A. Argynbaev
(Argynbaev, 1996), Zh. S. Aubakirova (Aubakirova, 2014), Z.Kh. Valitova (Valitova, 2005),
A.B. Yessimova (Yessimova, 2010), Zh.Zh. Zhanazarova (Zhanazarova, 2003), B. Rakisheva
(Rakisheva, 2019), T.V. Klimova (Klimova, 2006), N.U. Shedenova (Shedenova, 2018),
G.G. Solovyova, E.E. Burova (Solovyova, et al., 2013), Z. Arystamkulova (Arystamkulova, 2014),
M. Kabakova (Kabakova, 2013), among others. These authors have made theoretical and empirical
contributions to the analysis of family structures and their transformations under conditions of social
change.

Special attention in scholarly literature is devoted to the modernization of reproductive behavior
within a socio-cultural framework. This topic has been consistently developed in the works
of Zh.S. Aubakirova, E.O. Stolyarova, G.A. Sarsembayeva, N.L. Krasnobaeva, and A.N. Alekseenko
(Aubakirova, et al., 2023), who have contributed significantly to understanding the dynamics of
fertility in the context of shifting values and gender transformations.

A substantial informational and analytical foundation for studying the current state and
evolution of the family institution in Kazakhstan is provided by the national thematic reports
Kazakhstan Families for the years 2019, 2020, 2022, and 2024 (Kazakhstan Families, 2019, 2021,
2022, 2024). These comprehensive overviews cover a broad range of family-related issues in the
country and allow for the tracking of key trends and trajectories of transformation amid
socio-economic and cultural shifts.

The development of family and demographic policy in sovereign Kazakhstan is reflected in a
number of legislative acts (Decree, 2016; 2022; Code, 2011). The empirical basis of this study also
includes data from the All-Union Population Census of 1989, the national censuses of 1999,
2009, and 2021, as well as current statistical reports (Statistical Yearbook, 1991; 2022; Summary
Results, 2022).

Discussion

The earliest academic studies that documented changes in fertility patterns and the shift from
traditional family structures to urban (modernized) families can be traced back to the mid-20th
century (Frank, 1944; Irene, et al., 1944). It was during this period that scholarly discourse around
what came to be known as the “demographic transition” began to take shape. These global
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transformations in fertility and the adaptation of family institutions to new living conditions have
been closely linked to modernization processes, primarily urbanization.

Within this context, a body of research has emerged that identifies distinct stages of the
demographic transition, including the so-called “first”, “second”, and “third” demographic
transitions. In the 1970s, families, whether small or large, began to draw the attention of Soviet
scholars. Some even attempted to examine these patterns through the lens of ethnodemographic
analysis, including V. A. Belova (Belova, 1988) and G. A. Bondarskaya (Bondarskaya, 1999).
The renowned Russian demographer A. G. Vishnevsky dedicated his seminal work The Demographic
Revolution to this subject (Vishnevsky, 2005).

A more recent scholarly trend involves examining the meanings and connotations associated
with the concepts of family and fertility as they arise and evolve within the informational and media
space. In this regard, Sarah Perry’s article “The History of Fertility Transitions and the New
Memeplex” is noteworthy. It analyzes how new images and understandings of fertility and
childbearing — as intrinsic attributes of the family — become embedded in public consciousness
(Sarah, 2014).

Fertility remains one of the key indicators of the condition and sustainability of family
institutions. Special attention is given to the relationship between family, marriage, and fertility in
countries where issues of population reproduction are particularly acute and where depopulation has
become a pressing reality (Gurko, 2008; Rostovskaya, et al., 2023).

Research on the transformation of reproductive and marital practices under modernization often
draws on the findings of Ronald Inglehart (Inglehart, et al., 2005). This approach makes it possible
to analyze the complex interrelations between fertility rates, marriage patterns, and shifting family
roles on one hand, and generational changes — including transformations in the age and gender
structure of society — on the other.

The authors argue that these processes reflect a dynamic exchange between the external and
internal social environments in which family institutions operate. They also reveal the interplay
between latent demographic processes and shifts in value orientations occurring under conditions of
urbanization, radical changes in the socio-economic landscape, and evolving goals and strategies for
personal and familial self-realization.

Results

Family and fertility are closely interconnected and mutually dependent phenomena
of a complex biosocial nature. At the same time, they are continuously influenced by a range of
external factors, both demographic and social. This influence is not uniform — at different historical
stages, certain factors may play a dominant role, only to be replaced over time by others.
Retrospective studies make it possible to identify such stages and to apply this knowledge in
constructing probabilistic scenarios for the development of family institutions and fertility dynamics.

Throughout the entire period of Kazakhstan's independence, fertility has undergone significant
changes. At the starting point in 1990, the situation appeared relatively favorable — the total fertility
rate (TFR) stood at 2.79. However, by the turn of the century (1999-2003), the TFR declined below
the replacement level, reaching a low of 1.80. The situation began to improve by the end of the first
five-year period of the 21st century: already in 2004, demographic statistics recorded a TFR of 2.21.

Following this, a steady increase in fertility was observed, culminating in a peak TFR of 3.32
in 2021. However, within just three years, the rate dropped again to 2.80.

Effectively, this marks a return to the initial level — 2.79 in 1990 and 2.80 in 2024. Between
these two points, significant fluctuations were recorded, ranging from a pattern of below-replacement
fertility (TFR of 1.80) to one of above-replacement fertility (TFR of 3.32).

It is possible to conditionally distinguish three distinct periods in Kazakhstan’s fertility
dynamics, each characterized by a different trajectory. The first period was marked by a decline in
the total fertility rate (TFR) to 1.80 by the late 1990s and early 2000s. The second period, from 2004
to 2021, saw a steady increase in fertility, with the TFR peaking at 3.32. Finally, the third period,
beginning in 2022, has been characterized by a decline in fertility, with the TFR dropping to 2.80 by
2024. It is too early to determine whether this third phase has ended, as further statistical updates are
required. More important, however, is to understand which factors influenced these trends, the social
and economic contexts in which they occurred, and how they relate to the condition and
transformation of family institutions.

At the beginning of the 1990s, two predominant family types could be identified in Kazakhstan:
rural and urban. These types had clearly defined ethnic distinctions. In cities, where the population
was primarily of Russian-Slavic origin, the nuclear (two-generation) family structure prevailed,
typically associated with low fertility (1-2 children). In contrast, extended multigenerational families,
oriented toward high fertility, were still common in rural areas, where the majority of ethnic Kazakhs
lived. These differences in urban and rural lifestyles led to divergent fertility models: high fertility
among rural ethnic groups and low fertility among groups that had undergone earlier stages of
urbanization.

Thus, fertility models and family types (rural vs. urban) were closely interlinked and emerged
as the result of demographic evolutions and social transformations, each with different origins and
mechanisms of influence on Kazakhstani families.

The distinction between demographic and social factors is somewhat artificial, as in reality,
they are deeply intertwined. Nonetheless, for the purposes of analysis, we may provisionally assume
that demographic processes can be measured through objective quantitative indicators and identified
using statistical data. These include the age-sex composition of the population, ethnic structure,
patterns of settlement, and others. Social processes, by contrast, are more complex — they often
involve qualitative shifts that are difficult to measure directly, with statistics providing only indirect
indications. Nevertheless, these transformations are no less real and have an equally significant
impact on both fertility trends and the forms and functions of family institutions.

In the context of this study, urbanization is considered the key social factor. However,
urbanization is not treated here as merely the migration of rural populations to urban centers. Rather,
it is understood as a deep transformation of the socio-economic order, lifestyle, value systems, and
the gradual replacement of traditional daily practices with modernized ones.

The processes that defined the first two fertility periods are relatively well studied. Overall, the
picture looks as follows: the large birth cohorts of the 1950s, 1960s, 1970s, and 1980s — especially in
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rural Kazakh families — still retained high reproductive intentions. However, the crisis of the 1990s
undermined confidence in the future and forced many to postpone childbearing and suspend their
reproductive aspirations until more favorable conditions emerged.

By the mid-2000s, both objectively and in public perception, conditions began to improve. As
a result, the entire reproductive potential — both current and previously postponed — began to be
realized during this time. A significant rise in both absolute and relative fertility indicators followed.
Let us briefly outline the ethnodemographic factors behind this trend.

At the beginning of the 21st century, Kazakhstan underwent a substantial shift in its ethnic
composition. From that point forward, fertility dynamics became primarily driven by ethnic Kazakhs,
who largely maintained traditional reproductive norms. This shift in ethnic structure is therefore the
first major factor that must be considered when analyzing fertility trends (see Table 1).

The second key factor is the transformation of the age-sex structure of the population, in which
Kazakhs also began to dominate. In the most reproductively active and demographically promising
age groups, Kazakhs came to hold a clear demographic advantage. For instance, in 2021, ethnic
Kazakhs represented 74.0 % of the population aged 15-19 (Russians — 12.5 %, other ethnicities —
13.5 %) and 73.5 % of those aged 20-24 (Russians — 12.5 %, others — 14.0 %) (National Composition,
2023: 31-37). The ethnic composition of the population stabilized, and demographic processes
became predominantly autochthonous. By 2010, Kazakhs accounted for over 70 % of all births and
more than 90 % of natural population growth in Kazakhstan (Demographic Yearbook, 2012: 116).

The focus of the study then expanded to include not only the dynamics of the ethnic composition
and age-sex structure but also changes in the ethnic character of settlement patterns — specifically,
internal migration processes characteristic of the period of accelerated urbanization.

The active urbanization of ethnic Kazakhs, who maintained traditional family structures and a
pronatalist orientation, led to a shift in the urban—rural birth ratio. The reproductive potential
increasingly shifted towards urban areas. The gap between urban and rural birth rates steadily
widened in favor of urban regions. From 2000 to 2010, the urban birth rate exceeded the rural rate by
a factor of 1.1; however, from 2010 to 2021, this difference grew to 7.9 times. In 2021, 58.9 % of all
births in Kazakhstan occurred in urban areas.

In absolute terms, the number of births in 2021 reached the highest level in Kazakhstan's
demographic history. Demographic factors such as the age-sex structure, ethnic replacement, and the
“postponed births” effect contributed positively to the overall birth dynamics. Initially, active
urbanization did not lead to a decline in fertility. On the contrary, rural families brought traditional
reproductive models with them into urban settings. Over the 15-year period of nearly uninterrupted
growth in fertility rates, it appeared that this upward trend would continue. The high level of ethnic
identity among Kazakhs, and their perception of family traditions as a core value, contributed to the
belief that urban Kazakh families (who constitute the majority) would preserve reproductive
behaviors formed in earlier historical periods.
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Against this backdrop, a new and unexpected trend emerged: from 2021 to 2024, the number
of births began to decline rapidly both in urban areas (by 16.6 %) and in rural areas (by 18.3 %).
Likewise, general fertility rates also dropped significantly during this period — by 22.7 %. Notably,
the decline in urban areas was steeper than in rural ones — 25.4 % and 18.0 %, respectively (see Table
2).

A multifaceted analysis once again reveals that this phenomenon does not stem from a single
cause, but rather from a complex interplay of various processes.

At the surface level, the decline in fertility rates is commonly explained by the sociocultural
transformation of Kazakhstani society in the context of urbanization. Despite the resilience of
traditions, the urban environment is objectively ill-suited for large families. Restructuring urban space
to meet the needs of such families is not only a lengthy and costly process but, in essence, an
impractical one. After all, the choice to live in cities is neither accidental nor a passing trend — it
reflects a universal, global trajectory of development. Consequently, families are compelled to adapt
to new living conditions.

There is a pressing need to break the entrenched dichotomy that defines a “real Kazakh family”
as necessarily large, with many children being perceived as essential for preserving cultural identity
and national traditions. The realities of the Second Demographic Transition must be acknowledged —
a process which, across all sociocultural settings, inevitably leads to a decline in fertility. In this
context, family institutions adjust to new, urban “rules of the game.”

The shift toward new fertility models does not imply a rejection of historical or cultural roots.
On the contrary, by maintaining the ability to adapt and evolve, Kazakhstani society gains new
avenues for development and opens fresh opportunities for the future.

However, beyond sociocultural aspects, there are also demographic factors that significantly
influence fertility trends in both urban and rural areas. These factors are independent of individual
family choices. By the mid-2020s, the reproductive activity of the large cohort of women aged 30—
39 — born in the mid-1980s to early 1990s — is gradually declining (1.485 million in 2024).
Responsibility for sustaining fertility increasingly shifts to the 2029 age group, born in the mid-
1990s to early 2000s. However, this younger generation is substantially smaller than the previous one
—by 21.4 %, or 317.1 thousand individuals. This demographic shift is one of the primary reasons for
the recent decline in the total fertility rate and the overall number of births.

The actual trends in fertility growth or decline — independent of changes in the age structure —
are best illustrated by age-specific fertility rates (ASFR), which reflect the intensity of the fertility
process within specific age groups of women of reproductive age (1549 years). The data in Tables
3 and 4, even over a short time frame, demonstrate contrasting dynamics in ASFR trends.

Table 3 presents age-specific fertility rates (ASFRs) of Kazakhstani women in 2010 and 2021.
The overall trend reveals a marked increase in age-specific fertility rates (ASFRs) across most age
groups, with the notable exception of the youngest cohort (15—19 years), which experienced a decline.
Moreover, the growth rate tends to rise progressively with each older age group. In urban areas, this
trend is generally more pronounced, with few exceptions. As a result, the total fertility rate (TFR) in
2021 increased by 27.2 % compared to 2010 (by 31.8 % in urban areas and 25.0 % in rural areas).

As previously noted, after 2021 both the number of births and overall fertility rates began to
decline. Between 2021 and 2024, there was a sharp drop in fertility rates, particularly among younger
women. In the 15-19 age group, the ASFR decreased by 34.1 %, and in the 20-24 group — by 25.1
%. The decline was much more pronounced in urban areas than in rural ones, despite the fact that just
recently the trend in ASFR evolution had been the opposite. Among urban women aged 15-19, the
ASFR dropped by 38.2 % (compared to 19.0 % in rural areas); among urban women aged 20-24, it
fell by 33.6 % (compared to 9.0 % in rural areas).

With each older age group, the pace of decline slows (except for the oldest group), yet the most
significant structural shifts occurred precisely in the older reproductive age groups. A comparison of
the ASFRs for 2010-2021 and 2021-2024 in the most active reproductive age range (25-39 years)
clearly illustrates this transformation.

As a result, the total fertility rate between 2021 and 2024 decreased by 15.7 % overall (by 19.2
% in urban areas and by 8.3 % in rural areas) (see Table 4).

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According to the authors, Kazakhstan is undergoing a rapid generational shift in reproductive
cohorts, characterized by significantly different attitudes toward fertility. The generation now exiting
reproductive age developed its childbearing attitudes under the influence of ethno-political, socio-
economic, and sociocultural contexts of previous decades. In parallel with the growth of the urban
Kazakh population, new perspectives on family, the number of children, and related values are
emerging. As a result, reproductive choices are increasingly based not on the number of children, but
on the quality of conditions in which children are raised and socialized.

These changes indicate that the family’s primary function — raising the next generation — not
only remains central but is gaining renewed significance. This suggests the continued development
and evolution of family institutions. The results of a three-year sociological study “Regional
peculiarities of reproductive behavior of urban Kazakh women” can serve as confirmation of this
thesis. The study involved 1,050 young Kazakh women, university students, who were asked to
choose the most attractive scenario for the near future (3—5 years). Of the six proposed scenarios,
three contained reproductive activity, and three did not involve motherhood. At the same time, each
scenario contained a certain set of social characteristics (marriage, continuing education, professional
career, etc. Over the course of three years, the total choice of reproductively active scenarios
increased: from 29.1 % in 2021 to 49.6 % in 2023. It is significant that the main increase was provided
by the option “Specialist, working, married, 1-2 children”. It is this model of childhood that is most
characteristic of a modernized urban society — it allows for the realization of both reproductive and
socio-economic needs, not only to provide children financially, but also to give them a role model of
a modern mother.

Thus, family structures and reproductive behavior (fertility) are influenced by factors of various
origins — both demographic and socio-economic. First and foremost, there is a transformation in the
worldview of young women, who represent the country’s main reproductive potential. The desire for
professional and economic self-fulfillment, which enhances individual status, is now combined
with the need to maintain a new level of financial stability within the family. Rising expectations and
needs — particularly regarding the upbringing and education of children — demand more than one
working adult per household. Maintaining traditional gender roles, where the man is the sole
breadwinner and the woman is responsible for childcare and domestic life, is no longer viable for the
majority of Kazakh families.

The growing number of educated, highly qualified women in Kazakhstan suggests that families
will increasingly prioritize the quality of childrearing and educational conditions. This forms the
social background against which family institutions currently operate and transform.

Conclusions

The decline in fertility observed since 2021 should not be interpreted as moral decay or a
breakdown of family values, as it is often portrayed in the media. On the one hand, it is a natural
consequence of shifts in the age-sex structure of the population; on the other, it reflects the adaptation
of family institutions to new realities and is a response to drastic changes in everyday socio-economic
practices. In these new conditions, high fertility can no longer remain the dominant model of family
life.

Under the most optimistic scenario — assuming continued social stability, sustainable economic
development, and a favorable geopolitical and economic environment — the Kazakh family will likely
adopt new forms, where the dominant model becomes moderate fertility. This model would support
replacement-level reproduction without triggering a demographic “explosion”, which, despite its
potential benefits, would also entail increased demographic burden and risks to sustainable
development.

It is reasonable to assume that high fertility will persist as a localized model among specific
population groups: those for whom traditional or religious values outweigh social or economic
difficulties, as well as the wealthiest and the poorest families. For the former, large families are a
cultural or religious choice; for the latter, children may be viewed as a source of state support.
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Some families will likely adopt a low-fertility model. Others may opt out of childbearing
altogether, unable to envision providing the necessary conditions for children's upbringing and
socialization. Single-parent families are already emerging as a distinct type of household in
Kazakhstan.

Marriage and family institutions, as well as reproductive behavior, reflect the broader socio-
economic and cultural state of society. Kazakh society has entered a new stage of development — the
level of an urban nation. Urban lifestyles necessitate the search for new forms of family functioning.
As has happened throughout history, the family adapts, seeking the most effective ways to fulfill its
core functions — childbearing and socialization.

The previously dominant dichotomy between two family types — rural (large families) and
urban (small families), characteristic of Kazakhstan in the mid-20th century — has been replaced by a
more complex typology, which now requires careful study and analysis.
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Abstract. Introduction. The article examines the image of Tokhtamysh Khan in Timurid
historiography of the late 14th — first half of the 15th centuries. The confrontation between
Tokhtamysh and Amir Timur was one of the pivotal events in Eurasian history that determined the
fate of the Golden Horde and its role in the international system. Nevertheless, a comprehensive
analysis of how Timurid chroniclers constructed and interpreted the figure of Tokhtamysh has not
been undertaken until now. Aim and objectives The purpose of the study is to identify the formation,
evolution, and functions of Tokhtamysh’s image in Timurid chronicles and universal histories. To
achieve this goal, the research addressed the following tasks: systematizing the references to
Tokhtamysh in translated sources, highlighting the main narrative blocks (alliance with Timur,
rupture, military campaigns, defeats, and exile), analyzing stable types of representation, and tracing
the dynamics of his image in relation to the ideological needs of different generations of the Timurids.
Materials and methods. The source base consists of translated Timurid chronicles and universal
histories: Zafar-name by Nizam al-Din Shami and Sharaf al-Din Yazdi, Muntakhab al-tawarikh by
Mu'‘in al-Din Natanzi, the works of Hafiz-i Abru, and later compilations by Fasih al-Khafi and Abd
al-Razzaq Samarqandi. In addition, comparative material was drawn from Madjmu * al-tawarikh and
Chingiz-name (Kara tavarikh). The study applied methods of narrative analysis, discourse analysis,
comparative typology, and source criticism, focusing on how the chroniclers’ ideological orientation
shaped the construction of Tokhtamysh’s image. Results. The results demonstrate that in the
chronicles of Nizam al-Din Shami, Sharaf al-Din Yazdi, Mu‘in al-Din Natanzi, Hafiz-i Abru, as well
as in later compilations by Fasih al-Khafi and Abd al-Razzaq Samarqandi, Tokhtamysh is consistently
depicted as a traitor, a source of disorder, a defeated enemy, and a ruler deprived of agency. His
defeats are interpreted as inevitable retribution, while his figure serves to exalt Timur and legitimize
his descendants. In conclusion, the study argues that the negative representation of Tokhtamysh was
not a reflection of biographical reality but the result of the Timurid court’s political-ideological
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agenda. This canon provided continuity for the dynastic myth and persisted in later Timurid tradition.
The research contributes to the study of “enemy image” construction in medieval Muslim
historiography and can be applied in comparative analyses of post-Chinggisid historical memory.

Research on the problems of the 1916 uprising began shortly after the
establishment of Soviet power in Kazakhstan, and the first scientific papers of various types and
contents were published.

One of the problems of Russian
historical science to this day, which attracts researchers with its relevance, is the Uprising of 1916.
This uprising was a special period in the struggle of the Kazakh people for freedom. In the 1920s and
1930s, the intelligentsia of the Alash movement participated in studying the problems of the uprising,
such as Alikhan Bokeikhanov and Mirzhakyp Dulatov, who continued their educational activities and
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moved into the socio-cultural sphere after the Bolsheviks came to power in Kazakhstan, as well as
Mustafa Shokai, who emigrated abroad, Turar Ryskulov, Temirbek Zhurgenov and others who served
in the Soviet Union. Among them were such researchers as G.I. Broido, A.V. Shestakov,
I. Chekaninsky, and others. In the 1940s and 1950s, this problem was not ignored by historians,
monographs and collections of documents were published, articles were published, and conferences
were organized. Conclusion. After the independence of Kazakhstan, in Kazakh historiography, the
study of the problem of the 1916 uprising began to be revised from a new perspective and research
methodology for an objective assessment of this event, since in the historiography of the Soviet
period, this problem was studied in particular unilaterally from the point of view of narrow class
positions and distortion of events. This article examines historiographical issues that have been
distorted or presented in a biased manner and analyzes them objectively in accordance with the
historical knowledge of the independent country.

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Abstract. Introduction. The article analyzes the relevance of the women’s issue in Kazakh society at
the beginning of the 20th century as reflected in scientific works and literary writings within the
framework of a comprehensive study of the intellectual history of Kazakhstan. The Alash
intelligentsia regarded the women’s question as an integral part of the project of societal
modernization. Their works and literary creations not only raised pressing issues concerning the status
of women but also suggested ways for their emancipation. At present, this issue requires thorough
scholarly analysis. Goals and objectives —to identify how the women’s question in early 20th-century
Kazakh society was reflected in the scientific works and literary writings of the Alash intelligentsia
within the scope of an interdisciplinary study of the intellectual history of Kazakhstan. The basis for
analysis included literary works and publicistic writings of the Kazakh intelligentsia of the early 20th
century, as well as studies by domestic and foreign researchers. The research employed comparative-
historical analysis, systematization, and chronological and content analysis of sources and
publications. Results. At the beginning of the 20th century, the Alash leaders, addressing the issue of
gender inequality in their scientific works and literary writings, sought to promote literacy and involve
Kazakh women in public life. Newspapers and journals such as “Qazaq”, “Saryarqa”, “Aqzhol”, and
“Aiqap” not only discussed socio-political issues but also contributed to the emergence of female
journalists among Kazakh women. These women journalists gained the opportunity to raise pressing
social issues in the press. Conclusion. During this period, the intelligentsia, united around newspapers
and journals, succeeded in elevating the status of Kazakh women to the socio-political level. This
contributed to the growth of civic activity among Kazakh women and influenced the rise of the
women’s movement in Kazakhstan.

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Introduction

The relevance of the raising of women's issues in the scientific works and literary works of
Alash intellectuals at the beginning of the 20th century through a comprehensive interdisciplinary
study of the intellectual history of Kazakhstan is determined by a number of key factors. The
“women's issue” was one of the main directions on the socio-political agenda of Kazakh society in
the early 20th century. It is a topic of particular importance, especially within the framework of the
Alash movement. During this period, women's rights, their education, and their place in the family
and society sparked active debates, which were widely reflected in journalism and fiction. The
relevance of the issue is to analyze the status of women in society from a historical and literary
perspective, to identify the evolution of public consciousness, changes in the value system, and the
ways in which the image of women in national culture has been formed.

In particular, in the period from the XIX—XX centuries, the status of women in Kazakh society
became one of the most pressing issues. The policy of Imperial colonization, in turn, contributed to
the aggravation of that problem.

Despite the fact that half of the population, that is, the percentage of women in the region in
1914, was 47 %, under the influence of politics and religion in the country, the life of women in social
inequality continued for a long time. Islamic Sharia law systems have established the status of
women's inequality in the family and society. In the Muslim religion, strict laws were adopted and
began to spread widely among the people. Despite the fact that Kazakh women did not wear the same
command as other Central Asian peoples, the status of women in Kazakh society continued to decline
due to the predominance of patriarchal norms.

Due to such trends, the indigenous customs and rituals of marriage of the Kazakh people were
in crisis, especially among young people, protests and disagreements against the traditions of
polygamy and marriage, “besik kudalyk (being engaged from the cradle)” and dowry began to
accelerate. The sale of young girls to an old man for dowry, the marriage of young people against
their will, the forced marriage of underage people, and the “widow's dispute” exacerbated inequality
in society.

The main objective of the article is to find answers to the questions of how much the issue of
women's equality during this period was analyzed in periodicals and scientific research, as well as
what aspects of it were dominant, and who raised its acute issues. In response, intellectuals, unable
to turn a blind eye to the inequality that existed in society, took up the struggle, thinking about the
future of the nation and intensifying their scientific and literary creativity. National sympathizers,
determined to give new impetus to society, uphold the honor and spirit of the nation, and change
public consciousness, were among the first to take action in the pages of newspapers and magazines
to raise the status of women in society, to ensure that this issue does not remain in the shadows in the
political arena, and to call on the people to enter a new stage of civilization.
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This article analyzes the publication of the issue of women in Kazakh society at the beginning
of the 20th century in the scientific works and literary works of Alash intellectuals within the
framework of a comprehensive study of the intellectual history of Kazakhstan. The fact that Alash
intellectuals considered the issue of women as an integral part of the project of modernization of the
country is a very important issue. Their works and works of art not only raised the current issues of
the status of women, but also suggested ways to free them from the shackles of old-fashionedness.
Due to their relevance and importance, these issues require careful analysis from a scientific
perspective, in line with modern requirements. Therefore, the article reflects the views of Kazakh
intellectuals on this issue through their journalistic, educational, and political activities. The article
examines the historical roots of gender perspectives in the works of such prominent figures as Akhmet
Baitursynuly, Alikhan Bokeikhan, Magzhan Zhumabayev, Mirzhakyp Dulatuly, and Zhussupbek
Aimautov, and analyzes their trends and features that are in line with modern feminism.

Although the feminist movement in European countries, aimed at recognizing the equal rights
and potential of women in society, began to develop actively in the second half of the 19th century,
the spread of the phenomenon of feminism in Kazakhstan had its own peculiarities. The prerequisites
for the emergence of ideas of gender equality in Kazakh society first began to manifest themselves at
the beginning of the 20th century, in conjunction with the educational activities of representatives of
the national intelligentsia. Alash intellectuals, realizing that in order for the Kazakh people to join the
ranks of civilized countries, it was necessary, first of all, to raise the social role of women, paid special
attention to the issue of women's equality. These views were reflected in their literary, journalistic,
and political activities.

The article concludes that the raising of topics related to women's issues by such representatives
of Alash as Alikhan Bukeikhan, Magzhan Zhumabayev, Mirzhakyp Dulatuly, Smagul Saduakasuly,
Sultanbek Kozhanuly also found support among women and influenced the emergence of the
women's movement of the 20-30s of the XX century, led by active women and public figures Nazipa
Kulzhanova, Akkagaz Doszhanova, Sara Esova and others.

Materials and methods

As the data base and material basis of the article, Kazakh newspapers and magazines of the
20th century were used, including the independent publications “Aq zhol”, “Qazaq”, “Saryarqa”,
“Aykap”, etc., which touched upon the status of women in Kazakhstan. The essence and purpose of
the main ideas of the Kazakh intelligentsia were clarified based on a historical and comparative
analysis of their views and thoughts, which were ahead of their time, through articles published in
periodicals and works in the literary and artistic genres of the 1920s and 1930s. In addition, a series
of scientific works, research papers, and articles by domestic and foreign researchers addressing the
situation of women in Kazakhstan in the first quarter of the 20th century were collected and filtered.

The main methodological basis of the scientific article is the critical and historical approach,
which requires a precise study of the development and change of social phenomena. Throughout the
research, along with the general cognitive method, historical objectivity, systematics, analysis,
comparative historical analysis, consideration of the development of historical studies in a
chronological time frame, and other methods were used. For a deeper study of this topic, an
interdisciplinary approach (History, Literary Studies, Gender Studies) was also used, which allows
us to understand the intellectual traditions of Kazakh Society of the twentieth century.

Using the historical principle, the historical objective and subjective factors of social change in
the first quarter of the 20th century, the role and place of women in society were identified. Using the
systematic method, research on the topic was systematized and analyzed. In the study, we sought to
distinguish the truth of the problem using textual-comparative and historical-comparative approaches.
In the above Periodical Press, which contains modern views and thoughts of the Kazakh intellectuals,
the main problems that took place in society at the initial stage of the twentieth century were raised,
and a comparative analysis of their publications on the impact on women was carried out.

The article takes as a basis the inclusion and reflection of historical reality in the data, the level
of subjectivity of the data, the principles and approaches to determining their scientific value. And
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using the chronological approach, we implemented a step-by-step, sequential definition of the
problem, while maintaining a clear periodic framework of the topic. The comparative analysis of
articles in the domestic press of the XIX—XX centuries in relation to the “problem of women” in
Kazakh society was based on the positions of sincerity and objectivity in accordance with the
historical situation.

Discussion

One of the first to pay attention to the problem of eliminating gender inequality in the traditional
environment of the country at the beginning of the twentieth century was such figures
as A. Bukeikhan, A. Baitursynuly, M. Dulatuly, M. Zhumabayev in their works and articles. They
assessed the problem of women as one of the most important mechanisms for the modernization of
society. For example, Mirzhakyp Dulatuly's novel “Unfortunate Zhamal”, published in 1910, can be
considered as the first socio — feminist work of art in Kazakh literature. In this novel, topical issues
of the Kazakh woman's personal rights in society, violent marriage, and exclusion from education are
openly raised (Unfortunate Zhamal, 2009: 318).

“The newspapers “Qazaghstan”, “Aq zhol”, “Saryrka” and the magazine “Aiqap”, organized
under the leadership of representatives of Alash, called for the elimination of inequality in society,
aiming not to ignore the situation of Kazakh women in the country”. In our study, the feminist views
of the Alash intellectuals were used, which were published in the above-mentioned publications.

The dissertation work of M. D. Baidavletova “study of ethnosocial and ethno-cultural problems
in Kazakhstan in the second half of the XIX — the first decades of the XX centuries in the works of
the Kazakh intellectuals” also considered the works of the Kazakh intellectuals on this topic. In the
chapter of this research work “the study of women's equality by the Kazakh intellectuals”, the plight
of women in the entanglement of Old Customs and consciousness in national periodicals on gender
topics, cattle stock (giving away large amounts of livestock for bride price), and its elimination, the
involvement of women in society, the fight against illiteracy, etc. the problems aimed to analyze the
articles of famous public figures published (Baidavletova, 2011: 123).

And among the research in the gender aspect, the works of such scientists
as Sh.D. Seidigazimova, S. E. Tapanova, M. Toplu stand out. They analyze the evolution of the
writing of the problem of women in the Kazakh Periodical Press from the point of view of modern
gender theories and take a step towards their study in the context of national feminism
(Seidigazimova, Tapanova, Toplu, 2020: 26).

In addition, Dzhemile Kynachi devoted her research to the theme of the image of women in
Kazakh literature in the first quarter of the twentieth century. Dzh. Kynachi in the first theaters of
Kazakhstan in 1920-1928 focused on such issues as the problem of women's equality, cattle stock
(giving away large amounts of livestock for bride price), married to tokal (second young wife),
marriage without the desire of a girl, amengerlik (sponsorship), the influence of Bolshevik politics.
The author mentions Mirzhakyp Dulatuly, Zhussupbek Aimautov, Saken Seifullin, Zhiengali
Tlepbergenuly, Koshke Kemengeruly, Mukhtar Auezov as citizens who raised the problems of
women in Kazakh literature. In the study of Kazakh literature of the twentieth century, Dzhemile
Kynachi paid special attention to the transformation of the image of a woman before and after the
October Revolution, the social status and preferences of a simple Kazakh woman in poetry and prose
(Kmaci Baran, 2017: 172).

Results

Although the views of the Alash movement and its leading representatives on the living
conditions of the Kazakh woman in gender inequality are considered somewhat in the scientific
literature, this topic still requires a deep and comprehensive study. In the process of writing the article,
we were convinced that there is little research work on this particular topic. In 1917, on the initiative
of the Alash intellectuals, political congresses began to be organized in the regions. On April 28, the
Turgay regional Kazakh Congress, which was held in Orenburg, was opened by Alikhan Bukeikhan.
Among the 14 issues considered on the agenda, the topic of education was also touched upon. The
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delegates supported the introduction of universal education and demanded the organization of joint
education of girls and boys.

At the end of 1917, Nazipa Kulzhanova made a report at the Semipalatinsk Regional Congress.
She told about the situation of Kazakh women at that time and spoke about the need to eliminate of
giving the cattle stock and polygamy. 9 items on the agenda of the first general Kazakh
Congress were devoted to the issue of women, on which several decisions were made: “let men have
equal political rights with women. Let the cattle stock giving disappear. Stop the engagement of a girl
under 16.

Prohibiting the marriage ceremony of a mullah (saint man of muslim religion) to a girl under
16 years old, a boy under 18 years old. At the intersection of marriage, let the girl and the husband sit
face to face and ask for the satisfaction of both, and let them say their acception. Let the widow get
married her lover. It is a condition that the former Katyn (wife) succumbed to the second Katyn. If
the first lady does not give in, he will take it, he will come, and the second woman will stand, then let
the first lady go out and keep the former husband until she gets married to other man. Let relatives
not get married from each other, except for seven grandfathers” (Alash movement, 2004: 388-389).

Thus, as a result of the all-Kazakh Congress, which was held in a democratic nature, at the
insistence of Akhmet Baitursynov, a proposal was made to abolish giving the cattle stock and
amengerlik (having two wives), and a decision was made on the need to give women the same
political equality as men. Alash leaders assessed women's equality as an indicator of the civilizability
of society. They associated the activity of a woman in the family, in the field of education and work
with the intellectual growth of the nation.

The draft program of the Alash party, consisting of 10 chapters, created as a result of the first
all-Kazakh Congress, was published in the issue of the Kazakh newspaper dated November 21, 1917.
On February 2, 1913, the historian, scientist M. Koigeldiev made an objective assessment of the
newspaper “Kazakh”, created under the leadership of Alikhan Bokeikhan: “The newspaper “Qazaq”,
to some extent, was a common success of the great work of the most active figures of the Kazakh
national liberation movement of that period, A. Bokeikhan, A. Baitursynuly and M. Dulatuly”
(Koigeldiev, 2008: 65).

In the 1914 issue of the newspaper, Alikhan Bukeikhan's article “Muslim Congress” draws
attention to topical issues that caused discussion: it is wrong to marry girls at the age of 13, that is, an
immature child cannot master household chores, according to the legal marriage contract, the age of
a girl should be 16, and a man-18 (Bokeikhan, 1995: 19). That is, the legal issue of underage girls
was raised.

Akhmet Baitursynov's article “Electoral rights”, published in the newspaper in 1917, talks about
the need to give women political equality. The author talks about granting women not only the right
to vote on an equal basis with men, but also the right to be elected, noting that women deserve to
serve in places of state power (Baitursynov, 1991: 254-255). Such bold statements testify to the
mobile nature of the intellectuals of that time, ahead of their time, a lively attitude to public issues.

Public figures such as Gulaim Baigurina, Akkagaz Doszhanova, Gainizhamal Dulatova, Nazipa
Kulzhanova shared topical issues in society on behalf of Kazakh women and wrote articles on the
pages of the newspaper “Women's equality”. Among them, Gainizhamal Dulatova, Gulaim
Balgynbayeva and Akkagaz Doszhanova worked in the editorial office of the newspaper.

Akkagaz Doszhanova, one of the first Pioneers of the women's movement, was a scout of the
West Alashorda Army, a member of Alashorda. In honor of the anniversary of the work of the first
Kazakh girl Akkagaz, who graduated from the Faculty of Medicine at the Central Asian State
University in Tashkent, Alash intellectuals will not only organize a solemn ceremony, but also gave
an order to assign 100 thousand rubles of benefits from the budget of the Turkestan Central
Committee. Akkagaz Doszhanova's husband, Alimgerei Ershin, recalls that “poets and writers such
as Magzhan Zhumabayev, Mukhtar Auezov, Zhussupbek Aimautov did not dare to say superfluous
words in front of Akkagaz”. In this we can see the determined character of Akkagaz and the respect
of the intellectuals of the nation for girls.
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Akkagaz Doszhanova, one of the first Pioneers of the women's movement, was a scout of the
West Alashorda Army, a member of Alashorda. In honor of the anniversary of the work of the first
Kazakh girl Akkagaz, who graduated from the Faculty of Medicine at the Central Asian State
University in Tashkent, Alash intellectuals will not only organize a solemn ceremony, but also gave
an order to assign 100 thousand rubles of benefits from the budget of the Turkestan Central
Committee.

The situation with women in the country was systematically published through the magazine
“Aikap” and caused a wide discussion in the Kazakh society. On the pages of this magazine,
representatives of the Alash movement considered the issue of women's equality as the key to national
prosperity. The main goal of the magazine “Aikap”, published in the period from 1911 to 1915, was
to appeal to the people for education, culture and progress. In that publication, edited by
Mukhamedzhan Seralin, articles covering various spheres of Kazakh society were published,
including the issue of women. For example, Magzhan Zhumabayev's poem “Uterus”, published in
the 2nd issue of the magazine in 1911, touches on the most important political and social problems
for the country, such as outdated religious education, lack of teaching and education:

“Women go to the place of cattle.

He used his young daughter to get married for the sake of cattle or to an old man.

One saying “Five horses is female cost” Many young people are caught on the fishing rod”.

Here, we can see that the poet clearly describes the difficult aspects of a woman's fate through
his uncompromising singing.

In the 4th issue of 1913, Mirzhakyp Dulatuly's article “The Education of Girls” states that
“Unless the education of girls is carried out sincerely, it is difficult for the people to join the ranks of
a civilized nation”, and that girls should also be considered as members of society.

The magazine also touched on important socio-demographic issues in the country. It showed
that the increase in single men aged 3040, and the ratio of 5-6 men to one woman, is leading to the
development of demographic inequality in society. Also, the magazine revealed the socio-economic
consequences of that situation, describing issues such as the growth of livestock with specific data,
and reported that its consequences would lead to further inequality in society (Shashayeva, 2025: 80).

The magazine “Aikap”, which became a mirror of the innovative thinking part of society in the
twentieth century, raised the issues of eliminating inequality between men and women, the right of
women to education from a progressive point of view, and called for respect for a woman as the
mother of humanity. For example, in the article “The grief of two daughters”, a woman is the mother
of humanity, of all peoples, the Educator of future citizens, for the role of a woman is given special
importance (Aikap, 1995: 366).

In addition, the magazine “Aikap” initiated the formation of the generation of the first Kazakh
women journalists. “Aikap” was one of the first in the history of the national independent press to
attract such women as Sakypzhamal Tleubayevna, Maryam Seydalina, Kulayim Utegenkizy to the
service of correspondents and help them in their journalistic path.

Maryam Seydalina, daughter of a lawyer and a social activist Zhansultan Seydalin, published
in the magazine “Zarlau”, “Eyes”, “Tur, Kazakh!” (Stand up Kazakh) he published poems and articles
devoted to topical issues.

And Sakypzhamal Tleubayevna touched upon many topics describing gender inequality in such
articles as “Long-awaited hope and a couple of words to the head people”, “To the grandfathers of
Kazakh girls”, “A couple of words to my sadness”. In her article “To the grandfathers of Kazakh
girls”, published in the magazine in 1911, “According to the Shariat order, a boy and a girl should be
equal. Is there a Shariat law that should educate a boy in favor of a boy, and not educate a girl in favor
of a girl? She touched upon the idea Is it not a global sign of considering a girl for lower stage? In
her articles, Sakipzhamal condemned the fact that Kazakh girls, like things, were sold for dowry, got
married involuntarily, and all their lives passed in the illiterate world. Sakypzhamal boldly expressed
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her position on such topical issues in her poems “For Kazakh girls”, “Girl's blessing” and published
them on the pages of the magazine.

Kulayim Utegenkizy also spoke about the fate of a woman in the magazine “Aikap”
(1912 No. 8), devoting fiction and journalistic articles and poems to this topic. Her poem “To the
Kazakh girls” became famous as a herald of equality, and from the moment it was published in
“Aikap”, it helped Kazakh girls to appreciate their freedom, to strive for education. This poem by the
author was published in issues No. 8, No. 9 of the 1912 issue of the magazine (Hassan, 2016).

And about the appearance of a permanent column “Women's equality” in the newspaper
“Aq zhol” Mirzhakyp Dulatuly wrote in the 16th issue of the newspaper in 1921: “..Now that we
have taken the reins in this era of freedom and have our own government, the citizens of Alash are
taking care of this and are taking to the front lines, holding the power of law in one hand and the tool
of explanation in the other, to free and balance the female herd from slavery”. The force of law is
what this issue of “Aq zhol” is about. The decree of the government of Kazakhstan, which left a lot
of livestock, is published in that issue.

Kazakh Kyrgyz woman! From now on, stop going to a man you don't love just because someone
gave you livestock and your parents are upset! Don't exchange your happy life for sorrow! If you
strive for your freedom yourself, no one will be able to insist you anymore, as before, the enemy will
not be able to win. You now have a protector. Your protector is the government. You just need to say
a word “I'm not happy”, you join to the one you love, if you are silent, you are passionate about
slavery, your action plays against to yourself. But no one is interested in slavery or servitude. If you
don't speak up, you are speaking out of ignorance, malice, and cowardice.

Starting from the issue of the “Aq zhol”, a special section “Female equality” opens. If there are
such stories as taking a cattle stock against the published Nizam, sending a woman to a person who
does not love her involuntarily, or desperate women do not follow the old habit and leave for a loved
one, then the page of the newspaper is open to those who call names and write in color for guidance.
Those who write fake news in order to get their name out in the newspaper will be held accountable.
They will be prosecuted. ...End slavery! Long Live the Equality of women!” (Dulatuly, 2013: 397).
Thus, in the article, Mirzhakyp Dulatuly made it clear the position of representatives of the Alash
intellectuals on this issue, noting that it is a mistake to keep a woman in inferiority.

On April 12, 1921, in the permanent column of the newspaper “Aq zhol”, which touched upon
the above-mentioned women, the law of the Kazakh government on marriage was published and
distributed to the population. According to the law, it was written as follows (according to the
original):

1.Getting married to more than one wife is a disadvantage to the woman's humanity, it is a
reason to consume a woman in the account of a maid and make her a trophy; here it shows that the
second wife of the head of the family harms the conscience of the first wife, and also that if the second
wife is taken, the first wife spends it as a maid and uses it for her own benefit, allowing the second
wife to be humiliated, and therefore polygamy is prohibited.

2. A valid marriage is one that is registered in the Civil Registry Office (CRA), which records
changes in household members; This point tells people that changes based on legislation, i.e., need to
be registered with official government agencies.

3. When getting married, it is up to the girl and the guy to do what the Shariat says. But before
getting married according to Shariat, you must go to the department that registers changes in the
household. The law also does not oppose getting married according to Shariat law, but it requires that
the marriage be registered at the registry office first, and this procedure continues to this day.

In addition, according to the above-mentioned law, the marriage age of young people was
established, and marriages under seven years of age were declared illegal. The adopted law also
mentioned the dissolution of marriage, that is, the spouses were given the right to divorce. These
regulations, published in the newspaper, were signed by the Court Commissioner Alibekov (Azamat,
1921: 2).

The newspaper “Aq zhol” became a popular newspaper among the masses, focusing on the
issue of women's equality. Articles and poems dedicated to the difficult fate of Kazakh women were
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published in a special section of the newspaper called “Women's Equality”. One of those articles was
the article “Orphan girl” by Sultanbek Kozhanuly which described the plight of a young girl. The
author said: “there must be several reasons for a nation to become a nation and be developed. That is
one of the reasons why the mother of the nation, the educator of the nation, should be a woman. If a
woman is unequal, if a woman is ignorant, if a woman is a slave, then the nation will be like a bird
without wings and will not be able to move forward no matter how hard it tries. This is known. It is
said and written.

The situation of Turkestan women after the famine in 1917-1918 has become very difficult.
They were sold, became homeless, hopeless, children suffered from orphanage. The poor Kazakhs
were oppressed by the Uzbeks. Last December, when I visited old Tashkent, I saw a 13—14-year-old
Uzbek boy dragging an 11-12-year-old Kazakh girl on a sledge. The girl was sad, she was thin, and
she had no clothes. I felt sorry for her and went to her to apologize. She must have said that someone
had beaten me. She didn't say anything. Then, I said to the Uzbek boy, “Oh my god! Why are you
dragging that girl on a sled? You're just teasing yourself; you're a loser”. The Uzbek boy got angry. |
was boiled from nerves, and I couldn't stand it anymore, so I pushed the child away. But I didn't know
what to do, so I went back. Now this girl must be the orphaned sister of Kazakh citizens who were
captured by the Uzbeks during the famine that year. It was written in “Aq zhol” that orphans are
overflowing in the cities of Turkestan. This is true. Save your orphan sisters, young people!” — you
can see the sentiment (Aq zhol, 2020: 70).

The newspaper also contains many articles written by active women. Among them is Sara
Yesova's article “Women's Affairs in Kazakhstan”. The author, writing about the lack of attention to
the women's department in the country, concludes with the words “Kazakh women will also wake
up, learn art and knowledge to light up their lives, which were once slavery and maidenhood, and
crushed by the oppressors!” Be free members of the free life, destroy the old from the bottom and let
the light out into the sun! It must be so!” (Ak zhol (White Road), 1921). The publication of articles
by many female authors from alashorda publications is reflected in the fact that they see a woman as
equal to a man and support her to perform the same function. Another proof of this is the publication
of articles and informational messages by Asma Zhanbolova in the magazine “Saryarka”.

This shows that newspapers and magazines such as “Ayqap”, “Qazaq”, “Aq zhol”, “Saryarqa”,
etc., which aimed to disseminate political and cultural ideas of the progressive-democratic process
initiated by national intellectuals, gave a new impetus to the consideration of women's issues and
contributed to the increase in activity on the part of women in raising this issue (Zhussip, Kozybayeva,
2022: 102).

Alash intellectuals raised the questions of women's equality in the XIX—XX centuries, which
led to the release of the first literary works. Among them is a series of poems dedicated to a number
of women's situations by Magzhan Zhumabayev. The author's collections of poems ‘“Night was”,
“Asyk (national game) spinning”, “Zhas Kelin (bride)”, “Ulbosyn”, poems “Sholpan”, “Sisters”
reflected the difficult fate of Kazakh girls, and modern feminist views on the female image are also
observed (Zhumabayev, 2003: 208).

Alikhan Bukeikhan, in his work “Sheep Breeding in the Steppe region”, raises the problem of
social inequality and shows that the tradition of giving dowry makes the situation of women even
more difficult, especially women from poor families. It is for this reason that women became objects
of trade and were forced to do all the hard work, and as the well-being of the family decreased, the
woman's condition worsened. In addition, the author argues that when the Rich had the opportunity
to have several wives, the poor could not afford to have a family (Bokeikhan, 1995: 478). Alikhan
Bukeikhan conducts a scientific analysis and determines the economic significance of the number of
livestock, its impact on social inequality. That is, it is concluded that the number of livestock directly
affects the life of a person, is the main decisive factor in the ritual of marriage. Therefore, as a result
of a scientific analysis, the problem of increasing the number of singles among the poor, the
employment of men in the household, and the problem of women being forced to do hard labor in the
homes of the wealthy was identified through scientific analysis.
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One of the works that aims to show the fate of Kazakh women of the twentieth century is the
novel by Mirzhakyp Dulatuly “Unfortunate Zhamal”. The author dedicated his work to the fate of a
woman, which was one of the most pressing social topics in Kazakh society. In the novel, the fate of
the main character Zhamal is not taken lonely, also the life of Kazakh women and the life of the
Kazakh people of that time are intertwined, real, in continuity with the social problems of that time.
The transformation of the issue of “Women's equality” into one of the main populist topics in Kazakh
literature at the beginning of the twentieth century is inextricably linked with its introduction not only
in feminist circles, but also with the introduction of a new civilization, the demonstration of the
tenacious fighter character of the Kazakhs, striving for spiritual freedom and general freedom. For
this reason, the novel “Unfortunate Zhamal” is one of the works written to revive the idea of liberation
in a broad sense (Shashaeva, Kozybayeva, 2022: 192).

Zhussupbek Aimautov's novel “Akbilek” and the story “Kunikei's guilt”, written on this issue,
together with the female situation, raise the topic of family values in traditional patriarchal Kazakh
society. The novel “Akbilek” depicts the life tragedy of a young Kazakh girl who becomes someone's
hobby. The author draws attention to the fact that this is not just a difficult fate of one girl, but a great
grief that will be honored by the whole people. The novel touches on complex social, National and
gender issues related to the fate of a woman. Zhussupbek Aimautov describes a woman not only in
the family circle, but also at the personal level and deeply analyzes her psychology. Through Akbilek,
the author describes the desire of a woman to defend her rights and find her place in society. There is
reason to believe that this is the first feminist prose work in Kazakh literature.

And Sultanmakhmut Toraigyrov, a well-known poet, author of the novel “Kamar Sulu” and the
pamphlet “Getting married” on women's equality, dedicated his poem “Acquaintance” to Nazipa
Kulzhanova, a representative of the Alash movement, the first journalist from Kazakh girls:

“...A lady named Nazipa is famous,

She is known in newspapers and magazines.

If she were to read, she would be such a woman,

Those who read would appreciate the taste of words.

No matter how many days you search,

You will never find,

A more honest soul than Semey...” — Nazipa Segizbaykyzy admired the creativity and humanity
of the author.

Nazipa Kulzhanova is one of the first female figures among the Kazakh intellectuals. She was
not only a teacher, but also an activist in the press, proving that women need to be involved in culture
and education. In her article “Kazakh kyzyna (to the kazakh girl)”, published in the magazine “Aikap”
in 1913, she touched upon the importance of raising and educating girls. Nazipa is one of the first
persons who publicly expressed feminist ideas in Kazakh society (Shashayeva et al., 2025: 1555).

The name of Nazipa Kulzhanova, the first journalist, translator, educator, and member of
Alashorda, appears in the writings of OGPU member Kashirin about Alashorda. It says, “Alash” Orda
residents were also elected as delegates to the provincial congress: Kulzhanova and others. Tanashev,
a representative of the People's Commissariat for Nationalities, and Iskulov, from the Western Alash
Orda administration, arrived at the 3rd Congress of All-Kyrgyz Soviets in Orenburg. Before the
opening of the congress, Tanashev, Kulzhanova, Nakhimzhanov, Barlybayev, Baitursynuly, etc.
Alashordash people wanted to form a faction from Kazakhs who were not in the party. The group of
activists, having consulted, nominated Baitursynuly, Turmukhanbetov, Tanashev to the presidium of
the congress, and Kulzhanova as a candidate. “According to the proposed list, only Kulzhanova was
nominated as a public representative of the women's community”, it is reported. This document
proves that Nazipa Kulzhanova was actively involved in Alashorda activities on an equal basis with
men (AP RK. A. 139. P. 1. C. 550. P. 29).

However, despite the above facts, over the years there has been a misconception that the
elimination of inequality in Central Asian women is only the achievement of Soviet power. Despite
the fact that women serve the same as men, the right to vote, and the opportunity to engage in social
and political work, its compensation on the part of women was more expensive. During the policy of
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the Soviet authorities, women were mercilessly spent as a means of helping to get out of the economic
crisis and were persecuted when they were unnecessary. The fact that, according to the original plan
of the Bolsheviks, the campaign to give equality to women was only a vision, is confirmed by the
words of V. I. Lenin at a meeting with K. Tsetkin: “It is necessary to consider in depth that the social
and human condition of a woman has an inextricable connection with the presence of private
ownership of the means of production. Thus, the firm, indelible border between our position and
bourgeois feminism is clearly defined. This is the basis for viewing the women's problem as part of
the social, workers ' problem and linking it with the revolutionary class struggle of the proletariat.
Communist women should not have separate organizations. There should be no disagreement on this
issue. To conduct work among women, special propaganda methods are needed, but this is not the
Emancipation (equalization) of women, this is revolutionary practical expediency” (Milovidova,
1929: 416-420).

That is why the paradoxical policy of the small republics, which was only a mechanism for the
rapid delivery of communism, caused discontent among the intelligentsia. For the same reason, it is
clear that this ended with the terrible persecution of the 30s. However, in a short time, Alash ziyar
managed to leave a deep-thought, progressive mobile ideas and an indelible legacy at the disposal of
generations.

Conclusion

In the context of increasing interest in the intellectual history of Kazakhstan, the topic of
women's problems not only makes the “silent”, “unheard” voices of the past heard, but also allows us
to rethink the role of the Kazakh woman in social development. Therefore, a new impetus in the
progress and development of historical science gave special social significance to our research topic
and opened the way to a modern interpretation.

Although representatives of the Alash intelligentsia did not directly associate female equality
with the concept of “feminism”, their ideas and activities were aimed at establishing gender justice
in Kazakh society. The main point in the works of the Alash intellectuals given above is that the status
of a woman as a social equal is the main factor affecting spiritual independence and national
modernization. Today, these ideas are seen as a national-based form of feminism. These views on
women, proposed by Alash intellectuals, are important as the historical foundation of modern gender
policy in Kazakhstan.

Although the positions of Alash intellectuals in this direction differed from classical Western
feminism, they laid the foundation for a national feminist idea that was adapted to the national
identity, pragmatic, and able to combine old traditions with innovation. From this perspective, we
believe that the Alash movement should be considered not only as a political or cultural movement,
but also as a historical phenomenon that promoted women's rights and paved the way for national
feminism.

During the period of social consciousness and spiritual revival in the Kazakh steppe, Alash
intellectuals drew attention to the urgent problem of the situation of women, expressed their views in
this direction in a bold and civilized manner, and took an active part in changing the attitude of society
to this issue. During the study, it was proved that the leaders of the national movement of the early
twentieth century — Alikhan Bukeikhan, Akhmet Baitursynuly, Mirzhakip Dulatuly, Zhussupbek
Aimautov — expressed bold ideas about the position of women in society, the right to education and
education on an equal basis with men, to work, to make free choices, and held feminist views on this
issue.

In their articles and creative works, we can see the desire to raise the importance of the social
role of women, a view that directly linked national renewal with women's freedom. Alash figures saw
women's equality not only as a subjective issue of the individual, but as the main mechanism for the
prosperity of the entire nation. The study revealed that the main idea of the above-mentioned works
and works of Kazakh intellectuals was to perceive individual freedom and individuality as a spiritual
value and to make it understood by the people. They didn't only promote relevant feminist ideas of

their time through publications such as “Ayqap”, “Qazaq”, “Saryarqa”, and “Aq zhol”, but also
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provided an impetus for the formation of the first generation of Kazakh women's journalism by
sharing the opinions of literate, thoughtful women in these publications.

It is clear that the activity of Kazakh intellectuals, who played an important role in shaping
public opinion, in addressing the issue of “women's inequality” also contributed to the emergence of
the women's movement in Kazakhstan in the first quarter of the 20th century. The desire to ensure
women's equality, which lies at the heart of the Alash idea, is still relevant for today's society.
Therefore, studying the feminist positions of the Alash intellectuals is a way not only to learn about
our past, but also to understand the foundations of modern gender politics.
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Abstract. Introduction. The Zhayik settlement, which belongs to the period of the Golden Horde,
was discovered in 2001. Archaeological research has been conducted since 2002. During the research,
several residential buildings, public facilities, and economic structures were identified in the city.
Archaeological investigations were conducted at the sites of residential buildings, a bathhouse, and
kilns for firing bricks, limestone, and ceramics. The conditional necropolis of the city is located on
Zheltau-Svistun Mountain, where mounds, several mausoleums, and ground burial graves were
examined. The purpose and objectives of the study. During the archaeological excavations at the
necropolis of the Zhayik settlement, which was part of the Golden Horde in the 13th and 14th
centuries, the burial traditions of the inhabitants of the settlement during this period were determined,
and the religious and spiritual views were analyzed. Results. During the study, materials were
collected on the structures and burial traditions of 17 ground graves. They are located in the northern
direction from the “Big” and “Small” Mausoleums, in the central sector the conditional of the
necropolis of the settlement. Conclusions. The article discusses the results of an archaeological study
conducted in the field season of 2015 in the southern part of the necropolis of the Zhayik settlement.
According to the identified archaeological materials, the ground burial graves date back to the
13th—14th centuries. No sacrificial artifacts were found in the excavation area.

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Abstract. Introduction: One of the most widespread types of archaeological monuments on the
territory of Kazakhstan is the complexes of kurgans with “mustaches” (stone extensions). Although
the distribution area of these monuments extends beyond Kazakhstan, their main concentration is
within the Saryarka region. At present, researchers associate the kurgans with “mustaches” with the
Saka, Hunnic, and Turkic periods. The article presents the results of archaeological investigations
conducted in 2021 at the Sarytau burial ground of “mustached” kurgans. Purpose and objectives of
the study: The aim of the study is to determine the chronological framework of the complex of
“mustached” kurgans in Eastern Saryarka. To achieve this goal, the following tasks were set: to
identify the architectural features of the monument; to clarify its cultural and chronological affiliation;
and, by involving interdisciplinary methods, to address the issues of precise dating of the monument.
Research methods: In the study of the “mustached” kurgans, standard methods of field archaeological
excavations were fully applied. A comparative analysis was conducted based on previously studied
monuments. The age of the site was determined using natural science methods. Results. The burial
ground is located in the territory of Abai Region, Zharma District. The site consists of a “mustached”
kurgan and four earthen mounds. The “kurgan with stone chains” includes two mounds arranged
along the west—east axis. Two stone chains extend eastward from the eastern mound. During
archaeological excavations, a stone cist was discovered beneath the western mound, containing a
human skeleton oriented along the NNW—SSE axis. In the eastern mound, fragments of pottery and
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animal bones were found. A fragment of a clay vessel was also discovered at the end of the northern
chain. Radiocarbon analysis of the human bones from the western mound indicated a date
corresponding to the middle of the 4th to the beginning of the 3rd century BCE. The results of animal
bone analysis from the eastern mound suggest a date corresponding to the end of the 2nd century
BCE. Conclusion. Based on the results of the study, the authors conclude that the main mound of the
complex and the satellite kurgan belong to the same chronological period. The burial construction,
ritual materials, and the results of interdisciplinary research demonstrate similarities with the funerary
structures of the Late Saka or Korgantas periods.
